SCOPE
The Contractor shall perform the student support functions for all students assigned to OTC Newport. This function supports students (yearly average of 3,200) by performing a variety of administrative and clerical duties for them such as tracking, creating and updating service records, preparing commissioning documents, handling all pay and leave issues as well as FITREPs/PIMs as required while they are attending training classes at OTC.  OTC classes convene on a weekly, biweekly, or monthly basis, and they vary in length. Unless otherwise specified, the Contractor shall perform all tasks within this function Monday through Friday during normal working hours.

3.0 
REQUIREMENTS

The contractor shall perform the following support tasks.

TASK 1:  PROCESS INCOMING CORRESPONDENCE:  

The Contractor shall receive and route all incoming correspondence.  The Contractor shall maintain a tracking system for action correspondence and monitor action due dates to ensure that all correspondence requiring a response has been answered by the due date.  The Contractor shall notify the SCO of overdue action items.  As applicable, the Contractor shall annotate incoming correspondence with student’s name, class number, and make distribution within three working hours of receipt.

TASK 2:  PROCESS OUTGOING CORRESPONDENCE:  

The Contractor shall, working from a rough draft or template, review, correct, format, type, copy, distribute, log, route, and track all outgoing correspondence.  All outgoing correspondence shall be prepared per the Navy Correspondence Manual and the Turbo Prep system or current software system.  The Contractor shall prepare the correspondence utilizing appropriate software applications (current program being used is MS Office 2000 for word processing). The use of typewriters to process outgoing correspondence shall be the exception.  Finished outgoing documents shall be reviewed for accuracy and consistency, conformance, completeness, and shall be error-free.  All correspondence shall be completed by COB the day provided for action. The Contractor shall advise the SCO when correspondence cannot be completed by COB and provide an estimated timeframe for completion of the action.  The Contractor shall gather, consolidate, and type data required for various one-time and reoccurring messages and reports.

TASK 3:  CUSTOMER SERVICE:  

The Contractor shall provide customer service to include answering the telephones within their assigned spaces, taking messages, responding to routine telephone requests which have standard answers, refer calls to appropriate staff member, receiving visitors, and referring non-routine telephone or visitor requests to the SCO.  Any messages received for students, to include telephone messages received for forwarding to students, shall include their full name and class number.  All messages shall be delivered no later than COB the day received.  Emergency messages shall be forwarded immediately. 

TASK 4:  COPYING, DISTRIBUTING, AND FILING DOCUMENTS:  

The Contractor shall receive, sort, code, classify, index, copy, log, distribute, file, and retrieve material such as correspondence, instructions, notices, and technical documents using the established filing system within the office.  All documents shall be filed to the appropriate location within two working days of receipt.  Any questions regarding proper filing shall be referred to the SCO.

TASK 5:  UPDATE AND LOCATING SOURCES OF INSTRUCTIONS AND PUBLICATIONS:  

The Contractor shall incorporate changes to appropriate publications and directives within two working days of receipt.  The Contractor shall copy and distribute documents to the “holders-of-record”.  Customer requests for copies of correspondence and directives shall be answered by close of business the day of the request.  The Contractor shall search Government databases for information, messages, instructions and publications for the latest versions of administrative related documents.  This information shall be printed, copied, and distributed by the Contractor as requested by the SCO.

TASK 6:  OFFICE RECORDS AND FILES MAINTENANCE:  

Incumbents will maintain student records such as class rosters, FITREPs, transcripts, PIMs, commissioning certificates, DOR/NPQ/Attrite packages and all other Student Control generated records for appropriate timelines specified by SECNAV M-5210.1.  

TASK 7:  Command Pay/Personnel Administrative Support System (PASS) Coordinator (CPC):  

The Contractor shall liaison between the students and Personnel Support Detachment (PSD).  This function is performed on a daily basis through phone, electronic mail, and visits to PSD.  The CPC shall liaison with PSD for students regarding pay, personnel, passenger transportation matters and related support services required for the accomplishment of OTC mission. The Contractor shall follow guidelines in the OPNAVINST 1000.23 series (PASSMAN) in the processing and drafting of the necessary documents related to the service member and/or their dependents.  The support shall be provided in a wide variety of areas that includes, but is not limited to, advancement, allowances, travel, pay, discharge, transfer, extensions, retirement, awards, id cards, leave, changes in family status, screenings, Navy Enlisted Classification (NEC) requests, and pay advances.  The Contractor shall review and correct documentation submitted by students requesting updates or changes to their personnel records within two working days of receipt.  The Contractor shall attend periodic CPC meetings, training seminars, lectures, and disseminate information to the divisional POC and SCO.

TASK 8:  PROCESS SERVICE RECORDS:  

The Contractor shall receive and distribute Field Service Records to PSD as appropriate for student in-processing.  The Contractor will assist students in utilizing Navy Standard Integrated Personnel System (NSIPS) to ensure data from a member’s Electronic Service Record (ESR) is current.

TASK 9:  PERFORMANCE EVALUATIONS/FITNESS REPORTS:  

The Contractor shall identify, process, type, route, distribute, file, and mail (if required) student performance evaluations and fitness reports per BUPERSINST 1610.10 series.  The Contractor shall maintain each division’s database holding the report breakout showing trait averages and promotion recommendations for each competitive category by computing the numbers for each category.  The database shall be in an electronic format approved by the reporting senior official, but at a minimum shall include the name, division assigned, trait average, and promotion recommendation.  The database currently being used is NAVFIT 98.  The report is done in conjunction with the various evaluation cycles in addition to a Change of Command (COC), individual promotion, or transfer.  The Contractor shall ensure copies of all evaluations are provided to service members and that original reports are mailed to Navy Personnel Command (NPC).

TASK 10:  PAY/ALLOWANCES:  

The Contractor shall process the paperwork for Direct Deposit System (DDS) payment of travel advances/reimbursement, pay advances, over/under payment and other pay/allowances the member may be entitled to within two work days of receipt of the request.

TASK 11:  NAVY PERSONNEL COMMAND (NPC) DETAILERS/PLACEMENT LIAISON:  

The Contractor shall coordinate with NPC regarding issuing student quotas for classes.  The Contractor will track and verify available seats for various designators and coordinate with Officer Community Managers, detailers and/or placement officers in additional quota requests.  The Contractor will liaise with placement officers for incoming ODS and LDO/CWO students, and with detailers to provide student orders for follow on duty stations as needed.  The Contractor shall liaison with NPC detailers regarding the student’s orders and initiates all necessary documentation per NAVPERS 15909 and 18068 series.  Questions or problems regarding duty assignments shall be referred to the SCO for resolution.  

TASK 12:  ORDERS:  

The Contractor shall provide an updated graduation list to detailers by the sixth week of OCS training or shall coordinate with the detailers regarding any issues in the execution of orders.  The Contractor shall notify PSD and the detailer when students are dropped from class, setback, or put on hold resulting in a change in status, which may affect the orders process.  The Contractor shall track those students put on hold or setback.  The contractor shall pay special attention when students are dropped from a class and/or transferred to another. The Contractor will coordinate with detailers for students desiring OHARP, and ensure Overseas and Operational Screenings are completed before students’ check-out date. 

TASK 13:  CERTIFICATES:  

The Contractor shall prepare and type or order various certificates for students in order to mark special achievements (i.e. graduation, advancements, and awards, etc.).  The Contractor shall establish and maintain a database to track preparation, and presentation of certificates, ensure they are properly prepared and available for the ceremony, and copy documents as necessary for distribution and file.  

TASK 14:  CONDUCT CHECK-IN-BRIEFS:  

The Contractor shall brief students during check-in for each convening.    The Contractor shall provide each student a check-in package with applicable paperwork.  The Contractor shall provide briefing material to the students, which includes travel questionnaires, personnel, information, and individual school information.  The Contractor shall screen the student’s service record for school requirements such as citizenship, clearances, bonuses, DD-214s, and required documents for entry into Defense Enrollment Eligibility Reporting System (DEERS).  This screening shall be performed immediately following the student check-in brief and prior to PSD moving the records to their offices for action.  Contractor shall screen and process students for family care status (single parents or dual military parents) following OPNAVINST 1740.4 series. 

TASK 15:  DEFENSE ENROLLMENT ELIGIBILITY REPORTING SYSTEM (DEERS) ENTRY:  

The Contractor shall collect all appropriate documentation from incoming students for entry into DEERS.  Once the documents have been received, the Contractor shall review to ensure that they meet the Navy Personnel Command requirements.  If a document is not sufficient, the Contractor will work with the student to obtain the correct documents/forms.  When the majority of a reporting class’ documents are adequate, the Contractor will fax and or scan and email the documents to PSD where students will be entered into DEERS.  This should be done within the first week of the student reporting to OTC for training.  

TASK 16:  PROCESS TRANSFERS:  

The Contractor shall perform all tasks necessary to ensure that the students are transferred on graduation or transfer date.  The Contractor shall coordinate the transfer date with PSD.  This task includes providing the student with checkout procedures, checkout sheet, verifying completeness, (i.e. legal, dental, hospital, etc.), ensure transportation reservations are made, developing a complete transfer package, ensure all documents are included, briefing individual of his/her responsibilities during transit, transportation ticket, and service folder to the transferring individual.  The Contractor shall provide information regarding checkout from housing and the shipment of household goods for those students who require it.  The transfer package collected by the Contractor shall consist of service records, original orders, transportation tickets and all other relevant paperwork.  The SCO shall be advised of any problems associated with student transfers.

TASK 17:  EMERGENCY LEAVE:  

During contract work hours, the Contractor shall assist OTC Newport staff involved in the processing of emergency leave cases per SECNAVINST 7220.81 series as well as local governing policy and instruction.  This assistance shall include coordinating with the American Red Cross (AMCROSS), Navy/Marine Corp Relief Society (N&MCRS), Scheduled Airline Ticket Office (SATO) travel agency and other offices as required.  The Contractor shall provide immediate assistance to ensure the member is moved quickly through the process.

TASK 18:  STUDENT ACCOUNTABILITY:  

The Contractor shall inform SCO of any “No Shows” for classes as they check aboard in order to ensure students are safe and accounted for.

TASK 19:  MAINTAIN AND VALIDATE CLASS ROSTER:  

The Contractor shall maintain and validate the student roster against orders received for ODS, DCOIC and LDO/CWO Academy, and against rosters provided by CNRC for OCS.    The Contractor shall provide a complete roster to Student Control Training Technician for entry into CeTARS and to the class team, consisting of the Class Officer, Recruit Division Chief and Drill Instructor.  The Contractor shall obtain and maintain Quota Control Authority for relevant schoolhouses and scrub student rosters to ensure student eligibility requirements are met prior to confirming proposed students’ seats. 

TASK 20:  GRADUATION:  

The Contractor shall support each school’s graduation exercises.   For OCS, provide a listing of expected graduates to PERS-8 for commissioning documents and entry into OASIS; review commissioning documents for accuracy; collect service records from PSD; and prepare and deliver student packages to class teams prior to graduation ceremony. For ODS, DCOIC and LDO/CWO Academy, create certificates of completion and provide students with package including all documentation for personnel and personal officer records. 

TASK 21:  INFORMATION SOURCE:  

The Contractor shall provide previously established guidance  to students on a wide range of topics which shall include, but is not limited to, Servicemen’s Group Life Insurance (SGLI), reenlistment/retirements, separation/discharge, tuition assistance, advancement courses/requirements/examinations, pay/advances/allotments, extension of enlistment’s, Montgomery GI Bill and Veterans Educational Assistance Program (VEAP), Tricare Family Medical and Dental Plans, Exceptional Family Member Program (EFMP), and Dependent Care Certificates. Contractor shall assist the member in completing the necessary forms and applications in addition to verifying and updating the resulting changes to the personnel records.  The Contractor shall be adequately familiar with the mission, organization, functions and operations of OTC student programs in order to determine underlying problems, identify and notify SCO of any problems, and make any recommendations that they may have for solution. The Contractor must be able to research and use applicable guidelines to recommend more efficient methods for the execution of student training administrative requirements.

3.1 
SURGE

The following is considered to be the "surge" period, where each school receives the bulk of their student population:


DCO - January through May = Billeted for 44 student classes starting every two weeks.


OCS - January through end of the FY = 100 student classes starting every 3 weeks.


ODS - May through August = 176 student classes starting every month.

           
LDO/CWO is continuous throughout the year (45+ students per class).

The Contractor shall manage their staff to ensure uninterrupted student/staff support during these surge periods.  Surge periods may fluctuate from year to year, depending on the Navy's recruiting success.  The COR will provide information to the Contractor regarding surge timing.

g.           COMMAND PAY/PERSONNEL ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT SYSTEM (PASS) COORDINATOR (CPC):  Provide an average of 37,650 pay/personnel admin support system (pass) liaison support actions annually.     

h.           PROCESSING SERVICE RECORDS SUPPORT:  Provide an average of 3,012 service records support actions annually.     

i.            PERFORMANCE EVALUATIONS/FITNESS REPORTS SUPPORT:  Provide an average of 1,004 performance evaluations/fitness reports support actions annually.     

j.            PAY/ALLOWANCES SUPPORT:  Provide an average of 1,004 pay/allowance support actions annually.     

k.           NAVY PERSONNEL COMMAND (NPC) DETAILERS LIAISON SUPPORT:  Provide an average of 12,550 navy personnel command (NPC) detailers liaison support actions annually.     

l.            ORDERS SUPPORT:  Provide an average of 1,004 orders support actions annually.  

m.          CERTIFICATES SUPPORT:  Provide an average of 3,012 certificates support actions annually.  

n.            CONDUCT CHECK-IN BRIEFS SUPPORT:  Provide an average of 1,004 check-in briefs support actions annually.

The policies evidencing required insurance shall contain an endorsement to the effect that any cancellation or any material change adversely affecting the Government's interest shall not be effective (1) for such period as the laws of the State in which this contract is to be performed prescribe, or (2) until 30 days after the insurer or the Contractor gives written notice to the Contracting Officer, whichever period is longer.

(c) The Contractor shall insert the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (c), in subcontracts under this contract that require work on a Government installation and shall require subcontractors to provide and maintain the insurance required in the Schedule or elsewhere in the contract. The Contractor shall maintain a copy of all subcontractors' proofs of required insurance, and shall make copies available to the Contracting Officer upon request.

LIABILITY INSURANCE LIMITS

Pursuant to the terms of the clause FAR 52.228-5, Insurance--Work on a Government Installation, following are the kinds and minimum amounts of insurance required:

Past Performance (Acceptable/Unacceptable)

In the description of work, vendors shall provide a detailed explanation demonstrating the similarity of the contracts in terms of scope and magnitude to the requirements of the RFQ for purposes of relevancy.

Past performance will be rated on an “acceptable” or “unacceptable” basis.  There are two aspects to the past performance evaluations.  The first aspect is to evaluate whether the vendors past performance is relevant or not relevant to the effort to be acquired.  The Government will evaluate the vendor’s past performance as relevant or not relevant in accordance with the “Past Performance Relevance Rating Table” below:

Price – Price quotes will be evaluated in accordance with FAR 13.106-3 Award and documentation.

For the purpose of preparing a price quote, the vendor shall assume that the basic period of performance will be one (1) base year with four (4) one-year option periods.   The Government will evaluate the price quote for the base year and each option period. Price analysis will be used to determine the total evaluated price to support the selection of the LPTA quote.  

The vendor’s quoted price will be evaluated on the basis of price reasonableness.  The evaluation may include, but is not limited to:

52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (MAY 2015) 

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to 41 U.S.C. chapter 71, Contract Disputes'', as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement or any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice. 

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include--

(i) Name and address of the Contractor;

(ii) Invoice date and number;

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—System for Award Management, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic 

Funds Transfer--Other Than System for Award Management), or applicable agency procedures.

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the--

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;

(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer within the timeline specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. 

chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.
