STATEMENT OF WORK (SOW)

LEARNING SITE NORFOLK

VOCAL INSTRUCTOR 

1.0 PURPOSE: 

The purpose of the requirement is to provide one-on-one musical instruction on site the Naval School of Music (NAVSOM) in accordance with the Music Basic Course (BMC), Unit Leader Course (ULC), and Senior Musician Course (SMC) Vocal students, vocal performance and coaching for various ensembles with vocals, and classroom instruction to BMC Ear Training students. The goal of these services is to produce proficiently trained military members who meet the required performance and course completion standards set forth by demonstrating skills at or above minimum course graduation standards. 

2.0 BACKGROUND: 

Located on board the Joint Expeditionary Base Little Creek-FT Story in Virginia Beach, Virginia, NAVSOM provides specialized musical training for selected personnel of the Navy and Marine Corps. It is the first stop after basic training for instrumentalists and vocalists seeking to join the ranks of the United States Navy and Marine Corps Bands.  This unique facility, the largest of its kind in the world, provides basic to advanced levels of instruction geared toward preparing Sailors and Marines for the challenges of performance within a wide variety of military ensembles. Graduates of NAVSOM go on to become musical ambassadors throughout the United States and abroad as members of U.S. Navy and Marine Corps Bands. 

3.0 SCOPE: 

Provide specialized vocal instruction services for one (1) to five (5) Navy Vocalists, support Popular Music Group (PMG) performance 4 week training cycles as lead singer and/or backup singer for Basic and Advance courses, and one (1) to two (2) Ear Training classes for Navy and Marine Corps musicians located at the Naval School of Music (NAVSOM), 1420 Gator Blvd., Virginia Beach, VA.

NAVSOM’s mission is to provide Initial, Intermediate, and Advanced military and musical training for Sailors and Marines designated for duty as Navy and Marine Corps Musicians to fill billets in worldwide assignments. The period of performance will run from 1SEP2015 through 31AUG2016.  

4.0 SUMMARY OF REQUIREMENTS: 

The vendor shall provide a qualified instructor for vocal and ear training at NAVSOM with the following requirements as defined below.

4.1 Vendor shall be familiar with NAVSOM’s approved instructional materials and processes. 

4.1.1 Prior to delivery of lessons, vendors shall complete an indoctrination provided by NAVSOM staff that will consist of the following requirements: as Vocal instructor, observe three (3) performance assessments for instruments as available (not limited to just rhythm instruments) and perform three (3) performance assessments for instruments as available (not limited to just rhythm instruments) that will each last one (1) hour for a total of six (6) hours.  As Ear Training instructor, observe three (3) Ear Training classes and conduct three (3) Ear Training classes that will last one (1) hour for a total of six (6) hours. The Government with provide a modification to increase funding at the same negotiated rate in the case that additional hours are required

4.2 Provide Vocal instruction to students on a weekly basis and Ear Training instruction on a daily basis as approved by NAVSOM training schedule.

4.3 Each Vocal lesson shall be one (1) hour and thirty (30) minutes in length in accordance with approved weekly schedule. 

4.3.1 The one (1) hour is to include:  fifty (50) minutes of one-on-one student instruction and ten (10) minutes of “transition time” to allow for student flow.

4.3.2 The thirty (30) minutes shall be designated for administrative duties, to include but not limited to maintaining/updating instructional materials (i.e. lesson plans); maintaining the students tri-folder by documenting student progress and/or deficiencies; required computer training (i.e. Information Assurance) if any, to maintain a Common Access Card (CAC) if issued or any other administrative duties as requested by NAVSOM and approved by the Contracting Officer. Per the DON Personnel Security manual all personnel who possess "Duties involving education and orientation of DOD personnel" have a position sensitivity level of "Non-Critical Sensitive" (NCS). Access to IT systems, PA or PII data access or some Financial-Comptroller duties are also reason a position is designated NCS. 

4.4 Support PMG performances as lead singer and/or backup singer, preparing lyrics and performance techniques for one (1) to four (4) training cycles.  Each PMG training cycle consists of one (1) period each day for twenty (20) training days.  One (1) period refers to 60 minutes: 50 minutes instruction/ 10 Minutes Transition/Admin time. 

4.5 Each Ear Training class shall be one (1) hour and thirty (30) minutes in length in accordance with approved weekly schedule. 

4.5.1 The one (1) hour is to include:  fifty (50) minutes of classroom instruction and ten (10) minutes of “transition time” to allow for student flow.

4.5.2 The thirty (30) minutes shall be designated for administrative duties, to include but not limited to preparing/maintaining/updating instructional materials (i.e. lesson plans), grading of quizzes; maintaining the student records by documenting student progress and/or deficiencies and being available for students needing extra help.  At the end of each lesson topic forty-five (45) minutes will be provided for the grading of the dictation exams. 

4.6 Vendor shall support SMC arranging curriculum.


4.6.1 Provide two (2) fifty (50) minute classroom lessons on arranging for vocalists to include vocal ranges, fach, and style.


4.6.2 Perform as a vocalist on SMC vocal arranging assessments as needed.

4.7 Vendor shall support SMC and ULC Audition Procedures curriculum.

 
4.7.1 Provide two (2) fifty (50) minute classroom lessons on conducting Fleet auditions for vocalists.

4.8 The vendor shall be qualified to provide instruction in all of the following levels of instruction:  BMC, SMC, and ULC.  

4.9 the Vendor shall only administer incoming vocal proficiency assessments for all vocal students, not midterm and final vocal proficiency assessments.  The incoming vocal proficiency assessments for vocal students occur within the range of one (1) to five (5) times per year, with each assessment lasting one (1) hour.     Vendor shall assist NAVSOM staff in administering incoming, midterm and final instrumental proficiency assessments for the following rhythm section instruments: piano, guitar, bass.   Vendor will adjudicate based upon musicality and style and is not expected to opine on the fine details and technique of playing the piano, the guitar, or the bass.  All pianos provided for training will be electric pianos/keyboards. The vendor will administer up to five (5) assessments per month (to include the incoming vocalist/entertainer proficiency assessments), the time obligation for this task is a maximum of five (5) hours per month.  These assessments shall take place during weeks 1, 11 and 21 (BMC), weeks 1, 15 and 30 (ULC), weeks 1 and 10 (SMC).    

4.10 The curriculum that the vendor shall utilize will include Vocal instruction in classical, jazz, and all commercial styles.  Ear Training classroom lesson materials will be provided by NAVSOM.  The vendor shall not use any other information to provide instruction for any of the three (3) courses as defined herein.

4.10.1 The vendor shall provide instruction to BMC Vocal students that meets or exceeds the minimum standards to award 3825 NEC (USN), defined as: Average to above-average musical performance capability at the 2.85 level graded by the NAVSOM audition form SOM 1230/2 (Series) demonstrating skills of a competent professional with reliable pitch, technique, diction, style, stage presence, and microphone technique. 

4.10.2 The vendor shall provide instruction to SMC and ULC Vocal students that meets or exceeds the minimum standards to award 3851 or 3853 NEC (USN), defined as: Excellent musical performance capability at the 3.0 level graded by the NAVSOM audition form SOM 1230/2 (Series) demonstrating skills of a competent professional with reliable pitch, technique, diction, style, stage presence, and microphone technique. 

4.10.3 The vendor shall provide Ear Training instruction to BMC students that meets or exceeds the minimum standards of capability at the 2.85 (Navy) and 2.7 (Marine Corps) levels.  At the end of the course of instruction, the vendor shall ensure that the student will be able to perform and transcribe simple rhythms, simple melodies, simple intervals, chords, and chord progressions. 

4.11 The vendor shall develop a remedial training course of action with the appropriate branch head to counsel students with substandard performance or progress. 

4.11.1 The vendor shall document remediation recommendation to include a detailed plan of implementation. 

4.11.2 The vendor shall deliver remedial/extra lessons as needed and approved by the NAVSOM Training Officer to ensure the student reaches the required proficiency level as defined.

4.12 The vendor shall prepare each Vocal student for performance assessments that will result in a passing score according to the NAVSOM Audition Standards Manual. 

4.12.1 Identify performance literature for each Vocal student’s audition and get approval from NAVSOM.

4.12.2 Prepare Vocal students vocally with an emphasis on sight-reading, performance of practical factors, and performance of scales as well as appropriate stage presence and proper microphone technique.

4.12.3 Vendor shall employ industry best practices in regards to students’ vocal health and safety and be familiar with common vocal pathologies and their indicators. Vendor will alert the Training Officer of any concerns for students’ vocal well-being.

4.13 The vendor shall maintain strict confidentiality regarding personal information of students under instruction. No personal information to persons outside of the NAVSOM shall be released without prior written consent of the person concerned and the Commanding Officer, Naval School of Music. 

5.0 DELIVERABLES:

5.1 Each Vocal student shall have at least two lessons per week as specified. 

5.2 Utilizing existing curriculum; develop a lesson plan based on initial performance assessment at the start of each Vocal student’s program. 

5.3 For each vocal student, a tri-folder detailing lesson progress shall be maintained and up to date at all times.

5.4 Evaluation of Vocal student’s progress shall be completed after each scheduled one-on-one vocal lesson and performance assessments. 

5.5 Remedial recommendations to be updated after each lesson with Head, Instrumental Division and Rhythm Branch Head. 

5.6 BMC students shall be fully prepared for benchmarks taking place during weeks 5, 8, 15, 18, and performance assessments taking place during weeks 11 and 21 of each student’s program; Advanced Course students shall be fully prepared for performance assessments that take place in weeks 10 (SMC), 15 (ULC), and 30 (ULC) of each student’s program. 

5.7 Prepare lesson plan topics for Ear Training classes.

5.8 Performances as lead singer and/or backup singer in various ensembles. 

5.9 Provide instruction to SMC students specific to arranging for vocalists.

5.10 Provide instruction to SMC and ULC students on Fleet audition procedures as they relate to vocalist/entertainer NEC 3825.

6.0 QUALITY ASSURANCE PLAN 

The Government will evaluate the vendor’s performance under this contract using the method of surveillance specified on the Performance Requirements Summary and Surveillance Plan below:

7.0 SURVEILLANCE PLAN: 

7.1 Random Inspections – The Government will randomly inspect the vendor’s lesson plans, written assessment records, and audition results monthly as described as: 

7.1.1 Random samplings consists of records review by Training Officer or designated representative, observance of lessons, questioning students, and any other such reasonable methods as may be necessary to obtain relevant information. 

7.1.2 Vendor shall achieve a 75% pass graduation rate. 

7.1.3 Vendor shall achieve an 80% improved audition performance. 

7.1.4 The Government will use the Customer Complaint method to process any negative observation relating to the Vendor’s performance. The Contracting Officer Representative (COR) or Designated Government Technical Representative will investigate the complaint, and, if validated, document the unsatisfactory performance as a Contract Deficiency Report (CDR). The CDR will be processed through the Contracting Officer to the vendor for resolution of the problem. 

7.1.5 The Vendor shall be allotted time, to be determined on a case by case basis, to resolve unsatisfactory performance. If the allotted time is exceeded, this lack of action will also be documented as a CDR. The vendor shall not be paid for re-performance. 

8.0 VENDOR QUALIFICATIONS/PERSONNEL QUALIFICATIONS:

8.1 The vendor personnel shall possess at a minimum, a Master of Music in Music Education and/or Performance.  DMA (ABD by the time of appointment) is preferred.  Equivalent professional experience, to include having held the position of Vocal Instructor, utilizing the current curriculum while on active duty with any branch of service affiliated with the Naval School of Music, may be considered in lieu of degree requirements. Equivalent experience will be determined by the Commanding Officer, Naval School of Music.  He or she must have at least three (3) years of teaching experience in the area of studio instruction at the undergraduate level.  The Government will accept equivalent teaching experience with collegiate-level curriculum and/or students The successful candidate will have significant teaching and performing experience in both *commercial and classical music and will be able to align his or her teaching processes and philosophies with established curricular guidelines.  Prior military applicants must have been honorably discharged.  

* For this document commercial styles includes, but not limited to; modern pop, country, hip hop, rap, and jazz

8.2 The vendor personnel shall be proficient to teach Ear Training relevant to improving student performance capabilities and have basic piano playing skills. 

8.3 The vendor shall be capable of carrying musical instruments weighing up to 40 pounds total weight. 

8.4 The vendor shall provide training support functions to include coordinating instructional schedules, maintaining student training files, and be proficient in the use of standard computer software such as Microsoft Word and Microsoft Excel. 

8.5 All candidates must provide:


a) Curriculum Vitae.

b) CD or URL link (within one year) solo performances in commercial styles including but not limited to pop, country, hip hop, and rap; classical styles including but not limited to patriotic, Broadway/show tunes, and opera; and  jazz settings including but not limited to big band and small combos. (*this requirement may be achieved with readily available commercial backing tracks and home computer recording equipment)


c) Three (3) current letters of recommendation.


d) Three (3) additional references familiar with the candidate’s professional background.

Materials will be reviewed by the Commanding Officer, Naval School of Music prior to determining suitability for position. 

9.0 SECURITY 

9.1 The vendor shall not have access to any documents or information with a higher security classification than: “FOR OFFICIAL USE ONLY.” 

9.2 The vendor shall have base access to Joint Expeditionary Base Little Creek, Virginia Beach, Virginia. 

9.3 The vendor shall require access to the Government network must have at a minimum, National Agency Check (NAC) initiated before being assigned a government e-mail account. 

10.0 Identification of Vendor Employee(s) 

10.1 The vendor shall provide each employee an identification (ID) badge, which shall indicate the date of the start of the contract or the employees’ employment start date. The ID badge shall be made of non-metallic material. The badge shall be easily readable and include the employee’s name, vendor’s name, functional area of assignment, and color photograph. The COR or Designated Government Technical Representative shall approve the ID badge template before the start date. Also, the vendor shall comply with the DoD regulation concerning the acquisition of Common Access Cards (CAC) for all vendor personnel, in accordance with the policies and procedures currently in use at Joint Expeditionary Base Little Creek, Virginia Beach, VA.  The vendor will be responsible to complete any required training needed to maintain a valid CAC.

10.2 Vendor personnel shall wear the ID badge at all times when performing work under this order/contract to include Government meetings and conferences. The vendor shall wear the ID badge in a conspicuous place on the front of exterior clothing and above the waist except when safety or health reasons prohibit such placement.  While performing with PMG, vendor may remove ID badge.

10.3 Vendor personnel shall identify themselves as vendor employees when answering telephones on post. 

10.4 When vendor personnel send e-mail to Government personnel while performing on this order/contract, the vendor’s e-mail shall include the company’s name together with the person’s name. When it is necessary for vendor personnel to have a user address on a Government computer, the Government will ensure that a person’s e-mail address includes the name of their company.

11.2 NAVSOM CLOSED DUE TO INCLIMATE WEATHER CONDITIONS:  The vendor will not be required if the NAVSOM is closed due to in climate weather.  The vendor is responsible for calling the NAVSOM Command Duty Officer for status.

12. ABSENCE/LEAVE

The contracting agency must provide a qualified instructor, if determined that the contracted instructor will not be able to provide the required weekly lessons.

In addition to FAR 52.212-1, INSTRUCTIONS TO VENDORS – COMMERCIAL ITEM and any other instructions contained elsewhere in this solicitation, the following information is provided:

The quote shall consist of two parts:

(1) Technical Approach

(2) Price 

Each vendor shall submit an electronic version of the following:  

Part 1:  Technical Approach - Vendors shall describe their approach in performing the tasking listed in the Statement of Work (SOW) Section 8.0 and demonstrate their ability to provide the vocal instruction. The total page limit on the technical approach submission is 15 pages. The Government will conduct source selection in accordance with Lowest Price Technically Acceptable (LPTA) techniques using the policies and procedures of FAR Part 13 Simplified Acquisition Procedures.
The technical approach shall include a description of the approach to performing the tasking as outlined in the SOW.

Part 2: Price - Vendors shall submit one original signed copy of the completed Standard Form (SF) 1449, signed acknowledgement of any amendments and executed Representations and Certifications, unless otherwise completed in System for Award Management (SAM).  

The prices quoted shall be in accordance with the Schedule of Supplies and Services contained in the Request for Quote (RFQ).  

No price information shall be submitted in the Technical section of the quotation. Price quotes shall be held firm for sixty (60) days. 
EVALUATION COMMERCIAL ITEMS
52.212-2 EVALUATION - COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999)

The Government will conduct source selection in accordance with Lowest Price Technically Acceptable (LPTA) techniques using the policies and procedures of FAR Part 13 Simplified Acquisition Procedures. This process was determined the most appropriate method of attaining the best value for the Government through the selection of the technically acceptable quotations with the lowest evaluated price. In order to be considered awardable, there must be an “Acceptable” rating in every non-price factor. LPTA non-price factor for this requirement will consist of Technical Approach. Tradeoffs will not be used during the source selection process. Quotations will be evaluated for acceptability.  

Accordingly, the following factors shall be used to evaluate quotations:  

· Technical Approach (Acceptable/Unacceptable)

· Price

The technical approach will be evaluated on the vendor’s ability to demonstrate and understanding of the RFQ, and how its approach will successfully accomplish the requirements of the RFQ. The technical quotes will be rated acceptable or unacceptable using the ratings and descriptions outlined in the table below. All unacceptable technical quotes will not be evaluated and will no longer be considered for further evaluation.  The total page limit on the technical approach submission is 15 pages. 

In order to be considered Acceptable, vendors must receive an acceptable rating for the technical quote in its entirety. The vendor must address each of the areas in sufficient detail so that the Government can reasonably determine that the vendor possesses the requisite ability to deliver on the contract.  Such detail should take the form of an explanation of the vendor’s structure, and processes that reflect its capabilities.  Vendors that simply reiterate the requirements and state that they possess the capability to deliver will be considered Unacceptable.  

The Government will evaluate the vendor’s technical based on the information received in the vendor’s written quote. The Government will evaluate each vendor’s technical acceptability in accordance with the following ratings table:

Price: The vendor’s proposed price will be evaluated on the basis of price reasonableness. The evaluation may include, but is not limited to the following: 

(A) Price comparison with other vendors;

(B) Completeness: a complete “SF1449: schedule of services” 

Pricing information as it directly relates to what is requested in the solicitation;

(C) Comparison with independent cost estimates.

Vendors responding to this solicitation are advised that, prior to award, the government may request vendors to submit information/data to support price reasonableness such as copies of paid invoices for the same or similar items, sales history for the same or similar items, price list with effective date and/or copies of catalog pages along with any applicable discounts. Failure to submit the requested information may result in disqualification of the submitted quote.  

Selection: The Government intends to evaluate quotations and issue an award using the procedures of FAR Part 13 Simplified Acquisition Procedures. The Government will select the vendor whose quotation is most advantageous to the Government, considering price and technical when compared to other quotations. The Government reserves the right to issue a contract to other than the lowest priced vendor, issue a contract without discussions, or issue a contract after discussions, whichever is in the best interest of the Government. The Government also reserves the right to not issue an award if it is not in the best interest of the Government.  The Government reserves the right to award on initial quotations. Therefore, the vendor’s initial quotation should contain the vendor’s best terms from a technical and price standpoint.  
Written Notice:  A written notice of award or acceptance of a quote e-mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful vendor within the time for acceptance specified in the quote shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the quotes specified expiration time, the Government may accept a quote (or part of a quote), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

If an inordinate amount of proposals are received in response this Request for Quote (RFQ), the Government reserves the right to conduct the evaluation utilizing the procedures documented below in order to gain efficiencies in the evaluation process.

Step 1: 

Rank by Initially Proposed Total Price.  The Government intends to initially rank all quotes by the initially proposed total price, from lowest to highest.  Evaluation and determination of the proposed Total Overall Evaluated Price as fair, reasonable and balanced will occur as specified in Step 2 below.  Those outside the initial evaluation pools will not be evaluated unless necessary to obtain efficient competition.  The evaluation pools are as follows: 

Evaluation Pool.  The Government will select a minimum of the three (3) lowest priced proposals from among the vendors for further evaluation.  If the Government receives less than (3) initial proposals, the Government will evaluate all proposals.

Step 2: 

Factor Evaluations.  Upon establishment of the evaluation pools as described above, the Government will evaluate each factor simultaneously, as follows:

Technical Evaluation.  The Government will evaluate the technical proposals of vendors as specified in 52.212-2 EVALUATION, Evaluation Factors for Award.  If any of the quotes receives any "Unacceptable" ratings, as described in 52.212-2 EVALUATION, Evaluation Factors for Award, and these quote(s) are not determined to be easily correctable, the Government reserves the right to pull in the next lowest priced quotes(s) to ensure effective competition, or until all quotes are evaluated.   

Price Evaluation.  The Government will evaluate the price proposals of vendors as specified in 52.212-2 EVALUATION, Evaluation Factors for Award.   

If additional quotes are pulled in on a one-for-one basis under any of the factors, the Government will evaluate those quotes in two factors: Technical and Price.  

Award Decision. If at least three (3) of the lowest priced quotes are technically "Acceptable", and are fair and reasonably priced, the Government may award with or without discussions, starting with the lowest priced proposal.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-3     OFFEROR REPRESENTATIONS AND CERTIFICATIONS--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (MAR 2015) ALTERNATE I (OCT 2014)

The offeror shall complete only paragraphs (b) of this provision if the Offeror has completed the annual representations and certification electronically via the System for Award Management (SAM) Web site accessed through http://www.acquisition.gov . (2) Product or Service Group (PSG) 87, Agricultural Supplies;

(3) PSG 88, Live Animals;

(4) PSG 89, Subsistence;

(5) PSC 9410, Crude Grades of Plant Materials;

(6) PSC 9430, Miscellaneous Crude Animal Products, Inedible;

(7) PSC 9440, Miscellaneous Crude Agricultural and Forestry Products;

(8) PSC 9610, Ores;

(9) PSC 9620, Minerals, Natural and Synthetic; and

(10) PSC 9630, Additive Metal Materials.

“Place of manufacture” means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.

“Restricted business operations” means business operations in Sudan that include power production activities, mineral extraction activities, oil-related activities, or the production of military equipment, as those terms are defined in the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007 (Pub. L. 110-174). Restricted business operations do not include business operations that the person (as that term is defined in Section 2 of the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007) conducting the business can demonstrate—

(1) Are conducted under contract directly and exclusively with the regional government of southern Sudan;

52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (MAY 2015) 

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to 41 U.S.C. chapter 71, Contract Disputes'', as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement or any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice. 

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include--

(i) Name and address of the Contractor;

(ii) Invoice date and number;

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—System for Award Management, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic 

Funds Transfer--Other Than System for Award Management), or applicable agency procedures.

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the--

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;

(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer within the timeline specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. 

chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other 

Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the SAM database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the SAM database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the SAM does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.

(2)(i) If a Contractor has legally changed its business name, “doing business as” name, or division name (whichever is shown on the contract), or has transferred the assets used in performing the contract, but has not completed the necessary requirements regarding novation and change-of-name agreements in FAR subpart 42.12, the Contractor shall provide the responsible Contracting Officer a minimum of one business day's written notification of its intention to (A) change the name in the SAM database; (B) comply with the requirements of subpart 42.12; and (C) agree in writing to the timeline and procedures specified by the responsible Contracting Officer. The Contractor must provide with the notification sufficient documentation to support the legally changed name.

(ii) If the Contractor fails to comply with the requirements of paragraph (t)(2)(i) of this clause, or fails to perform the agreement at paragraph (t)(2)(i)(C) of this clause, and, in the absence of a properly executed novation or change-of-name agreement, the SAM information that shows the Contractor to be other than the 

Contractor indicated in the contract will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of Payment” paragraph of the electronic funds transfer (EFT) clause of this contract.

(3) The Contractor shall not change the name or address for EFT payments or manual payments, as appropriate, in the SAM record to reflect an assignee for the purpose of assignment of claims (see Subpart 32.8, Assignment of Claims). Assignees shall be separately registered in the SAM database. Information provided to the Contractor's SAM record that indicates payments, including those made by EFT, to an ultimate recipient other than that Contractor will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of payment” paragraph of the EFT clause of this contract.

(4) Offerors and Contractors may obtain information on registration and annual confirmation requirements via SAM accessed through https://www.acquisition.gov.

(u) Unauthorized Obligations. 
(1) Except as stated in paragraph (u)(2) of this clause, when any supply or service acquired under this contract is subject to any End User License Agreement (EULA), Terms of Service (TOS), or similar legal instrument or agreement, that includes any clause requiring the Government to indemnify the 

Contractor or any person or entity for damages, costs, fees, or any other loss or liability that would create an Anti-Deficiency Act violation (31 U.S.C. 1341), the following shall govern:
(i) Any such clause is unenforceable against the Government.
(ii) Neither the Government nor any Government authorized end user shall be deemed to have agreed to such clause by virtue of it appearing in the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement. If the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement is invoked through an ``I agree'' click box or other comparable mechanism (e.g., ``click-wrap'' or ``browse-wrap'' agreements), execution does not bind the Government or any 

Government authorized end user to such clause.
(iii) Any such clause is deemed to be stricken from the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement.
