HABITABILITY IMPROVEMENT SPECIFICATIONS

  BARBER SHOP

(3-67-2-Q)

SECTION 2.0 – SCOPE OF WORK

A plan for the modernization of the USS GUNSTON HALL (LSD-44) barbershop was requested. The intent is to upgrade the barbershop, and provide a more contemporary and attractive facility for the crew. The Contractor is to remove the specified existing items, and to manufacture and/or procure and install the following materials.

2.1 DECK COVERING (MONOLITHIC SEAMLESS DECKING).  Remove existing deck covering material.  Provide and install approximately 250 square feet of new monolithic seamless deck covering (PRC). Metal decks beneath the underlay shall be primed as specified in GEN SPEC section 631. Install new Cosmetic Polymeric (Monolithic Seamless) deck covering throughout.  Deck covering to be in accordance with MIL SPEC Mil-D-24613, Type II, Class 2. Install to a thickness not to exceed ¼ -inch.  Install in accordance with manufacturers’ instructions.  Apply sealer coat to complete the installation.  See Qualified Products List (QPL 24613) for a listing of approved manufacturers or suppliers.  Ship’s representative shall determine color/patterns. 

2.2 BULKHEAD SHEATHING AND COVERING (HPPL).  Provide and install approximately 77 linear feet of new bulkhead covering of HPPL (High Pressure Plastic Laminate), with cribbing. Utilize existing cribbing as practicable. Bulkhead and cribbing shall be installed in accordance with NAVSEA DWG.804-5000991. It shall be adhered to .063 inches thick aluminum panels, using adhesives in accordance with Fed Spec MM-A-130. The laminate shall meet the physical requirements of Military Standard Mil-P-17171.  It shall be Type IV and meet MIL STD-1623 for fire performance requirements. Panels shall be demountable and replaceable without damage to the panel, retention trim strips or, furring members. Each sheathing panel shall be demountable without disturbing adjacent panels. Installation shall be Type 1, Class 1. Provide panel doors, for access to television, and other electronic equipment. Install three-inch anodized aluminum cove base. Color and pattern in a sport/football themed design, or as determined by ship’s force.  The color/patterns are to be determined by ship’s representative. 

2.3 BARBER COUNTERS. Remove existing barber counters.  Provide and install three (3) new commercial barber counters. Counters to be approximately 60”’L x 22”D x 41”H. Counters to be fabricated of aluminum frame construction and laminated sheathing. The cabinet is to be fabricated similar to details on NAVSEA DWG. 804-4629246. Fabricate the units as it is indicated on the attached sketch. Provide continuous top lengths where practicable to minimize the amount of joints required. Top surface of counter units and all exposed surfaces to be covered with High Pressure Plastic Laminate (HPPL) in accordance with MIL-P-17171, Type I. Provide counter with adjustable removable shelving below, with potential spacing to be on one-inch centers.  Provide unit with sub-base in accordance with NAVSHIPS DWG. S3306-921770 and GEN SPECS section 640. One section of the cabinet is to be provided with a locking mechanism. NOTE: Furniture must be fabricated in lengths capable of passing through an opening 26 x 66 inches with rounded eight-inch radius corners. Contractor shall ensure sufficient electrical cable runs to support lights, and shall provide sufficient 120V outlets for electric clippers, etc. Prior to fabrication of barber counter, verify size and, that new sink will install into the counter. 

2.4 SINKS AND FIXTURE FITTINGS. Remove existing sink and fixtures. Provide and install three (3) new stainless steel sink and bar type gooseneck fixture fittings, into each cabinet. The sink shall be similar to type furnished by ELKAY Mfg. Co. of Oak Brook, ILL. Model No. LLVR-1916, or equal. Fixture and fittings shall be in accordance with MIL-F-163. 

2.5 MIRRORS.  Remove existing mirrors. Provide and install one (1) new mirror, approximately 60”L x 39”H, above each barber counter. Each mirror to run the entire length of each barber counter and, from countertop to overhead. Provide a fluorescent lighting fixture above each mirror. Provide light fixture with a diffusing panel and angle fixture down towards working area. Mirrors shall be ¼” inch thick laminated safety glass with mirrored backing, in accordance with NAVSEA DWG. 804-462-3537. Provide each mirror with an aluminum frame. Contractor shall ensure a stable, sturdy item, which shall be secured to the bulkhead in such a way as to prevent it from falling. Verify sizes with ship’s representative prior to fabrication.  

2.6 BENCH WITH STOWAGE. Provide and install new bench approximately 60”’L x 24”D. Fabricate bench of aluminum frame construction. Fabricate aluminum bench seat with aluminum angle lip to hold neoprene cushion seat with vinyl upholstery cover. Provide with a neoprene cushion seat with vinyl upholstery cover. Provide with a back cushion, attached to the bulkhead. R-20092 Type II, Class 5, covered with vinyl upholstery material in accordance with FED SPEC CCC-A-680, Class 2, treatment (a, 1). Back cushion and seat shall be polychloroprene cushioning in accordance with MIL SPEC MIL-All. Seat shall be hinged at top with piano type hinge with Cres pin.  All exposed surfaces shall be covered with HPPL in accordance with MIL-P-17171, Type I. Adhesives to be in accordance with MMM-A-130. Provide with a Sub-Base, secure to deck and bulkhead in accordance with NAVSHIPS DWG. S3306-921770 and GEN SPEC section 640. The color of the new seat cushion and the HPPL is to be determined by ship’s representative.

2.7 COAT HOOKS. Provide and install four (4) new brass coat hooks. Secure hooks to bulk

head. Placement determined by the ship’s representative. Coat and hat hooks shall be capable of supporting 65 lbs., as noted in GEN SPECS 654 and 640. Coat hooks shall be similar to FSN #534-00-240-5310. 

2.8 PAINT. Contractor shall prepare surfaces and paint all exposed metal (visible areas of bulkheads, doors, frames, etc.) not covered by new installations. Surface preparation and painting shall be in accordance with GEN. SPEC.  

2.9 SOAP DISPENSERS. Remove existing and install three (3) new soap dispensers. Location determined by ships Representative.

2.10 PAPER TOWEL DISPENSERS. Remove existing and install three (3) new metal paper towel dispensers.
