NAVY BUREAU OF MEDICINE AND SURGERY FIRST RECEIVER OPERATIONS TRAINING (FROT)
1.0 
Purpose.  This is a non-personal service contract to provide First Receiver patient decontamination Operations Training (FROT) for the Navy Medicine enterprise. This training is designed to educate U.S. Navy Medicine First Receivers on the life-saving skills required to triage and decontaminate victims of a Chemical, Biological, and Radiological/Nuclear (CBRN), Toxic Industrial Chemicals (TIC) or Hazardous Material (HAZMAT) contamination event. The training support services shall be provided by subject matter experts (SMEs) with the requisite technical expertise, experience and training skills to successfully teach Navy Medicine First Receiver personnel to safely and effectively perform patient decontamination operations.
2.0 
Background.  Currently, there are 50 Navy Medicine Medical Treatment Facilities (MTFs) that are required to maintain a patient decontamination capability meeting the guidelines of the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) 3249-0SN-2005 Best Practices for Hospital-Based First Receivers and the requirements of OSHA's Hazardous Waste Operations (HAZWOPER) to the Operations level, in accordance with 29 CFR 1910.120.  Navy Medicine has been maintaining this patient decontamination capability through the implementation of a mobile FROT training program that teaches decontamination operations to approximately 2000 personnel per year at approximately 50 MTFs across the Navy Medicine enterprise.
3.0 
Scope of Work.  The contractor shall conduct the FROT course at designated MTFs, in accordance with OSHA guidelines and the specific tasks required per this Performance Work Statement. This training support includes pre-training coordination, equipment operational checks, technical training, specified equipment inventories, briefings for MTF staff, post-training support and After Action Report (AAR) submission in addition to the on-site training and exercising at the designated MTFs. The course shall incorporate changes to the curriculum when/if national based standards or best practices are updated. Any changes in the course curriculum must be approved by the Contracting Officer Representative (COR) prior to implementation. The specific details of the FROT course are contained in paragraph 5.0.  A total of 116 FROT training sessions shall be delivered by the Contractor at designated MTFs annually.
4.0 
Place, Period of Performance, and Travel. 
4.1 Work shall be performed at designated Navy MTFs across the enterprise per the schedule coordinated between the Contractor and the designated MTFs, and approved in advance by the COR. Attachment A contains a representative list of MTFs where the training shall be conducted, but the Government may add or remove MTF locations as required during the execution of the contract.  Attachment A designates the tier level assigned to each Navy Medicine MTF, which determines the number of instructors required for the FROT session.  As Tier 1 MTFs require two independent FROT sessions conducted simultaneous, each session will require a minimum of one instructor per session.  Tier 1 shall be invoiced as two FROT sessions per class convening date.  Tier 2 and 3 MTFs require one instructor and shall be invoiced as one FROT session per class convening date.  Each designated MTF is planned to receive two FROT sessions per year (approximately once every 6 months), but the Government may reduce or increase the number of sessions at individual MTFs as needed during the execution of the contract, however the total number of FROT sessions provided during the base and each executed option year will remain fixed at 116 per year.  
4.2 Travel expenses will be reimbursed subject to the limitations and requirements of the Joint
Travel Regulations (JTR) via a Cost Reimbursement contract line item number (CLIN).
4.3 Schedule. The Contractor shall submit a proposed schedule of the FROT classes for the base year within 10 days after the award of the contract, and within 10 days of the modification issuance exercising each option year.  The COR will review the proposed FROT schedule, provide feedback as necessary and following completion of all required changes, will formally approve the schedule, submitting the approved schedule to the Contractor.  The Contractor shall be required to maintain a master FROT calendar on a designated Government data portal, updating the calendar whenever changes occur, and the government will provide access to the portal to Contractor staff to permit data entry.
4.4 Schedule Changes.  The Contractor is permitted to make minor schedule changes to the approved FROT calendar of up to two weeks (earlier or later) in any FROT sessions to accommodate individual scheduling requests from the MTFs, without requiring additional approval from the COR.  Any schedule changes greater than two weeks must be approved by the COR.  Once the schedule is approved, if the Government needs to make a planned change to the schedule, either by adding or removing MTFs, or by changing the number of FROT sessions for an individual MTF, the Government will notify the Contractor of the required change in the schedule no later than 90 days prior to the required training dates.  If an individual MTF contacts the Contractor and requests a cancellation or significant change in the dates of an approved FROT session, the Contractor shall notify the COR as soon as possible, providing the background information on the request, along with a recommendation  regarding the most effective option to accommodate the request into the existing schedule.  The COR will contact the MTF as needed and if the change is approved, notify the Contractor that the requested change has been approved.
5.0 
Specific Tasks

5.1 The FROT courses shall include training, inventory and technical support.  
-The Contractor shall conduct a kick-off teleconference meeting with the Navy Medicine Emergency Preparedness Directorate staff within 10 days of the notification of the contract award and at the start of each option year, if exercised, to review contract execution, requirements and deliverables.
5.2 
Training

The Contractor shall conduct a FROT decontamination course at the designated MTFs that meets all the guidelines of the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) 3249-0SN-2005 Best Practices for Hospital-Based First Receivers and the requirements of OSHA's Hazardous Waste Operations (HAZWOPER) to the Operations level, in accordance with 29 CFR 1910.120(q)(6)(ii). The FROT course will consist of a minimum of 16 hours of instruction, both in a classroom environment and outside in a simulated patient decontamination response exercise.  Historically the FROT courses average a range of approximately 20-25 students. 
5.2.1 The FROT course shall meet the following overarching objectives:

-Teach the MTF decontamination team to understand the basics of contaminants (both TIC and CBRN) and their effects on potential patients and response personnel.
-Teach the MTF decontamination team how to organize, equip and operate a medical CBRN response.
-Teach the MTF decontamination team the basics of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) protection factors, and to select, inspect and safely don and doff level "C" protective clothing appropriate for CBRN decontamination.
-Conduct a timed mass casualty decontamination exercise to validate the proficiency of the MTF decontamination team utilizing a 20 minute timeframe from start of the exercise until the team is ready to receive the first patient 

5.2.2 Coordinate the execution of the FROT course directly with the COR, working out any details regarding scheduling and ensuring the MTF fully understands the preparation requirements for a successful FROT.
-Provide a FROT introduction and pre-training coordination package to each MTF no later than 60 days prior to the start of the FROT session.
5.2.3   Conduct pre and post training briefings (in-brief and out-brief) with the designated MTF POC and command leadership as desired.
5.2.4  Complete on-site training preparations, shall include:

-Set up of the classroom and audio-visual equipment.
-A complete inspection and functional test of all the MTF decontamination equipment required during the FROT session and practical exercise, including PPE, decontamination shelter system, detection and ancillary equipment.  The intent of the inspection and functional test is to ensure all the decontamination team equipment items necessary for the training are both fully operational and on-hand in sufficient quantities to facilitate the FROT class.
-Provide technical training to Navy personnel on the performance of minor (operator level) field repairs to the decontamination team equipment.  During the course of the pre-training equipment inspection and operational testing, minor damage to the equipment may be noted.  The contractor shall provide technical training to the MTF personnel, instructing them on how minor field repairs can be accomplished, not to exceed two hours per FROT course.
5.2.5 Ensure students are trained on the following Enabling Learning Objectives (ELOs) and competencies:

-Understand what hazardous substances are (CBRN and HAZMAT), those most likely to be encountered on the MTF/installation and the risks associated with them.

-Understand the MTF emergency response plan, their role in the response and how medical decontamination operations compliment a base-wide emergency response.

-Understand the potential outcomes associated with an emergency created when hazardous substances are present.

-Have the ability to recognize the presence of hazardous substances in an emergency.

-Have the ability to identify the hazardous substances using Navy Medicine CBRN response equipment (H199 AMAL) or victim's signs and symptoms, if possible. 

-Understand the role of the first receiver in the installation's emergency response plan including site security, control and the U.S. Department of Transportation's Emergency Response Guidebook.

-Be able to recognize the need for additional resources and to make appropriate notifications to the hospital command center/Emergency Operations Center. 

-Knowledge of the basic hazard and risk assessment techniques.

-Know how to select, inspect, and use (don, doff and adjust) proper Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) provided to the First Responder Operations level.


-Know when PPE is needed, what PPE to select, the limitations of the PPE, as well as the proper care, maintenance, service life and disposal procedures for PPE.


-Be able to display competence in wearing the complete PPE ensemble, including the respirator.

-Understand basic hazardous materials terms.


-Know how to perform basic control, containment and/or confinement operations within the capabilities of the resources and PPE available at the MTF.


-Know how to conduct basic decontamination procedures for patients and for self.

-Understand standard operating procedures and termination procedures.


-Be able to assist in selecting an adequate site to locate medical patient decontamination operations, based on patient flow, water-flow needs, electrical needs, and ground slope.

-Understand site safety, including risks to receiving personnel.


-Without reference, demonstrate the assembly procedures for the Navy Medicine multi­line decontamination shelter system, per the system operator's manual.

-With reference, demonstrate the procedures for conducting preventive maintenance checks and services for the Navy Medicine multi-line decontamination shelter system, per the system operator's  manual.

-Without reference, demonstrate proper procedures for connecting and starting the Navy

Medicine multi-line decontamination shelter system water heater, per the system operator's manual, set proper temperature to run, shut down procedures, and proper water drainage.

-As a team, determine which detection equipment to use based upon agent release, patient symptoms, and/or readings from other detection devices.

-As a team, demonstrate the basic medical techniques for the triage of contaminated patients while wearing Personal Protective Equipment (PPE).

-As a team, demonstrate the proper decontamination techniques for a non-ambulatory patient.

-As a team, demonstrate the proper decontamination techniques for an ambulatory patient.

5.2.6  The contractor shall conduct and assess a timed functional exercise of the decontamination team that effectively tests the team's ability to perform First Receiver patient decontamination operations in a simulated, contaminated mass casualty contingency per the guidelines in paragraph 5.2.1 above
5.2.7  Provide the decontamination Team Chief and/or MTF Emergency Manager (MEM) an electronic copy of all training materials in Microsoft Office format. The electronic copy of the training materials must be delivered to the Team Chief or MEM before the Contractor staff departs the MTF on the final day of training. Note: that the rights to all training resources under this contract (handouts, lesson plan, operational manuals, etc.) that are developed by the contractor, and approved by the government, will belong to the Government and used for follow-on decontamination team training.
5.2.8  Provide a training certificate of completion to those FROT attendees who successfully complete the training and the practical exercise.
-Evaluate student performance during the course and practical exercise, and include an overall assessment of the MTF decontamination team's performance and capabilities in the session out­ brief with the MTF, as well as the After Action Report (AAR) noted in paragraph 6.2 below.
-After the completion of each FROT session that includes physician and/or nurse attendees, coordinate the Continuing Medical Education (CME) and/or Continuing Nursing Education (CNE) credit processing for physicians and nurse attendees with the Navy Medicine Professional Development Center (NMPDC), conforming to the guidelines as set forth by NMPDC.

5.2.9  Coordinate with the NMPDC annually, to accredit the FROT course for Physician and Nursing CME/CNE credit, preparing and submitting the required accreditation packages.  Provide appropriate reports to NMPDC as needed, enter FROT session and attendee data in Government databases as needed to facilitate the award of CME and CNE, and ensure FROT instructors are NMPDS approved.
-Coordinate with the Navy's Nationally Registered Emergency Medical Technician (NREMT) representative to accredit the FROT course for NREMT attendees.
5.3
Inventory

During one of the FROT sessions conducted annually at each MTF, conduct a complete inventory of the Navy Medicine decontamination operations response equipment and pharmaceuticals (H199 AMAL) assigned to the MTF.  The Government will provide a complete listing of the Hl99 AMAL equipment and pharmaceuticals assigned to the MTF no later than 30 days prior to the FROT session, for use in conducting the inventory.  The Contractor shall visually sight each item on the list prior to accounting for it on the inventory; manufacturer-sealed unopened boxes/containers do not need to be opened, and can be inventoried using the exterior contents label. The H199 AMAL list currently consists of 61 line items per Attachment C and the individual quantities per item vary by MTF decontamination response tier level assignment. The Government is responsible for ensuring all H199 AMAL equipment items and pharmaceuticals are accessible and prepared for inventory, and for providing assistance as needed to ensure the Contractor can access all equipment and pharmaceuticals, and complete the inventory.  The Contractor shall submit the completed inventory as part of the AAR for the FROT session.

5.4
Technical Support
Provide decontamination operations and equipment related technical support to the Navy Medicine Emergency Preparedness Directorate staff and emergency management staff at various MTFs as required (expected to average 10 hours per week).  This support consists of fielding technical questions from BUMED and MTF staff outside of the scheduled FROT classes, regarding decontamination operations and equipment, as well as executing the training support tasks identified in paragraphs 5.2.9.  This technical support will be routine, non-emergent in nature and the technical questions will be presented via email and or telephone inquiries directly to the contractor SME staff. There is no requirement to establish a help desk and the technical questions will all permit a routine two working day response timeframe. The contractor is required to copy the COR on any written replies to technical questions and will summarize all technical support provided during the previous month as part of their monthly invoice report.
6.0 
Reporting/Communication Requirements:
6.1   Oral reports as required by the Contracting Officer Representative (COR), should the COR identify any potential issues that require explanation or corrective action.
6.2   Submit an After Action Report (AAR) to the COR and designated Points of Contact (POCs) after each FROT session summarizing the training completed.  The AAR will include a brief synopsis of the training conducted, any deficiencies noted and recommendations as applicable, and Student Evaluation forms for all attendees to be collected and evaluation results summarized. The AAR shall be submitted to the COR no later than 14 working days after each FROT session.  The required FROT AAR format is included as Attachment B.  The Government may revise the FROT AAR format during the course of the contract and must notify the Contractor whenever changes to the format are approved.  The Contractor shall implement AAR format changes within 15 days following notification.
6.3   The Contractor is required to attend a total of four Emergency Preparedness program reviews  at BUMED Headquarters in Falls Church, VA., and the COR will notify the Contractor of the scheduled dates no later than 45 days prior to the start of each program review. The program reviews will consist of 2.5 days on site and only the Contractor's FROT Program Manager is required to attend.  The Contractor should be prepared to present a briefing during each program review, with the format for the briefing provided by the Government no later than 15 days prior to the start of the program review. Travel expenses will be reimbursed subject to the limitations and requirements of the Joint Travel Regulations (JTR).
7.0 
Personnel Qualifications:
7.1  FROT Instructors shall meet the following minimum requirements:
a. A minimum of 2 years' experience teaching CBRN and Hazardous Materials (HAZMAT) decontamination tactics, techniques, and procedures (TTP), using OSHA Level A, B or C Personnel Protective Equipment (PPE) and commercially available decontamination shelter systems.  Experience training with military Individual Protective Equipment (IPE) or Mission Oriented Protective Posture (MOPP) equipment is not considered equivalent experience.
b. A minimum of 2 years' experience performing or teaching decontamination equipment preventative maintenance procedures, troubleshooting, and repairs training.
c. A minimum of 2 years'  experience instructing Hazardous Waste Operations (HAZWOPER) training at the First Responder Operations or Technician level per OSHA guidelines and 29 CFR 1910.120(q)(6).
d. Appropriate instructor certifications in HAZWOPER to train students to the Operations level (IAW OSHA's 29 CFR 1910.120(q)(6)).
7.2 Minimum Requirements for FROT Program Manager: 
a. All of the requirements of a FROT instructor in addition to three years' experience managing a decontamination training program teaching CBRN and/or Hazardous Materials (HAZMAT) decontamination tactics, techniques, and procedures (TTP), using OSHA Level A, B or C Personnel Protective Equipment (PPE) and commercially available decontamination shelter systems.  Experience managing a training program using military Individual Protective Equipment (IPE) or Mission Oriented Protective Posture (MOPP) equipment is not considered equivalent experience.
8.0 
Government/Contractor Furnished Facilities, Equipment and Information.
8.1
The Government shall provide:
a. All decontamination and training equipment for each FROT session.
b. Approval of a recommended FROT schedule or schedule change within 10 working days following submission by the Contractor, or notification of any required revisions needed for approval. Which consists of full name, email, and contact telephone for
c. The contact information for the designated Government POC, which consists of full name, email, and contact telephone for each MTF on the FROT schedule no later than 90 days prior to the scheduled training date, to facilitate coordination between the Contractor and the MTF staffs.

e. An electronic copy of all training materials in Microsoft Office format following the first FROT session at each MTF annually, per paragraph 5.9 above.
f. An After Action Report (AAR) for each FROT session no later than 14 working days after each FROT session, which includes a completed H199 or H200 inventory report for those FROT sessions that include an AMAL inventory.

Security Clearance. None required; the effort is unclassified.
10.0   Travel

10.1   Area of Travel.  The execution of this contract requires travel to Navy MTFs across the U.S. and overseas. Work shall be performed at designated Navy MTFs throughout the enterprise per the schedule coordinated between the Contractor and the designated MTFs, and approved in advance by the COR. Attachment A contains a representative list of MTFs where the training shall be conducted, but the Government may add or remove MTF locations as required during the execution of the contract.

I 0.2   Reimbursement of Travel Costs. Performance under this contract may require travel by contractor personnel. If travel, domestic or overseas, is required, the contractor is responsible for making all needed arrangements for their personnel. This includes but is not limited to the following:

Authorization for the use of privately owned conveyance shall be indicated on the order. Distances traveled between points shall be shown in standard highway mileage guides. Any deviations from distance shown in such standard mileage guides shall be explained by the traveler on his expense sheet.
10.8  Car Rental. The contractor will be entitled to reimbursement for car rental, exclusive of mileage charges, as authorized by each order, when the services are required to be performed outside the normal commuting distance from the contractor's facilities. Car rental for TDY teams will be limited to a rate of one car for every four (4) persons on TDY at one site.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.209-7   INFORMATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (JULY 2013)

(a) Definitions. As used in this provision--

Administrative proceeding means a non-judicial process that is adjudicatory in nature in order to make a determination of fault or liability (e.g., Securities and Exchange Commission Administrative Proceedings, Civilian Board of Contract Appeals Proceedings, and Armed Services Board of Contract Appeals Proceedings). This includes administrative proceedings at the Federal and State level but only in connection with performance of a Federal contract or grant. It does not include agency actions such as contract audits, site visits, corrective plans, or inspection of deliverables.

Principal means an officer, director, owner, partner, or a person having primary management or supervisory responsibilities within a business entity (e.g., general manager; plant manager; head of a 

division or business segment; and similar positions).
(b) The offeror ( ) has ( ) does not have current active Federal contracts and grants with total value greater than $10,000,000.

(c) If the offeror checked “has” in paragraph (b) of this provision, the offeror represents, by submission of this offer, that the information it has entered in the Federal Awardee Performance and Integrity Information System (FAPIIS) is current, accurate, and complete as of the date of submission of this offer with regard to the following information:

(ii) In a civil proceeding, a finding of fault and liability that results in the payment of a monetary fine, penalty, reimbursement, restitution, or damages of $5,000 or more.

(iii) In an administrative proceeding, a finding of fault and liability that results in--

(A) The payment of a monetary fine or penalty of $5,000 or more; or

(B) The payment of a reimbursement, restitution, or damages in excess of $100,000.

(iv) In a criminal, civil, or administrative proceeding, a disposition of the matter by consent or compromise with an acknowledgment of fault by the Contractor if the proceeding could have led to any of the outcomes specified in paragraphs (c)(1)(i), (c)(1)(ii), or (c)(1)(iii) of this provision.

(2) If the offeror has been involved in the last five years in any of the occurrences listed in (c)(1) of this provision, whether the offeror has provided the requested information with regard to each occurrence.

(d) The offeror shall post the information in paragraphs (c)(1)(i) through (c)(1)(iv) of this provision in FAPIIS as required through maintaining an active registration in the System for Award Management database via https://www.acquisition.gov (see 52.204-7).

The table of contents should provide detail sufficient to allow the     important elements to be easily located.  The use of tabs and dividers is encouraged. 

(4)  Requirements for Style:  Each quoter shall submit a quote that clearly and concisely sets forth the contractor’s response to the requirements of the solicitation.  Unnecessary elaboration or other presentations beyond that sufficient to present a complete and effective quote are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the quoter’s lack of cost consciousness.  Elaborate artwork, expensive paper or bindings, and expensive visual or other presentation aids are neither necessary nor desired.  The quote shall contain all the pertinent information in sufficient detail in the one area of the quote where it contributes most critically to the discussion.  When necessary, the quoter shall refer to the initial discussion and identify its location within its quote.

(5)  Page Limitations*
Volume I, “Non-price Quote,” is limited to a maximum of 14 pages in length inclusive of any charts, diagrams, and/or other graphics.

Each “page” is defined as one sheet, 8 ½ “ x 11”, with at least one inch margins on all sides, using a font with a point size of 12 or greater (e.g., "Times New Roman" style with 12 point font).  Lines shall, at a minimum, be single-spaced.   Pages shall be consecutively numbered.  Multiple pages, double pages, two-sided pages, or foldouts will count as an equivalent number of 8 ½" x 11" pages.  The cover sheet, table of contents (not to exceed one page per volume), tabs, and dividers will not count toward the page limit.  The one exception to the font size requirement shown above is that the "corporate experience and past performance information forms" may be completed with a point size of 10 or greater.  Pages submitted in excess of the page limitations described above will not be evaluated.

Volume II, “Price Quote,” is not page limited.  

III. QUOTE CONTENT

(1)  Volume I – Non-price Quote
The quoter’s Non-price quote is more important than the quoter’s  price quote.  The Non-price evaluation factors are listed below, all of equal importance:

Corporate Experience

Past Performance

Performance/Management Approach

(a)  Corporate Experience

The quoter shall demonstrate relevant corporate experience.  Relevant corporate experience is experience within the past five years that is the same as, or similar to, the scope, magnitude, and complexity of the work described by this solicitation.

To demonstrate its corporate experience, the quoter shall identify up to three of its most relevant contracts or efforts within the past five (5) years, and provide any other information the quoter considers relevant to the requirements of the solicitation.  Quoters shall provide a detailed explanation demonstrating the relevance of the contracts or efforts to the requirements of the solicitation.  If subcontractor experience is provided as part of the three of its most relevant contracts or efforts, the subcontractor experience will be given weight relative to the scope, magnitude and complexity of the aspects of the work under the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform.  Therefore, the quoter’s quote shall detail clearly the aspects of the work in the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform.

The corporate experience references will be evaluated in the aggregate in order to allow quoters who may not have the entire scope, magnitude, and complexity of the requirement under one individual contract to still be considered acceptable if experience with the full scope, magnitude, and complexity of the requirement can be demonstrated within the allotted number of references as described above.  

The quoter should complete a “Corporate Experience and Past Performance Information Form” for each reference submitted.  The form is an attachment to the solicitation.  The forms will count toward the Volume I page limit described above.  For additional information regarding a particular reference beyond that which will fit on the form, the quoter may continue onto another sheet of paper.  Such continuation sheet(s) for submitted references will count toward the Volume I page limit.  Relevant references submitted under the Corporate Experience factor will also be considered in the evaluation of Past Performance.  Only a single set of up to five references shall be submitted.  

The corporate experience proposed for each quoter will be used to assess the extent of the quoter’s understanding of the scope, magnitude, and complexity of the requirement and the extent of risk of unsuccessful performance.

NOTE:  The Corporate Experience factor is defined by what relevant experience the quoter has gained under specific contracts within the five years immediately preceding the submission of its quote; while the Past Performance factor, identified below, is defined by how well the quoter has performed over those five years.  The primary focus of the Past Performance evaluation will be on those contracts identified in the quote that are found to be relevant to the solicitation’s requirements.  While Corporate Experience and Past Performance are separate evaluation factors, they principally focus on different aspects of the same contracts.  Accordingly, quoters shall submit a single set of corporate experience and past performance information (maximum of three of its most relevant contracts) to satisfy the submission requirements for both factors.   


(b)  Past Performance 
The quoter shall demonstrate relevant past performance or affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant past performance.  Relevant past performance is performance under contacts or efforts (within the past five years) that is of similar scope, magnitude, and complexity to that which is described in the solicitation (as defined under the Corporate Experience factor).  The Government will evaluate the relevant references submitted under Corporate Experience factor.  Only a single set of up to three references shall be submitted.

The quoter should address its past performance in complying with requirements of the clauses at FAR 52.219-8, "Utilization of Small Business Concerns," and 52.219-9, "Small Business Subcontracting Plan."


(c)  Performance/Management Approach

-The quoter shall provide in detail a performance approach that will successfully accomplish the requirements of the solicitation, including the PWS.  

-The quoter should provide a staffing plan for hiring and retaining personnel and skill set of proposed personnel.  
-The quoter should identify parameters on successful implementation and performance of the Program.  
-The quoter should address the capability to manage the program operation in such areas as the delivery/scheduling of the required number of training classes and the development of the content/delivery included in the training presentation. 
-The quoter should describe any risks associated with the solicitation, including the PWS and any risks associated with implementation of the quoter’s performance approach; describe any techniques and actions to mitigate such risks; and explain whether the techniques and actions identified for risk mitigation have been successfully used by the quoter.  
-The quoter should provide any other information the quoter considers relevant to the solicitation.

(2)  Volume II – Price

Volume II shall include the completed solicitation documents and a complete and detailed price breakdown with all supporting documentation.  The price quote shall support the Non-price quote.  The price submission should include all elements of cost (labor categories, number of hours, and burdened rates) and such other cost information as considered appropriate to support the quoter’s submission.  The pricing information shall be completed in accordance with the following:


(a)  Separate cost and pricing information shall be submitted for each time period specified in the pricing pages of the solicitation.


(b)  The following amounts for travel will be utilized by the Government for evaluation purposes only in determining the total evaluated cost of a quote.

(c) Travel estimated above is for travel and subsistence associated with performance under any resultant contract which will be reimbursed in accordance with the clause entitled “Reimbursement of Travel Costs.”


(d) Any and all subcontracts identified in the Non-price quote shall be identified and priced in the price quote.  Subcontracts (regardless of dollar value) shall be adequately documented.  Subcontractor price breakdowns may be submitted in separate sealed envelopes.

Corporate Experience

Past Performance

Performance/Management Approach

In determining the rating for the Corporate Experience evaluation factor, the Government will give greater consideration to the contracts or efforts which the Government feels are most relevant to the RFQ.

The Government reserves the right to obtain information for use in the evaluation of past performance from any and all sources including sources outside of the Government.  Quoters lacking relevant past performance history will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance.  However, the quote of an quoter with no relevant past performance history, while not rated favorably or unfavorably for past performance, may not represent the most advantageous quote to the Government and thus, may be an unsuccessful quote when compared to the quotes of other quoters.  The quoter should provide the information requested above for past performance evaluation, or affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant directly related or similar past performance.  If an quoter fails to provide any past performance information which is similar in scope, magnitude and complexity to that which is detailed in the RFP or fails to affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant directly related or similar past performance, the offer may not be awardable.   The Government will consider the quality of quoter’s past performance.  This consideration is separate and distinct from the Contracting Officer’s responsibility determination. (c) A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful quoter within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

The names, addresses and phone numbers for these offices or individuals are included elsewhere in the contract award document.  The office or individual designated as having responsibility should be contacted for any questions, clarifications, or information regarding the administration function assigned.

1.  The Procuring Contract Office (PCO) is responsible for:

    
a.  All pre-award duties such as solicitation, negotiation and award of contracts. 

    
b.  Any information or questions during the pre-award stage of the procurement.

    
c.  Freedom of Information inquiries.

   
 d.  Changes in contract terms and/or conditions.

   
 e.  Post award conference.

2.  The Contract Administration Office (CAO) is responsible for matters specified in the FAR 42.302 and DFARS 42.302 except those areas otherwise designated as the responsibility of the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) or someone else herein. 

3.  The paying office is responsible for making payment of proper invoices after acceptance is documented.

4.  The Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) is responsible for interface with the contractor and performance of duties such as those set forth below.  It is emphasized that only the PCO/CAO has the authority to modify the terms of the contract.  In no event will any understanding, agreement, modification, change order, or other matter deviating from the terms of the basic contract between the contractor and any other person be effective or binding on the Government.  If in the opinion of the contractor an effort outside the scope of the contract is requested, the contractor shall promptly notify the PCO in writing.  No action may be taken by the contractor unless the PCO or CAO has issued a contractual change.  The COR duties are as follows:

(1) The COR is responsible for all Government technical interface concerning the contractor and furnishing technical instructions to the contractor.  These instructions may include:  technical advice/recommendations/clarifications of specific details relating to technical aspects of contract requirements; milestones to be met within the general terms of the contract or specific subtasks of the contract; or, any other interface of a technical nature necessary for the contractor to perform the work specified in the contract.   The COR is the point of contact through whom the contractor can relay questions and problems of a technical nature to the PCO. 


  
(2) The COR is prohibited from issuing any instruction which would constitute a contractual change.  The COR shall not instruct the contractor how to perform. If there is any doubt whether technical instructions contemplated fall within the scope of work, contact the PCO for guidance before transmitting the instructions to the contractor.

    
b.  Contract Surveillance


  
(1) The COR shall monitor the contractor's performance and progress under the contract.  In performing contract surveillance duties, the COR should exercise extreme care to ensure that he/she does not cross the line of personal services.  The COR must be able to distinguish between surveillance (which is proper and necessary) and supervision (which is not permitted).  Surveillance becomes supervision when you go beyond enforcing the terms of the contract.  If the contractor is directed to perform the contract services in a specific manner, the line is being crossed.  In such a situation, the COR's actions would be equivalent to using the contractor's personnel as if they were government employees and would constitute transforming the contract into one for personal services.


  
(2) The COR shall monitor contractor performance to see that inefficient or wasteful methods are not being used.  If such practices are observed, the COR is responsible for taking reasonable and timely action to alert the contractor and the PCO to the situation.


  
(3) The COR will take timely action to alert the PCO to any potential performance problems.  If performance schedule slippage is detected, the COR should determine the factors causing the delay and report them to the PCO, along with the contractor's proposed actions to eliminate or overcome these factors and recover the slippage.  Once a recovery plan has been put in place, the COR is responsible for monitoring the recovery and keeping the PCO advised of progress.



(4) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS Automated Information System (AIS).  The initial CPAR, under an eligible contract, must reflect evaluation of at least 180 days of contractor performance.  The completed CPAR, including contractor comments if any, (NOTE: contractors are allowed 30 days to input their comments) should be available in the CPARS AIS for reviewing official (PCO) review no later than 270 days after start of contract performance.  Subsequent CPARs covering any contract option periods should be ready at 1-year intervals thereafter. 
    
c.  Invoice Review and Approval/Inspection and Acceptance


  
(1) The COR is responsible for quality assurance of services performed and acceptance of the services or deliverables.  The COR shall expeditiously review copies of the contractor's invoices or vouchers, certificate of performance and all other supporting documentation to determine the reasonableness of the billing.  In making this determination, the COR must take into consideration all documentary information available and any information developed from personal observations. 


  
(2) The COR must indicate either complete or partial concurrence with the contractor's invoice/voucher by executing the applicable certificate of performance furnished by the contractor.  The COR must be cognizant of the invoicing procedures and prompt payment due dates detailed elsewhere in the contract. 


 
(3) The COR will provide the PCO and the CAO with copies of acceptance documents such as Certificates of Performance. 



(4) The COR shall work with the Contractor to obtain and execute a final invoice no more than 60 days after completion of contract performance.  The COR shall ensure that the invoice is clearly marked as a “Final Invoice.”

    
d.  Contract Modifications.  The COR is responsible for developing the statement of work for change orders or modifications and for preparing an independent government cost estimate of the effort described in the proposed statement of work. 

    
e.  Administrative Duties


  
(1) The COR shall take appropriate action on technical correspondence pertaining to the contract and for maintaining files on each contract.  This includes all modifications, government cost estimates, contractor invoices/vouchers, certificates of performance, DD 250 forms and contractor's status reports. 


  
(2) The COR shall maintain files on all correspondence relating to contractor performance, whether satisfactory or unsatisfactory, and on trip reports for all government personnel visiting the contractor's place of business for the purpose of discussing the contract. 


  
(3) The COR must take prompt action to provide the PCO with any contractor or technical code request for change, deviation or waiver, along with any supporting analysis or other required documentation.

    
f.  Government Furnished Property.  When government property is to be furnished to the contractor, the COR will take the necessary steps to insure that it is furnished in a timely fashion and in proper condition for use. The COR will maintain adequate records to ensure that property furnished is returned and/or that material has been consumed in the performance of work.
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g.  Security.  The COR is responsible for ensuring that any applicable security requirements are strictly adhered to.

    
h.  Standards of Conduct.  The COR is responsible for reading and complying with all applicable agency standards of conduct and conflict of interest instructions. 

    
i.  Written Report/Contract Completion Statement.  



(1) The COR is responsible for timely preparation and submission to the PCO, of a written, annual evaluation of the contractors performance.  The report shall be submitted within 30 days prior to the exercise of any contract option and 60 days after contract completion.  The report shall include a written statement that services were received in accordance with the Contract terms and that the contract is now available for close-out.  The report shall also include a statement as to the use made of any deliverables furnished by the contractor. 



(2) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a final Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS with 30 days of contract completion.



(3) The COR is responsible for providing necessary assistance to the Contracting Officer in performing Contract Close-out in accordance with FAR 4.804, Closeout of Contract Files.

5.  The Technical Assistant (TA), if appointed, is responsible for providing routine administration and monitoring assistance to the COR.  The TA does not have the authority to provide any technical direction or clarification to the contract.  Duties that may be performed by the TA are as follows: 

    
a.  Identify contractor deficiencies to the COR.  

    
b.  Review contract deliverables, recommend acceptance/rejection, and provide the COR with documentation to support the recommendation.  

    
c.  Assist in preparing the final report on contractor performance for the applicable contract in accordance with the format and procedures prescribed by the COR.

    
d.  Identify contract noncompliance with reporting requirements to the COR.

    
e.  Review contractor status and progress reports, identify deficiencies to the COR, and provide the COR with recommendations regarding acceptance, rejection, and/or Government technical clarification requests.

    
f.  Review invoices and provide the COR with recommendations to facilitate COR certification of the invoice.

    
g.  Provide the COR with timely input regarding technical clarifications for the statement of work, possible technical direction to provide the contractor, and recommend corrective actions.

    
h.  Provide detailed written reports of any trip, meeting, or conversation to the COR subsequent to any interface between the TA and contractor.
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
