The option year CLINS 1001, 2001, 3001, and 4001 will be priced at the same amount as CLIN 0001 and NOT include any escalation.  Future year escalation will be handled by option year CLINS 2003, 3003, 4003, and 5003 as described below.

CLIN 0002 represents an optional CLIN for potential new subscription items or additional items related to a subscription as described in the contract requirements section. It is set forth as a not-to-exceed amount, set at 3 percent of CLIN 0001. STATEMENT OF WORK
Nimitz Library Subscription Requirements

C.1. INTRODUCTION
C.1.1. The Nimitz Library is an academic library, which currently supports no branches and serves a current patron population of about 4511 midshipmen, 600 faculty members, and approximately 3000 other users. The Library acquires approximately 1100 subscriptions (periodicals, journals, serials, newspapers, standing orders, continuations, annuals, institutional memberships, online databases, electronic/online subscriptions and proceedings) in support of the Naval Academy's academic programs. Periodicals are an integral part of the Library's collections and services; both midshipmen and faculty research are dependent upon them.

C.1.2. The contractor shall provide the new and renewal subscriptions listed later in this document, in the quantities and formats shown.  This includes providing subscriptions to single or multiple addresses for domestic and foreign serials and periodicals published in paper, electronic and other formats, and for related services.  Products and services purchased under this contract will be for official Government use only.  The contractor shall provide the incidental services described herein to support managing the subscriptions as necessary, in order to provide the required items.

C.1.3. The contractor shall be able to support providing supplied products in all formats: to include but not limited to paper, microform, electronic, CD-ROM, proprietary online, Internet, and World Wide Web-based publications.

     (a) Subscription support includes providing subscriptions to serials publications in all media and paying publishers, providing administrative assistance in claiming and other routine areas of communications with publishers regarding serial publications, and providing management reports and related assistance in managing subscriptions, as necessary to provide the required items.

     (b) Incidental services cover a range of serials subscription-related products and services which libraries may require in addition to basic ordering. Examples include checking in journal issues and providing serials data (such as invoice #, title, frequency, publisher, ISSN, EISSN, etc.) to load in the customer's local system.  

     (c) Specialized Electronic Access Services.  The contractor shall provide access to electronic publications.  The Vendor will provide information to the library about type of electronic access is available for the publication, such as IP or password access.  The Vendor will also provide the URL the library must use to access the electronic publications.

     This contract does not include the following services or products: general or standard computer or telecommunications equipment; furniture or supplies; database development or implementation for customers; or personal services, such as on-site research staff.

C.2. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

C.2.1. Subscription Support.  The quantities of subscriptions are listed in Attachment I.  The contractor shall provide the subscriptions listed.

C.2.2. Licensing.  Companies frequently have license agreements for their electronic publications and software products.  Licenses may be for the subscription agent’s proprietary products, or licensing terms may be established by a publisher and passed through the agent to the library.  The contractor will facilitate any licensing issues that may arise. The terms and conditions of this contract take precedence over any conflicting Publisher license terms and conditions including those found in a Publisher or Third Party Software Click Wrap license, whether presented in writing or electronically; whether presented prior to or subsequent to executing this contract. DoD and its users shall not be bound by the terms of a Click Wrap license encountered during installation or at any time thereafter, notwithstanding DoD users clicking ‘Accept’ in order to continue using the Software.

C.2.3. EDI, EFT, Innovative Interfaces, the Vendor’s Online System, and other technology issues.  The Vendor must have the ability to support electronic invoicing, ordering, claiming, and other information transmittal.  The Vendor must be able to accept and process Integrated Library System-generated claims via EDI and the ability to assist in preparation of our ILS for sending necessary Vendor proprietary data along with claims.  The Vendor must provide an invoice via FTP and receive payments via Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT).  The Vendor should offer a web-based serials management system to provide access to the Vendor’s database of titles, ordering and claiming history. The Vendor must be compatible with our ILS – Innovative Interfaces.  See the appropriate contract clause for other electronic invoicing information.

C.2.4. Definitions. The definitions below apply to this contract.

     (a) Publisher Price.  The term "publisher price," as used in this agreement, means the established publisher list price for the given subscription period at the time of order acceptance by the publisher and is accepted to be the lowest price offered to the type of client placing the order.

     (b) Subscription.  The term "subscription," as used in this agreement, means a serial or periodical publication and related incidental services.  It also shall designate back issues of serials or periodical publications, but such issues shall be dated no earlier than one year before the current volume.  The library determines the subscription period, publisher permitting, and the Vendor must place and service it for the life of the subscription plus three months.

     (c) Vendor or Contractor.  Organization providing serial subscription services to Agencies, also known as a "serials subscription agent," "subscription agent" or serials agent".

      (d) Consignee.  Location to which items are shipped.

      (e) ILS. Integrated Library System.
      (f) Online.  The term “online” as used in this agreement, refers to granting access to the subscription digitally.

      (g) With Online. The term “with online” as used in this agreement, refers to granting access to the subscription in print as well as digitally. 
      (h) Online Only with Archives Online. The term “online only with archives online” as used in this agreement, refers to granting access to the subscription digitally as well as access to the digital archives.
      (i) Online with Print Deep Discount. The term “online with print deep discounts” as used in this agreement, refers to receiving the subscription online and in print with all sales in excess of Publisher’s normal wholesale discount.
      (j) With Online (Print DDP). The term “with online (Print DDP)” as used in this agreement, refers to receiving the subscription online and in print with all sales in excess of Publisher’s normal wholesale discount. 
      (k) Online Only Site License. The term “online only site license’ as used in this agreement, means an online  software licensing agreement that grants Nimitz Library permission to use the software on a network on a single site, with an unlimited number of end users.

C.3. Subscriptions are required, as described below.

C.3.1.   General Terms.  Subscriptions shall be placed for domestic and foreign serial publications in all media, and other related services, at publisher best available price, less any discount granted in the contract price computation, and guarantee shall be made of delivery on each subscription.

(a) Subscription Periods.

(1) Vendor shall place new subscriptions at any time during the year, to maintain providing subscriptions, and to assist in prorating from common expiration date, if required by the library.

     (2) Servicing the Subscription.  The Vendor shall provide incidental administrative and other such services for each subscription placed until three months after its expiration, i.e. the publication of the last issue covered by that subscription period.

     (3) The Vendor will supply prices for new and renewal titles for the purposes of contract pricing. Prices quoted will be based on the publisher price at the time of the solicitation closing.  Service fees and/or volume discounts will be identified.  

C.3.2. Basic Subscription Order Requirements.

(a) Subscription Order Placement.  The Vendor shall place all new and renewal orders with publishers within five working days after receipt of confirmation from the library that the item is still required.  

(b) Monthly Status Report.  In cases where the Vendor requires follow up before an order can be placed, the Vendor shall furnish a monthly report regarding the status of each title. 
(c) Unavailable Titles.  In cases where publications are available through a direct order arrangement only, are discontinued, are suspended, have changed title, or have otherwise become unavailable, the Vendor shall so notify the Library no later than at the time of invoicing.  See pricing note.

(d) Payment to Publishers.  

     (1) Advance Payment.  The Vendor shall pay all regular subscription orders in advance, when required by the publisher.

     (2) Adjustments.  The Vendor shall make additional payments as necessary and be required to adjust for unforeseen contingencies, such as currency fluctuations, additional volumes, etc.

(e) Records.  The Vendor shall maintain complete records of all bibliographic and financial transactions for up to three years. The Vendor shall provide to the library immediate access to these records on demand.

C.3.3. Subscription Ordering Support Services.  In support of basic order and optional ordering services, the Vendor shall perform the following incidental services and provide products as described below.

(a) Subscription Title Lists.  The Vendor shall be able to provide a review list as described below, in paper and in electronic format; at a minimum an electronic file must be an ASCII comma delimited file.  The Library may choose to receive either or both formats, paper and/or electronic.  The Vendor may propose other formats, which the Library may, at its discretion, choose instead, e.g. word processing files or other formats ready for proprietary software.

(b) Subscription information required.  Each completed subscription will contain the following information:

          (1)  "Bill to" and "ship to" address

          (2) Account number chargeable 

          (3) Purchase order number (if applicable)

          (4) Title

          (5) Quantity

          (6) Subscription period based on library data

          (7) Type of services, i.e., new subscription, late renewal, transfer renewal, added copy or subscription, etc.

          (8) ISSN and eISSN, as applicable

          (9) Format of subscription
(d) Additional materials.

     (1) Not Included in the Basic Subscription Price.  It is the Vendor’s responsibility for providing all content published within a given subscription year, the Vendor shall notify the subscriber of special issues, indexes, and unnumbered supplements not included in the basic subscription price.  These items shall be made available to the subscriber by special order under this contract at the publisher's price, including any discounts, with no additional charges, other than any handling and transportation costs charged to the Vendor by the publisher.  See pricing note.

    (2)  No Charge Materials.  Title pages, table of contents, annual or other indexes, and other materials normally supplied by the publisher at no added charge to a requesting subscriber, are to be supplied automatically by the Vendor at no additional charge.

(e)  Catalog.  Vendor shall provide online access to a list of titles available, at no additional charge to the Library.  The list of titles shall have as a minimum the following information:  

          (1)  Title

          (2)  ISSN and eISSN, as applicable
          (3)  Cost

          (4)  Frequency

          (5)  Enumeration

          (6)  Title changes, with cross-references

          (7)  Documented constraints 

          (8)  Format title is available

(f)  Publishers' Prices.  The Vendor shall supply on demand publishers invoices or other documentation acceptable to the Library to verify subscription cost increases in the option years.

C.3.4.  Incidental Administrative Services.   The Vendor shall provide the following administrative services to support subscription-ordering services:

(a) Contractor Representative.  At no additional cost, the Vendor shall assign a representative by name to provide assistance (via telephone or email) for each account

(b)  Claims for Missing, Defective or Mutilated Issues.   The Vendor shall act as the contact point for the Library in obtaining from the publisher replacement copies of periodicals found to be defective, mutilated, lost in transit, or otherwise missing, provided the loss is reported within sixty calendar days.  The Vendor shall handle claims for any subscription for up to sixty calendar days after the termination date of the subscription.

     (1)  Electronic Claims.  The Vendor must offer electronic claiming services to transmit claims to the Vendor electronically from our ILS.  The Vendor must also accept claims via email, U.S. mail, or fax.  

     (2)  Timeframe.  The Vendor shall place all claims with the publisher within a minimum of five working days after receipt.  In addition, the Vendor shall accept rush claims by telephone and fax and process them in fewer than five days.   

     (4)  Claim Information.  The claim notice sent from the Vendor to the publisher shall include the following information:

               (1)  Title being claimed

               (2)  Specific issues

               (3)  Date of Vendor's order to publisher

               (4)  Order period

               (5)  Amount paid

               (6)  Proof of payment

               (7)  Change of address, if any

     (5)  Claim List.  A list of claims, which have been made, shall be furnished monthly to the Library.

(c)  Invoice Deducts.

     (1)  For Lost Periodicals, Replacements, and Discontinuance of Publication. In the case where replacement is unavailable and refunds are offered instead, the Vendor shall make a quarterly invoice deduction to represent items not provided.

     (2)  Due to Cancellation.  The contractor shall make a quarterly invoice deduction for items not provided when a publisher cancels a publication, or provide an explanation if the publisher denies a refund to the contractor.

(d)  Duplicate Issues.  At the request of the Library, the Vendor shall deal directly with the publisher in correcting duplicate issue errors.

(e)  Addresses.  

    (1)  Bill to and Ship to Addresses.  Consignee addresses shall have the capacity for up to five (5) lines for each type of address, with each line up to 30 characters.

    (2)  Change of Address.  The Vendor shall notify the publisher when consignee changes of address occur.

(f)  Account Management.  The Vendor shall report foreign and domestic pricing trends at least annually.  The Vendor shall, at the Library’s request, provide renewal lists, which indicate expected inflation, and price increase estimates for the library renewal list.  

(g)  Membership Entitlements.   The Vendor shall provide a written summary of all publications and/or material received through memberships, i.e., title, frequency, quantity of each publication, and special membership benefits.

(h)  Trial Accees.  The Vendor shall provide no-cost trial online access to a serial when requested to do so by the Library.

(I)  Back Issues.  Upon request from the Library, the Vendor shall acquire back issues of a title for up to one year prior to the date of the current volume.  See pricing note.

C.3.5.  Library Management Reports.

(a)  Specifications.  At no additional charge and on demand, the Vendor shall provide listings containing all or part of the following information as specified by the library:  

          (1)  Title

          (2)  Ship-to address

          (3)  Invoice-item number

          (4)  Subscription period

          (5)  Quantity

          (6)  Frequency

          (7)  Price with adjustments and estimates

          (8)  Volume

          (9)   ISSN or eISSN, as applicable

          (10) Local information lines:  These reports shall be able to capture the stored local information category, (i.e., internal fund accounting, subject identification, library assigned number, etc.) in fields, each of which accommodate a minimum of 100 characters.   

.

     At least one field shall be provided for local financial data, which can also appear on invoices; at least one field shall be provided which can be associated with each ship to address; one or more fields shall be provided with a total of at least 80 characters, which can be associated with each title.  

(b)  Sorting.  In addition, the Vendor will have the capability of sorting, subtotaling, and retotaling the reports by any of the above-included fields of information, and shall allow for the application of a service charge determined by the requested sort criteria.

(c)  Medium.  The Vendor shall provide reports in paper and, at a minimum, electronically in ASCII comma delimited format.  The Library retains the right to choose which format to receive.  The Vendor may offer other electronic formats, including but not limited to files containing report data, or access to data and programs for producing reports from Vendor systems.

(d)  Minimum Required Reports.  At a minimum, the Vendor shall be able to provide the following reports at no charge:

    (1)  Financial Summary Report.  The contractor shall provide a summary of quarterly invoices to show deducts taken.

    (3)  Subscription Status Information.  Monthly, or upon demand, the Vendor shall notify the library in writing of any irregularity or change in status, such as:  bill later, non-cancellable, slow, irregular, discontinued, order direct, split title, not due for renewal at this time, period restricted, establishing contact with publisher, temporarily suspended publication, foreign title, estimated price, and price increased since last billing published price, etc.

    (4)  Ship-to List.  The Vendor shall provide, on demand, a listing of the Library consignees and their complete addresses.

    (5)  On demand, the Vendor shall provide a list of current subscriptions.  The list shall contain information described above, excluding price.  The report shall be available in paper and in electronic format, at a minimum as an ASCII comma delimited file on diskette (as mentioned in C.3.5 of this specification).

    (6)  Courtesy Invoice Data.  The Vendor shall supply the Library with, at a minimum, one additional copy of invoices or electronic invoice data to a point of contact in addition to the copy sent to the financial center for payment, e.g. to the customer library.

C.4.  LOTs II - V.  Customers may require and Vendors may offer the following:

C.4.1. Reserved

C.4.2. Missing Issues.  The Vendor shall provide missing issues or access to information about available issues to replace any the library is missing.  

C.4.3. Electronic Data Exchange.  The Vendor shall describe data available and methods for exchanging data electronically system to system, or in files ready for use by proprietary software.  Library requirements shall provide local system specifications.

52.209-5     CERTIFICATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (APR 2010)

(a)(1) The Offeror certifies, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that- 

(i) The Offeror and/or any of its Principals- 

(A) Are (  ) are not (  ) presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, or declared ineligible for the award of contracts by any Federal agency; 

(B) Have (  ) have not (  ), within a three-year period preceding this offer, been convicted of or had a civil judgment rendered against them for: commission of fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a public (Federal, State, or local) contract or subcontract; violation of Federal or State antitrust statutes relating to the submission of offers; or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false statements, tax evasion, violating Federal criminal tax laws, or receiving stolen property (if offeror checks “have”, the offeror shall also see 52.209-7, if included in this solicitation); and 

(C) Are (  ) are not (  ) presently indicted for, or otherwise criminally or civilly charged by a governmental entity with, commission of any of the offenses enumerated in paragraph (a)(1)(i)(B) of this provision.; and

(D) Have      , have not      , within a three-year period preceding this offer, been notified of any delinquent Federal taxes in an amount that exceeds $3,000 for which the liability remains unsatisfied.

(1) Federal taxes are considered delinquent if both of the following criteria apply:

(i) The tax liability is finally determined. The liability is finally determined if it has been assessed. This is not a delinquent tax because it is not a final tax liability. (a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—System for Award Management, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic 

Funds Transfer--Other Than System for Award Management), or applicable agency procedures.

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the--

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;

(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer within the timeline specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. 

chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other 

Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the SAM database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the SAM database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the SAM does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.
