1.0 SCOPE

1.1 This Performance Work Statement (PWS) defines the contractor efforts required to provide commercially available integrated, switched voice and data telecommunications services via Central Office based dial tone facilities to Naval Station (NAVSTA) Great Lakes, IL.

1.2 Telephone and data communications services are provided to the NAVSTA Great Lakes and tenant commands at this location by the Naval Computer and Telecommunications Area Master Station, Atlantic (NCTAMS LANT) Base Communications Office (BCO).

1.3 The NCTAMS LANT BCO is located at Building 26, 525B Farragut Avenue, Great Lakes, IL. 60088. The contractor shall maintain approximately 3,300 telephone numbers at this location. These services are delivered to the Rate Demarcation Point (RDP) locations in multiple buildings. The following is a list of telephone numbers reserved for use at NCTAMS LANT BCO Great Lakes that shall be provided by the contractor:

1.4 As long as a minimum of more than 50 per cent (1,650) of the reserved telephone numbers are in use, the contractor shall set aside these blocks of numbers for NAVSTA Great Lakes.

2.0 BACKGROUND

2.1 The mission of NCTAMS LANT is to provide classified and unclassified voice, messaging, data and video to ships, submarines, aircraft and ground forces operating worldwide in support of Naval and joint missions.
2.2 In support of the NCTAMS LANT mission, BCO Naval Station Great Lakes provides day-to-day operational support, management, guidance, acquisition, and technical support services for the operations, administration, and maintenance of integrated, switched voice and data telecommunications services. The NAVCOMTELCOMINST 2066.1 series serves as guidance in performing this mission.

3.0 PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE 

3.1 The period of performance for this requirement is 1 October 2015 through 30 September 2016, base year, with option years as follows:

· Option Year 1 is October 2016 through 30 September 2017

· Option Year 2 is October 2017 through 30 September 2018

· Option Year 3 is October 2018 through 30 September 2019

· Option Year 4 is October 2019 through 30 September 2020

3.2 For this Statement of Work, "business days" shall be construed to mean all weekdays excluding the ten (10) normal Government holidays (New Year’s Day, Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Day, President’s Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day).

4.0 LOCATION OF SERVICE

4.1 Services required by this contract shall be performed at NAVSTA Great Lakes, IL.

5.0 APPLICABLE DOCUMENTS

5.2 Standards and regulations  The contractors shall conform to, and be compliant with established International Telecommunications Union– Telecommunications Standardization Sector (ITU-T), Federal Communications Commission (FCC) rules and regulations, American National Standards Institute (ANSI) standards, National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) codes and standards, National Electrical Code (NEC), National Electrical Safety Code (ANSI C2) and Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) General Industry Standards.  The Contractor shall stay in conformity with evolving standards.  In addition to the aforementioned, the contractor is responsible for compliance with Navy OSH, environmental and safety regulations.

6.0 REQUIREMENTS

6.1 Interoperability Requirements – The switches to be used under this contract will be part of joint use network that is required to comply with DOD interoperability policy.  This policy states that primary switching facilities for installations’ long distance voice service by interconnection with Defense Switched Network (DSN) nodal facilities are considered End Offices (EO).  Hardware, software and firmware used for base switches serving as primary switching facilities are required to be certified as interoperable prior to use by the Government.  DOD interoperability policy and directives are contained in references 5.1a through 5.1e.  This requirement will be CLIN (TBD) under the contract.

6.2 Joint Interoperability Test Center (JITC) Certification Testing  - The contractor shall be responsible for a full and complete JITC DSN interoperability certification for primary base switches used for this contract and connected to the DSN.  The government will not use any hardware, software or firmware for primary switching facilities without an accompanying Joint Interoperability Certification Letter or “intent-to-certify” document.  The scheduling of certification testing and the burden of funding for the testing shall be the sole responsibility of the contractor.  The Joint Interoperability Certification requirements shall apply throughout the life of the contract and to any modifications made to the contract.  Switch certification testing shall be done in accordance with test procedures developed by the JITC. The contractor is responsible for maintaining current JITC certified and accredited configurations.  This requirement will be CLIN (TBD) under the contract.

7.0 Information Assurance (IA)

7.1 Information Assurance Requirements – The contractor shall be responsible for IA and IA-enabled IT products incorporated into DoD information systems are configured in accordance with DoD-approved security configuration guidelines as set forth in DISA DSN Security Technical Implementation Guide (STIG) and checklist.  The contractor shall meet or exceed the security requirements of DoD systems operating at the Mission Assurance Category (MAC) II Sensitive level, containing sensitive information using the principles and guidelines set forth in the DISA DSN STIG, checklist and IA Implementation instruction.  DSN and DoD Telecommunications Systems policy, directives, and guidance are contained in references 5.1.f through 5.1.k.

7.2 Certification and Accreditation Requirements – The contractor shall implement and meet the minimum-security requirements to support voice network certification and accreditation.  The contractor shall comply with the requirements contained in DISA DSN STIG and checklist to assist in securing DSN management, switching, signaling, and operations sub-systems by the following entities: DISA DSN, DOD components, and commercial contractors.  The requirements in the DISA DSN STIG and checklist are applicable to all systems that make up, support, and augment the DSN and other DOD telecommunications systems.  The contractor shall assist and support government entities in certifying and accrediting the voice networks via the DoD Information Assurance Certification and Accreditation Process (DIACAP).  DSN and DoD Telecommunications Systems policy, directives, and guidance are contained in references 5.1.f through 5.1.k.

8.0 REQUIREMENTS 

8.1 Centrex – The contractor shall provide reserved telephone numbers within the 688 exchange (section 1.3) and shall have the capability to place 4-digit dialed, in-house calls between these 688 telephone numbers.  

8.1.1 Provide analog and Integrated Services Digital Network (ISDN) telephone lines consisting of approximately 3,300 lines at NAVSTA Great Lakes. The contractor must be able to provide service utilizing the existing telephone numbers currently in service. The telephone lines shall be provided from a local exchange (Central Office) within a radius of 30 miles from NAVSTA Great Lakes. The contractor shall provide and maintain the cable infrastructure delivering services to building Rate Demarcation Point (RDP) points located throughout Naval Station Great Lakes campuses at each building. Lines shall be provisioned for both “Touch Tone” and “Pulse” dialing. The quantities of lines specified are approximate, and are subject to monthly review by the BCO and the contractor. The quantities of lines will vary throughout the life of this contract. The government has the right to remove services, at no cost, which are no longer required to support its mission. The government will also add services under this contract as required by the mission, at the contract rate for the duration of the contract. 

8.1.2 Access

8.1.2.1 Provide access for calling within the local area where Message Units/Minutes of Use apply.  Provide a local calling plan based on Minutes of Use whereby local calls are billed on a per minute basis at a firm fixed price, with reductions by volume.  Where applicable, the contractor shall provide a rate schedule (e.g. rate groups based on mileage), except where reduction by volume applies.

8.1.2.2 The contractor shall provide access to the NETWORX long distance network and the Defense Switch Network (DSN). Where the government does not choose to order NETWORX trunk termination, the contractor shall provision the Pre-subscribed Inter-exchange Carrier (PIC), long distance calling, to a specified NETWORX carrier at no cost to the government. Long distance services at NAVSTA Great Lakes are PICed to Verizon Business (formerly MCI). Initiate a PIC freeze, as PIC changes are not allowed except by order from the BCO.

8.1.2.3 E911 Service – The contractor shall provide E911 Automatic Number Identification (ANI) data to the NAVSTA Great Lakes police/fire, Public Safety Answering Point (PSAP) counterpart.   

8.1.3 Provide Class of Service and Category Code configurations to accommodate the following: 

· Four-digit dialing within the Centrex only

· Four-digit dialing within the Centrex, and access to DSN

· Four-digit dialing within the Centrex, and access to Commercial (local dialing) and NETWORX long distance facilities

· Four-digit dialing within the Centrex, access to the DSN, and access to Commercial (local dialing) and NETWORX long distance facilities 

8.1.4 CENTREX Service Features - The following CENTREX service features shall be provided:

8.1.5 CENTREX capabilities shall include:

a) "Common Equipment" (Central Office memory utilized to provide Automatic Route Selection)

b) "Pattern" (choices available for completion of long distance calls as relates to call routing i.e., NETWORX plus Direct Distance Dialing, DSN, etc.),

c) "Only, per Pattern" (when Automatic Route Selection uses the area code only to determine if call is unauthorized and should be blocked),

d) "Per Number Plan Area and Central Office Codes, per Pattern" (ARS uses area code and first three digits of phone number to determine if call is unauthorized and should be blocked),

e) "Adds deletes or changes in number of plans of routes" (the cost of making changes in "Only, per Pattern" and "Per Number Plan Area and Central Office Codes, per Pattern"),

f) "Adds, deletes, or changes in Number Plan or C.O. routing per Code per pattern group" (cost of making change in "Pattern" above).

8.1.6 CENTREX Lines/RDP Optimization - Contractor shall monitor line utilization and ensure lines are available at RDPs to meet operational requirements. The technical point-of-contact will notify the contractor in advance of unusually large requirements. Contractor shall tag (record) cable terminations and cross connects at all RDPs at NAVSTA Great Lakes. 

8.1.7 CENTREX Administration - Centrex service shall include a Centrex customer Move, Add and Change (MAC) administration capability to make changes in Centrex line and/or feature configuration within the Centrex service as an alternative to the standard service order process. Equipment, software, and training shall be provided at no cost to government.

8.1.8 Usage Data Collection Equipment - Centrex service shall include Station Message Detail Record (SMDR) "common equipment" or equivalent call detail reporting service to meet the needs of NAVSTA Great Lakes. Contractor shall ensure that information is available for Government use and distribution.  SMDR to be provided on a CD. 

8.2 Analog Service - Contractor shall provide analog, loop start telephone service on a fixed-price basis. Approximately 2,800 analog lines are currently in use at NAVSTA Great Lakes. 

8.3 ISDN BRI (Basic Rate Interface) Service – Contractor shall provide ISDN BRI service on a fixed-price basis. The contractor shall provide ISDN service utilizing the existing telephone numbers in service. Of the 3,300 lines assigned at NAVSTA Great Lakes, approximately 150 are ISDN BRI lines. 

8.4 Joint Interoperability Test Center (JITC) certification and Information Assurance (IA) accreditation - The contractor shall provide a full and complete DISN JITC/IA solution. The government will not use any hardware, software or firmware for primary switching facilities without an accompanying Joint Interoperability Certification Letter or “intent-to-certify” document as evident by the product’s presence on the JITC Approved Products List (APL). The Joint Interoperability certification and Information Assurance accreditation requirements shall apply throughout the life of this contract. The contractor is responsible for maintaining current JITC certified and accredited configuration.

8.5 Telephone Number Management and Support - The government shall manage CENTREX telephone number assignments for NAVSTA Great Lakes from the blocks of numbers assigned to the Navy to support these facilities. The government shall assign telephone numbers as telephone lines are activated. The government shall remove numbers from service as associated telephone numbers are taken out of service.

8.6 Transition Support - The contractor shall support the transition from the current contract to this contract to include maintaining JITC certified platforms and implementation of call detail reporting, ordering, billing and other processes defined or implied in this PWS. The contractor shall complete transition and migration in a timely manner not to exceed 180 days after contract award.  

8.6.1 The Contractor shall prepare and maintain plans, procedures, network configuration, and other related aspects of services related to this contract to permit an orderly turnover at the end of the contract period.  Thirty days prior to scheduled completion of the final period of performance, the aforementioned information shall be incorporated into a phase-out plan.  Phase-out plan shall include provisions for completion of appropriate Contractor responsibilities.         

8.7 Requirements for Billing and Invoicing - The contractor shall bill in arrears on a monthly basis in accordance with its standard billing procedures. Invoices for all contracted services shall be submitted monthly to NCTAMS LANT BCO,525B Farragut Ave, Building 26, Great Lakes, IL 60088. The contractor shall deliver invoices in paper and electronic CD-ROM format. Electronic CD-ROM format shall consist of the itemization of all contracted services at a minimum by description and cost. Electronic CD-ROM input shall be compatible with MS Office 2010 or higher. 

8.7.1 Each invoice shall reflect all charges from the first to the last day of the billing cycle. The billing cycle shall be from the first to the last day of the month. The contractor shall charge for all services, features and equipment within three billing cycles after the services were rendered. 

8.7.2 The contractor shall describe, in detail, the content and format of all invoices to be used for billing the services of this contract, including the transition period. 

8.7.3 The contractor shall ensure that each invoice contains all pricing components in sufficient detail to reconcile the charges of all services, completed orders and actual usage. The contractor shall ensure that all charges, credits, and debits are shown on the invoice.  

8.7.4 For one-time non-recurring charges, the contractor shall ensure that the invoices reflect the contractor’s actual charges for a specific service order. The government will not pay any charges that are not agreed upon between the contractor and the government point-of-contact, and that are not specifically documented in the service order. Examples of one-time non-recurring charges include but are not limited to the following: Line connection, jack charge, materials, installation service charge, add service, remove service, installation labor, and repair labor. 

8.7.5 The contractor shall be required to terminate service on a specific line or terminate a specific service on a line within 24 business hours (3 business days) of receiving written notification from the government. Monthly recurring charges incurred after the termination interval period following written notification shall be invalid and the government shall not be responsible for payment.
8.8 Circuits

8.8.1 Analog Circuits - The contractor shall provide analog circuit service to the government for existing circuits as identified in Appendix A at a monthly fixed rate. Analog circuit service shall include maintenance to conform to response and performance requirements stated in Section 7.0. The quantities of analog circuits specified are approximate, and subject to monthly review by the BCO and the contractor. The quantities of analog circuits may vary throughout the life of this contract. The government has the right to remove circuits, at no cost, which are no longer required to support its mission. The government may also add circuits under this contract as required by the mission, at the contract rate.

8.8.2 Digital Circuits - The contractor shall provide digital circuit service to the government for existing circuits as identified in Appendix A at a monthly fixed rate. Digital circuit service shall include maintenance to conform to response and performance requirements stated in Section 7.0. The contractor shall support data rates from 56Kbps through 512Kbps. The quantities of digital circuits specified are approximate, and subject to monthly review by the BCO and the contractor. The quantities of digital circuits may vary throughout the life of this contract. The government has the right to remove circuits, at no cost, which are no longer required to support its mission. The government may also add circuits under this contract as required by the mission, at the contract rate.

8.8.3 High Capacity Digital Circuits - The contractor shall provide high capacity (T1/DS1) digital circuit service to the government for existing circuits as identified in Appendix A at a monthly fixed rate. High capacity digital circuit service shall include maintenance to conform to response and performance requirements stated in Section 7.0. The quantities of T1/DS1 circuits specified are approximate, and subject to monthly review by the BCO and the contractor. The quantities of high capacity digital circuits may vary throughout the life of this contract. The government has the right to remove circuits, at no cost, which are no longer required to support its mission. The government may also add circuits under this contract as required by the mission, at the contract rate.

8.8.4 ISDN PRI (Primary Rate Interface) Circuits - The contractor shall provide ISDN PRI circuit service to the government for existing circuits as identified in Appendix A at a monthly fixed rate. ISDN PRI circuit service shall include maintenance to conform to response and performance requirements stated in Section 7.0. The quantities of ISDN PRI circuits specified are approximate, and subject to monthly review by the BCO and the contractor. The quantities of high capacity digital circuits may vary throughout the life of this contract. The government has the right to remove circuits, at no cost, which are no longer required to support its mission. The government may also add circuits under this contract as required by the mission, at the contract rate.

9.0 PERFORMANCE

9.1 The desired method of service implementation is to use the existing cable facilities presently in use at the RDP locations. If the contractor intends to use the existing cable, the contractor shall state this in the proposal. If the contractor does not intend to use the existing cable, the contractor shall state this in the proposal and submit a transition plan within 10 days after contract award. The transition plan shall include, at a minimum, how and where any new facilities will be installed. It shall be the responsibility of the contractor, upon installing new cable facilities, to half tap all existing services and install the necessary cross-connects to the existing cable plant at the RDP. There shall be minimum interruption of service when circuits are transitioned to the new cable facilities. If the contractor intends to install a new cable feed system, the contractor shall demonstrate that such are fully operational 30 days prior to commencement of this contract. New cross-connects required at the RDPs that result from installation of new cable facilities would be the responsibility of the contractor. The government shall not incur any cost involved in cross-connecting existing circuits to the new cable facilities. The contractor shall be responsible for obtaining a record of cable pair assignments and telephone numbers to facilitate the cross-connect work. If new cable facilities are installed, the contractor shall incur all construction and material costs. 

9.2 The contractor shall have in place at the beginning of the contract performance period all facilities as described in the requirements section. This shall include connections to government switched networks, which are NETWORX and DSN. The contractor shall submit its design, implementation and testing plan along with its proposal. The contractor shall demonstrate, through implementation and testing, 30 days in advance of commencement of this contract that all facilities are operational, and that telephone calls can be placed and received on these facilities.

9.3 The contractor shall describe its trouble reporting and escalation procedure, including telephone numbers to be used in reporting troubles and a single point-of-contact to serve as the trouble management coordinator. The contractor shall provide to the government a list of management personnel contacts to be used by the government point-of-contact in an escalation process in situations where troubles are not likely to be corrected within an acceptable time frame. The trouble management coordinator shall provide progress reports to the government point-of-contact throughout problem resolution efforts. The contractor shall be prepared to provide, in the execution of this contract, response to trouble notification within a time frame that is appropriate to the nature of the malfunction and be prepared to provide on-site support as necessary. 

9.4 The contractor shall provide a center to receive trouble calls for all service failures. The trouble center shall be equipped with online testing capabilities, and the contractor’s representative at the center shall perform these tests immediately upon receipt of the trouble report from a designated government point-of-contact. 

9.4.1 In the event of an outage, service will be responded to within the time frames identified below:

9.4.2 At such time the contractor determines that trouble resolution is not possible within the specified time period, the escalation procedure shall be invoked, and the contractor’s trouble management coordinator shall notify the government point-of-contact that the service outage will likely exceed the expected duration. The contractor’s trouble management coordinator shall take the necessary action within its organization to ensure the earliest possible resolution that is acceptable to the government. The contractor shall provide the services of a qualified telephone technician to be dispatched to the customer site at the request of the government point-of-contact. The government reserves the right to require this service, and to authorize payment of any charges resulting from the contractor’s demonstration that trouble resolution could have been otherwise achieved without dispatching a technician to the site. 

9.4.3 The contractor shall not allow service interruptions to occur on the emergency 9-1-1 system without a satisfactory alternative means of connecting with these services. This requirement applies to facilities that are under the control of this contractor only, and not external problems caused with the 9-1-1 system itself. 

9.5 Dependent on the quantity and type of service ordered, the government requires installation of ordered services in a timely fashion in accordance with the following turnaround times:

· Analog telephone lines shall be installed, tested and operational at the RDP within the intervals shown in the table below, following receipt of the government’s telephone service request.

ANALOG INSTALLATION INTERVALS

· Changes and/or additions to the Class of Service operation shall be effected within but no later than 30 calendar days following receipt of the government’s telephone service request. 

· ISDN BRI services for up to 50 lines including voice, data and video, shall be installed, tested and operational at the RDP within but no later than 14 business days following receipt of the government’s telephone request. The installation interval for ISDN BRI service requesting over 50 lines shall be negotiated. 

· Changes to the arrangement/configuration of access and terminations    to the government’s private networks (DSN and NETWORX) shall be   installed in conjunction with Verizon Business and/or other long    distance carriers providing these networks. The Government shall   coordinate DSN and NETWORX facilities changes with the local service provider and long distance carrier. Service implementation dates shall be agreed upon by all parties to include the government, the local service provider and the long distance carrier. The contractor shall make every attempt to implement requested services on the dates agreed upon by the government and the long distance provider.

· PIC changes requesting 20 lines or less shall be completed within five business days following receipt of the government’s telephone service request. PIC changes requesting from 21 to 50 lines shall be completed within 10 business days. The installation interval for PIC change requesting over 50 lines shall be negotiated. 

9.6 The service provider under this contract recognizes that Verizon Business is the sole and exclusive commercial long distance carrier for other than regional toll requirements and NETWORX. By design, all non-regional toll calls shall be routed to the Verizon Business NETWORX network. The provider shall also serve as billing agent for carriers submitting charges for official inbound collect calls. The government shall accept no charges from long distance carriers not named herein, unless the charges are for official inbound collect calls. Telephone users at these sites shall not be permitted access to selective long distance or regional carriers on a call-by-call basis. All regional toll traffic shall be routed to the service provider under this contract. All long distance toll traffic shall be routed first to NETWORX with overflow to Verizon Business only when NETWORX facilities are not available. The practices of long distance carriers known as SLAMMING, CRAMING or porting shall not be permitted to occur under this contract. The contractor shall effect a PIC change only when requested by BCO Great Lakes. As such, any charges appearing on the monthly invoice under this contract from toll carriers other than collect inbound calls billed by miscellaneous carriers, shall not be paid under this contract. The contractor shall make every effort to prevent SLAMMING or CRAMMING and work with the Government to resolve incidents should SLAMMING or CRAMMING occur. It should be noted that, individuals wishing to place personal calling card toll calls from telephone numbers supplied under this contract, shall place their calls over government contracted facilities, or shall access their personal carriers by using a toll free number vice any other method (e.g., 1-0-1-0-x-x-x).

9.7 The contractor shall provide credits for out of service situations and missed or delayed installation appointments in accordance with tariff procedures and schedules. The contractor shall have mechanical processes for handling credits which begin once the trouble ticket has been closed out as resolved. Out-of-service credits shall be automatically calculated based on the tariff for service and duration of the outage. The contractor shall apply credits to the monthly service bill within three (3) billing cycles from the date of the outage. Actual timelines may vary, taking into consideration the actual date the trouble ticket was resolved and the next billing cycle cut-off date.
9.8 Contractor performance will be monitored, measured and evaluated by the Great Lakes BCO Manager, who will be the government point-of-contact. The Great Lakes BCO Manager who will meet with the contractor’s representative as needed but not less than twice annually to conduct periodic reviews. All performance issues will be discussed at these meetings, and the contractor will offer proposed solutions to rectify problems relating to performance issues. Performance measuring, evaluation and reviews will be used to determine the contractor’s overall ability to perform under this contract, and these data will be used as required to judge the contractor’s ability or inability to perform under this contract.

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Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan

A.  INTRODUCTION

This Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP) has been developed pursuant to the requirements of the Performance Based Statement of Work (PBSOW) in Contract TBD______.  This plan sets forth procedures and guidelines that the Government will use in evaluating the technical performance of the Contractor.  The Contractor was furnished Performance Standards in Appendix (A) of the PBSOW.  The Performance Standard describes the minimum acceptable level of performance for each functional area the Government will assess.

B.  PURPOSE OF THE QASP

1.  The QASP will accomplish the following:

           a. Define the roles and responsibilities of participating Government officials;

           b. Describe the formal evaluation methods the Government will employ to assess 

 the Contractor's performance;

         c. Provide copies of the quality assurance monitoring forms that will be used by the Government in documenting and evaluating the Contractor’s performance;

           d. Describe the process of performance documentation.

2.  The Contractor has its own Quality Control Plan (QCP), which sets forth procedures and responsibilities for producing high quality service.  The Contractor has designated his employee, ____TBD______ to be responsible for ensuring that the Contractor's employees follow the QCP.

C.  ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF PARTICIPATING GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS  

The following Government officials will participate in assessing the quality of the Contractor’s performance.  Their roles and responsibilities are described as follows:



1. Judi Joneikis will serve as the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) and Quality Assurance Inspector (QAI), respectively.  This person will be responsible for monitoring, assessing, recording, and reporting on the technical performance of the Contractor on a routine basis.  Ms. Joneikis will have primary responsibility for completing Quality Assurance Monitoring Forms, which will be used to document inspection and evaluation of the Contractor’s work performance.  It is extremely important for the COR/QAI to establish and maintain a congenial line of communication with the Contractor’s on-site representative and the staff because of the regularly scheduled contact and random inspections that are necessary in performing monitoring functions.  The COR/QAI, Telecom Specialist/Area Telecommunications Manager (TS/ATM), and Contracting Officer (KO) must work together as a team to ensure that required work is accomplished in an efficient and proper manner.  There should be no hesitation to call special meetings to discuss and resolve serious problems.  Routine problems should be discussed and resolved at regularly scheduled meetings.

 2.  The COR has overall responsibility for overseeing the Contractor’s performance.  The COR will be responsible for the day-to-day monitoring of the Contractor’s performance in the areas of contract compliance, contract administration, cost control and property control; reviewing the COR/QAI assessments of the Contractor’s performance; and resolving all differences between the COR/QAI and the Contractor.  All planned additions and modifications resulting in alterations of the facility’s structure or mechanical services that affect the scope of the Contract must be approved by the KO prior to commencement.  

3.  The KO may call upon the expertise of other Government individuals as required.  The KO’s procurement authority includes the following:

            a. Final authority for any decisions that produce an increase or decrease in the scope of the contract;

            b. Final authority for any actions subject to the FAR “Changes” clause;

            c. Final authority for negotiation and determination of indirect rates to be applied to the contract;

            d. Final authority to approve the substitution or replacement of the on-site manager and other key personnel;

            e. Final authority to approve the Contractor’s invoices for payment, subject to the Limitation of Costs clause and the Limitation of Funds clause;

            f. Final authority to approve the Government Furnished Equipment (GFE), Government Furnished Materials (GFM), and Government Furnished Facilities inventories turnover to the Contractor;

            g. Final authority to monitor and enforce the Department of Labor promulgated labor requirements;

             h. Final authority to administer all property-related clauses contained in the contract;

             i. Authority to arrange for and supervise QA activities under the contract;

             j. Final authority to approve the Contractor’s QCP, preventive maintenance program, strikes contingency plan, and phase-in/phase-out plan;

             k. Signatory authority for the issuance of all modifications to the contract.

D.  PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS SUMMARY

1.  The Contractor will provide all services, functions, and tasks required to fulfill the SOW requirements.  These include:

            a. customer or end-user support for system problems

            b. database entries

            c. troubleshooting and repair of outside cable plant equipment and network connections

2.  Most of the functions, as well as the methodology for performing them, are prescribed in Government Instructions/Plans/Manuals.  Thus, the COR/QAI must thoroughly understand the functions and Government documents that control them. The Contractor will be required to accomplish all PBSOW unless the Government determines that alternate proposals are more effective and beneficial to the Government.  This allows the Contractor to fulfill the requirements of this Contract yet use ingenuity and current technology to submit proposals for improvements.  For these reasons, it is imperative that the COR/QAI completely understand the work required and be able to determine if the Contractor is meeting the minimum standards of performance in a manner that is most favorable to the Government's interests.

E.  METHODOLOGIES TO BE USED TO MONITOR THE CONTRACTOR’S PERFORMANCE
      1.  Even though the Government will be monitoring the Contractor’s performance on a continuous basis through it’s COR/QAI, the sheer volume of tasks performed by the Contractor make 100% technical inspections impractical.  Accordingly, the COR/QAI will use three methodologies (contractor metrics, spot checks, and validated formal complaints) to monitor the Contractor’s performance under this contract.  Refer to Exhibit (A) to this QASP.

      2.  The monitoring methods set forth in Exhibit A are the formal/documented methods for monitoring the Contractor's work.  However, the COR/QAI will also have to informally monitor the work be accomplished.  By observing the activities and using his or her best professional judgment, the COR/QAI must get a "sense" of the quality of the Contractor's work.  If the COR/QAI have a sense that an activity is not being done correctly, then he/she should meet with the Contractor's on-site representative and express his/her concerns.

       3.  The COR/QAI will be responsible for coordinating formal customer complaints. 

F.  QUALITY ASSURANCE REPORTING FORMS

      1.  The COR/QAI will use two quality assurance monitoring forms (Exhibits B&C) to document and evaluate the Contractor’s performance under the contract.  The two forms, when completed, will document the COR/QAI’s understanding of what the Contractor was tasked to do, what was actually performed, and the impact or consequences of the performance.

       2.  The COR/QAI will rate each event in accordance with the following definitions of Contractor performance:

             a. Acceptable – an acceptable level of performance that meets the minimum standards of performance;

             b. Unacceptable – a level of performance that fails to meet the minimum standards of performance.

      3.  The COR/QAI must substantiate all tasks whether he judges them to be indicative of “unacceptable” or "acceptable" performance.  This will provide the Navy, and the Contractor, with a record of the Contractor's performance.  Should the Navy wish to re-compete this work in the future this record can be used as either a positive or negative past performance history.

       4.  The COR/QAI will forward copies of all completed QA monitoring forms to the KO and Contractor by close of business on the day the forms were prepared.  The Contractor shall respond in writing to any negative or unacceptable QA monitoring forms within 5 business days after receipt of the forms.

G.  ANALYSIS OF SURVEILLANCE RESULTS  

      1.
The KO will review each QA monitoring form prepared by the COR/QAI.  When appropriate, the KO may investigate an event further to determine whether all facts and circumstances surrounding the event were considered in the COR/QAI’s opinions outlined on the forms.  The KO will immediately discuss every event receiving a substandard rating with the Contractor to assure that corrective action is initiated promptly.

       2.  At the end of each month, the COR/QAI will prepare a written report for the KO summarizing the overall results of his or her surveillance of the Contractor’s performance during the previous month.  This report will become part of the formal QA documentation.

(1) The COR is responsible for all Government technical interface concerning the contractor and furnishing technical instructions to the contractor.  These instructions may include:  technical advice/recommendations/clarifications of specific details relating to technical aspects of contract requirements; milestones to be met within the general terms of the contract or specific subtasks of the contract; or, any other interface of a technical nature necessary for the contractor to perform the work specified in the contract.   The COR is the point of contact through whom the contractor can relay questions and problems of a technical nature to the PCO. 


  
(2) The COR is prohibited from issuing any instruction which would constitute a contractual change.  The COR shall not instruct the contractor how to perform. The COR must be able to distinguish between surveillance (which is proper and necessary) and supervision (which is not permitted).  Surveillance becomes supervision when you go beyond enforcing the terms of the contract.  If the contractor is directed to perform the contract services in a specific manner, the line is being crossed.  In such a situation, the COR's actions would be equivalent to using the contractor's personnel as if they were government employees and would constitute transforming the contract into one for personal services.


  
(2) The COR shall monitor contractor performance to see that inefficient or wasteful methods are not being used.  If such practices are observed, the COR is responsible for taking reasonable and timely action to alert the contractor and the PCO to the situation.


  
(3) The COR will take timely action to alert the PCO to any potential performance problems.  If performance schedule slippage is detected, the COR should determine the factors causing the delay and report them to the PCO, along with the contractor's proposed actions to eliminate or overcome these factors and recover the slippage.  Once a recovery plan has been put in place, the COR is responsible for monitoring the recovery and keeping the PCO advised of progress.



(4) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS Automated Information System (AIS).  The initial CPAR, under an eligible contract, must reflect evaluation of at least 180 days of contractor performance.  The completed CPAR, including contractor comments if any, (NOTE: contractors are allowed 30 days to input their comments) should be available in the CPARS AIS for reviewing official (PCO) review no later than 270 days after start of contract performance.  Subsequent CPARs covering any contract option periods should be ready at 1-year intervals thereafter. 
    
c.  Invoice Review and Approval/Inspection and Acceptance


  
(1) The COR is responsible for quality assurance of services performed and acceptance of the services or deliverables.  The COR shall expeditiously review copies of the contractor's invoices or vouchers, certificate of performance and all other supporting documentation to determine the reasonableness of the billing.  In making this determination, the COR must take into consideration all documentary information available and any information developed from personal observations. 


  
(2) The COR must indicate either complete or partial concurrence with the contractor's invoice/voucher by executing the applicable certificate of performance furnished by the contractor.  The COR must be cognizant of the invoicing procedures and prompt payment due dates detailed elsewhere in the contract. 


 
(3) The COR will provide the PCO and the CAO with copies of acceptance documents such as Certificates of Performance. 



(4) The COR shall work with the Contractor to obtain and execute a final invoice no more than 60 days after completion of contract performance.  The COR shall ensure that the invoice is clearly marked as a “Final Invoice.”

    
d.  Contract Modifications.  The COR is responsible for developing the statement of work for change orders or modifications and for preparing an independent government cost estimate of the effort described in the proposed statement of work. 

    
e.  Administrative Duties


  
(1) The COR shall take appropriate action on technical correspondence pertaining to the contract and for maintaining files on each contract.  This includes all modifications, government cost estimates, contractor invoices/vouchers, certificates of performance, DD 250 forms and contractor's status reports. 


  
(2) The COR shall maintain files on all correspondence relating to contractor performance, whether satisfactory or unsatisfactory, and on trip reports for all government personnel visiting the contractor's place of business for the purpose of discussing the contract. 


  
(3) The COR must take prompt action to provide the PCO with any contractor or technical code request for change, deviation or waiver, along with any supporting analysis or other required documentation.

    
f.  Government Furnished Property.  When government property is to be furnished to the contractor, the COR will take the necessary steps to insure that it is furnished in a timely fashion and in proper condition for use. The COR will maintain adequate records to ensure that property furnished is returned and/or that material has been consumed in the performance of work. 

    
g.  Security.  The COR is responsible for ensuring that any applicable security requirements are strictly adhered to.

    
h.  Standards of Conduct.  The COR is responsible for reading and complying with all applicable agency standards of conduct and conflict of interest instructions. 

    
i.  Written Report/Contract Completion Statement.  



(1) The COR is responsible for timely preparation and submission to the PCO, of a written, annual evaluation of the contractors performance.  The report shall be submitted within 30 days prior to the exercise of any contract option and 60 days after contract completion.  The report shall include a written statement that services were received in accordance with the Contract terms and that the contract is now available for close-out.  The report shall also include a statement as to the use made of any deliverables furnished by the contractor. 



(2) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a final Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS with 30 days of contract completion.



(3) The COR is responsible for providing necessary assistance to the Contracting Officer in performing Contract Close-out in accordance with FAR 4.804, Closeout of Contract Files.

5.  The Technical Assistant (TA), if appointed, is responsible for providing routine administration and monitoring assistance to the COR.  The TA does not have the authority to provide any technical direction or clarification to the contract.  Duties that may be performed by the TA are as follows: 

    
a.  Identify contractor deficiencies to the COR.  

    
b.  Review contract deliverables, recommend acceptance/rejection, and provide the COR with documentation to support the recommendation.  

    
c.  Assist in preparing the final report on contractor performance for the applicable contract in accordance with the format and procedures prescribed by the COR.

    
d.  Identify contract noncompliance with reporting requirements to the COR.

    
e.  Review contractor status and progress reports, identify deficiencies to the COR, and provide the COR with recommendations regarding acceptance, rejection, and/or Government technical clarification requests.

    
f.  Review invoices and provide the COR with recommendations to facilitate COR certification of the invoice.

    
g.  Provide the COR with timely input regarding technical clarifications for the statement of work, possible technical direction to provide the contractor, and recommend corrective actions.

    
h.  Provide detailed written reports of any trip, meeting, or conversation to the COR subsequent to any interface between the TA and contractor.

(c)  The COR will act as the Contracting Officer’s representative for technical matters, providing technical direction and discussion as necessary with respect to the specification or statement of work, and monitoring the progress and quality of contractor performance.  The COR is not an Administrative Contracting Officer and does not have authority to take any action, either directly or indirectly, that would change the pricing, quantity, quality, place of performance, delivery schedule, or any other terms and conditions of the contract (or delivery/task order), or to direct the accomplishment of effort which goes beyond the scope of the statement of work in the contract (or delivery/task order).

(d)  It is emphasized that only a Contracting officer has the authority to modify the terms of the contract, therefore, in no event will any understanding, agreement, modification, change order, or other matter deviating from the terms of the basic contract between the contractor and any other person be effective or binding on the Government.  When/if, in the opinion of the contractor, an effort outside the existing scope of the contract (or delivery/task order) is requested, the contractor shall promptly notify the PCO in writing.  No action shall be taken by the contractor under such direction unless the PCO or ACO has issued a contractual change or otherwise resolved the issue.
