(b) For the purposes of paragraph (e) below, the estimated total hours shall be the number of hours associated with the base ordering period as increased by the number of hours associated with any exercised option ordering periods.

(c) The estimated total hours include overtime and subcontracting hours, but exclude holidays, sick leave, vacation days and other absences.  

(d) CPFF task orders resulting from task order solicitations may be either term or completion type.  The number of hours expended per month under each resulting term-type task order shall be commensurate with the pursuit of performance of the task order’s statement of work, provided that such fluctuation does not result in the utilization of the task order hours prior to the expiration of the task order.  The number of hours for any labor category may be utilized by the contractor for any other labor category if necessary in performance of the contract or task order.

(e) The Contracting Officer may place orders in excess of the MAC program’s estimated total hours until the MAC program’s total estimated cost has been expended.  The Contracting Officer may also place orders in excess of the MAC program’s total estimated cost until the MAC program’s estimated total hours have been expended.  In no event, however, will the Contracting Officer, pursuant to this paragraph (e), place orders in excess of the MAC program’s estimated total hours if the Contracting Officer has placed orders in excess of the MAC program’s total estimated cost.  Nor will the Contracting Officer, pursuant to this paragraph (e), place orders in excess of the MAC program’s total estimated cost if the Contracting Officer has placed orders in excess of the MAC program’s estimated total hours.  The Contracting Officer may extend the MAC contracts’ periods in order to place orders up to the MAC program’s total estimated cost and the estimated total hours.  

(f) If at any time during this contract the contractor expends in excess of 85% of the available estimated manhours of direct labor (at the individual contract and task order levels), the contractor shall immediately notify the Contracting Officer in writing.  Nothing herein shall be construed to alter or waive any of the rights or obligations of either party pursuant to the clauses entitled “Limitation of Cost” and/or “Limitation of Funds.”

(g) For any resultant fixed-price task orders, the hours proposed shall be considered against the MAC program’s estimated total hours. 

(h) It is understood and agreed that for each CPFF task order issued under this contract, the number of hours and the total dollar amount for each labor category specified in the task order are estimates only and shall not limit the use of hours or dollar amounts in any labor category which may be required and provided for under an individual task order. Accordingly, in the performance of any CPFF task order, the contractor, upon notifying the COR, shall be allowed to adjust the quantity of labor hours provided for within labor categories specified in the order provided that in so performing the contractor shall not in any event exceed the ceiling price restrictions of any order, including modifications thereof.

(b)   For CPFF task orders, the Government shall make monthly payments at the fixed fee payout rate established in accordance with paragraphs (1) and (2) below, for each task order direct labor hour invoiced by the contractor. (2) Competitive CPFF Task Orders – The fixed fee for competitive task orders shall be established by the competitive solicitation process.  The maximum fixed fee percentage an individual contractor shall quote in response to any competitive CPFF task order solicitation is the fixed fee percentage that contractor proposed for the award of the MAC contract calculated in the same manner used for the proposal for the contract. However, the contractor is free to propose a lower fee percentage rate than that contractor proposed for the award of the MAC contract.  The fixed fee payout rate under each competitive CPFF task orders shall be calculated by dividing the proposed fixed fee amount for that task order by the task order’s estimated level of effort.

*The contractor shall not perform analysis or diagnostics on systems that are listed in Naval Sea Systems Command (NAVSEA) Instruction C9210.4 (latest series) on nuclear powered aircraft carriers. 

C.1.2   The contractor shall provide naval architecture, mechanical, electrical/electronics engineering technical services, engineering graphics services, computer programming, systems analysis, ILS, and related support services as required.  The contractor shall be responsible for obtaining and reproducing all drawings or copies of documents as required.  The contractor may use the Government library and the Management Information Center (MIC) files at the Regional Maintenance Center (RMC) or PMS-312 provided that:

(1) The contractor assumes responsibility for ordering all required reference or other documents directly from the activity.

(2) Contractor requests do not interfere with that activity’s in-house requirements.

C.1.3
The contractor shall implement the policies and procedures as set forth in the General Specifications for Overhaul (GSO) of Surface Ships, current NAVSEA instructions, and local directives.

Written products and drawings prepared by contractor for CNAF shall be professionally finished.

Schedules, maintenance procedures, man-day estimates, organizational responsibilities, and test requirements are to be prepared in standardized Maintenance Material Management (3M) format for entry into the standard (SCD) database and inclusion into the authorized work package (AWP).  AWP LCMP statements of work shall be suitable for translation by industrial activities into technical specifications for contracting purposes.  All equipment, documents, technical information, code, and material provided to, modified by, or developed by the contractor or purchased with funds provided by the Government shall be returned to CNAF upon expiration of the contract.

C.1.7
Evaluation of non-intrusive diagnostics systems and equipment will be at sea and shore installations as required on individual task orders.  Data shall be detailed to provide a high degree of confidence in order to implement or decline use of the diagnostic system.

C.1.8
All equipment, documents, and material provided to the contractor or purchased with funds provided by the government shall be returned to CNAF upon expiration of this contract.

C.1.9
The Government will provide (as necessary) desk workspace at no cost to the contractor when task orders require the contractor to perform the necessary work off-site (at the Government’s site).

C.2.3
ILS Support.  Logistics support is a vital element of a Navy ship’s overall operational, maintenance, modernization, and repair capability.  An aircraft carrier’s configuration database contains hundreds of thousands of equipment records.  The Maintenance Support Center (MSC) is the ship’s configuration database manager and also maintains equipment technical manuals, drawings, and other technical documentation in both hard and soft copy formats.  The support services provided to aircraft carriers are listed below.  Task orders may be written against any of these functional areas and their associated subcategories.

(G) Spare parts identification 

(3) Logistics support ashore in support of Navy ships 

(A) Ashore support services for type commander (TYCOM) staff and/or shipboard logistics 

(B) Technical and logistics information support

(4) Equipment assessment logistics support

(A) Logistics records updating

(B) Equipment validation

(C) Assessment team logistics support

(D) Database management

(E) Software development and maintenance

(F) Assessment team reports and studies (i.e., Combat Systems Command, Control, Communication, Computer Readiness Assessment (C5RA), CAPS, POETs, etc.)

(5) Maintenance requirements valves and aviation fuel valves documentation services

(A) Document development

(B) Document maintenance

(C) Equipment validation

(D) Logistics records updating

(E) Valve mark, valve tag, serial number coordination 

(6) Provide assessment, inspection, and evaluation logistics services in support of TYCOM-scheduled ship visits, including MSC and 3M Maintenance Data Systems (MDS) assists and assessments.

(7) Provide logistics support of air systems (catapult, arresting Gear, aviation fuels, etc.).   Specific functional areas include aircraft carrier Aircraft Launch and Recovery Equipment (ALRE) configuration management training and Aviation Systems Maintenance and Material Readiness (ASMMR) Program supporting ALRE logistics support.  Support also includes ALRE ILS assist visits onboard aircraft carriers.

(8) Provide ILS computer application training in support of current aircraft shipboard carrier systems, including Organization Maintenance Management System-Next Generation (OMMS-NG), Technical Library Management System (TLMS), and Advanced Technical Information Support System (ATIS). 
(9) Provide technical support to the customer for the collection and analysis of designated hull, mechanical, and electrical (HM&E) systems with data collected from the 3M and Open Architectural Retrieval System (OARS) and Configuration Data Managers Database – Open Architecture (CDMD-OA) database repositories.  Provide analytical reports in support of various maintenance management and ILS programs, incorporate collected data into the Maintenance, Engineering, and Reliability Information Tool (MERIT) for use in life cycle management, trend analysis, root cause analysis, and measurement of program effectiveness.

(A) Collect and screen CDMD-OA/3M-2 KILO data and assign failure mode and cause codes for each maintenance action retrieved for incorporation into MERIT.

(B) Assign "Remarks" and "Possible Cause" to each new action to further break down and analyze failure modes and preliminary root causes.

(C) Program final elements into MERIT to enable the development of Dated Priority and Status Reports (DPSR) for use in data analysis to assist in identifying the possible equipment problem root causes and to prioritize engineering efforts to increase reliability. 

(D) Provide technical and analytical support to the customer for the maintenance of MERIT software suite and applications.  

(E) Provide analytical and technical support to the local Microsoft NT/SQL server system/database administrator in resolving communication problems encountered by users of the MERIT databases, NT/SQL server and LAN.   

(F) Provide evaluation and analytical support to the customer(s) in integrating 2 KILO data with current maintenance processes and MERIT.  Identify process changes and recommend software improvements.  Provide analysis and recommendations in any reports specified in task orders.

(G) Include the capability to calculate net and gross effectiveness based on source code using requisitioning data downloaded from OARS.

(10)
Provide logistical support for operation and maintenance of the corrosion control tool trailers

(A) Provide qualified personnel to operate (issue, receive, and inventory) and maintain designated transportable tool cribs consisting of industrial tools and labor saving devices such as pneumatic scalars, power chipping hammers, pneumatic drills, saws, air pneumatic connectors, bilge pumps, wet/dry vacuums, and an inventory of common hand tools, ladders, etc.  Operating hours shall complement ship’s force working hours to ensure tool availability for maximum productivity.

(B) Provide replacement of consumables and repair parts for standard operations.  Be responsible for all ordering, cost-tracking, and consumables delivery to the tool depot.  Identify any tools that have completed their life cycle and need to be replaced.

(C) Provide in-depth training to ship’s force personnel on tool preparation, safety features /devices, and proper operation.  Emphasis shall be placed on the proper wearing and use of personal protection equipment (PPE).  Ship’s personnel will provide their own PPE.

(D) Check out tools to ship’s force personnel on an on-loan basis.  Maintain a detailed inventory of each trailer’s tool contents and a continuous chain of custody.

(E) Thoroughly inspect all tools upon return.  Perform necessary maintenance or recommend replacement, as necessary.  Identify and recommend procurement of new or improved tools and labor saving devices that will enhance productivity of ship’s force maintenance.

(F) Conduct periodic visits to various ship’s force work sites and provide ship’s force personnel instruction on how to best accomplish tasks in the safest and most efficient manner.

(G) Receive non-operational power tools from ship’s force for inspection and repair if possible.  Provide ship’s force with any repair parts requirements to return the tools to an operational state and install the parts upon receipt, test the tool, and return to ship’s force.

(H) Submit a quarterly status report as specified in task orders detailing the location of each tool crib, narrative of current activity to include training conducted, significant events, problems encountered, and recommendations. 

(I) Scheduling of the location and duration of the transportable tool cribs will be by CNAF Code N43.

(J) Lift and transport to meet ships’ schedules.

C.2.4
LOGISTICS CONFIGURATION DATA MANAGEMENT (CDM)  

Aircraft Carrier CDM is a joint NAVSEA-CNAF managed program, which maintains the ships’ ILS data in a hierarchical structured database.  Each aircraft carrier ILS database receives data from public and private equipment installers, system designers, and managers.  Each U.S. Navy hull class is assigned a configuration data manager who is responsible for providing oversight, policy, and procedures for their respective ship class database.  The CDM program via the Ships Configuration Logistics Support Information System (SCLSIS) process documents and provides all logistics products to the aircraft carriers and is vital for a ship’s operational, maintenance, and repair requirements. A ship’s ILS database (CDMD-OA or the current navy configuration management program) may contain over one hundred thousand records and require continuous changes to reflect equipment repair, modernization, and maintenance efforts.  Support services are required to assist the CDM function for all ships in hardware and software maintenance, data transactions, file management, report generation, and program policy and procedure implementation.  Task orders may be written against any of the following five functional areas and their associated subcategories.

(D) Administrative support to software development and maintenance for SCD ILS certification 

C.2.5
INTERACTIVE ENGINEERING AND INTEGRATED LOGISTICS PROGRAM ILS AND DRAWING DEVELOPMENT

Interactive engineering and logistics support software provides simultaneous access to digital engineering configuration drawings and logistics support information.  The linking of the engineering and logistics disciplines allows system maintainers and operators to perform maintenance, repair, and casualty control functions with much greater efficiency over the use of hard copy or digital engineering documents with separate logistics databases.  Throughout an aircraft carrier’s yearly life cycle, hundreds of equipment configuration changes can accrue.  To maintain optimum performance of the interactive software, the digital drawings must be updated to reflect the ship’s current engineering configuration, and the logistics data must be refreshed based on the Configuration Data Manager’s database.  Task orders may be written against the below functional areas and the associated subcategories.

C.2.6
OTHER ILS SERVICES

In addition to the services set forth above, contractor shall perform such other services as are required, and related to support the implementation and/or enhancement of ILS to support the ships.  

(1) Maintenance planning and analysis - The process of identifying and arranging all required elements of the maintenance/repair support capability to ensure shipboard weapons systems, subsystems, and equipment are capable of performing its operational missions throughout its life cycle. 

(2) Supply support - All management actions, procedures, and techniques necessary to acquire, catalog receive, store, transfer, issue, and dispose of secondary items.  This includes provisioning for initial support, as well as acquiring, distributing, and replenishing inventory spares and parts, and planning for direct and competitive spares procurement.  Parts management may be at either a Government facility or at a contractor-owned/leased facility.
   

(3) Support equipment - All equipment (mobile or fixed) required to support the operation and maintenance of the system.  This includes associated multi-use end items, ground handling and maintenance equipment, tools, metrology and calibration equipment, test equipment, and automatic test equipment.  
    

(4) Technical data - Scientific or technical information recorded in any form or medium (such as operator/maintainer manual and engineering drawings).  

(5) Training and training support - The processes, procedures, techniques, training devices, and equipment used to train civilian and active duty and reserve military personnel to operate and support the system.

(6) Computer resources support - The facilities, hardware, system software, software development and support tools, documentation, and people needed to operate and support embedded computers.   
   

(7) Facilities - The permanent, semi-permanent, or temporary real property assets required to support the system, including conducting studies to define facilities or facility improvements, locations, space needs, utilities, environmental requirements, real estate requirements, and equipment. 

(8) Provide logistical support to ships for the operation of transportable tool cribs in support of ship’s force maintenance on board ships undergoing industrial and pier-side maintenance availabilities.
     

(9) Packaging, handling, storage, and transportation - The resources, processes, procedures, design considerations, and methods to ensure that all system, equipment, and support items are preserved, packaged, handled, and transported properly, including environmental considerations, preservation requirements for long and short term storage, and transportability.  

(10) Combat systems logistics support – C5RA support, test equipment inventories, etc.

(11) Provide SCLSIS support to the TYCOM C5RA teams during their onboard assessments of aircraft carriers.  

(12) Provide support for TMDE assessments aboard aircraft carriers.
(13) Provide software application evaluation services for new or proposed replacement ILS applications to include Maintenance Figure of Merit (MFOM) and the Technical Shipboard Library System. 
C.3
QUALITY ASSURANCE (QA) PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS

C.3.1
The contractor is responsible for the conformance of all work performed under this contract to all applicable requirements.  The contractor shall be required to follow any established NAVSEA and RMC procedures.  To ensure conformance, the contractor shall provide and maintain the approved contract's QA Program Plan during contract performance. 

C.3.2
The contractor’s documented QA Program Plan shall describe the contractor’s overall program, including both policies and procedures.  The plan shall be submitted to the COR within 15 days after contract award.  The plan should specify the contractor’s internal implementation of the quality program, tailored to the provisions of this contract.  Contractors shall give special attention to the following:

(1) The relationship of the quality program to other administrative and technical programs

(2) Standard practices, job instructions, and detailed work instructions to be used in implementing the 

        program

(3) Planning and organization for ship checks

(4) Unusual or specific types of products requiring unique QA considerations and the procedures for handling them

(5) Assignments of responsibility and authority for reviewing deliverable products and required qualification of persons to whom such authority is delegated

(6) Method of providing for the prevention and ready detection of discrepancies and for timely and positive corrective action

(7) The QA plan shall also include charts showing the flow of data together with the QA control functions to be performed.  The flow charts should clearly identify processes and inspection points and include cross-references to the parts of the quality plan in which they are discussed.

C.3.3
The signature of the contractor’s representative having final approval authority on the original certifying document shall constitute a certification of compliance with all requirements of the contractor’s QA program, the contract, and task orders.  The COR may perform any inspection deemed necessary to assure the adequacy of the contract’s QA program and to reject any or all submitted material when the nonconformance of these deliverables to the requirements of this contract (or task orders) is established.

C.3.4.  The Government will monitor the contractor’s performance in accordance with the Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP), Attachment 1.

C.4
CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL AND MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS
C.4.1
GENERAL 

(1) Personnel assigned to or utilized by the contractor in the performance of this contract shall, as a minimum, meet the experience, educational, or other background requirements set forth below and shall be fully capable of performing in an efficient, reliable, and professional manner.  If the contractor does not identify the labor categories listed below by the same specific title, then a cross-reference list shall be provided to the Government.  

(2) Resumes are not required at the time of proposal submission.  Resumes may be required at the time of task order proposal submission.  If required, resumes are limited to no more than 3 pages per individual proposed.  The Government will review resumes of contractor personnel proposed to be assigned for the task order, and if personnel are not currently in the employ of the contractor, a written agreement from the potential employee to work will be part of the task order proposal submission.  Paragraph C.4.2 applies.

(3) If the contracting officer or ordering officer questions the qualifications or competence of any person performing under the contract, the burden of proof to sustain that the person is qualified as prescribed herein shall be upon the contractor.  The contractor shall provide personnel, organizational, and administrative controls necessary to ensure that the services performed meet all requirements specified in task orders.  The work history of each contractor employee shall contain experience directly related to the tasks and functions to be assigned.  The contracting officer or ordering officer reserves the right to determine if a given work history contains necessary and sufficiently detailed, related experience to reasonably ensure the ability for effective and efficient performance.  The Government reserves the right to assess any organization conflict of interest at the task order level.
(4) Personnel assigned to these tasks shall work effectively with civilian and military personnel to maintain the professional image of CNAF.  The contractor shall take corrective action if any unsatisfactory performance and/or behavior by a contractor team member is identified.

C.4.2
PERSONNEL MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

The contractor is responsible for providing personnel with proper education, shipboard training, and hands-on technical experience to meet the accepted industry standards for the categories specified below as required by tasks assigned under this contract.  The experience must be sufficient to perform in accordance with the PWS for this contract and any task orders issued.  Personnel assigned to these tasks will need the tact and diplomacy to effectively work with civilian and military personnel.   Please note where the words "appropriate field" is written, this term shall mean specialization in engineering fields such as marine, mechanical, electrical, electronics, and hull, and fields such as compartment configuration and logistics technical support.

When a position requires a college degree, a contractor’s solicitation includes a degree requirement for its or its subcontractors’ employees or management, or an employee uses a degree in his/her resume for work under this contract, the degree must be awarded from a school that is accredited by the U.S. Department of Education.  http://ope.ed.gov/accreditation/Search.aspx.   The Government does not recognize degrees awarded based upon “life experience.”
C.4.2.1
Program Manager

a. Minimum of fifteen (15) years experience in engineering is required to include:
(1) Three years of recent experience supervision within the last five years.  One year shall be equivalent to the civil service GS-13 rating or Navy lieutenant commander rank (LCDR) involving direct control or responsibility over subordinate groups working in engineering disciplines, and

b. Bachelor’s Degree in Engineering



OR

(1) Ten years of experience in Navy aircraft carrier program management in either advance planning, design, production, progressing, or testing or a combination of these.  Experience in the organization of naval shipyards, aircraft carrier ship department operations, TYCOM operations and Supervisor of Shipbuilding, Conversion, and Repair (SUPSHIP) operation, and

(2) Three years of recent experience in supervision within the last five years.  One year shall be equivalent to the civil service GS-13 rating or Navy LCDR rank involving direct control or responsibility over subordinate groups working in engineering disciplines.

C.4.2.2
Project Engineer

a. Minimum of ten years of experience in engineering is required to include five years aircraft carrier experience in any one of the following engineering disciplines:  Marine Mechanical, Electrical, Electronic or Naval Architecture, and

b. Two years of recent experience supervising within the last five years engineers or trades related to this contract.

c. Bachelor’s Degree in Engineering required from an accredited four-year college or university

OR

Ten years of experience related to aircraft carrier systems operation, maintenance, testing, advance planning, logistics, and engineering to include:     

(1) Five of the ten years design or operational experience in any one of the following engineering disciplines:  Marine Mechanical, Electrical, Electronic, or Naval Architecture.

(2) Two of the ten years direct design or operational experience with aircraft carrier main propulsion, auxiliary, electrical, damage control, aviation, or electronic (IT and combat) systems.

(3) Two of the ten years direct design or operational experience with main propulsion, auxiliary, electrical, damage control, aviation, or electronic (IT and combat) systems for battle group support vessels.

(4) One of the ten years direct experience in Naval Nuclear Propulsion Secondary Plant Systems or Non Nuclear Interface Systems and verifiable knowledge of Naval Nuclear Propulsion Information (NNPI).

(5) Two of the ten years supervisory experience involving direct control or responsibility over subordinate groups working in engineering disciplines in design or operational environments.

C.4.2.3   Field Engineer (Mechanical)

a.  Minimum of twelve years of experience in mechanical engineering with direct experience in propulsion systems, piping, air conditioning, or hydraulics is required to include the following:

              (1)  Ten years aircraft carrier experience in testing or troubleshooting shipboard systems is required.

b. Bachelor’s degree in engineering required from an accredited four-year college/university.  A Professional Engineering license may be substituted if license is issued within the United States.

C.4.2.4   Field Engineer (Electrical)

a.   Minimum of twelve years of experience in electrical engineering, with relevant experience in electrical power distribution systems (60HZ and 400HZ) and control systems to include: 

(1)  Ten years of aircraft carrier experience in testing or troubleshooting shipboard systems.

b. Bachelor’s degree in engineering required from an accredited four-year college/university.  A Professional Engineering license may be substituted if license is issued within the United States.

C.4.2.5   Field Engineer (Electronics)

a. Twelve years of experience in shipboard electronic combat systems with emphasis in radar, electronic warfare systems, and communications to include:

(1)  Ten years of aircraft carrier experience in testing and troubleshooting shipboard systems.

b. Bachelor’s degree in engineering required from an accredited four-year college/university.  A Professional Engineering license may be substituted if license is issued within the United States.

C.4.2.6  Marine Mechanical Engineer

a.  Five years of experience in marine mechanical engineering to include:

(1)  Three years of experience in detail design analysis of aircraft carrier rotating machinery or piping systems.

b. Bachelor’s degree in engineering required from an accredited four-year college/university.  A Professional Engineering license may be substituted if license is issued within the United States.

C.4.2.7  Ship’s Systems Analyst

a. Fifteen years of experience in operation, maintenance, repair, and test of naval shipboard equipment and systems including:

(1)  Ten years of experience with aircraft carriers and their associated battle group.

C.4.2.8  Overhaul Specialist

a. Ten years of experience in the operations, maintenance, repair, and testing of naval shipboard equipment and systems including:

(1)  Six years of experience with aircraft carriers and their associated battle group in planning, production, management, or monitoring or ship’s overhauls.

C.4.2.9   Junior Analyst (Programs)

a. Associate’s Degree in computer science or a recognized engineering, scientific or technical discipline from an accredited college/university.

b. Five years of experience with various types of spreadsheets and databases such as Microsoft Excel and Access.

c. Three years of aircraft carrier experience.

d. Three years of experience in computer programming.

C.4.2.10  Senior Logistics Management Specialist

a.  Ten years of progressive experience in logistics project management supporting multiple projects for shipboard programs including the following:

(1) Experience with program planning, managing shipboard assessment teams, coordinating multiple activities of shipboard assessment teams, and establishing internal process control procedures and information flow between departments.

b.  Eight of the ten years experience at the management supervisory level including:

(1) Experience with all aspects of in-service logistics support, providing technical project management in a leadership role supporting aircraft carrier material condition and logistics assessments data management, ILS certifications development, configuration verification efforts, shipboard logistics training, and development.

C.4.2.11 Logistics Management Specialist

a.   Six years of experience in the operation/maintenance and supply of U.S. Naval ships systems or equipment including:

(1)  Two years of experience in the maintenance management or a directly-related field.

(2)  Experience in one or more projects, encompassing performance of services substantially similar to any listed provided under this contract.

C.4.2.12  Engineer Technician:  This individual performs assignments that are not completely standardized or prescribed, selects or adapts standard procedures or equipment, using fully applicable precedents, receives initial instructions, equipment requirements, and advice from supervisor or engineer as needed, and performs recurring work independently.  Work is reviewed for technical adequacy or conformity with instructions.

C.4.2.13  Logistics Specialist:  This individual performs limited aspects of technical supply management work.  Assignments require a good working knowledge of the governing supply systems, programs, policies, nomenclature, work methods, manuals, or other established guidelines; an understanding of the needs of the organization serviced; and the analytical ability to define or recognize the dimension of the problems involved, to collect the necessary data to establish facts, and take or recommend action based upon application or interpretation of established guidelines.
C.4.2.14  Material Management Specialist:  The individual coordinates and expedites the flow of material, parts, and assemblies within or between departments in accordance with production and shipping schedules or department supervisors' priorities.  This individual reviews production and maintenance schedules and confers with department supervisors to determine material required or overdue and to locate material; requisitions material; and establishes delivery sequences to departments according to job order priorities and anticipated availability of material.

C.4.2.15  Computer Analyst:  This analyst applies systems analysis and design skills in an area such as a record keeping or scientific operation.  This position requires competence in most phases of system analysis and knowledge of pertinent system software and computer equipment and of the work processes, applicable regulations, workload, and practices of the assigned subject-matter area.  Job duties require the analyst to be able to recognize probable interactions of related computer systems and predict impact of a change in the assigned system.  Duties also include the ability to determine and resolve data processing problems and coordinate the work with program, users, etc.  The analyst works independently under overall project objectives and requirements and apprises supervisor about progress and unusual complications.

C.4.2.16  Draftsman/CAD Operator:  This operator prepares drawings or computer models of simple, easily visualized structures, systems, parts, or equipment from sketches or marked-up prints, selects appropriate templates and computer programs, and/or uses a compass and other equipment needed to complete assignments.  Drawings and models fit familiar patterns and present few technical problems.  Supervisor provides detailed instructions on new assignments, gives guidance when questions arise, and reviews completed work for accuracy.

C.4.2.17  Computer Programmer:  The computer programmer performs routine programming assignments that do not require skilled background experience, but do require knowledge of established programming procedures and data processing requirements, and works according to clear-cut and complete specifications.  The computer programmer maintains routine programs, makes approved changes by amending program flow charts, developing detailed processing logic, and coding changes, tests and documents modifications and writes operator instructions, may write routine new programs using prescribed specifications, and may confer with personnel to clarify procedures, processing logic, etc.

C.4.2.18  Data Entry Operator:  This individual operates keyboard-controlled data entry devices such as computers into a format suitable for computer processing.  Job task requires skill in operating an alphanumeric keyboard and an understanding of transcribing procedures and relevant data entry equipment.  This operator works under close supervision and follows specific procedures or detailed instructions.
C.4.2.19  Administrative Support:  This position uses knowledge of varied and advanced functions of one software type, knowledge of varied functions of different types of software, or knowledge of specialized or technical terminology to perform such typical duties as editing and reformatting written or electronic drafts; transcribing technical reports or similar material from voice tapes or handwritten drafts.  Work requires knowledge of specialized, technical terminology. Contractor personnel that are not U.S. citizens are authorized to support tasks, provided that there is no transfer of or exposure to any NNPI and provided there is no access to Government office spaces or spaces in Navy vessels where NNPI is stored or displayed.

C.8.5   PROTECTION OF NNPI

C.8.5.1    During the performance of this contract, NNPI may be developed or used.  NNPI is defined as that information and/or hardware concerning the design, arrangement, development, manufacturing, testing, operation, administration, training, maintenance, and repair of the propulsion plants of naval nuclear powered ships including the associated shipboard and shore-based nuclear support facilities as listed in NAVSEAINST C9210.4 (latest series) and NAVSEAINST C5511.32 (latest series). Access by foreign national or immigrant aliens is not permitted.  A foreign national or immigrant alien is defined as a person who is not a United States citizen or a United States national.  United States citizens representing a foreign government, foreign private interest or other foreign nationals, are considered to be foreign nationals for the industrial security purposes and the purpose of this restriction.  In addition, any and all issuances or releases of such information beyond such necessary parties, whether or not ordered through an administrative or judicial tribunal, shall be brought to the attention of the contracting officer and COR.

Travel required for tasks assigned under this contract shall be governed in accordance with rules set forth for temporary duty travel in FAR 31.205-46.


(3)  Travel.  Travel, subsistence, and associated labor charges for travel time are authorized whenever a task assignment requires work to be accomplished at a temporary alternate worksite.


Travel performed for personal convenience and daily travel to and from work at the contractor’s facility will not be reimbursed.

The office or individual designated as having responsibility should be contacted for any questions, clarifications, or information regarding the administration function assigned. 

1. The Procuring Contract Office (PCO) is responsible for:


a. All pre-award duties such as solicitation, negotiation and award of contracts.


b. Any information or questions during the pre-award stage of the procurement.


c. Freedom of Information inquiries.


d. Changes in contract terms and/or conditions.


e. Post award conference.

2. The Contract Administration Office (CAO) is responsible for matters specified in FAR 42.302, except those areas otherwise designated as the responsibility of the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) or someone else herein. 

3. The Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) is responsible for audit verification/provisional approval of invoices and final audit of this contract prior to final payment to the contractor.

4. The paying office is responsible for making payment of proper invoices after acceptance is documented.

5. The Ordering Officer is responsible for:


a. Requesting, obtaining and evaluating proposals for orders to be issued.


b. Determining that the price/estimated cost of the order is fair and reasonable for the effort proposed.


c. Obligating the funds by issuance of the task order.


d. Authorizing the contractor to begin performance.


e. Providing subcontract approval.


f. Monitoring direct costs on orders issued.

NOTE: The PCO and the Ordering Officer may be the same individual, but in no case shall the COR perform the duties of the Ordering Officer.

6. The COR is responsible for interface with the contractor and performance of duties such as those set forth below. It is emphasized that only the PCO/CAO has the authority to modify the terms of the contract.  In no event will any understanding, agreement, modification, change order, or other matter deviating from the terms of the basic contract between the contractor and any other person be effective or binding on the government.  If, in the opinion of the contractor, an effort outside the scope of the contract is requested, the contractor shall promptly notify the PCO in writing.  No action may be taken by the contractor unless the PCO or CAO has issued a contractual change.  The COR duties are as follows:

 
a. Technical Interface



(1) The COR is responsible for all Government technical interface concerning the contractor and furnishing technical instructions to the contractor.  These instructions may include: technical advice, recommendations, or clarifications of specific details relating to technical aspects of contract requirements; milestones to be met within the general terms of the contract or specific subtasks of the contract; or, any other interface of a technical nature necessary for the contractor to perform the work specified in the contract or order.  The COR is the point of contact through whom the contractor can relay questions and problems of a technical nature to the PCO.



(2) The COR is prohibited from issuing any instruction which would constitute a contractual change.  The COR shall not instruct the contractor on how to perform.  If there is any doubt whether technical instructions contemplated fall within the scope of work, contact the PCO for guidance before transmitting the instructions to the contractor.


b. Contract Surveillance



(1) The COR shall monitor the contractor's performance and progress under the contract.  In performing contract surveillance duties, the COR should exercise extreme care to ensure that he/she does not cross the line of personal services.  The COR must be able to distinguish between surveillance (which is proper and necessary) and supervision (which is not permitted).  Surveillance becomes supervision when you go beyond enforcing the terms of the contract.  If the contractor is directed to perform the contract services in a specific manner, the line is being crossed.  In such as situation, the COR's actions would be equivalent to using the contractor's personnel as if they were government employees and would constitute transforming the contract into one for personal services.



(2) The COR shall monitor the contractor's performance to see that inefficient or wasteful methods are not being used.  If such practices are observed, the COR is responsible for taking reasonable and timely action to alert the contractor and the PCO to the situation.  When contract performance is taking place at a government location, the COR shall also monitor contractor employees performing under the contract with regard to kind, number and hours worked to ensure that the contractor is properly charging time applied to the contract.  A record of such personal observations should be kept and compared with charges invoiced by the contractor for that task and time frame.  This information can also be used as a tool in evaluating the contractor certificate of performance.  It is essential that the COR coordinate these efforts with the CAO designated in the contract.



(3) The COR will take timely action to alert the PCO to any potential performance problems.  If performance schedule slippage is detected, the COR should determine the factors causing the delay and report them to the PCO, along with the contractor's proposed actions to eliminate or overcome these factors and recover the slippage.  Once a recovery plan has been put in place, the COR is responsible for monitoring the recovery and keeping the PCO advised of progress.



(4) The COR shall maintain surveillance of the contractor's performance to determine if the percentage of work performed reasonably corresponds to the percentage of funds expended.  This responsibility requires a thorough review of the contractor's progress reports.  The COR shall immediately report to the PCO any difficulties perceived in this area.  The COR is also responsible for providing the contractor with any written comments the PCO may make in response to the progress reports and/or personal observations of the COR.



(5) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract the COR is responsible for completing a Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS Automated Information System (AIS).  The initial CPAR, under an eligible contract, must reflect evaluation of at least 180 days of contractor performance.  The completed CPAR, including contractor comments if any, (NOTE: contractors are allowed 30 days to input their comments) should be available in the CPARS AIS for reviewing official review no later than 270 days after start of contract performance.  Subsequent CPARs covering any contract option periods should be ready at 1-year intervals thereafter. 

c. Invoice Review and Approval/Inspection and Acceptance



(1) The COR is responsible for quality assurance of services performed and acceptance of the services or deliverables.  The COR shall expeditiously review copies of the contractor's invoices or vouchers, certificate of performance, and all other supporting documentation to determine the reasonableness of the billing.  In making this determination, the COR must take into consideration all documentary information available and any information developed from personal observations. 



(2) The COR must indicate either complete or partial concurrence with the contractor's invoice/voucher by executing the applicable certificate of performance furnished by the contractor. The COR may request DCAA to take a payment offset on questioned costs, when documentary evidence or personal observations do not support submitted invoices.  The COR shall notify DCAA when questioned costs have been resolved with the contractor.  The COR will ensure that DCAA conducts floor checks and/or timecard checks when actual monitoring is not feasible.  The COR will be cognizant of the invoicing procedures and the prompt payment due dates detailed elsewhere in the contract.



(3) The COR will provide the PCO and the CAO with copies of acceptance documents such as certificates of performance. 



(4) Upon completion of all services under the contract, the COR shall work with the contractor to obtain and execute a final voucher no more than 60 days after completion of performance.  The COR shall ensure that the voucher is clearly marked as a “Final Voucher.”


d. Contract Modifications/Orders Under Indefinite-Delivery Contracts. 



(1) The COR is responsible for developing the performance work statement for tasking orders, change orders, or modifications and for preparing an independent government cost estimate of the effort described in the proposed performance work statement.


(2) Once the Ordering Officer has requested and received the contractor's proposal, the COR shall review and evaluate the contractor's proposal and furnish comments and recommendations to the authorized Ordering Officer, as appropriate.



(3) The COR may interface with the contractor to obtain necessary information to assist in his/her development of the task statements, but the contractor shall not develop the task.


e. Administrative Duties



(1) The COR is responsible for taking appropriate action on technical correspondence pertaining to the contract and for maintaining files on each contract.  This includes all modifications, government cost estimates, contractor invoices/vouchers, certificates of performance, DD 250 forms, and contractor's status reports. 



(2) The COR shall maintain files on all correspondence relating to contractor performance, whether satisfactory or unsatisfactory, and on trip reports for all government personnel visiting the contractor's place of business for the purpose of discussing the contract. 



(3) The COR must take prompt action to provide the PCO with any contractor or technical code request for change, deviation or waiver, along with any supporting analysis or other required documentation. 


f. Government Furnished Property. When government property is to be furnished to the contractor, the COR will take the necessary steps to ensure that it is furnished in a timely fashion and in proper condition for use. The COR will maintain adequate records to ensure that property furnished is returned and/or that material has been consumed in the performance of work.


g. Security. The COR is responsible for ensuring that any applicable security requirements are strictly adhered to.


h. Standards of Conduct.  The COR is responsible for reading and complying with all applicable agency standards of conduct and conflict of interest instructions.


i. Written Report/Contract Completion Statement.



(1) The COR is responsible for timely preparation and submission to the PCO, of a written, annual evaluation of the contractor’s performance.  The report shall be submitted within 30 days prior to the exercise of any contract option and 60 days after contract completion.  The report shall include a written statement that services were received in accordance with the contract terms and that the contract is now available for close-out.  The report shall also include a statement as to the use made of any deliverables furnished by the contractor.  For contracts where task orders are issued, one consolidated report which addresses all actions under the contract may be submitted.



(2) The COR is responsible for providing necessary assistance to the Contracting Officer in performing contract close-out in accordance with FAR 4.804, Closeout of Contract Files.

7. The Technical Assistant (TA), if appointed, is responsible for providing routine administration and monitoring assistance to the COR.  The TA does not have the authority to provide any technical direction or clarification to the contract.  Duties that may be performed by the TA are as follows: 


a. Identify contractor deficiencies to the COR. 


b. Review contract/task order deliverables, recommend acceptance/rejection, and provide the COR with documentation to support the recommendation.


c Assist in preparing the final report on contractor performance for the applicable contract/task order in accordance with the format and procedures prescribed by the COR.


d. Identify contract noncompliance with reporting requirements to the COR.


e. Evaluate the contractor's proposals for specific delivery orders and identify, for the COR, any potential problems, areas of concern, or issues to be discussed during negotiations.


f. Review contractor status and progress reports, identify deficiencies to the COR, and provide the COR with recommendations regarding acceptance, rejection, and/or Government technical clarification requests.


g. Review invoices for the appropriate mix of types and quantities of labor, materials, and other direct costs, and provide the COR with recommendations to facilitate COR certification of the invoice.


h. Provide the COR with timely input regarding technical clarifications for the peformance work statement, possible technical direction to provide the contractor, and recommend corrective actions.


i. Provide detailed written reports of any trip, meeting, or conversation to the COR subsequent to any interface between the TA and contractor.
TASK ORDER PROCEDURES
TASK ORDER PROCEDURES UNDER MACs (CPFF-FFP) (SEP 2015)

(a) General:  Supplies or services to be furnished under this contract shall be furnished at such times as ordered by the issuance of a task order on DD Form 1155 by the Ordering Officer.  All orders issued hereunder are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract.  In the event of any inconsistency between any task order and the contract, the contract shall control.  When mailed, a task order shall be “issued” for purposes of this contract at the time the Government deposits the order in the mail, or, if transmitted by other means, when physically delivered to the contractor.  The contractor agrees to accept and perform orders issued by the Ordering Officer that are within the scope of this contract.   

(b) Ordering Procedures

Task orders may be issued on either a competitive or non-competitive basis.  In accordance with FAR 16.505(b)(2), when an exception to “the fair opportunity to be considered” exists, the task order will be processed on a non-competitive basis.   At the discretion of the Ordering Officer, Cost Plus Fixed Fee (CPFF) or Firm Fixed Price (FFP) task orders may be issued under this contract.

Request for Quotations (RFQ)

2.  Source Selection Process


Task order awards will be made to the quoter that the Government determines has submitted the most advantageous quotation considering the evaluation criteria stipulated in the RFQ.  


Cost/Price will always be considered in the evaluation of task order quotes.  Non-price evaluation criteria (consisting of non-price evaluation factor(s)) will also be considered in the evaluation if the task order RFQ stipulates such non-price criteria.  For each task order RFQ in which non-price criteria are to be considered in the evaluation, the RFQ will identify the relative importance of the non-price criteria to cost/price, the non-price evaluation factor(s) to be evaluated under the non-price criteria, and the relative importance of the non-price evaluation factors to each other (if more than one non-price factor is specified).  The following non-price evaluation factors may be utilized, at the discretion of the Ordering Officer, in task order RFQs:

· Technical Approach

· Past Performance:  Evaluation of this factor may include how well the contractor has performed in regards to timeliness, quality of performance, and cost control on earlier orders under this contract and may include other information available to the Ordering Officer.  As work proceeds under this contract, it is probable that current past performance information on recent task orders will be more important in evaluation of future task orders.
· Small Business Participation Plan



Cost/price submissions and evaluations will be as follows:  



FFP Quotations:  For quotations submitted in response to RFQs for FFP orders, contractors shall provide pricing at the CLIN or subCLIN level (as required by the individual RFQ) plus any supporting pricing information that the Ordering Officer may specify in the RFQ.  Pricing will be evaluated based on the overall total price quoted.  



CPFF Quotations:  For quotations submitted in response to RFQs for CPFF orders, contractors shall provide pricing at the CLIN or subCLIN level  (as required by the individual RFQ) along with a cost breakdown that provides the labor categories proposed, the number of hours per category, the direct labor rate proposed for each category, and the associated burdens.  In addition, for any subcontracted effort, the contractor shall ensure that similar cost breakdown information is provided.  The contractor will apply fee at the task order level as described in “Payment of Fixed Fee” in Section B.  Cost quotations for prospective CPFF orders will be evaluated on the basis of cost realism.  Uncompensated overtime and uncompensated overtime rates will not be used in the evaluation.

(c) Content of Task Orders.  Task Orders will contain the following information:


1. Date of order


2. Contract number and order number

3. For supplies and services, contract item number and description, quantity, and unit price and extended price or estimated cost and fee

4. Delivery or performance schedule

5. Place of delivery or performance (including consignee)

6. Any packaging, packing, and shipping instructions

7. Accounting and appropriation data

8. Method of payment and payment office, if not specified in the contract 

(d) Oral Orders:  Oral orders may be placed hereunder only in emergency circumstances.  Information described above shall be furnished to the contractor at the time of placing an oral order and shall be confirmed by issuance of a written task order on a DD Form 1155 within ten (10) working days of the placement of the oral order.

(e)  Modifications of Task Orders:  Task orders may only be modified by the Ordering Officer.  Modifications to task orders shall include the information set forth in paragraph (c) above, as applicable.  Task orders may be modified orally by the Ordering Officer in emergency circumstances.  Oral modifications shall be confirmed by issuance of a written modification within two working days from the time of the oral communication modifying the order.

(f) The CPFF or Ceiling Amount for each CPFF task order will be the ceiling price stated therein and may not be exceeded except when authorized by a modification to the task order.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-19      Order Limitations.  (OCT 1995)

Upon receiving this notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-22     Indefinite Quantity.  (OCT 1995)

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause.  The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the "maximum." The Government may require continued performance of any services within the limits and at the rates specified in the contract. (i) For a contract awarded by the Department of Defense, the Coast Guard, or the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, the greater of the simplified acquisition threshold or 5 percent of the total estimated cost of the contract; or 

(ii) For a contract awarded by a civilian agency other than the Coast Guard and the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, either the simplified acquisition threshold or 5 percent of the total estimated cost of the contract. 

(d) If the Contractor has an approved purchasing system, the Contractor nevertheless shall obtain the Contracting Officer’s written consent before placing the following subcontracts: 

     
(e)(1) The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer reasonably in advance of placing any subcontract or modification thereof for which consent is required under paragraph (b), (c), or (d) of this clause, including the following information: 

(i) A description of the supplies or services to be subcontracted. 

(ii) Identification of the type of subcontract to be used. 

(iii) Identification of the proposed subcontractor. 

(iv) The proposed subcontract price. 

(v) The subcontractor’s current, complete, and accurate certified cost or pricing data and Certificate of Current Cost or Pricing Data, if required by other contract provisions. 

(vi) The subcontractor’s Disclosure Statement or Certificate relating to Cost Accounting Standards when such data are required by other provisions of this contract. 

(vii) A negotiation memorandum reflecting— 

(A) The principal elements of the subcontract price negotiations; 

(B) The most significant considerations controlling establishment of initial or revised prices; 

(C) The reason certified cost or pricing data were or were not required; 

(D) The extent, if any, to which the Contractor did not rely on the subcontractor’s certified cost or pricing data in determining 
the price objective and in negotiating the final price; 

(E) The extent to which it was recognized in the negotiation that the subcontractor’s certified cost or pricing data were not accurate, complete, or current; the action taken by the Contractor and the subcontractor; and the effect of any such defective data on the total price negotiated; 

(F) The reasons for any significant difference between the Contractor’s price objective and the price negotiated; and 

(G) A complete explanation of the incentive fee or profit plan when incentives are used. The explanation shall identify each critical performance element, management decisions used to quantify each incentive element, reasons for the incentives, and a summary of all trade-off possibilities considered. 

(2) The Contractor is not required to notify the Contracting Officer in advance of entering into any subcontract for which consent is not required under paragraph (c), (d), or (e) of this clause. 

(f) Unless the consent or approval specifically provides otherwise, neither consent by the Contracting Officer to any subcontract nor approval of the Contractor’s purchasing system shall constitute a determination— 

(1) Of the acceptability of any subcontract terms or conditions; 

(2) Of the allowability of any cost under this contract; or 

(3) To relieve the Contractor of any responsibility for performing this contract. 

(g) No subcontract or modification thereof placed under this contract shall provide for payment on a cost-plus-a-percentage-of-cost basis, and any fee payable under cost-reimbursement type subcontracts shall not exceed the fee limitations in FAR 15.404-4(c)(4)(i). 

(h) The Contractor shall give the Contracting Officer immediate written notice of any action or suit filed and prompt notice of any claim made against the Contractor by any subcontractor or vendor that, in the opinion of the Contractor, may result in litigation related in any way to this contract, with respect to which the Contractor may be entitled to reimbursement from the Government. 

(i) The Government reserves the right to review the Contractor’s purchasing system as set forth in FAR Subpart 44.3.

(July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions. · Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract. The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM

The offeror shall demonstrate recent and relevant past performance or affirmatively state that it possesses no recent and relevant past performance. Relevant past performance is performance under contracts or efforts within the stated period that is the same as, or similar to, the scope and magnitude of the work described by this solicitation.

EVALUATION CRITERIA AND THE BASIS FOR AWARD

The Government intends to award multiple CPFF, IDIQ contracts resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offerors whose proposals represent the best value after evaluation in accordance with the factors in the solicitation.  The Government has complete discretion in determining the number of awards.  Each offeror’s proposal shall be in the form prescribed by, and shall contain a response to, each of the areas identified in the Section L solicitation provision entitled “Instructions to Offerors.”  The evaluation and award are being conducted in accordance with FAR Part 15, Contracting by Negotiation.

The Government intends to award contracts without discussions.  The establishment of a competitive range is not anticipated.  Accordingly, each offeror should submit its most favorable terms from a cost/price and non-cost/price standpoint.  However, the Government reserves the right to establish a competitive range and conduct discussions if later determined by the contracting officer to be necessary.  

The evaluation of proposals will consider the offeror’s non-cost/price proposal to be more important than the cost/price proposal.  Within the non-cost/price proposal, technical is more important than past performance and past performance is more important than the small business participation plan.  
The Government reserves the right to award contracts to other than the lowest priced offeror(s).

Volume I:  Technical

The offeror will be evaluated on its ability to provide a technical approach that demonstrates a complete understanding of and the capability to fully implement and execute all requirements of the solicitation and PWS.  The offeror’s technical approach will be evaluated on its feasibility, its comprehensiveness, and the degree to which the offeror demonstrates how it will successfully accomplish the requirements identified in the PWS.  The offeror will be evaluated on the following:  

· The detailed approach to meeting the specific services and requirements identified in paragraphs C.1 through C.3 of the PWS

· The approach to providing the personnel resources and meeting the skill sets identified in paragraph C.4 of the PWS.  If the offeror does not identify the labor categories listed in C.4 by the same specific title, then a cross-reference listing shall be provided in the offeror’s proposal identifying the difference(s).
· The approach to providing the facilities and performing the services required in paragraphs C.5 and C.6 of the PWS
· The Transition/Phase-in Plan required in paragraph C.13 of the PWS

· The offeror’s detailed management approach demonstrating how the offeror will successfully accomplish the requirements of the solicitation, including the PWS

· Description of subcontractor utilization and control procedures

· Magnitude:  The measure of the similarity of the dollar value of actually performed work that exists between the PWS and the offeror’s contracts, individually or in the aggregate, during the stated five-year period established by the solicitation.

The relevancy rating assigned to each past performance reference will be considered in determining the weight to be given to that reference in the overall Past Performance Confidence Assessment.  The quality of performance under a past performance reference that that has no relevance to the instant requirement will not be considered in the overall assessment of past performance confidence.  In determining the rating for the past performance factor, past performance of greater relevancy will have more influence on the past performance confidence assessment than past performance of lesser relevance. 
The aggregate of each offeror’s past performance references in terms of scope and magnitude will result in the assessed overall relevance of that offeror’s past performance.
Relevancy ratings are shown in the Past Performance Relevancy Ratings Table below.

Past Performance Quality:  The third aspect of the past performance evaluation is to establish the overall quality of the offeror’s past performance.  The Government will review all past performance information collected and determine the quality of the offeror’s performance, including general trends and usefulness of the information, and will incorporate this into the performance confidence assessment.

Past Performance Confidence Assessment:  The overall assigned rating for past performance will be the Past Performance Confidence Assessment rating, defined in the table below.  The assignment of this rating will be based on the overall quality of the recent and relevant past performance and will also consider the source of the information, the context of the data, and general trends in the offeror’s performance.  The quality of performance under a past performance reference that that has no relevance to the instant requirement will not be considered in the overall assessment of past performance confidence.  Evaluation will focus only on work already performed.  Work yet-to-be performed and work prior to 01 October 2011 or after 30 September 2016 will not be considered.  In addition, performance data will only be assessed for those references demonstrating at least one year of completed performance prior to 30 September 2016.

If the offeror’s aggregated past performance is determined to be not relevant as defined in the solicitation, then the quality of the offeror’s past performance will not be evaluated through a confidence assessment and the past performance factor will be rated as “Neutral Confidence.”  If an offeror’s aggregate past performance is determined to be relevant, then each past performance reference under the offeror’s past performance submission that contributed to the determination of aggregate relevance (i.e., each reference that is rated at least somewhat relevant) will be evaluated to determine the quality of the offeror’s performance under that reference.  The quality of performance on contract references that are rated not relevant is not evaluated even when the overall past performance is found to be relevant.  

In the case of offerors for which there is no information on past contract performance or where past contract performance information is not available, the offeror may not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on the past performance factor.  In this case, the offeror’s past performance is unknown and assigned a performance confidence rating of “Neutral Confidence.”  Although an offeror that lacks recent, relevant past performance may not be rated favorably or unfavorably with regard to past performance, the Government may determine that a “Substantial Confidence” or “Satisfactory Confidence” past performance rating provides better value to the Government than a “Neutral Confidence” past performance rating.
In order to determine the quality of performance, the Government may utilize existing data sources, including the Past Performance Information Retrieval System (PPIRS), the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS), the Federal Awardee Performance and Integrity Information System (FAPIIS), the Electronic Subcontract Reporting System (eSRS), or other databases; communication with points of contact in the offeror’s customer’s organization, which could include private sector requirements and contracts personnel, Administrative Contracting Officers, Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA) personnel, Procuring Contracting Officers, Contracting Officer’s Representatives, and other Government activity requirements personnel.  The Government may verify past performance information.  The Government may contact some or all of the references provided, as appropriate, and may collect information through questionnaires, telephone interviews, and existing data sources.  The Government reserves the right to obtain information for use in the evaluation of past performance from any and all sources, including sources outside of the Government.  This information will be used for the evaluation of past performance.

The past performance factor evaluation and past performance confidence assessment rating is separate and distinct from the contracting officer’s responsibility determination.  The assessment of the offeror’s past performance will be used as a means of evaluating the relative capability of the offeror and other competitors to successfully meet the requirements of the solicitation.

NOTE:  A rating of “Limited Confidence” for the past performance factor means that the offeror’s proposal is not awardable without a change or changes to the offeror’s proposal.  A proposal that includes a “Limited Confidence” rating is considered to be susceptible to correction if the contracting officer determines that an exchange (pursuant to FAR 15.306) is appropriate and said exchange is conducted.  A rating of “No Confidence” for the past performance factor means that the offeror’s proposal is not awardable and is not susceptible to correction.

Volume III:  Small Business Participation Plan (all offerors) and Small Business Subcontracting Plan (other-than-small business offerors only)

The contracting officer will evaluate each offeror’s Small Business Participation Plan as follows:
· The extent to which small business concerns are specifically identified

· The extent of commitment to use small business concerns (for example, enforceable commitments will be weighted more heavily than non-enforceable ones)

· The complexity and variety of the work small firms are to perform

· Past performance of the offeror in complying with requirements of the clauses at FAR 52.219-8, Utilization of Small Business Concerns, and FAR 52.219-9, Small Business Subcontracting Plan

· The extent of participation of small business concerns in terms of the value of the total acquisition

The offeror’s small business participation plan factor will be assigned a rating shown in the “Small Business Participation Plan Ratings Table” below.

NOTE:  An offer that receives a “Marginal” rating for the technical or small business participation plan factors is not eligible for award if award is made on initial offers.  Offerors that receive a “Marginal” rating are considered to be susceptible to correction if the contracting officer determines that an exchange (pursuant to FAR 15.306) is appropriate and said exchange is conducted.  An offeror that receives a rating of “Unacceptable” in the technical or small business participation plan factors is not awardable. 

Small Business Subcontracting Plan (for other-than-small businesses only).  This is NOT an evaluation factor.  The Small Business Subcontracting Plan requirement is mandatory for award to a large business.  Each large business offeror’s Small Business Subcontracting Plan will be reviewed in accordance with FAR clause 52.219-9, Small Business Subcontracting Plan.  The plan will be reviewed for acceptability.  The apparently successful offeror shall negotiate an acceptable subcontracting plan with the contracting officer prior to award.  Failure to negotiate an acceptable subcontracting plan will make the offeror ineligible for award.  The plan will be incorporated into any resultant contract.

Volume IV:  Cost/Price

The Contracting Officer will evaluate cost/price proposals in accordance with FAR 15.404, Proposal Analysis.  The Government may evaluate any and all information submitted by the offeror to support the reasonableness of the costs/prices proposed.  The method of evaluation used by the Contracting Officer is solely within the discretion of the Contracting Officer.

For the purpose of preparing a cost/price proposal, the offeror shall assume that the period of performance consists of a five year ordering period.  Offerors shall use the periods established in the Schedule.

Options, to include FAR clause 52.217-8, Option to Extend Services, will be evaluated pursuant to solicitation provision FAR 52.217-5, Evaluation of Options.  FAR clause 52.217-8 will be evaluated using one half of the proposed cost and price for the period from 01 June 2021 to 31 May 2022.  The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement.  The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced.  Evaluation of options will not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

Costs will be evaluated on the basis of cost realism.  FAR 15.404-1(d) requires that cost realism analysis be performed on cost reimbursement contracts to determine the probable cost of performance for each offeror.  Cost realism analysis, as described in FAR 15.404-1, DFARS 215.404-1, DFARS PGI 215.404-1, and NMCARS 5215.404-1 will be utilized in determining the cost realistic price of each offer.

Labor will be evaluated on the basis of the estimated level of effort, considering both straight-time and overtime, as stated in Section B.  Uncompensated overtime and uncompensated overtime rates will not be used in the evaluation.  Evaluation of personnel compensation will be part of the cost realism evaluation.  Unrealistic rates, as determined by the Contracting Officer, may also be considered in risk assessment and the offeror’s overall proposal may be downgraded.

In accordance with FAR clause 52.222-46, Evaluation of Compensation for Professional Employees, the Government will evaluate the total compensation plan to assure that it reflects a sound management approach and understanding of the contract requirements.  This evaluation will include an assessment of the offeror’s ability to provide uninterrupted, high-quality work.  The professional compensation proposed will be considered in terms of its impact upon recruiting and retention, its realism, and its consistency with a total plan for compensation.  Additionally, proposals envisioning professional employee compensation levels lower than those of predecessor contractors for the same work will be evaluated on the basis of maintaining program continuity, uninterrupted high-quality work, and availability of required competent professional service employees.  Professional compensation that is unrealistically low or not in reasonable relationship to the various job categories, since it may impair the offeror’s ability to attract and retain competent professional service employees, may be viewed as evidence of the offeror’s failure to comprehend the complexity of the contract requirements.
The Government’s estimated travel, ODCs, and material (plus applicable burdens) shall be used for the purpose of evaluating the cost/price proposal.  Application of overhead and/or G&A rates, as appropriate, will be allowed only if the offeror maintains separate accounts for such costs; the offeror must apply burdens (as appropriate and allowable) to the common evaluation amounts.  Offerors shall use these estimates in preparing their cost/price proposal.  The Government has estimated travel, ODCs, and material as specified below:

Although cost/price is the not the most important evaluation factor, it has the potential to become more significant during the evaluation process.  The degree of importance of cost/price will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the other factors on which selection is to be based.  The importance of cost/price will also increase when a proposal's cost/price is so significantly high as to diminish the value to the Government that might be gained under the other aspects of the offer.  If, at any stage of the evaluation, all offerors are determined to have submitted equal, or virtually equal, non-price proposals, cost/price could become the factor in determining which offerors will receive an award.
DEFINITIONS

Strength is an aspect of an offeror’s proposal that has merit or exceeds specified performance or capability requirements in a way that will be advantageous to the Government during contract performance.

Weakness means a flaw in the proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance.

Significant Weakness is a flaw that appreciably increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance.  

Deficiency is a material failure of a proposal to meet a Government requirement or a combination of significant weaknesses in a submission that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance to an unacceptable level.

ADDITION OF CONTRACTORS
ADDITION OF CONTRACTORS (ON-RAMP AFTER DISCUSSIONS) (SEP 2015)

In accordance with FAR clause 52.215-1, the Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract or contracts without discussions with offerors.  Provided there are sufficient initial contract awards to support competition for task orders, the Government intends to immediately issue task order RFQs to those offerors awarded contracts without discussions. These initial contracts will have a five-year ordering period and will include option provisions as stated elsewhere in this solicitation.     

Should the Contracting Officer determine it to be in the Government’s best interest to add additional prime contractors beyond those awarded contracts without discussions, the Government reserves the right to draw a competitive range among the remaining unsuccessful offerors and conduct discussions for the purposes of making additional contract awards.  Prime contracts resulting from discussions will have an ordering period that runs concurrently with the balance of the ordering period of the contracts awarded on initial offers.  Options, if any, will be identical to the option periods included in the contracts awarded without discussions.  Prime contract holders awarded contracts resulting from discussions will be included only in those task order RFQs issued on or after the dates their contracts were awarded.
