1.0 OBJECTIVE.  This Performance Work Statement has one objective:  provide security assistance services to the Naval Criminal Investigative Service (NCIS).  In particular, the required services focus on supporting the NCIS Facility and Security Management Division (FSMD) in their mission—oversight of all facility services/security operations sustainment activities at the Russell Knox Complex, Marine Corps Base Quantico. 

2.0 SCOPE.  The overall scope of the contract is to provide assistance to security personnel to assist the FSMD in execution of facility service/security operations sustainment responsibilities.  The personnel working under this contract shall not perform security-guard functions as that term is used in 10 U.S.C. 2465.
   
2.1 The contractor shall provide professional, uniformly dressed (blazer, dress slacks, blue dress shirt, tie, and nametag), security operations support specialists with Top Secret/Sensitive Compartmental Information clearances to perform services to include but not limited to:  daily operations in the Security Operations Center and Visitor Control Center, in addition to escort requirements to support facility management for the entire collocated complex (gross square foot secure complex).  *After hours and surge support required for various functions.   Example: 

· Higher Force Protection level 

· Natural Disasters

· Catastrophic Building Infrastructure or Security System failures

· Increased Access Control requirements 

· Special events, such as motorcades, etc.
· Building projects, etc.

*Surge support requirements may be required with these type of circumstances listed above as examples.  These types of surge requirements will be implemented by a modification to the Purchase Order. 


2.2 The services requested will support a full range of security operations responsibilities within the Facility & Security Management Division. 
These responsibilities are extensive and are categorized into four functional areas:  24/7 Security Operations Center responsibilities; Visitor Control Center responsibilities; building maintenance escort responsibilities and Security Awareness, Training and Education (SATE) tasks.

24/7 Security Operations Center (SOC) Personnel: 3 posts.
2 Posts – 24/7/365
1 Post – Normal business hours
8 hour work periods for 24/7 coverage required 
· Duties: The Security Operations Center operation is 24/7/365. The Security Operations Center is the central point for alarm monitoring, CCTV, and other security functions manned by trained Entry Controllers with the skills to monitor the numerous cameras and alarm systems throughout the facility.  Security Operations Center personnel require technical skills and training including the operation of numerous electronic surveillance, alarm, duress and agency law enforcement support systems. The Security Operations Center staff should have the ability to effectively communicate and coordinate the dispatch of qualified responders during crisis, respond to new challenges, and solve problems and to interact with local Police, Fire and Federal Law Enforcement agencies.  Basic computing skills are necessary. Employees will possess a degree of entry control experience gained from past employment at similar DoD or government controlled/classified facilities.  All entry controllers will be required to be trained and knowledgeable of emergency evacuation procedures and provide first aid when required.  As needed, these Security Operations Center personnel will augment the Visitor Control Center and Security Escort operations to meet mission requirements.

Visitor Control Center Personnel: 2 posts.
Visitor Control Center is open for 12 hours per day, Monday through Friday 
· Duties: Visitor Control Center provides for discrete lobby-level reception, clearance           verification, X-ray and magnetometer operational support, parking management and badge issuance. Provides a well-orchestrated management of information-clearances, Visitor Authorization Requests, permanent Certifications and other information to efficiently and effectively provide timely and proper access and badging. Basic computing skills are necessary. Employees will possess a degree of security entry control experience gained from past employment at similar DoD or government controlled/classified facilities.  All Visitor Controllers will be required to be trained and knowledgeable of emergency evacuation procedures and provide first aid when required. As needed, these Visitor Control Center personnel will augment the Security Operations Center and Security Escort operations to meet mission requirements.

Security Escort Personnel:
Normal business hours Monday through Friday and off-hour/surge as required 

· Duties: Security Escorts are required for those visitors without a security clearance to ensure no inadvertent disclosure or breach of security.  Escorts are trained for numerous contingencies, and possess strong situational awareness and keen observation skills.  For non-cleared visitors-primarily maintenance, delivery, construction, janitorial crews in secure spaces (SCIF and Secret Open Storage spaces), or other service personnel-security escort are required.  No less than a three-to-one  (one cleared person to 3 uncleared) ratio should be employed to ensure visual control at all times.  Need to have the capability to surge or support short-notice escort requirements as necessary.  Basic computing skills are necessary.  Employees will possess a degree of security entry control experience gained from past employment at similar DoD or government controlled/classified facilities.  All Security Escorts will be required to be trained and knowledgeable of emergency evacuation procedures and provide first aid when required.  As needed, these Security Escort personnel will augment the Security Operations Center and Visitor Control Center operations to meet mission requirements.

Security Education and Training Support 

· Russell Knox Security Awareness, Training and Education Program (R-SATE):

· Duties: The contractor shall develop, implement, setup, plan, facilitate and sustain a Security Education, Training and Awareness Program for all assigned Russell Knox Complex personnel. The training program shall include the execution of a Master Training Plan. Develop, update and maintain lesson plans and conduct briefings (i.e., Newcomers Briefing, Recurring, and Annual Security Briefings).  Lesson plans will be reviewed at least quarterly.  Lesson plans will be updated annually or within 72 hours as information changes.  A class syllabus, lesson plan and samples of handouts will be turned into the COR bi-annually. Update, maintain and present Security Briefing at Newcomer’s Orientations and other forums as requested. Assist in developing, updating, maintaining and distributing Newcomer’s Security Orientation Packets and inserts provided to new personnel.  Maintain a minimum of 100 packets for distribution. Assist in developing, updating and maintaining Security Operations Standard Operating Procedures / Annexes. Contractor shall attend weekly FSMD Staff Meetings.  If unable to attend, contractor shall notify the COR in advance.

Please reference Attachment 1 for addition information and measurements essential to meeting the performance of the contract.

3.0 SECURITY PROGRAMMATIC RESOURCES.  NCIS considers the position(s) under this contract as key personnel.  

3.1 The Contractor shall be responsible for employing technically qualified personnel to perform the work specified in this Performance Work Statement.  The Contractor shall maintain the personnel, organization, and administrative control necessary to ensure that the work delivered meets the contract specification requirements.

3.2 The work history of each contractor employee must contain experience directly related to the task and functions he/she is intended to perform under this contract.
	
3.3 The government reserves the right, during the life of this contract, to request work histories on any contractor employee for the purposes of verifying compliance with the above requirement; additionally, the government reserves the right to review resumes of contractor personnel proposed to be assigned.
	
3.4 Personnel assigned to, or utilized by, the contractor in the performance of work shall be fully capable of performing the contemplated functions of the respective labor categories in an efficient, reliable, and professional manner.

3.5 Specific personnel qualifications requirements to perform the services set forth herein and employees shall meet the minimum qualifications for the respective labor categories identified in the basic contract.  

3.6 CONUS access to classified material may be required by the contractor for the performance of this contract.

3.7 Security Clearance Requirements.  

3.7.1 All contractor personnel performing work under this contract must be granted and maintain a Top Secret (TS) security clearance from the Defense Industrial Security Clearance Office for the period of performance.  In addition to the TS security clearance, all contractor personnel performing on-site must be eligible to be granted “prompt” access to Sensitive Compartmented Information (SCI) and maintain SCI access eligibility for the period of performance.  SCI access eligibility for persons nominated to perform on-site under this contract is defined as meeting or completing all of the following items unless waived by the U.S. Government on a case-by-case basis: The term “prompt” as stated above equates  being nominated for SCI access 60 days before the start date of the contract. Contractor must be capable of being indoctrinated for SCI Access on the first day of the start of the contract.  Lastly, contractor personnel may be required to pass a counterintelligence polygraph.

3.7.2 Prior to nomination, the nominee shall complete a new or provide an update to an existing Standard Form 86, Questionnaire for National Security Positions, which does not contain any disqualifying information as defined in DoD 5200.2-R, DoD Personnel Security Program, DoDM 5105.21, Sensitive Compartmented Information Administrative Security Manual, and ICD 704, Personnel Security Standards and Procedures Governing Eligibility for Access To Sensitive Compartmented Information (SCI); 

3.7.3  Nominee has successfully undergone a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) that is current (within scope) as defined by DoD 5200.2-R, DoDM 5105.21, and ICD 704; and

3.7.3.1 Nominee has been granted full SCI eligibility by U.S. Government Adjudication Authority within the past 24 months.  

3.7.3.2 The contractor shall immediately notify the NCIS Security Office of any circumstance or fact (as stated in DoD 5200.2-R, DoDM 5105.21, and ICD 704, which affects the security clearance and access eligibility of any person performing work under this contract.

3.7.3.3 Additional statements addressing unique security requirements may be included as well; however, they must be coordinated through the NCIS Security Office.

3.7.3.4 Personnel may be required to undergo a counterintelligence scope polygraph.  If access to SCI, SAP, or other specialized higher level clearances, and/or a polygraph is required, it will be identified.  

3.7.3.5 A DD Form 254 will be provided.

3.7.3.6  Contractor employees who are unable to resolve SCI eligibility issues within 60 days may be denied access to NCIS facilities by the government and will not be able to meet the terms of this contract.  The Government reserves the right to pre-approve any subsequent replacement contractor personnel.

3.8 Policy and Procedures.  All Contractors working at or on a NCIS contract must comply with all NCIS Security and Administrative policy and procedures.  All contractor personnel assigned to NCIS facilities must comply with NCIS in processing procedures. Copies of all current policy and procedural documents can be located on the NCIS Lighthouse.

As a security operations support specialist, the contractor is expected to possess skilled knowledge of all security operations activities.  This position shall support the Government Facility Manager in the accomplishment of tasks directly associated with facility management duties. 

3.10 Training and Awareness.  The contractor personnel may be required to attend initial and follow-on facility management training to meet mission requirements.  

Minimum Education and Qualifications:  Individual must be a security professional with a minimum of five (5) years of security experience with (1) year directly related to security operations.  Effective communication skills, customer-focused and strong writing skills are required.  Be a proficient user of Microsoft Office 2010, specifically Outlook, Access, and Word.

Contractor personnel proposed and/or selected will be subject to a government security investigation and must possess a current Top Secret security clearance and be eligible to receive favorable access to sensitive compartmented information.

3.11 The government may relieve the Contractor of the minimum education and qualification requirements if it is determined that the candidates education and qualifications are acceptable and in the best interest of the government. Refer to QASP.

4.0  SURGE SUPPORT.  Requirements may change for some positions where by NCIS activities may require security management support for various activities on a 24 hour by 7 days per week.   Should this happen, NCIS will provide the contractor a minimum notification of 5 calendar days where possible prior to implementation of such service.  A modification requiring a surge in support of the contract would support this action. Refer to section. 2.1.

5.0 PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE.  From contract award for a base period of one year beginning 01 February 2017 to 31 January 2018 with four (4) one-year options.

6.0  POST-AWARD MEETING.  A Post-Award meeting will be held at the Russell Complex, Quantico, Virginia within 15 days following the contract award.  The contractor shall coordinate the time and date of the meeting with the COR.  The contractor shall provide the Government with a briefing of their intended timelines and procedures for supporting NCIS’s security support requirements as described within this Performance Work Statement.  The agenda will include (but is not limited to):

· Overall discussion of the governing contract and Performance Work Statement
· Discussion of Contract Documents

· Government communicating their specific expectations for the group.
· Government answering questions about their mission, and outlining facility management strategies already in use or anticipated
· Designation and agreement on points of contact both for Government and Contractor personnel on routine communication procedures, etc.  

The contractor is responsible for providing written meeting minutes to include action items, and a complete list of all personnel assigned to this contract.

7.0 TRAVEL REQUIREMENTS.  All positions will be located at the Russell Knox Complex, Marine Corps Base Quantico.  No travel is anticipated.  Should travel become necessary, a separate contract vehicle will be used for this purpose.

8.0 NORMAL WORK HOURS.  The work hours for NCIS are Monday through Friday, 0700-1530 with one-half hour for lunch but due to nature of security operations function, normal work hours will rarely apply.  The SOC personnel are 24/7 operations; VCC is open 12 hours per day, Monday -Friday; Security Escorts are 8 hours per day, Monday-Friday. Security Education and Training Support personnel will be on site during normal business hours.

10.0 RESOURCES PROVIDED AT GOVERNMENT WORK-SITE.  The government will provide the following equipment, property, or information for government site work within ten (10) days of contract award:
1. All computer systems and networks required for contract performance.
1. All secure telephone and communication devices and any non-standard communication devices.
1. All furniture, computers, and other associated office equipment.
· All communications equipment and interfaces to outside communications vendors, including installation to meet the conditions required by the security classification of NCIS sites.
· All federal and DoD security policy, procedures, and updates.

All property/equipment/documentation remains the property of the government and shall be returned upon completion of the contract.

11.0 GENERAL NCIS PERSONNEL RESPONSIBILITIES (INCLUDING CONTRACTORS).

11.1 Access Control.  All persons requiring access to NCIS facilities or information as a part of this contract must be a citizen of the United States and may be required to submit proof of citizenship in the form of a notarized birth certificate, U.S. Passport, U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Service (USCIS) Certificate of Citizenship, or USCIS Certificate of Naturalization.   All persons and materials entering NCIS facilities are subject to inspection at any time.   

11.2 In and Out Processing.  All persons requiring routine access to NCIS facilities or automated information networks are required to complete all in- and out-processing requirements to include newcomer's orientation.  

11.3 Annual Training.  All persons requiring routine access to NCIS facilities or automated information networks, or to perform official travel on behalf of NCIS as part of this contract must complete initial Security Education and Awareness, and Level I Antiterrorism Awareness Training provided by NCIS as part of the required, initial in-processing.  The DoD 5220.22-M, NISPOM, requires the contractor to provide security education and training to all cleared employees at least annually.  Refresher training shall reinforce the information provided during the initial security briefing and shall keep cleared employees informed of appropriate changes in security regulations.  The Program Manager shall track all employee training under this contract and provide the COR a form of acknowledgement that their employees have received refresher training.   

11.4 Information Security.  All persons performing work under this contract shall protect and safeguard information in accordance with DoD and NCIS directives, instructions, and procedures.  These same persons shall immediately report any deviation or violation of this guidance, or any unusual or suspicious activity to the NCIS Security Office.  These same persons will provide assistance and full cooperation in any subsequent investigations or inquiries conducted by NCIS or other governmental agencies.  

11.5 Computer Use.  Use of DoD Computers is for official use only, except as outlined in the NCIS Computer Use Policy posted on the internal web page, “Lighthouse.”  Computer use is subject to monitoring at any time.  All data generated or collected on NCIS computers becomes property of the U.S. Government and its release is subject to the needs of the government.  No person is authorized to introduce computer hardware, software or data storage media; physically or electronically; into a NCIS facility, computer, or network device without the prior written approval of the Chief Information Officer (CIO) and notification to the Security Office.  Downloading and transmitting of information within NCIS’s custody is prohibited except as provided for in the terms of this contract.  

11.6 Emergencies.  While in NCIS facilities, or other government facilities on NCIS’s behalf and as part of this contract, the contractor shall comply with posted evacuation procedures and instructions provided by security and emergency management personnel.  

11.7 Mail and Deliveries.  All mail and deliveries to all NCIS facilities are subject to inspection at any time.  Personal mail and package deliveries are prohibited at NCIS facilities without prior approval from the Chief of Security.  All mail and deliveries to all NCIS facilities must be routed through the appropriate mail receiving point.  Persons performing work under this contract who are arranging for delivery of mail or packages shall coordinate with appropriate NCIS representative responsible for such activities.  The contact information for these representatives can be obtained through the COR.

12.0 NON-DISCLOSURE AGREEMENTS (NDA).  Due to the interrelationship of our contractor workforce assigned to NCIS, all contractors assigned to a NCIS contract shall sign a non-disclosure agreement in accordance with DFARS 227.7103-7 and/or Non-Disclosure agreement.  The contractor will be bound by its individuals employee’s NDA’s.  Failure of any of its employees to comply with the terms of the NDA will be considered a breach of contract and could result in a termination for default.  

13.0 CONFIDENTIALITY.  This project and all materials provided to the Contractor by DoD and results, conclusions, and recommendations obtained thereof should be considered confidential in nature and treated with the same level of care that the Contractor treats its own confidential business information.  The information shall not be disclosed, copied, modified, used (except in completion of this project) or otherwise disseminated to any other person or entity at any time to include, but not limited to inclusion in any database external to DoD without DoD’s express consent. 

14.0 NON-PERSONAL SERVICE STATEMENT.  Contractor employees performing services under this order shall be controlled, directed and supervised at all times by management personnel of the Contractor.  Contractor management shall ensure that employees properly comply with the performance work standards outlined in the Performance Work Statement.  Contractor employees shall perform their duties independent of, and without supervision of, any government official.  The tasks, duties, and responsibilities set forth in the task order may not be interpreted or implemented in any manner that results in any contractor employee creating or modifying Federal Policy, obligating the appropriated funds of the United States Government, overseeing the work of Federal employees, providing direct personal services to any Federal employee, or otherwise violating the prohibitions set forth in Part 7.5 and 37.1 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR).  The Government will control access to the facility and will perform the inspection and acceptance of the completed work.

15.0 SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS/CONSIDERATIONS.  The Contractor agrees to enter into a written agreement with any firm whose proprietary data is used in connection with performance of the contract, to protect all proprietary information from unauthorized disclosure or use for as long as it remains proprietary, to furnish the contracting officer with executed copies of all such agreements, and to refrain from using any proprietary information in supplying to the Government goods or services, or for any purpose other than that for which it was intended.  The Contractor agrees that any information furnished by the Government to the contractor not generally available to other contractors shall be used only for performance under this contract, and all copies of such information shall be returned to the Government upon completion of the effort. 18.0  Contractor Unclassified Access to Federally Controlled Facilities, Sensitive Information, Information Technology (IT) Systems or Protected Health Information (July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy
Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY
This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below.

ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES
Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS
In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on
the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”.

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days
prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.



INTERIM ACCESS
The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS
The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall
insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE
The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative. Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security
Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager.

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES
Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.
Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

•	SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)
•	Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
•	Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out- process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded
to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date. Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required

investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor
shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract.

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES
Contractor employee whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements:

•	Must be either a US citizen or a US permanent resident with a minimum of 3 years legal residency in the United States (as required by The Deputy Secretary of Defense DTM 08-
006 or its subsequent DoD instruction) and
•	Must have a favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI)
including a FBI fingerprint check prior to installation access.

To be considered for a favorable trustworthiness determination, the Contractor’s Security
Representative must submit for all employees each of the following:

•	SF-85 Questionnaire for Non-Sensitive Positions
•	Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
•	Original Signed Release Statements

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM.

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.

* Consult with your Command Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager for local policy when IT-III (non-sensitive) access is required for non-US citizens outside the United States.

19.0 CONTRACT DATA REQUIREMENTS LIST. The contractor shall provide to the COR on a monthly basis, a report on performance covering the prior 30 days.  Such report shall include a daily blotter of activity, including the number of visitors handled each day.  Further the report should identify any issues, problems and their resolution, any pending issues that require attention or any other performance related issues that need to be brought the government’s attention.  The first report will be required to be delivered 30 days after commencement of services and every thirty days thereafter.

I. GENERAL

In addition to instructions to offerors contained elsewhere in this solicitation, the following instructions are provided.  

Initial proposals and any modifications thereto are to be submitted to the Contracting Officer on or before the closing date and time cited elsewhere in this Request for Proposals.  Faxes, e-mails, and/or responses through NECO or any method other than Hard Copy format are not acceptable.

Hand-carried proposals are not encouraged.  The Contracting Office is located on a secured compound.  Only personnel with current DoD Common Access Cards (CACs) or appropriate military credentials will be able to access the compound.  There will be no ability to drop off the proposals outside the compound.

Offerors shall submit their proposals in two separate volumes as follows:

Such certificate shall identify the name of the person who is not a bona fide employee, that person’s employment capacity, the name of the person’s firm, the relationship of that firm to the offeror, and the portion of the proposal in which the person participated.

(2)  Introduction and Purpose - This section specifies the format that offerors should use in proposals submitted in response to this solicitation.  The intent is not to restrict the offerors in the manner in which they will perform their work but rather to ensure a certain degree of uniformity in the format of the proposals for evaluation purposes.

Unnecessary elaboration or other presentations beyond that sufficient to present a complete and effective proposal are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the offeror’s lack of cost consciousness.  Elaborate artwork, expensive paper or bindings, and expensive visual or other presentation aids are neither necessary nor desired.  The proposal shall contain all the pertinent information in sufficient detail in the one area of the proposal where it contributes most critically to the discussion.  When necessary, the offeror shall refer to the initial discussion and identify its location within its proposal.
(5)  Page Limitations*

Volume I, “Non-price Proposal,” is limited to a maximum of 15 pages in length inclusive of any charts, diagrams, and/or other graphics.  Each “page” is defined as one sheet, 8 ½ “ x 11”, with at least one inch margins on all sides, using a font with a point size of 12 or greater (e.g., "Times New Roman" style with 12 point font).  Lines shall, at a minimum, be single-spaced.   Pages shall be consecutively numbered.  Multiple pages, double pages, two-sided pages, or foldouts will count as an equivalent number of 8 ½" x 11" pages.  The cover sheet, table of contents (not to exceed one page per volume), tabs, and dividers will not count toward the page limit. (July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY
This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  
    
Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 

ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES
Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS
In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   
     
When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  


INTERIM ACCESS
The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS
The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE
The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 
Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

· SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)
· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded
to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 
     
The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES 
Contractor employee whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements: 

· Must be either a US citizen or a US permanent resident with a minimum of 3 years legal residency in the United States (as required by The Deputy Secretary of Defense DTM 08-006 or its subsequent DoD instruction) and 
· Must have a favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) including a FBI fingerprint check prior to installation access.  

To be considered for a favorable trustworthiness determination, the Contractor’s Security Representative must submit for all employees each of the following: 

· SF-85 Questionnaire for Non-Sensitive Positions
· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
· Original Signed Release Statements

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM 

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.
