COMBAT SKILLS BASIC / SUSTAINMENT UNIT LEVEL TRAINING


1.  BACKGROUND

Navy Expeditionary Combat Command (NECC), established in January 2006, serves as the single functional command for the Navy’s expeditionary forces and as central management for the readiness, resources, staffing, training and equipping of those forces. NECC consolidates, aligns and integrates diverse expeditionary capabilities and combat support elements to create consistent expeditionary practices, procedures, requirements and logistics in the battle space.  NECC is a command element and force provider for integrated maritime expeditionary missions, to include waterborne and ashore anti-terrorism, force protection, theater security cooperation and engagement, and humanitarian assistance/disaster relief contingencies. Upon request, NECC supplements Coast Guard homeland security requirements while training and equipping forces to support mission requirements.

Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) Group TWO and Riverine Group ONE Commanders provide forces  in support of Fleet Commanders and Navy Component Commanders, Carrier Strike Groups (CSG), Expeditionary Strike Groups (ESG), Mine Countermeasures (MCM) Task Forces/Groups, Naval Special Warfare (NSW) Squadrons, Army Special Operations Forces (SOF), Military Sealift Command (MSC), Unified Theatre Commanders, Navy Regional Commanders, and contingency operations (i.e. aircraft recovery, range/waterway clearance, U.S. Secret Service support, CNO projects, etc.).  

These Forces train continuously to certify “Ready For Tasking” and sustain mission readiness in order to meet Fleet deployment requirements.  It is not uncommon for NECC Forces to be bumped from Military Training Ranges by units with higher precedence or for the Training Range to be closed due to fires, weather, range maintenance, range operations check-fire or base training stand-down.  Some contingencies can not be avoided, however all foreseeable contingencies should be analyzed and a solution to the contingency should be identified.  

2.  DESCRIPTION 

2.0.1 This Performance Work Statement (PWS) establishes the requirements for local civilian range usage for a period of 3 months from date of award.  This contract is submitted as a firm fixed-price arrangement.  This PWS identifies requirements that support the NECC Forces Fleet Response Training Plan (FRTP) Basic and Sustainment phases of training.  The Combat Skills Training Ranges are required to support combat marksmanship, demolition, Counter IED Robot Operator Training and Air Operations Landing Zones/Parachute Drop Zone for NECC Forces for a period of 3 months.  All training ranges must be located within 50 miles of NAB Little Creek, VA.  This PWS addresses the training range requirements.  The Contractor shall provide training ranges and medical support.  The contractor shall be required to work closely with designated NECC Force Training Departments in the scheduling of training ranges defined herein.

Note:  For ranges that do not support ammunition with tracers then NECC forces will bring non-tracer ammunition for the associated caliber or NECC forces will de-link tracer ammunition from existing ammunition.

2.1 TRAINING RANGES

2.1.1  The proposed Training ranges need to support the following skill sets:

 	a.  Conduct Tactical Insertion and Extraction.  Provide helicopter landing zone/drop zone (HLZ/DZ) that will support the insertion and extraction of NECC Forces via Parachute (static line or free fall), fastrope, rappel, special purpose insertion/extraction (SPIE).

b. Support immediate action/down vehicle drills.
c. Support live fire small arms and CREW Served weapons systems.
d. Support M4/M9 Simunitions (Force on Force Training).
e. Support the employment of smoke grenades.

4.  ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS:  

Contracted training ranges must also meet and provide the following:
a.  Steel Reactive Targets (SRT) shall meet certified Brinnel hardness rating of 400 to 550.  Steel with an abrasion resistant coating coupled with meeting the Brinnel hardness rating is preferred.
b. Qualified EMT on site to provide medical coverage during all training evolutions.
c. Paper targets for all training evolutions/scenarios.
e. Bullet traps in support of CQC/shoot house training.
d. Provide paint and brush for SRT maintenance.
e. Brass pick-up and disposal.
f. Qualify designated NECC personnel as Range Safety Officers.
g. Provide climate controlled classroom.
h. Provide ammunition/explosive storage area.
i. Provide covered area with tables for personnel to load ammunition magazines and perform weapons maintenance. 
j. Provide M4/M9 Simunition barrels and ammunition (red/blue) as requested.

4.1 If any of the supplies do not conform to the Government’s requirements, the government may require
 the contractor to provide the supplies again in conformity with contract requirements, at no increase in contract amount.  When the defects in services cannot be corrected by re-performance, the Government may:

1. Require the contractor to take necessary action to ensure that future performance conforms to contract requirements; and 
2. Reduce the contract price to reflect the reduced value of the services performed.

NOTE:  Tracers rounds will be delinked from belt ammunition in support of live fire evolutions on ranges were tracer ammunition is not authorized.

5.  GOVERNMENT-FURNISHED PROPERTY 

5.1    Except for those items specifically stated above, the contractor shall furnish everything required to perform this Statement of Work (SOW) as outlined in paragraph 3.0, 4.0 and 4.1 above.

6.   GENERAL INFORMATION

6.1    Contract Management:   The EOD ESU TWO POC’s are responsible for technical management of this program.  The PCO is the only person authorized to approve changes under this SOW; and, notwithstanding provisions elsewhere in this contract, said authority remains solely with the PCO.  In the event the Contractor affects any such change at the direction of any person other than the PCO, that change will be considered as unauthorized.  The EOD ESU TWO POC will serve as the contracting officer’s Point of Contact (POC).

6.2    Emergency Action Plan:  The contractor shall comply with the Navy’s Emergency Action Plan. This SOW assumes that all personnel are qualified to implement any emergency action plan for the safe conduct of training and classroom evacuation.  Onsite medical support must be in compliance with OPNAVINST 3591.1E.

6.3    Mishap:  If a mishap involving services under this contract results in an injury, the contractor shall promptly report the incident to the EOD ESU TWO POC, the Contract Manager and PCO.  If the Navy conducts an investigation of the accident, the contractor shall cooperate and assist Government personnel until the investigation is complete.  Contractors shall include a clause in subcontracts, if any, under this contract to require subcontractor cooperation and assistance in accident investigations.  Contractors shall allow authorized Government representatives access to the contractor’s facilities, personnel and safety program documentation.

6.4    Contractor Responsibility for Safety:  Nothing in the SOW, nor any Government action or failure to act in surveillance of this contract, shall relieve the contractor of its responsibility for the safety of the contractor’s personnel and property, the Government’s personnel and property, and the general public.  Furthermore, nothing in this SOW shall relieve the contractor of its responsibility for complying with applicable Federal, State, and Local laws, ordinances, codes and regulations (including those requiring applicable licenses and permits) in connection with the performance of this contract.

6.5     Non-Personal Service Statement:  (Not applicable because this is not a service contract)

7.   RANGE CERTIFICATIONS

7.1    Within 96 hours after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the EODGRU TWO POC a detailed list of available training ranges, certifications, licensing, and any other qualifications or requirements for the training ranges.  

7.2    During the contract period of performance, if the contractor proposes to close, remove, replace or perform maintenance on a training range he must provide a suitable substitute training range as requested by the designated NECC Force range scheduler.

8. PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

8.1    20 July 2015 through 30 September 2015

8.2    The contractor MUST be flexible in training schedule, requirements and training dates in order to meet short notice deployment dates of NECC Forces and Adaptive Force Packages.

9. SECURITY

No security classification required for this task.
