1.  The design drawings referenced in the solicitation do not appear to be attached. Could you send me an electronic copy of the design drawings?
The exhibition design is to be a collaborative effort between the USNAM and the contractor, therefore we do not have existing design drawings and the project should be referred to as a design/build.
2. The solicitation says that an "on site visit is requested of the United States Naval Academy." Is this a pre-quote meeting, or does this refer to the required visit to take measurements that is required of the selected fabrication contractor?
The onsite visit should be completed before the quote is submitted. If the contractor chooses to take measurements then, it doesn't bother us.
3. Is there a deadline for questions related to the solicitation?
The deadline for questions related to the submission is COB this Friday, 6 November
4. Are all quotes to be submitted through the NECO System? Are there any alternative methods of submitting a quote?

5.  Are the completed designs completed?

6.  Can we see to determine accurate pricing the installation/fabrication?
What is it you would like to see? 
7.   Are there any other proposal requirements besides costs?
Other proposal requirements should include a projected number of onsite days; allow for some built-in flexibility in budget due to unforeseen conditions, and onsite space requirements for mounting/fabrication/installation.
8. Please clarify the scope of work for this project.  The SF1449 only lists Item 001 - Fabrication and Installation of completed designs for pricing.  However, the statement of work states both design and fabrication.  Are there completed designs?  Or is this a design/build?

9. Please clarify the roles and responsibilities of the contractor in AV, computer, multimedia program design and production.  There are seemingly contradictory sentences in the "Performance Work Statement."
The contractor will be required to come up with a list of cost effective and practical options for AV equipment (for at least 12 uses in the exhibition) and their installation which are built into their proposed cost. USNAM will design and produce the content. If needed, the contractor can contact USNAM for more information.
10. Who is responsible for AV, computer, multimedia program design and production?

11. On page 32 under the Background section, it states:  Interactive screens and programs shall be fully developed, fabricated and installed by the exhibit fabricator.
 Please refer to the answer for question 9
12. On page 33 under the Overview section, it states: Videos used in the displays will be employed at a minimum and shall be developed in conjunction with the Naval Academy Museum staff. However, in the lists of deliverables under the Design and Fabrication and Installation headings on page 33 AV, computer, multimedia program design and production is not mentioned.
The AV and computer production and installation is included under the umbrella of general production.
14. We understand the exhibit completion and opening dates are hard deadlines, but some of the dates/durations listed in the RFP's schedule of deliverables are not very realistic.  May we propose an alternate schedule as long as the completion date of 10 June 2016 is maintained?
 An alternative schedule for deliverables is fine. The completion date can be moved back to 24 June or27 June at the absolute latest.
15. The solicitation mentions the existence of design drawings.  How can I get my hands on a set?
