a. The Government will award a single award, Firm Fixed Price (FFP) contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible quoter whose quote conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The Government intends to select a "best value" submission utilizing a lowest price, technically acceptable determination.

b. Initially quoters shall be ranked according to price. A quoters price will be determined by adding all amounts in Section B.  

If the lowest priced quote is evaluated to have an overall Technical Assessment rating of ‘Acceptable', that quoter represents the best value for the Government and the evaluation process stops at this point.  Award shall be made to that quoter without further consideration of any other quotes.  However, if the lowest priced quote is evaluated to have an ‘Unacceptable’ assessment rating, the next-lowest priced quoter will be evaluated. I. TECHNICAL 

The Government will evaluate each vendor’s written Technical submission as acceptable or unacceptable. Technical acceptability will be based on an evaluation of the vendor’s technical submission demonstrating all specificaitons in Attachment I are met.
Definitions:

Acceptable (A):  The quote is responsive to all aspects of the solicitation. The proposal meets all of the desired requirements specified in the RFQ.  The vendors proposed approach meets all of the requirements of this RFQ. 
Unacceptable (U): The quote, or portion thereof, is unacceptable and clearly inadequate and fails to meet explicit and implicit RFQ requirements.  The vendor failed to provide any of the technical information and/or provided unclear or inadequate information that does not meet the requirements of the RFQ.

Note:  If the Contracting Officer determines that a vendor’s Written Technical Submission is “unacceptable,” the vendor’s entire submittal may be determined to be technically unacceptable and may no longer be considered for further competition or award.  

II. PRICE
The vendor’s quoted price will be evaluated on the basis of price reasonableness.  The evaluation may include, but is not limited to:  

a. Price comparison with other offerors;

b. Comparison with independent Government cost estimates.

Vendors responding to this solicitation are advised that, prior to award, the government may request vendors to submit information/data to support price reasonableness such as copies of paid invoices for the same or similar items, sales history for the same or similar items, price list with effective date and/or copies of catalog pages along with any applicable discounts.  Failure to submit the requested information may result in disqualification of the submitted quote.  

Establishment of a competitive range is not anticipated; however, the Government reserves the right to establish a competitive range if determined by the Procuring Contracting Officer to be in the best interest of the Government.

SELECTION

The Government intends to evaluate offers and award a contract using the procedures of FAR Subpart 13.5.  The Government intends to select a "best value" submission utilizing a lowest price, technically acceptable determination. The Government also reserves the right to not award a contract if a contract award is not in the best interest of the Government.
