2. NATURE/DESCRIPTION OF CONTRACT ACTION:

This is a non-competitive action submitted for approval to award a one-time Firm Fixed Price (FFP) contract for the procurement for Xerox Multi-Function Devices (MFD’s) to support COMSUBLANT. 
This requirement will be awarded subject to FAR 13.5 “Test Program for Certain Commercial Items.”


3. DESCRIPTION OF REQUIRED SUPPLIES/SERVICES:

As mentioned above, the proposed acquisition is for Xerox Multi-Function Devices (MFD’s) to support COMSUBLANT on a Brand Name Only basis to support COMSUBLANT HQ SIPR Print/copy functions and network scanning once devices complete NGEN scanning certification. (A Brand Name Only item, available from various vendors, is an item peculiar to one manufacturer.) In addition, the contractor shall provide the following Xerox Multi-Function Device items to support this requirement:

•     NMCI/NGEN certified for print on SIPR network (scan when certified)
· DIRECT/NATIVE Scan to Command Share Folder or H:\ drive
· MFD’s must be certified on the NMCI Certified Device List
· [bookmark: _GoBack]MFD’s must be certified to operate on the Windows 7 operating system 
•	Duty cycle of 200K desirable
•	Duplex Capability
•	Minimum 1GB RAM
•	Minimum hard drive size of 30 GB
•	Maximum paper size 12”X17” (includes 81/2”X11” and 81/2”X14”)
•	Automatic stapling 
•	Copier has duplex tray feeder (approximately 75 sheets), bypass tray (approximately 100 – 250 pages), and single drawer holding approximately 500 sheets 
•	Paper Tray Holds: labels, bond, tabs, transparencies, recycled, plain
•	High Capacity tray option of approximately 1500 pages (5.5”X7.2” to 12”X17”) required
•	Network scanning (desirable: scan to home drive, scan to searchable PDF, PDF/A, color scanning, and scan/image compression)
•	Variable scanning resolutions (for example, 72x72 dpi, 100x100 dpi, or 600x600 dpi)
•	Print resolution desired is up to 1200 x 2400 dpi
•	Network Protocols (FTP, Microsoft SMB via TCP/IP, HTTP/HTTPS, SMTP)

•	CAC-enabled
•	All Color MFDs must have Common Criteria Certification at time of award
•	Common Criteria Certification to have a TOE (Target of Evaluation) of the entire MFP.
•	All equipment must meet NMCI encryption standards for both print and scan 
•	Audit Log, secure print, IPv6, device access password protection, etc.
•	CAC enabled 
•	Must have Disk Image overwrite and Disc encryption
•	All equipment proposed must meet the Energy Star Requirements that went into effect July 2009._

4. IDENTIFICATION OF STATUTORY AUTHORITY:

Brand Name only acquisition under the authority of the “Test Program for certain Commercial Items at 41 U.S.C 1901.” As implemented by FAR 13.501(a).

5. DETERMINATION OF CONTRACTOR’S UNIQUE QUALIFICATIONS OR NATURE OF ACQUISITION: 

As mentioned above, the proposed requirement is to acquire a Xerox Multi-Function Devices (MFD’s) to support COMSUBLANT to be used by COMSUBLANT. Xerox is currently the only company with robust devices certified for use on the NGEN SIPR network with these capabilities.  The Xerox Multi-Function Devices (MFD’s) will be used throughout the life of this contract to help with mission readiness, specifically fleet operations; tactics, techniques, procedures and technologies; and validated/refined experimentation to affect rapid changes in doctrine, organization, training, material, leadership development, personnel, facility and policies. Furthermore, Xerox Multi-Function Devices (MFD’s) will be used to ascertain the efficacy of emerging technologies during operations.
This acquisition will ensure that COMSUBLANT will continue with their day to day work flow.  Failure to procure the required Xerox Multi-Function Devices (MFD’s) would force the commands/activities involved to either slow down or stop their day to day operations and would subsequently increase costs associated with duties and would create a burden on COMSUBLANT  to accomplish its role with involved operations.  Additionally, without Xerox’s proprietary equipment, COMSUBLANT would not be able to obtain/provide the required information needed for work flow/projects and would directly impact the command’s mission.  


6. GPE ANNOUNCEMENT/POTENTIAL SOURCES:

In accordance with FAR 5.202, this requirement will be synopsized on the Government-Wide point of entry as intent to negotiate on a Brand Name Only basis for Xerox copiers. 

7. DETERMINATION OF FAIR AND REASONABLE COST/PRICE:

A determination of fair and reasonableness price will be based on the Procuring Contracting Officer’s (PCO) price analysis of the contractor’s quote and/or a comparison of previous pricing history, similar items within the market place, and published price list of same or similar items in accordance with FAR 13-106-3.

8. DESCRIPTOIN OF MARKET SURVEY:  

COMSUBLANT and FLCN both conducted market research, and the determination was made that Xerox brand copiers are the only responsible brand name for the procurement of the required system and supporting items.

The resultant contract will require the contractor to deliver, install, and maintenance the required Xerox MFD’s within 4 weeks upon contract award.

The total estimated dollar value of this acquisition is $238,150.00.
