        STATEMENT OF WORK
STATEMENT OF WORK

This requirement is being procured using Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Subpart 13.5, Simplified Procedures for Certain Commercial Items.
1.  GENERAL.  The American Red Cross’ Reference Laboratory shall provide NHCL patient specimen testing for the specific range of referral testing within their capability in accordance with Section B and all applicable federal, state and local regulations, laws, and ordinances, and in accordance with the specifications outlined for accreditation certification if applicable.

1.1. Services shall include the performance of analytical testing as defined by the American Red Cross Laboratory’s reference test (manual), the reporting of analytical test results and consultative services as required to assimilate the full scope of its laboratory operations to the Naval Hospital, Camp Lejeune (NHCL).

1.2. All requirements and provisions defined in the specification of this solicitation shall apply to any laboratory, i.e., branch, division, sub-contractor, etc. performing reference testing on behalf of the Reference Laboratory.

2. SCOPE.  The Reference Laboratory shall provide laboratory services to include analytical processing as defined in its laboratory manual; analysis, reporting of analytic results, and interpretation.  

2.1. If special forms will be needed, the contractor is responsible for providing requisition forms, special instructions, current list of tests with reference ranges and specimen requirements.

2.2. Provide services during normal working hours (0800-1700) unless otherwise specified according to special services provided by that Reference Laboratory.

2.3. If applicable, ARC may need to send samples to another lab.  If so, they must transport appropriately in such a manner as to insure the integrity of the specimen.

2.4. Analyze samples provided by NHCL.  The Reference Laboratory shall comply with reporting test results within the specified time frame in accordance with the nature of the testing, following all regulatory requirements for reporting of patient results.  Test results shall be reported within the specified times established by the Reference Laboratories.   (Critical value test results) shall be reported immediately by telephone to the doctors  as they may have an immediate effect on the patient.  Hard copy results shall be faxed to 910-450-4610 (lab/admin) or mailed to Naval Hospital Camp Lejeune Transfusion Services 100 Brewster Blvd. Camp Lejeune, NC 28547

2.5. NHCL’s Blood Bank shall consult with laboratories on test results by telephone as needed.  

2.6. The contractor shall provide the NHCL laboratories with a means of communication to permit immediate inquiry regarding the status of pending tests.

2.7. Reference Laboratory (ARC Norfolk) will receive a NHCL customer generated reference laboratory request form to order tests in lieu of individual requisition (DD1149) per request, if applicable. 

2.8. The following NHCL personnel are authorized to order reference laboratory services and to receive test results:

2.8.1. Head, Laboratory Department

2.8.2. Medical Director, Blood Bank

2.8.3. Division Officer, Blood Bank

2.8.4. Technical Supervisor, Transfusion Services

2.9. Upon reasonable request by NHCL, the Reference Laboratory shall provide NHCL with a summary of the testing process and table of contents for procedures, which the NHCL will maintain as confidential.

2.10. The Reference Laboratory shall not provide patient information to third parties unless required by law or court order, or, unless requested by the patient’s physician.

2.11. The Reference Laboratory shall use reasonable efforts to provide blood units as set forth in this contract

upon request.

2.11.1. NHCL will promptly inspect the blood upon receipt and report any actual or suspected damage, irregularity, testing, or labeling error to the American Red Cross.  NHCL will also promptly report blood lost due to shipping error to the American Red Cross.

2.11.2. Upon discovery, NHCL will report possible transfusion-transmitted infections or other serious complications associated with transfusion which may have resulted from blood (“Adverse Event”). NHCL will cooperate with Reference Laboratory’s investigation of any Adverse Event and supply information concerning the recipient of the blood to Reference Laboratory, upon forms provided by the Reference Laboratory.

2.11.3. American Red Cross Reference Laboratory shall provide the following notifications to the NHCL: (a) within three calendar days if the blood and blood products that is collected from a donor and shipped to NHCL who tested negative at the time of donation but tests reactive for evidence of HIV or HCV infection; (b) within forty-five (45) days of the test, of the results of the supplemental (additional, more specific) test for HIV or HCV, as relevant, or other follow-up testing required by the FDA; and (c) as set forth in 21 CFR 610.48(b)(3).  Under no circumstances will Reference Laboratory ever reveal the identity of a blood donor.

2.11.4. NHCL will keep complete and accurate records, as required by the Regulations of patients supplied with blood (product names, for identifications and quantities), any therapeutic adverse effects and complaints and other blood-related information.

3. RETURN INFORMATION.  No return of blood or blood products will be accepted unless specifically requested by the Contractor.

4. DELIVERY INFORMATION.  Deliveries of specimens for Reference Testing shall be the sole responsibility 

of the NHCL. The NHCL shall forward samples/specimens to the Contractor via their Federal Express account.  Products transferred from neighboring civilian hospitals shall be delivered via transportation arranged by the NHCL.  Notice shall be provided to Contractor’s Reference Laboratory via telephone when a specimen is being sent, the method of delivery, and the anticipated arrival time.
