STATEMENT OF WORK

FOR

FRENCH LANGUAGE STUDY ABROAD for STEM Majors
I. BACKGROUND
a. The U.S. Naval Academy will send a group of Midshipmen students to France for a period of four (4) weeks to study the French language and improve their cultural, historical, and societal understanding of French culture.  

b. In order to accomplish this task, the Midshipmen will need instruction targeting development of their listening, reading, speaking, and writing skills in French. In addition, lectures and site visits will initiate students into France’s scientific and technological history.

II. OBJECTIVE

a. The objective of this Statement of Work (SOW) is to obtain a Contractor to provide the U.S. Naval Academy with intensive and immersive French language training in the areas of speaking, listening, reading and writing, and French culture and history in France from 31 May 2016 to 24 June 2016.

b. This training shall include cultural excursions in France, to include museums in order to facilitate the Midshipmen’s learning and understanding of French culture. Three lectures will complement these excursions and classwork in introducing the students to France’s history of scientific and technological development.

III. STATEMENT OF WORK
a. The contractor shall provide training which at minimum shall meet the requirements stipulated below.

b. The Contractor shall train U.S. Naval Academy Midshipmen from an ACTFL rating of Intermediate Low to an Intermediate High level or beyond, depending on the entry level of individual students.

c. A training plan shall be provided via email by the Contractor to LSAP French Point of Contact and to students during the first week of training which outlines objectives and anticipated milestones.

d. The Contractor shall provide training that includes a minimum of 60 hours of French, in addition to a set of lectures/presentations on topics related to French scientific and technological history. Contractor shall provide classroom space for all courses on-site, as well as access to a library, computer lab and wireless internet service at class site.

e. The Contractor shall provide a welcome reception upon arrival of the group, in addition to other appropriate cultural activities in order to facilitate the Midshipmen’s learning and understanding of French culture.

f. The Contractor shall provide lodging through host family homestays (1 student per family). The host families for these homestays shall provide breakfast 7 days per week, and dinners on weekday evenings.

g. Contractor shall provide all in-country transportation, including, but not limited to:

i. Pick up from international airport or train station (according to the group travel plans as

determined by USNA), transport to Contractor Facility

ii. Local transportation to cultural excursions, as needed, including local transportation

passes for the duration of the program. A one-week transit pass is to be provided for the

USNA faculty member.

iii. Transportation to the interior or elsewhere for cultural excursions, as specified.

h. The Contractor shall provide a reception with host families and USNA students during the

program, as well as a farewell dinner for the students at the end of the program.

i. The Contractor shall provide evaluation at the end of the course of instruction to the USNA LSAP Point of Contact and shall provide results of assessments of the competence levels achieved. The Contractor will also provide a grade report to USNA within a reasonable amount of time following the training period. 

IV. GOVERNMENT PROVIDED SUPPORT 

a. The United States Naval Academy will provide:
i. Transportation from USNA to a Washington D.C. area airport
ii. International roundtrip airfare from the Washington D.C. area to France, either the
airport or the train station.
V.  PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS 
a. The Contractor must have proven ability to effectively train English speaking students in a

group classroom and one-on-one in French. 

b. The Contractor must have a fully-staffed local office in France prepared to handle any

 
arising on-site contingency, for both effective pedagogical coordination as well as

logistical support. A pre-appointed program coordinator must be identified and accessible

to manage and communicate with USNA any issues.

c. A basis or prior history must be provided by the Contractor for the recommended, or

similar, training program.

VI. PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE 

The period of performance will begin 31 May 2016 and finish no later than 24 June 2016. 

VII. PLACE OF PERFORMANCE 
These services shall be performed at the Contractor’s facility, located in France, and the selected locations for the cultural excursions.  

VIII. CONTRACT TYPE  

Contract shall be a firm fixed price per student contract.

IX. PERSONAL SERVICE
The client has determined that use of the GSA contract to satisfy this requirement is in the best interest of the government, economic and other factors considered, and this task order is not being used to procure personal services prohibited by the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 37.104 titled “Personal services contract”.

X. TRAVEL
a. As part of the Cost Proposal, the contractor shall provide any anticipated travel costs, if known, to include: origination; destination; number of trips; number of persons; and a breakdown of lodging, meals, transportation and related costs.
