STATEMENT OF WORK

FOR

CHINESE LANGUAGE STUDY ABROAD FOR STEM MAJORS 

I. BACKGROUND
a. The U.S. Naval Academy will send a group of STEM major Midshipmen to China for a period of four (4) weeks to study the Chinese language and improve their cultural, historical, and societal understanding of China.  

b. In order to accomplish this task, the Midshipmen will need instruction on how to speak, listen and interpret, read, and write Mandarin Chinese, and to behave in a culturally appropriate fashion in an immersion context by accomplishing two thirds of one-year Chinese courses in U.S. Naval Academy.

II. OBJECTIVE

a. The objective of this Statement of Work (SOW) is to obtain a Contractor to provide the U.S. Naval Academy (USNA) with intensive and immersive Chinese language training in the areas of speaking, listening, reading and writing, and Chinese culture and history in China, from  26 June 2016 to 23 July 2016.  

b. This training shall include cultural excursions to two or three important culture and scenic places in China including Beijing, Shanghai, Xi’an, Zhangjiajie, Nanjing, or Yunnan, and local attractions in order to facilitate the Midshipmen’s learning and understanding of Chinese culture.  

III. STATEMENT OF WORK
a. The contractor shall provide training which at minimum shall meet the requirements.

b. The Contractor shall train U.S. Naval Academy Midshipmen from an ACTFL rating of Novice to Novice High, or beyond, depending on the entry level of individual students. This training plus a two-week pre-departure Chinese course at U.S. Naval Academy should be equal to one-year course work specified in the Chinese language curriculum in U.S. Naval Academy.

c. A training plan shall be provided via email by the Contractor to LSAP-STEM Chinese Point of Contact and to students during the first week of training which outlines objectives and anticipated milestones.

d. The Contractor shall provide training which includes a minimum of 80 hours of classroom teaching of the Chinese language by following the syllabi developed by the Chinese faculty in U.S. Naval Academy, employing the textbooks selected by the Chinese faculty in U.S. Naval Academy, and being supervised by the Point of Contact from U.S. Naval Academy , and a minimum of 20 hours of individual instruction, (totaling five hours a day, five days a week for four weeks) in additional to a rich set of additional lectures and presentations on topics related to the history, culture, and economy of China. Contractor shall provide all necessary resources and training materials.

e. The Contractor shall provide weekly culture classes and workshops in culture, economy and technology in China.

f. The Contractor shall provide 2 to 3 hours of daily independent study (homework), Sunday through Thursday.

g. The Contractor shall provide local cultural excursions either during cultural class times or as arranged.  

h. The Contractor shall provide cultural excursions to two of several possible places on the interior or the coast, including Shanghai, Zhangjiajie, Nanjing, Beijing, Xi’An, Sichuan, Yunnan. Contract price includes all transportation, any hotel stay, and all meals on the excursion.

i. The Contractor shall provide lodging in the double occupancy rooms in furnished apartments and apartment hotels in which all their program students are housed.

j. Contractor shall provide all in-country transportation, including, but not limited to:

i. Transportation between the Airport and Contractor Facility

ii. Local transportation to cultural excursions, as needed.

iii. Transportation to the interior or the coast for cultural excursions, as specified.

k. The Contractor shall provide free internet access, phone and prepaid phone cards.

l. The Contractor shall provide all meals including  welcome and farewell reception/dinners, weekly Chinese tables, and a reasonable stipend with which students can purchase all other meals or food.  

m. The Contractor shall provide evaluation at the end of the course of instruction to the USNA LSAP Point of Contact and shall provide results of assessments. 

      n.  Contractor shall allow representatives of the US Naval Academy (faculty and /or officers) access to classrooms and other facilities for the purposes of maintaining desired standards of learning.

IV. GOVERNMENT PROVIDED SUPPORT 

a. The United States Naval Academy will provide:
i. Transportation from USNA to a Washington D.C. area airport
ii. International roundtrip airfare from the Washington D.C. area to Shanghai (or Hangzhou) International Airport.
V.  PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS 
a. The Contractor must have proven ability to effectively train English speaking students in a group classroom and one-on-one in Modern Mandarin Chinese. 

b. A basis or prior history must be provided by the Contractor for the recommended, or similar, training program.

c. The Contracting Officer Representative (COR) will utilize the Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP) (Attachment II) and QASP Matrix (Attachment III) to evaluate contractor’s performance under this contract.

VI. PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE 

The period of performance will begin 26 June 2016 and finish no later than 23 July 2016. Note: Travel will be for six (6) weeks.  Specific dates will be coordinated at the time order is issued.

VII. PLACE OF PERFORMANCE 
These services shall be performed primarily at the Contractor’s facility, located in Hangzhou, Beijing or Shanghai, China, and the selected locations for the cultural excursions.  

VIII. CONTRACT TYPE  

Contract shall be a firm fixed-price contract.

IX. PERSONAL SERVICE
The client has determined that use of Hangzhou Normal University contract to satisfy this requirement is in the best interest of the government, economic and other factors considered, and this task order is not being used to procure personal services prohibited by the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 37.104 titled “Personal services contract”.

X. TRAVEL
a. As part of the Cost Proposal, the contractor shall provide any anticipated travel costs, if known, to include: origination; destination; number of trips; number of persons; and a breakdown of lodging, meals, transportation and related costs.  

b. Other Direct Costs (ODCs). The contractor shall provide a breakdown of any ODCs in the Cost Proposal. 

XI. REPORTING
The contractor shall bring problems or potential problems affecting performance to the attention of the Client Representative (CR) and COR as soon as possible. Verbal reports will be followed up with written reports when directed by the COR.

c. The contractor’s final invoice will be submitted no later than 14 working days after the conclusion of all training. 

d. The contractor may invoice only for the hours, travel and unique services ordered by the U.S. Naval Academy and actually used in direct support of the client representative’s project.

e. Payment must be displayed on the proposal in US Dollars.  Proposal shall include the currency the vendor would like to be paid in.
