1.  The contractor shall provide chemistry analyzers to meet current workload and the testing menu as described in Attachment 1, Current Chemistry Workload, with a Metered Cost per Test, Cost per Reportable, or Cost per Test agreement to include all quality control testing and calibrators.  

Period of Performance- Contractor shall ensure no break in service with current contract to end 30 September 2016. Prior to Period of Performance start date of 01 October 2016, the contractor shall be responsible for complete onsite validation to include setup, assembly, linearity studies, calibration, and quality control at no additional cost to the Government.

2. Testing/Equipment

a. Instrument shall have hands off-automatic scheduling and processing of calibration on the Dimension Vista® Intelligent Lab System. Storage of calibrators and quality control shall be onboard the Dimension Vista® Intelligent Lab System due to limited storage space.

b. Greater than 90% of calibrators shall be in liquid and ready to use format on the Dimension Vista® Intelligent Lab System.

c. Instrument shall offer automated linearity and precision programs to meet regulatory documentation requirements on the Dimension Vista® Intelligent Lab System.

d. System shall be able to process serum, plasma, urine, spinal fluid and whole blood samples simultaneously without the need for any operator sample pretreatment on the Dimension Vista® Intelligent Lab System.

e. Instrument should store all specimens onboard for a minimum of 2 hours and allow for automatic repeat, rerun, dilution, reflex testing and add-on testing on the Dimension Vista® Intelligent Lab System.

g. Reagents shall not require frozen storage due to limited storage capability at site.

l. The system shall have the technology that allows for <8 minute Basic Metabolic Panel on the Dimension Vista® Intelligent Lab System.

m. Uninterrupted Power Supply (UPS) units shall be supplied and maintained by the analyzer manufacturer for the Dimension Vista® Intelligent Lab System.

3. Reagent Delivery

a. A draft delivery schedule of reagents shall be provided by the vendor to meet the current workload in Attachment 1, Current Chemistry Workload.

b. Contractor shall supply all items listed in Attachment 1, Current Chemistry Workload in a packaged, ready to use condition in accordance with the required schedule draft proposal agreed upon.

c. All items listed in Current Chemistry Workload, shall have a minimum one-year shelf life. 

d. Reagents shall be delivered based on vendor’s proposed delivery schedule submitted at time of solicitation closing and agreed upon by both parties.

e. All supplied items and reagents will be certified for use with the Vendor equipment provided.

f. All supplied items and reagents shall be labeled for mark special handling or refrigeration requirements.

4. Training

a. The contractor shall provide initial and annual thereafter off-site training for one key operator per Dimension Vista® Intelligent Lab System provided. The contractor shall also provide unlimited training on-site initially and upon request thereafter.

5. Maintenance

a. Contractor shall provide trained, experienced, English speaking personnel, labor, tools, diagnostic equipment, software, test phantoms, material, supplies, transportation, parts and equipment necessary to perform Preventive Maintenance (PM), Calibration (CAL), Safety Testing (ST) and corrective maintenance.

b. Contractor shall provide telephonic communications with the Government to discuss technical matters relating to the performance of this contract. A systems operator shall be made available to answer technical questions regarding system operation and applications.

c. Equipment listed in this contract shall be maintained to meet and retain the original equipment manufacturers (OEM’s) specifications/equipment certification.

d. Contractor shall provide within 10 days after contract award, in writing, the name and telephone number of a primary and alternate English-speaking individual to act as their representative for the scheduling and coordination of service calls, and to be responsible for the coordination of the contract with the government.

e. Contractor shall provide full Cost per Reportable, Cost per Test, or Metered Cost per Test support to include maintenance services, repair or replacement of parts necessary for proper function, unlimited factory service, and preventive maintenance in accordance with OEM specifications.

6. Preventive Maintenance Services

a. In accordance with Naval Medical Logistics Command (NAVMEDLOGCOM) Risk Assessment Criteria, preventive maintenance shall be performed in accordance with Original Equipment Manufacturers (OEM) recommendations.

b. Contractor shall perform at a minimum (1) completed Preventive Maintenance Service check during the base contract period no later the 15 September 2017. Contractor shall also perform at a minimum one (1) complete Preventive Maintenance Service check during each option year specified herein at a date and time mutually agreed upon by the contractor and the Government.

c. All test equipment used in the performance of this contract shall be calibrated, as required by manufacturer, and shall be in compliance with Joint Commission (JC), Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM), the College of American Pathologist.

7. Corrective Maintenance

a. Maintenance Coverage shall be Monday through Sunday, 24 hours per day. Contractor shall provide full service preventive maintenance inspection with unlimited service calls as required and a l preventive maintenance inspection according to the manufacturer’s recommendation  during the maintenance coverage period.   The contractor Service Tech shall respond via telephone within 2 hours after receipt of trouble call, and provide on-site service no later than the close of business (1630) on the next business day. Equipment shall be operational within 48 hours.

b. Contractor shall assign a unique Log/Reference Number to each Government request for Corrective Maintenance.

c. Contractor’s response to requests for service may include telephone consultation with the equipment user/operator and a Contractor Field Service Engineer (FSE). Telephone consultation shall: 1) provide instruction in determining operator error; 2) determine the most likely cause of the problem; 3) determine if resolution of the problem requires the dispatch of a FSE; and 4) identify replacement parts likely to be required in order to return the equipment to 100% operational condition as specified by the OEM.

d. Contractor’s pricing shall be inclusive of all cost including parts, labor, travel, and shipping.

e. Contractor shall have his/her own service manuals, specifications, schematic diagrams, and parts lists to assist in the evaluation/repair of all equipment included in this contract.

8. Replacement Parts

a. Contractor shall have ready access to unique and/or high mortality replacement parts. All parts supplied shall be compatible with the existing system. In the event that replacement parts are required to be shipped, shipping shall be performed in the fastest reasonable means possible at no additional cost to the Government.

b. Contractor shall replace all worn or defective parts necessary to restore equipment to 100% operation condition as specified by OEM.

c. Freight, postage, and storage charges associated with shipment and receipt of replacement parts, and the return of parts shall be the responsibility of the Contractor.

d. All replacement parts shall be new and certified as OEM replacement parts. In the event that new parts are not available and with the approval of the Contract Officer Representative (COR), rebuilt parts and sub-assemblies are allowed provided that they are warranted to be free of defects for a period of time that meets or exceeds warranties of similar replacement parts. Contractor shall annotate on the Field Service Report the use and identification of rebuilt parts and the period of warranty. When discrepancies occur, the Government will make the final determination on whether a replacement part is of equal or better quality.

e. Contractor shall include software revisions and upgrades (field service changes), which are required due to FDA, or manufacturer announce safety-hazard recall, to include FDQ Year 2000 Compliance Directive, as part of the contract at no additional cost to the Government. Upgrades shall be performed as soon as possible after release, but no later than the first Preventive Maintenance Inspection after release. For any updates that have been identified as critical, or required for the proper operation of equipment by the OEM, Contractor shall provide installation within 30 days of release regardless of Preventive Maintenance Schedules.

9. Government Services

a. The Government will be responsible for maintaining the proper environment, including utilities and site requirements necessary for the system to function properly as specified by the OEM.

b. The Government will operate the system in accordance with the instruction manual provided by the OEM.

c. The Government shall not be responsible for the damage or loss due to fire, theft, accident, or other disaster of Contractor supplies, materials, or for the personal belongings brought onto Government property by Contractor’s personnel.

10. Contractor Furnished Property and Material

a. Contractor shall provide all equipment, service literature, reference publications, laptop computers and diagnostic software to be used by the contractor service technician and as required for the completion of the services in accordance with this contract.

11. Contractor Report Requirements

a. Contractor shall provide to COR a full service report within two (2) days after completion of all service performed. The service report shall include but not be limited to: contract number, equipment description (model, serial number, equipment control number), contractor’s log number, detailed description of the service(s) performed, replacement(s) information, the completion date and time, model and serial numbers, and the name of the FSE performing the service. 

12. Contractor Responsibility

a. Contractor shall be responsible for the repair/replacement of damage Government owned equipment and property due to the negligence of the Contractor or his representatives. All such replacement or repair shall be at the Contractor’s expense and shall be inspected to the satisfaction of the KO or appointed representative.

13. Equipment Modification Upgrades

a. Contractor shall only incorporate OEM modifications, alterations and upgrades. Approval shall be obtained from the COR prior to the Contractor installation of any modification, alteration, or upgrades. 

b. Contractor shall maintain contact with OEM to determine the requirement for field modifications and to ensure accomplishment of these modifications in accordance with the time schedule set forth by the OEM.

c. The government shall not alter the system without prior notification to the Contractor.

d. Contractor shall provide software upgrades to the Government. All supplied software is to be warranted current and free of defects such as viruses.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.209-2    PROHIBITION ON CONTRACTING WITH INVERTED DOMESTIC CORPORATIONS--REPRESENTATION (NOV 2015)

(a) Definitions. Inverted domestic corporation and subsidiary have the meaning given in the clause of this contract entitled Prohibition on Contracting with Inverted Domestic Corporations (52.209-10).

(b) Government agencies are not permitted to use appropriated (or otherwise made available) funds for contracts with either an inverted domestic corporation, or a subsidiary of an inverted domestic 

corporation, unless the exception at 9.108-2(b) applies or the requirement is waived in accordance with the procedures at 9.108-4.

(c) Representation. The Offeror represents that--

(1) It [ ___  ] is, [ ___  ] is not an inverted domestic corporation; and

(2) It [ ___  ] is, [ ___  ] is not a subsidiary of an inverted domestic corporation.

52.209-5     CERTIFICATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (OCT 2015)

(a)(1) The Offeror certifies, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that- 

(i) The Offeror and/or any of its Principals- 

(A) Are (      ) are not (      ) presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, or declared ineligible for the award of contracts by any Federal agency;

However, the certification will be considered in connection with a determination of the Offeror's responsibility. (d) Nothing contained in the foregoing shall be construed to require establishment of a system of records in order to render, in good faith, the certification required by paragraph (a) of this provision. The knowledge and information of an Offeror is not required to exceed that which is normally possessed by a prudent person in the ordinary course of business dealings.

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). (A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—System for Award Management, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic 

Funds Transfer--Other Than System for Award Management), or applicable agency procedures.

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the--

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;

(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer within the timeline specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. 

chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other 

Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the SAM database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the SAM database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the SAM does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.

(u) Unauthorized Obligations.

Contractor or any person or entity for damages, costs, fees, or any other loss or liability that would create an Anti-Deficiency Act violation (31 U.S.C. 1341), the following shall govern:
(i) Any such clause is unenforceable against the Government.
(ii) Neither the Government nor any Government authorized end user shall be deemed to have agreed to such clause by virtue of it appearing in the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement. If the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement is invoked through an ``I agree'' click box or other comparable mechanism (e.g., ``click-wrap'' or ``browse-wrap'' agreements), execution does not bind the Government or any 

Government authorized end user to such clause.
(iii) Any such clause is deemed to be stricken from the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement.
(2) Paragraph (u)(1) of this clause does not apply to indemnification by the Government that is expressly authorized by statute and specifically authorized under applicable agency regulations and procedures.

1.  The Procuring Contract Office (PCO) is responsible for:

    
a.  All pre-award duties such as solicitation, negotiation and award of contracts. 

    
b.  Any information or questions during the pre-award stage of the procurement.

    
c.  Freedom of Information inquiries.

   
 d.  Changes in contract terms and/or conditions.

   
 e.  Post award conference.

2.  The Contract Administration Office (CAO) is responsible for matters specified in the FAR 42.302 and DFARS 42.302 except those areas otherwise designated as the responsibility of the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) or someone else herein. 

3.  The paying office is responsible for making payment of proper invoices after acceptance is documented.

4.  The Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) is responsible for interface with the contractor and performance of duties such as those set forth below.  It is emphasized that only the PCO/CAO has the authority to modify the terms of the contract.  In no event will any understanding, agreement, modification, change order, or other matter deviating from the terms of the basic contract between the contractor and any other person be effective or binding on the Government.  If in the opinion of the contractor an effort outside the scope of the contract is requested, the contractor shall promptly notify the PCO in writing.  No action may be taken by the contractor unless the PCO or CAO has issued a contractual change.  The COR duties are as follows:

  
a.  Technical Interface

               
(1) The COR is responsible for all Government technical interface concerning the contractor and furnishing technical instructions to the contractor.  These instructions may include:  technical advice/recommendations/clarifications of specific details relating to technical aspects of contract requirements; milestones to be met within the general terms of the contract or specific subtasks of the contract; or, any other interface of a technical nature necessary for the contractor to perform the work specified in the contract.   The COR is the point of contact through whom the contractor can relay questions and problems of a technical nature to the PCO. 


  
(2) The COR is prohibited from issuing any instruction which would constitute a contractual change.  The COR shall not instruct the contractor how to perform. If there is any doubt whether technical instructions contemplated fall within the scope of work, contact the PCO for guidance before transmitting the instructions to the contractor.

    
b.  Contract Surveillance


  
(1) The COR shall monitor the contractor's performance and progress under the contract.  In performing contract surveillance duties, the COR should exercise extreme care to ensure that he/she does not cross the line of personal services.  The COR must be able to distinguish between surveillance (which is proper and necessary) and supervision (which is not permitted).  Surveillance becomes supervision when you go beyond enforcing the terms of the contract.  If the contractor is directed to perform the contract services in a specific manner, the line is being crossed.  In such a situation, the COR's actions would be equivalent to using the contractor's personnel as if they were government employees and would constitute transforming the contract into one for personal services.


  
(2) The COR shall monitor contractor performance to see that inefficient or wasteful methods are not being used.  If such practices are observed, the COR is responsible for taking reasonable and timely action to alert the contractor and the PCO to the situation.


  
(3) The COR will take timely action to alert the PCO to any potential performance problems.  If performance schedule slippage is detected, the COR should determine the factors causing the delay and report them to the PCO, along with the contractor's proposed actions to eliminate or overcome these factors and recover the slippage.  Once a recovery plan has been put in place, the COR is responsible for monitoring the recovery and keeping the PCO advised of progress.



(4) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS Automated Information System (AIS).  The initial CPAR, under an eligible contract, must reflect evaluation of at least 180 days of contractor performance. In making this determination, the COR must take into consideration all documentary information available and any information developed from personal observations. 


  
(2) The COR must indicate either complete or partial concurrence with the contractor's invoice/voucher by executing the applicable certificate of performance furnished by the contractor.  The COR must be cognizant of the invoicing procedures and prompt payment due dates detailed elsewhere in the contract. 


 
(3) The COR will provide the PCO and the CAO with copies of acceptance documents such as Certificates of Performance. 



(4) The COR shall work with the Contractor to obtain and execute a final invoice no more than 60 days after completion of contract performance.  The COR shall ensure that the invoice is clearly marked as a “Final Invoice.”

    
d.  Contract Modifications.  The COR is responsible for developing the statement of work for change orders or modifications and for preparing an independent government cost estimate of the effort described in the proposed statement of work. 

    
e.  Administrative Duties


  
(1) The COR shall take appropriate action on technical correspondence pertaining to the contract and for maintaining files on each contract.  This includes all modifications, government cost estimates, contractor invoices/vouchers, certificates of performance, DD 250 forms and contractor's status reports. 


  
(2) The COR shall maintain files on all correspondence relating to contractor performance, whether satisfactory or unsatisfactory, and on trip reports for all government personnel visiting the contractor's place of business for the purpose of discussing the contract. 


  
(3) The COR must take prompt action to provide the PCO with any contractor or technical code request for change, deviation or waiver, along with any supporting analysis or other required documentation.

    
f.  Government Furnished Property.  When government property is to be furnished to the contractor, the COR will take the necessary steps to insure that it is furnished in a timely fashion and in proper condition for use. The COR will maintain adequate records to ensure that property furnished is returned and/or that material has been consumed in the performance of work.

h.  Standards of Conduct.  The COR is responsible for reading and complying with all applicable agency standards of conduct and conflict of interest instructions.

(1) The COR is responsible for timely preparation and submission to the PCO, of a written, annual evaluation of the contractors performance.  The report shall be submitted within 30 days prior to the exercise of any contract option and 60 days after contract completion.  The report shall include a written statement that services were received in accordance with the Contract terms and that the contract is now available for close-out.  The report shall also include a statement as to the use made of any deliverables furnished by the contractor. 



(2) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a final Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS with 30 days of contract completion.



(3) The COR is responsible for providing necessary assistance to the Contracting Officer in performing Contract Close-out in accordance with FAR 4.804, Closeout of Contract Files.

5.  The Technical Assistant (TA), if appointed, is responsible for providing routine administration and monitoring assistance to the COR. 1.0           Purpose

This Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP) is a Government developed and, applied document to make sure that systematic quality assurance methods are used in the administration of the Performance Based Service Contract (PBSC) standards included in this contract. The intent is to ensure that the Contractor performs in accordance with performance metrics set forth in the contract documents, that the Government receives the quality of services called for in the contract and that the Government only pays for the acceptable level of services received.
2.0         AUTHORITY
Authority for issuance of this QASP is provided under Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 52.212-4 “CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS – COMMERCIAL ITEMS (OCT 23003), paragraph (a), which provides for inspections and acceptance of the articles, services and documentation called for in task orders to be accomplished by the Contracting Officer or his duly authorized representative.

3.0         SCOPE

The Contractor, and not the Government, is responsible for management and quality control actions necessary to meet the quality standards set forth by the contract.  The QASP is put in place to provide Government surveillance oversight of the Contractor’s quality control efforts to assure that they are timely, effective and are delivering the results specified in the contract.  The QASP is not a part of the contract nor is it intended to duplicate the Contractor’s Management Plan.  The Government may provide the Contractor an information copy of the QASP as an Attachment to the solicitation to support the Contractor’s efforts in developing its plan for maintaining the levels of quality anticipated to be delivered under the terms of the contract.

4.0         GOVERNMENT RESOURCES

Contracting Officer – The Contracting Officer ensures performance of all necessary actions for the effective contracting, ensures compliance with the terms of the contract and safeguards the interests of the United States in the contractual relationship.  It is the Contracting Officer that assures the Contractor receives impartial, fair, and equitable treatment under the contract.  The Contracting Officer is ultimately responsible for the final determination of the adequacy of the Contractor’s performance.

Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) – An individual designated in writing by the Contracting Officer to act as his authorized representative to assist in administering a contract.  The source and authority for a COR is the Contracting Officer.  COR limitations are contained in the written letter of appointment.

5.0         METHODS OF QA SURVEILLANCE

The below listed method of surveillance shall be used in the administration of this QASP.  The Performance Based Matrix describes the method of surveillance that may be used to monitor the services and deliverables to be provided under the contract.

Random/schedule checks of equipment’s failure rate, (b) inspection of delivery log, and (c) random audit of repair log.

6.0         IDENTIFIED QA SURVEILLANCE ITEMS

The PBSC items that have been identified for surveillance are identified in the Performance Work Statement (PWS).

7.0         DOCUMENTATION

The COR will maintain a complete Quality Assurance Surveillance file. The file shall contain such documents as copies of all receiving reports, evaluations, recommendations, and any other action related to the Government's performance of the quality assurance function. All such records will be retained for the life of this contract. The COR shall forward these records to the Contracting Officer at termination or completion of this contract. At a minimum, the Quality Assurance Surveillance file shall contain:
• Copies of letters of appointment for the COR and ACOR

• A copy of the contract and all modifications

• A copy of the QASP and all subsequent revisions

• The names and titles of individuals on the contract.

• Memoranda for the record or minutes of any meetings or discussions with the contractor, or others, pertaining to the contract or contract performance or changes to the PWS. 
The COR will make an annual report on Contractor Performance (CPARS or other annual report). The contractor's failure to achieve satisfactory performance under the contract/task order, reflected in the COR's annual report, may result in termination of the contract/task order and may also result in the loss of future Government contracts/task

orders. The contractor's failure to achieve satisfactory performance under the contract/task order may result in the non-exercise of available options. 

For each item that does not meet acceptable levels, the Government may issue a Contract Discrepancy Report (CDR). CDRs will be forwarded to the Contracting Officer with a copy sent to the contractor. The contractor must reply in writing within 5 days of receipt identifying how future occurrences of the problem will be prevented. Based upon the contractor's past performance and plan to solve the problem, the Contracting Officer will determine if any further action will be taken.
In accordance with inspection of services provisions of the contract, the contractor will be incentivized to provide quality products in a timely manner since the Government can require the Contractor, at no additional fee, to replace or correct work that fails to meet contract requirements. To maximize the profit earned on costs incurred, the contractor is incentivized to ensure that quality products are provided in a timely manner.

8.0 ANALYSIS OF CONTRACTOR PERFORMANCE

The analysis of contractor performance shall be conducted at the end of each month and serves to provide a summary of the Contractor's performance to the Contracting Officer and the Contractor. Overall performance is important in determining whether to increase, decrease or maintain the current level of surveillance and/or whether to initiate corrective action to bring the Contractor's work up to the standards of the specification.

9.0 PERFORMANCE EVALUATION MEETINGS

Performance Evaluation Meetings will be held monthly after the contract award and thereafter will be scheduled as often as necessary, at the discretion of the Contracting Officer. These meetings are to be used to resolve minor problems and areas of concern in an effort to avoid disputes and claims. The minutes of these meetings will be recorded by the COR and signed by both the Contractor and Government representatives. The COR will provide a copy of the minutes to the Contractor.
