2.  Description of the Action Being Approved:  

This is a sole source (brand name) action to be awarded as a new firm, fixed price contract for the delivery of supplies in support of the Navy Information Detachment (NIOD) Groton mission. Keysight is the only known manufacturer of the required supplies.  Keysight does have a network of authorized resellers through which their products may be procured.  

3.  Description of Services/Supplies:  

NIOD Groton requires the purchase of Keysight handheld microwave analyzers, with associated accessories and equipment, in support of their mission of installing, maintaining, and certifying the AN/USQ-149 Cluster Snoop, AN/ULR-21 Classic Troll, and other portable cryptologic equipment (CPE) onboard various vessels.  These devices are portable, rugged measuring tools which provide NIOD Groton the ability to obtain the necessary precise measurements. The complete listing of the required hardware is:

41 USC 1901(e)(2) - a sole source acquisition under the authority of the test program for certain commercial items, as implemented by FAR 13.501(a).

 5.  Rationale Justifying Use of Cited Statutory Authority:  

The Keysight microwave analyzer is the only supply available in the current marketplace that has the capability to meet all of NIOD’s requirements.  Other existing equipment does not have this functionality; moreover, it would take no less than three separate devices to achieve the same outcome of the Keysight microwave analyzer.  Therefore, procuring Keysight is in the best interest of the Navy because there would be increased inefficiencies and significant cost associated with using multiple devices to meet NIOD’s requirement.

Furthermore, the Keysight microwave analyzer has completed and passed the NIOD certification process.  The use of test equipment other than Keysight’s would require the formation and approval of new certification procedures specific to that equipment.  This new certification process can take upwards of a year and would create an unduly burdensome delay for NIOD Groton.  

6.  Description of Efforts Made to Solicit Offers from as Many Offerors as Practicable:  

The requirement will be synopsized and solicited via the Government Point of Entry (GPE) in accordance with FAR Subpart 5.2.  Keysight has multiple authorized resellers each of whom will be given fair opportunity to quote the required items.

7.  Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost:  

The Contracting Officer has determined the anticipated cost to the Government of the supplies covered by this J&A will be fair and reasonable.  

8.  Actions to Remove Barriers to Future Competition:  

For the reasons set forth in Paragraph 5, NAVSUP FLCN has no plans at this time to compete future contacts for the types of supplies/services covered by this document.  If another potential source emerges, NAVSUP FLCN will assess whether competition for future requirements is feasible.
