2. NATURE/DESCRIPTION OF CONTRACT ACTION: This is a non-competitive action submitted for approval to award an Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract with Firm Fixed Price (FFP) provisions on a brand name only basis to Apple authorized resellers in support of the Master Chief Petty Officer of the Navy (MCPON) and Chief of Naval Operations (CNO) eSailor training program for the procurement of iOS software enabled tablets. This requirement will be awarded subject to FAR 13.5 - "Simplified Procedures for Certain Commercial Items".

3. DESCRIPTION OF REQUIRED SUPPLIES/SERVICES: This limited source requirement seeks to acquire tablets for a large scale enterprise deployment within the eSailor program. The tablets will be
used by newly recruited Navy personnel within the recruit training environment. The table below depicts the ordering periods, quantities and Independent Government Estimate:

4. STATUTORY AUTHORITY  PERMITTING OTHER THAN FULL & OPEN COMPETITION: 41 U.S.C. 1901, a Brand Name Only acquisition under the authority of the "Test Program for Certain Commercial Items" as implemented by FAR 13.501(a).

5. RATIONALE   JUSTIFYING   USE  OF THE  CITED  STATUTORY  AUTHORITY:  This requirement  is for DISA- and NGEN-approved  electronic tablets for use as training tools for the eSailor program. The eSailor program is a pilot project  approved by NETC as a prototype environment to achieve a proof of concept as well as discover technical findings not documented or known in the DoD environment. This approved project  will ultimately reside on a network with a fonnal authority to operate (ATO), such as HP NGEN. The existing NGEN-approved  hardware list of wireless devices includes

Android™, Windows™, and Apple™ iOS. However, there are inherent issues not yet resolved by the Android community to meet the enterprise-wide requirements of eSailor and the Navy.
The applications currently accessible require a device enrollment program on a large-scale enterprise deployment  level, e.g., the Microsoft software license program and the Apple Volume Purchase Plan (VPP). Currently there are no DoD-, Navy-, DISA-, or NGEN-approved enterprise-wide application license and issuing plans for Android devices. Of the limited number of Android devices Recruit Training Command (RTC) will deploy during the pilot phase of eSailor, the approach is manual and subject to a high level of security risk. There is no automated security patch feature. Each device will require a
manual updates.

Existing application development teams and vendors are not prioritized to address the Android operating system on an enterprise or scalable level as they are with Windows OS and iOS. Deployments of Android are currently in production with some DoD entities, but these solutions typically serve as a niche network serving a single customer, a single purpose, or a single business objective. The eSailor Program is an enterprise environment for training and required to access all Navy training applications on multiple platforms.

Apple tablets are equipped with an iOS operating system that is not compatible with operating systems currently available on other brands. If another brand were used for the pilot test, the required applications and software that have been developed for the eSailor program would not interface and function properly. Modifications or alterations of other brands to achieve compatibility  with the Apple operating systems are unacceptable.

6. DESCRIPTION OF EFFORTS MADE TO SOLICIT OFFERS FROM AS MANY OFFERORS
AS PRACTICABLE: Market research was performed through review of previous acquisitions for the same or similar requirements, discussions with the requiring activity and potential providers, and internet searches including a review of System for Award Management (SAM). Based on these results, it has been determined that no other vendor can meet the Government's requirement. The synopsis required by FAR
5.201 will be published on the Government-wide point of entry as intent to negotiate on a Brand Name Only basis.

7. DETERMINATION  OF FAIR AND REASONABLE COST: A determination of fair and reasonableness of price will be based on the Procuring Contracting Officer's price analysis in accordance with FAR 13.106-3 paragraph (a) subparagraph (2) (i)(ii)(iii)(iv) or any combination thereof.

8. ACTIONS TAKEN TO REMOVE BARRIERS TO COMPETITION:
For the reasons set forth in Paragraph 5, specifications are necessary to accurately select tablets for a large scale enterprise deployment in the eSailor program. No actions have been identified to remove future barriers.
