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1.  The Office of Admissions at the Naval Academy is not seeking to replace or makes its own website more engaging.   

Admissions is seeking a web-based service that provides access to an online college admissions research platform that allows USNA to send targeted messages directly to students specifically identified by state, ethnicity, year in high school and GPA.   Similar to many other colleges and universities, USNA Admissions has used Naviance in the past for this purpose.  

Admissions is also seeking a tool/service that allows USNA to have an enhanced presence on Naviance, a college information website geared towards high school students that includes profiles, photo tours, videos, and direct links to the USNA General and Admissions websites, the application for admission, and online tours.  

Admissions has worked with a vendor in past years that provided access to Naviance, an online college research tool for high school students.   Naviance is a web-based, online platform that allows USNA (and other colleges and universities) access to high school students whose schools provide them accounts for the college search and application process.   This platform allows USNA Admissions to engage students in target populations USNA is seeking to recruit and provides an avenue for students to link directly to USNA’s website, request for information page, and application. 

2.  USNA Admissions has an ERP system that was developed in-house.  At present, Admissions is not requesting a system or tool for integration with the current ERP system.

3.  USNA requires the vendor to develop and build a webpage through Naviance as per Admissions’ direction which mirrors services provided to other college and universities within that college search platform.
