1.0 INTRODUCTION / BACKGROUND 

1.1 Fleet Readiness Center Mid-Atlantic Detachment Washington (FRCMA DET Washington) 900 Division requires Periodic and Preventive Maintenance Service for the CO2 Monitoring System as part and a sub-system of the Pauli Systems Blast Booth. The vendor shall perform periodic inspection, calibration, maintenance and repair of the equipment listed herein in accordance with OEM specifications to maximize equipment performance and efficiency.
