1.0 INTRODUCTION/BACKGROUND

USS Constitution has two Quarter Galleries (Port & Starboard) that protrude from the aft portion of the ship, which are the Captains' Quarters.  The Quarter Galleries currently have a lead sheathing cladding that covers the roofing area above the windows and structure of the Quarter Galleries.  The existing lead cladding roofing requires removal, disposal, and installation of copper cladding roofing replacement.  The Naval History and Heritage Command (NHHC) Detachment Boston, USS Constitution Repair Facility, requires removal and disposal of the existing lead cladding roofing material and replacement with custom copper cladding roofing material, as well as an underlayment of leak proof roofing material that will endure high temperatures that shall be installed prior to the installation of the copper sheathing.

2.0 SCOPE OF WORK/ MINIMUM TASKS
