1.0 INTRODUCTION/BACKGROUND

USS Constitution has two Quarter Galleries (Port & Starboard) that protrude from the aft portion of the ship, which are the Captains' Quarters.  The Quarter Galleries currently have a lead sheathing cladding that covers the roofing area above the windows and structure of the Quarter Galleries.  The existing lead cladding roofing requires removal, disposal, and installation of copper cladding roofing replacement.  The Naval History and Heritage Command (NHHC) Detachment Boston, USS Constitution Repair Facility, requires removal and disposal of the existing lead cladding roofing material and replacement with custom copper cladding roofing material, as well as an underlayment of leak proof roofing material that will endure high temperatures that shall be installed prior to the installation of the copper sheathing.

2.0 SCOPE OF WORK/ MINIMUM TASKS

2.1 The vendor shall remove and properly dispose of all existing lead cladding from (2) Quarter Gallery roofs and adjacent structures. The existing lead cladding is approximately 75 square foot per Quarter Gallery, 150 square foot total.  

2.2 The vendor, after inspection and substrate wood repairs to the roof structure have been accomplished by Government personnel, shall install (1) self-adhered roofing underlayment for high temperature applications.  Approved roofing underlayment must be "Brand Name or Equal" to Grace Ultra Self-Adhered Roofing Underlayment for high temperature applications. The vendor shall receive approval from the Government Technical Point of Contact for any "Equal to" Roofing Underlayment prior to installation.

2.3 The vendor shall fabricate and install (1) 20-ounce copper cladding over the underlayment as per the existing lead cladding.  Perimeter of new copper cladding shall be face nailed using copper brads.

2.4 The vendor shall accomplish all soldering that may be required off the ship at the vendor's location and not in place.

2.5 The vendor shall be responsible for providing all the necessary equipment, labor, parts, and supplies as necessary.

2.6 The vendor shall provide all personal protective equipment and preventive maintenance materials required to perform this contract.

2.7 The vendor shall be responsible for the proper removal and disposal of work-related hazardous material and all wastes and debris (if any) in accordance with existing federal, state, & local environmental laws, regulations & guidelines (at no additional cost to the Government).

3.0 ADDITIONAL EMMERGENT REPAIRS 
3.1 If additional repair work has been discovered at any point during the removal, disposal, underlayment, and cladding installation process that are executed by the vendor, the vendor shall not initiate the said repair without prior approval from the Contracting Officer and the GTPOC indicated in Section 5.
3.2 Repair Service is any maintenance and/or servicing performed by the Contractor on equipment at other than the planned scheduled time, and that which is necessary to keep equipment in full and proper operational condition.

3.3 Prior to the GTPOC approval, the vendor shall submit a "Detailed Quote" to the GTPOC for assessment. The quote shall include the following as a minimum:  Nature of the Repairs (Description), Parts and Materials (Description, Part Number, and Quantity), Estimated Number of Hours, Unit Price, Extended Price, and Total Cost.  The GTPOC will evaluate the quote provided and provide written authorization via contract modification for the Vendor to commence work.
