STATEMENT OF WORK
Contractor should take note that the work contained below is to perform refractory replacement, tube assembly replacement, inspections, and tuning &test firing services for 2 ea. 220HP Modulatic Vapor Power boilers model FD7E2477 (1988 Yr. Model).

1. Preparation 
1.1. Contractor to take samples of any exposed materials that are suspected of containing asbestos.  Samples shall then be tested for the presence of asbestos.

1.1.1. Any internal materials in the boiler that are suspected of containing asbestos which are not accessible at the time of the initial sampling may be sampled once the boilers have been disassembled to such a state that the material is accessible.

1.1.2. A copy of the asbestos sample reports shall be provided to the TPOC.

1.2. Contractor to erect A-frame or equivalent lifting apparatus (supplied by contractor, see section entitled “Lifting and Handling Requirements” for more details)

1.3. Contractor to lockout all applicable hazardous energy sources in accordance with OSHE 250—Hazardous Energy Control  on boiler that they intend to work on (A copy of this document can be provided to the contractor upon request).

1.3.1. If hot work is required to blank the shared stack system, please see notes referencing hot work in “Contractor Responsibilities” and “Shipyard Responsibilities” sections.
2. Disassembly

2.1. Contractor to remove boiler burners in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions to enable access to inside of boilers.

2.2. Contractor to Remove coil assemblies using lifting apparatus in order to enable access to internals of boiler.
3. Inspection

3.1. Contractor to inspect internal and external of boilers while they are disassembled for damage.  Inspection shall include (but is not limited to) the following:
3.1.1. Outside casing of boiler

3.1.1.1. Inspect for cracks, hotspots, blistering or missing heat paint, or any other damage to the casing

3.1.2. Pumps

3.1.3. Safety devices

3.1.4. Inspection of doors, associated attachments

3.1.5. Controls, Gauges, etc.

3.1.6. Exhaust ducts, dampers, flanges, etc.

3.1.7. External Valves located on boilers

3.1.8. Moisture Separator

3.1.9. Burner assemblies

3.1.10. Internal surfaces of combustion chamber and boiler housing

3.1.10.1. Inspect all surfaces for soot buildup and signs of leakage, blistering, pitting, cracks, abrasions and hot spots.

3.1.11. Any additional insulation 

3.1.12. Any nuts, bolts, flanges, etc. inside the boiler

3.2. A Conditions Found Report shall be generated by the contractor and given to the TPOC and the contracting officer.  The Conditions Found Report and quote shall contain the following minimum information:

3.2.1. Definite labor involved to include man hours required and hourly labor rate by labor category.

3.2.2. If material is involved, definitize the material as follows: noun name, description, quantity, unit price, and total amount per line item of material.

3.2.3. Total estimated cost. 

3.3. After receipt and evaluation of the Conditions Found Report, the Contract Administrative Officer shall have the option to either issue a modification to the existing order to cover the additional repair phase or negotiate the requirements as a new procurement unless it is not considered feasible to effect the repairs.
4. Refractory Replacement

4.1. Contractor to replace refractory in accordance with manufacturer’s original specifications (or current standards if they supersede original specifications)

4.1.1. The following estimate of materials needed (PER BOILER)  was provided by OEM representative after recent tune up

4.1.1.1. Refractory info: Harbison Walker brand products

4.1.1.2. Kast-O-Lite 30: Castable insulating cement—200 lbs. needed

4.1.1.3. Mizzou castable refractory: castable refract.—500 lbs

4.1.1.4. Super hybond plastic firebrick: 300 lbs

4.1.1.5. Greenpatch 421: mortar 50 lbs
5. Tube Coil Assembly Replacement

5.1. Contractor shall install new coil assemblies after refractory has been installed.

5.1.1. New coil assemblies shall meet manufacturer’s original standards (or current standards if they supersede original specifications).
6. Boiler Reassembly

6.1. Contractor shall reassemble boiler after repairs/inspections have been completed in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.
7. Test-Firing/Tuning

7.1. After reassembly is completed, contractor shall test fire the boilers to ensure proper operation.
7.2. Contractor shall tune the boilers in order to ensure efficient operation.
7.2.1. Tuning shall be done in accordance with OEM instructions and shall use the previous tuning report from Mico, Inc. as a reference.
Equipment Specifications: 

Equipment includes 2 ea Vapor Power 220HP Modulatic boilers--Model FD7E2477 (1988 Yr. Model)
Contractor Responsibilities: 

Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials, equipment, and services, as required to perform required work

Contractor shall be responsible for providing their own lifting apparatus(es).  See section “Lifting and Handling Requirements” for more details.

Contractors shall make an effort to contain all dust produced through the performance of work.  Any accumulated dust around the work area shall be swept up at the end of the day at minimum.

Contractor shall provide 24 hr. notice before installing a blank in the exhaust of either boiler to ensure that neither boiler is run for at least 24 hrs. prior to the installation.  This will ensure that no residual heat will harm the contractor’s personnel.

Contractor shall provide the TPOC 24 hrs. notice before performing any hot work (i.e. welding, torch cutting, brazing, etc.).  This is to ensure that the shipyard has enough time to obtain a hot work ticket which indicates that the area is safe for hot work.  As hot work tickets expire after 24 hrs., notice will be needed if hot work has been ceased for more than 24 hrs. and is intended to start again.

Shipyard Responsibilities: 

The TPOC shall obtain a hot work ticket allowing the contractor to perform hot work (i.e. welding, torch cutting, brazing, etc.) in the area.  As stated above, 24 hrs. notice must be given in order to allow the TPOC to get this approval for hot work.

A copy of the OEM installation instructions is available upon request to the TPOC.  

The shipyard acknowledges the necessity for the contractor to blank off the shared stack between the two boilers for energy isolation reasons.  To this end, the shipyard shall ensure, assuming 24hr. approval has been given, that neither boiler shall have run for 24 hrs. prior to the time that the contractor intends to blank the stack.  This is to ensure that no excessive heat shall remain that call into question the contractor’s personnel safety.

Code 980 shall include the minimum requirements of paragraph 1.7.2 and 1.7.2.1 for contractor cranes in contracts, ensure compliance with contract requirements, provide oversight of contractor crane and rigging operations, and provide oversight of contractor accident investigations and corrective actions. The degree of oversight shall be based upon the risk to Government personnel and property. Appendix P, figure P-2, provides a checklist that shall be used during oversight of contractor crane and rigging operations. The host activity shall concur with the oversight plan. Copies of appendix P, figure P-2, shall be kept on file for one year.

Code 980 shall notify the host activity of any WHE accident upon notification by the contractor. Additionally, Code 980 shall notify the Navy Crane Center of an accident involving a fatality, in-patient hospitalization, overturned crane, collapsed boom, or any other major damage to the crane or adjacent property as soon as possible, preferably within 24 hours of notification by the contractor. For all other accidents, notify the Navy Crane Center as soon as practical but no later than three working days after the accident.

Code 980 shall provide the Navy Crane Center and host activity a copy of every accident report, regardless of severity, upon receipt from the contractor. These requirements are in addition to any notification and reporting requirements promulgated in OPNAVINST 5100.23 and command instructions. 

Lifting and Handling Requirements: 

1. All lifting and handling equipment and operations must meet the requirements of NAVFAC P-307 paragraph 1.7.

2. Lifting equipment utilized must be rated a minimum load of 1000lbs to handle largest boiler component.

3. Contractor shall perform and provide a risk analysis of the rigging configuration and the surrounding area. The risk analysis shall detail the capacity of the rigging configuration based upon the weakest component of all the rigging gear and an assessment of any site concerns to include:

3.1. Floor or ground loading conditions, and associated travel path floor loading capacities.  The floor load analysis must include a plan for any forklift, crane, or truck that will be used to transport, handle, lift, or otherwise bear the load of the excess equipment.

3.2. Lifting excess equipment over and around existing equipment, available clearances, travel path and interference concerns, etc.

3.3. Overall factor of safety (FOS) of the rigging configuration and the surrounding area. 

3.4. Model number of the crane(s) and/or weight handling equipment to be used.  Model number provided must be clearly identified on the equipment to be used.

3.5. All product information and technical specifications available from the manufacturer for the crane and/or weight handling equipment to be used.  (i.e. specifications, capacities, gross vehicle weight, etc)

Certification of Work Requirements:

Contractor shall hold certification from the National Board of Boiler and Pressure Vessel Inspectors, NB-415 Accreditation of “R” Repair Organizations, to perform repair work on boilers (R stamp).

Testing: 

Tests used on the boilers shall be in accordance with the National Board of Boiler and Pressure Vessel Inspectors, NB-415 Accreditation of “R” Repair Organizations, and with the American Society of Mechanical Engineers Boiler and Pressure Vessel Code Section I-Power Boilers.

A final operational test shall be performed after refractory and tube assemblies have been replaced and boilers have been reassembled.

Safety or Security: 
Contractor will need CIA access and PPE.
Critical time Constraints: 

Contractor must contact TPOC prior to starting work so that work can be scheduled with production shop.

As stated above, 24 hr. notice must be given before any hot work (i.e. welding, torch cutting, brazing, etc.) is to be performed.

Contractor shall perform steps 1 through 7 in the “Performance” section above on boiler #1 (serial #518) in their entirety BEFORE beginning work on boiler #2 (serial #517).  This shall be done in order to ensure that there is at least one boiler that is not in a disassembled state if emergent work requiring the boilers is required by the shipyard.  Asbestos sampling to exposed areas and /or erection of a lifting apparatus (which does not require the removal of piping) are acceptable exceptions to this.

NOTE: The serial numbers on both boilers should be read from the barcoded DPAS stickers located on the top left of the control panels.  The air emissions tag has the two serial numbers swapped and is therefore inaccurate.

Additional Information:

The contractor shall report ALL contractor labor hours (including subcontractor labor hours) required for performance of services provided under this contract for the Disassemble, Maintenance, Inspect, and repair service via a secure data collection site.  The contractor is required to completely fill in all required data fields using the following web address https://doncmra.nmci.navy.mil. 

Reporting inputs will be for the labor executed during the period of performance during each Government fiscal year (FY), which runs October 1 through September 30.  While inputs may be reported any time during the FY, all data shall be reported no later than October 31 of each calendar year.  Contractors may direct questions to the help desk, linked at https://doncmra.nmci.navy.mil.

"Per FAR 22.102-1(a) entitled "Safety", Contractors are hereby informed that their employees or representatives present on property under Norfolk Naval Shipyard cognizance must follow Federal and State OSHA requirements and Norfolk Naval Shipyard OSHE Program Manual, NAVSHIPYDNORINST P5090.2 requirements; OSHE Control Manual (OSHECM) requirements; or safety requirements for site specific location of the contract.

a. Contractors and Non-NNSY Government Agencies (NNGAs) are hereby informed that their employees or representatives present on property under Norfolk Naval Shipyard (NNSY) cognizance must adhere to Federal OSHA requirements for hazardous energy control IAW 29 CFR 1915.89 and must follow Hazardous Energy Control (HEC) procedures as identified in NAVSEA’s Occupational Safety, Health, and Environment Corporate Manual (OSHECM) Chapter 250 (latest revision), when performing work under NNSY contract.  All HEC work to be performed by Contractors and NNGAs requires that NNSY Technical Points of Contact (TPOCs) and/or Contracting Officer’s Representatives (CORs) be notified of the HEC scope of work prior to starting work.  Any changes or deviations in the initial scope of HEC work requires the NNSY TPOCs and/or CORs be informed of the change/deviation.  Appendix 250.B-1 through B-3 of OSHECM Chapter 250 for multiple employer work identifies when Contractors and NNGAs are required to assign their Lockout/Tags-Plus Coordinator (LOTC) to coordinate HEC work with the cognizant NNSY LOTC.  HEC locks shall be provided by the contractor or NNGA for their employees use.  The HEC locks shall have red bodies with name labels or name tags affixed, identifying who installed the HEC lock(s) and a point of contact telephone number.  HEC lock name lables and tags must be made of materials that will hold up to the environment to which they are exposed.  HEC tags used for Tags-Plus HEC work shall be provided by the cognizant NNSY LOTC to the contractor or NNGA for their use if machinery, equipment, or systems (MES) cannot be locked out. OSHECM Chapter 250 Tags-Plus procedures will be strictly followed.

c. Names and contact information for NNSY LOTCs and/or the Facility Custodian will be provided by NNSY TPOC and/or CORs set forth elsewhere in this award document.”.

Contractor Unclassified Access to Federally Controlled Facilities, Sensitive Information, Information Technology (IT) Systems or Protected Health Information (July 2013)
Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

· SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 52.212-2     EVALUATION--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (OCT 2014)

(a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:

(i) Technical Evaluation
(ii) Past Performance

(iii) Price

Technical and Past Performance, when combined, are equally Price.

 (b) Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

 (c) A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

(End of provision)

52.212-3     OFFEROR REPRESENTATIONS AND CERTIFICATIONS--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (NOV 2015) ALTERNATE I (OCT 2014)

(8) PSC 9610, Ores;

(9) PSC 9620, Minerals, Natural and Synthetic; and

(10) PSC 9630, Additive Metal Materials.

“Place of manufacture” means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.

“Restricted business operations” means business operations in Sudan that include power production activities, mineral extraction activities, oil-related activities, or the production of military equipment, as those terms are defined in the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007 (Pub. L. 110-174). Restricted business operations do not include business operations that the person (as that term is defined in Section 2 of the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007) conducting the business can demonstrate—

52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (MAY 2015) 

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to 41 U.S.C. chapter 71, Contract Disputes'', as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement or any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice. 

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include--

(i) Name and address of the Contractor;

(ii) Invoice date and number;

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—System for Award Management, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic 

Funds Transfer--Other Than System for Award Management), or applicable agency procedures.

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the--

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;

(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer within the timeline specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. 

chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other 

Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the SAM database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the SAM database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the SAM does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.

(2)(i) If a Contractor has legally changed its business name, “doing business as” name, or division name (whichever is shown on the contract), or has transferred the assets used in performing the contract, but has not completed the necessary requirements regarding novation and change-of-name agreements in FAR subpart 42.12, the Contractor shall provide the responsible Contracting Officer a minimum of one business day's written notification of its intention to (A) change the name in the SAM database; (B) comply with the requirements of subpart 42.12; and (C) agree in writing to the timeline and procedures specified by the responsible Contracting Officer. The Contractor must provide with the notification sufficient documentation to support the legally changed name.

(ii) If the Contractor fails to comply with the requirements of paragraph (t)(2)(i) of this clause, or fails to perform the agreement at paragraph (t)(2)(i)(C) of this clause, and, in the absence of a properly executed novation or change-of-name agreement, the SAM information that shows the Contractor to be other than the 

Contractor indicated in the contract will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of Payment” paragraph of the electronic funds transfer (EFT) clause of this contract.

(3) The Contractor shall not change the name or address for EFT payments or manual payments, as appropriate, in the SAM record to reflect an assignee for the purpose of assignment of claims (see Subpart 32.8, Assignment of Claims). Assignees shall be separately registered in the SAM database. Information provided to the Contractor's SAM record that indicates payments, including those made by EFT, to an ultimate recipient other than that Contractor will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of payment” paragraph of the EFT clause of this contract.

(4) Offerors and Contractors may obtain information on registration and annual confirmation requirements via SAM accessed through https://www.acquisition.gov.

(u) Unauthorized Obligations. 
(1) Except as stated in paragraph (u)(2) of this clause, when any supply or service acquired under this contract is subject to any End User License Agreement (EULA), Terms of Service (TOS), or similar legal instrument or agreement, that includes any clause requiring the Government to indemnify the 

Contractor or any person or entity for damages, costs, fees, or any other loss or liability that would create an Anti-Deficiency Act violation (31 U.S.C. 1341), the following shall govern:
(i) Any such clause is unenforceable against the Government.
(ii) Neither the Government nor any Government authorized end user shall be deemed to have agreed to such clause by virtue of it appearing in the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement. If the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement is invoked through an ``I agree'' click box or other comparable mechanism (e.g., ``click-wrap'' or ``browse-wrap'' agreements), execution does not bind the Government or any 

Government authorized end user to such clause.
(iii) Any such clause is deemed to be stricken from the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement.
(2) Paragraph (u)(1) of this clause does not apply to indemnification by the Government that is expressly authorized by statute and specifically authorized under applicable agency regulations and procedures.

ACCESS TO NNSY BY DELIVERY PERSONNEL

Delivery personnel requesting access to NNSY must adhere to the requirements set forth in the Clause entitled “REQUIREMENTS FOR ACCESS TO NNSY” herein.

INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE

Inspection and acceptance will be at destination, unless otherwise provided.  Until delivery and acceptance, and after rejections, risk of loss will be on the Contractor unless loss results from negligence of the United States Government.  Not withstanding the requirements for any Government inspection and test contained in specifications applicable to this contract, except where specialized inspections or tests are specified for performance solely by the Government, the Contractor shall perform or have performed, the inspections and tests required to substantiate that the supplies and services provided under the contract conform to the drawings, specifications and contract requirements listed herein, including, if applicable, the technical requirements for the manufacturer's part numbers specified herein.

CONTRACTOR'S VEHICLE REQUIREMENTS

Controlled Industrial Area (CIA) access of contractor vehicles requires that the company name be displayed on both sides of all company vehicles including privately owned vehicles being utilized in performance of a contract or purchase order.  Cardboard or paper signs taped to a vehicle or placed in the window will not be acceptable to meet this requirement.  Temporary vehicle passes (TVP) will be issued and must be displayed on the left front dash at all times.  Failure to comply will result in the contractor being denied access to Norfolk Naval Shipyard CIA.

The contractor's failure to comply with this requirement relieves the Norfolk Naval Shipyard of any liability regarding demurrage and/or detention costs associated with delays to gain access.

LIABILITY FOR GOVERNMENT PROPERTY UNDERGOING SERVICES, REPAIRS OR MODIFICATION

(a)  As to Government property delivered to or picked up by the Contractor for servicing, repairs, modification or for services preliminary thereto, the Contractor shall be fully liable as an insurer for any loss of or damage to such equipment or property while in his care, custody, or control arising from any cause whatsoever and he agrees to reimburse the Government in full for his account.  Unless otherwise specified in the contract schedule, the Government retains title to any and all scraps, salvage or other residual materials originating from said equipment or property.

(b)  Subject to the “Disputes” clause of this contract, the Contracting Officer may make an equitable adjustment downward in the contract price, or in any monies due to the Contractor, to compensate the Government in whole or in part for loss or damage for which the Contractor is liable hereunder.

PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT

Contractors are responsible for all personal protective equipment required by their employees in the performance of this requirement.

DEPARTMENT OF LABOR DETERMINATION OF MINIMUM WAGES AND FRINGE BENEFITS

A wage determination is applicable to this work and retrieved from the U.S. Department of Labor.  An attachment hereto sets forth the current Department of Labor wage determination No. 2005-2543, Rev. 18, dated 07/08/2015 on file in this office.  Compliance with it is mandatory until you are notified of a more recent revision to this determination.
