II. QUOTE CONTENT

1. Technical Evaluation

The following steps summarize the general procedures for the Technical Proposal evaluation:

· Responsiveness Review:  Pass/Fail Evaluation.    

Step 1 – Responsiveness Review: Pass/Fail Evaluation

The Contractor will submit a copy of their certification from the National Board of Boiler and Pressure Vessel Inspectors, NB-415 Accreditation of “R” Repair Organizations, to perform repair work on boilers (R stamp); along with the American Society of Mechanical Engineers Boiler and Pressure Vessel Code Section I-Power Boilers. 

If a Proposal fails to achieve a passing score on any of the pass/fail portions of the evaluation, the Contract Specialist shall deem the Proposal non-responsive and must vote in favor of declaring a proposal non-responsive.

If a Proposal obtains an initial non-responsive or fail score, the Contract Specialist may issue requests for clarification or supplemental information from the Proposer to obtain a subsequent responsive or passing rating.  The POC will review the information received and provide the Contract Specialist with information only relevant to the question of responsiveness.

2. Past Performance Information:

The past performance evaluation results will be an assessment of the Offeror’s probability of meeting the minimum past performance solicitation requirements.  This assessment is based on the Offeror’s record of relevant and recent past performance information that pertains to the services outlined in the solicitation requirements.

There are two aspects to the past performance evaluation.  The first aspect is to evaluate whether the offeror’s past performance is relevant or not relevant to the effort to be acquired.  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s past performance as relevant or not relevant in accordance with the “Past Performance Relevance Ratings Table” below:

*NOTE: In the case of an Offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available or so sparse that no meaningful past performance can be reasonably assigned, the Offeror may not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2)(iv).  Therefore, the Offeror shall be determined to have unknown past performance.  In the context of acceptability/unacceptability, “unknown” shall be considered “acceptable.” 

In order to facilitate the Government’s evaluation of this factor, the Offeror shall provide information on no more than three (3) previous contracts whose effort was relevant to the effort required by this solicitation; the contracts provided should have been performed within the last five (5) years. Evaluation will focus only on work experience already performed. Yet-to be performed work and experience prior to the last five (5) years will not be considered. Offerors may submit performance data regarding current contract performance as long as a minimum of one year of performance has been completed as of the closing date of this RFP.  The information should include discussion of any major problems encountered on the contracts listed and the corrective actions taken to resolve them.  The information may also include a description of any quality awards earned by the contractor.  The Government may verify past performance information. The Government may contact some or all of the references provided, as appropriate, and may collect information through questionnaires, telephone interviews and existing data sources to include but not limited to Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting (CPARS). The Government reserves the right to obtain information for use in the evaluation of past performance from any and all sources including sources outside of the Government. This past performance information will be used for the evaluation of past performance.

Any Contractor Performance Data or Input Sheets received at the Government office after the exact time specified for receipt of past performance information if not provided in a timely manner.
