Subj:  STATEMENT OF WORK XO’s Cabin (01-158-4-L), CPO’s MESS (1-174-0-L), CO’s 
           CABIN (02-126-4-L), AND CMC OFFICE (1-206-1-Q) RENOVATION.
XO’s Cabin (01-158-4-L)

· Unless otherwise specified, all laminated surfaces will be match, all painted surfaces will be repainted and match, all final color selection will be made by ships representative, all doors/drawers will latch shut unless specified as a “locked” door/drawer, any locked door or drawer will have the keys turned over to the ships representative upon completion of work.  All cables and electronic equipment will be hidden and all measurements are approximate and will be finalized with ships representative.

· Stratica laminated floor tile will be installed, approximately 150sf. 
· Refurbish transom like new. Upholster seat, back and two arms repair any mechanical defects in operation of opening and closing of unit. Color to be determined.

· Manufacture two-man sofa custom fit to space available.  Color to be determined.

· Manufacture 1ea. Desk w/ pencil dr., CPU storage x2, laminated 2dr, and file back splash.

· Manufacture 1ea desk with six routers and desk light.

· Replace wall coverings throughout entire space.  Color to be determined.

· Paint all exposed metal surfaces to march new décor.

· Refurbish lockers facial, repair latches, drawer slides, and pulls.
· Laminate interior door to match new décor.

· Install 3ea dimmer switch.

· Install approximately 150sf. of .050 vinyl clad aluminum ceiling panels with new grid and 4ea. 2x2 lights in the overhead.

CPO’s MESS (1-174-0-L):

· Remove all furniture items to include, sofas, computer work station, decking, freezer, paneling, tables.

· Install approximately 480sf. of laminated Stratica decking.
· Provide and install 1ea. sectional L-Shape sofa upholstered in a fabric, color shall be selected by ship's force.

· Provide and install 2ea. computer work stations, units shall have top, CPU storage and pull out key board trays with laminate finish.

· Provide and install 1ea. 36" x 24" x 20" lift top coffee table.
· Provide and install 1ea. multi task entertainment center with library, DVD storage, router mail boxes, smoked polycarbonate doors, access door for easy wiring, accent lighting, and laminate finish.

· Upholster 3ea. bench type seating units.


· Paint and repair 3ea. dining tables 48" x 27", w/pedestals to match new decor.

· Provide and install 76 lnft. of new .063 aluminum wood type finish laminated bulkhead paneling throughout the entire CPO’s mess and lounge.

· Provide and install 1ea. 36" x 20" x 42" stainless steel cabinet w/ stainless top and marine edge to match the existing beverage counters.

CO’s CABIN (02-126-4-L):

· Provide labor to remove and dispose of existing desk.  Provide one ea. 96” long x 30" deep x 90" long desk (L-shaped).  Desk will have Double CPU storage, pencil drawer 22"x 22" return, 2ea. laminated pedestals.  On both pedestals will be three drawers, two small drawers for storage and one for filing paperwork.  Include drawer thumb latches for all drawers.  Provide and install brackets for printer (printer provided by ship) so that the printer is properly secured for sea.

· Remove existing wall covering.  Prep bulkhead.  Provide/install approximately 50 square yards of wall covering in the CO’S stateroom and office.  Color to be specified by ship’s representative prior to installation. 

· SOFA.  Provide and install 2x two man sectional sofas, similar to shipboard furniture catalog number B-3A-1.  Sofas will be secured for sea.  Sofa shall be upholstered in Naugahyde Vinyl (Leather imitation).  Color to be specified by ship’s representative prior to installation. 

· Provide one chair similar to shipboard furniture catalog number B-3A-1.  Color to match the sofas.

· Contractor shall remove existing coffee and end tables and provide/install one (1) approximately 36” in diameter coffee table (similar to shipboard furniture catalog # B-4A-4) and two (2) end tables (similar to shipboard furniture catalog # B-4C-1 and rectangular in shape).  Contractor shall also secure ship provided lamp on new end table. 

· Remove existing carpet, leave sound proof padding.  Provide and install approximately 156 square feet of Type II, Class 2 shipboard approved carpet in stateroom and 180sf. of stratica decking floor tile in office.  Colors are to be specified by ship’s representative prior to installation.

· Remove existing cabinet, and provide new bookcase to approximately 6’ wide x 30” tall (laminated to match desk).  Front will be “glass” etched with 17 stars as well as the James E. Williams crest and Command at Sea Pin.  Include pocket door binder storage, 4ea. file size routers installed on bulkhead next to door, shadow box display and desk light.  Configuration shall be approved by Ships Representative prior to installation.  Repair and replace any damaged bulkhead material as necessary.  Color shall match new desk and walls.

· Remove existing ceiling materials and replace with new .050 vinyl clad aluminum ceiling panels and new grid.  Reuse existing lighting.  Remove and replace (contractor provided) 6 monitors above the CO’s desk.  Each monitor shall have a screen size of approximately 13”.

· Remove existing entertainment unit.  Provide and install new entertainment unit that is approximately 4’ wide and reaches from floor to ceiling.  Contractor provides and installs new TV (largest that can fit in the entertainment system (approximately 50” TV).  All wiring will be completed by contractor (including re-attaching the TV to the computer KVM).  Below the TV there will be an entertainment slot for DVD player and sound system (DVD player and sounds system provided by contractor).  Sound system will be at least a 4.1 surround sound that is interfaced with the Television and DVD player and can also have an MP3 player plugged into it.  Entertainment slot will have a glass door that remote signal can pass through.  Next to bedroom door storage will be installed for three remotes (approximately 10” wide x 4” deep x 6” tall box with three openings in top) laminated.  Below the entertainment slot will be two doors will be solid laminated and latch.  Behind the two doors at the bottom will be a refrigerator (provided by contractor).  Refrigerator will be the largest available that can fit in this space.

· At the foot of the CO’s bed, contractor will fit a 50” TV (TV supplied by contractor).  Entertainment center will have a DVD player installed (DVD player provided by contractor).  Below the TV and DVD player will be storage for DVDs or books.

· Door to CO’s stateroom will be replaced with all new hardware and be laminated to match the décor.  Door will also have a mechanical closer.  Install book shelf above CO’s bed (approximately 4’ long).  Refurbish and repaint all storage.

· Provide and install entertainment center lockers in Stateroom.  Paint all surfaces that do not have new coverings or are laminated.  Replace or refurbish door leading into head and laminate side leading into bedroom. (replace all hardware with new).  Supply and mount 4 display screens by the CO’s bed (min 15” diagonal).

CMC OFFICE (1-206-1-Q):

· Remove existing furniture, bookcase, and safe. 

· Provide & Install one desk unit: 1ea. 60” L-shape w/return, kick plate, 2ea. pedestals, 1ea.CPU storage w/top drawer, pencil drawer. Overhead binder storage w/6ea.routers.

· Provide wall coverings approximately 22 lnft. of type2, vinyl wall covering.

· Provide upholstered vinyl sofa 1ea. Two man approximately 44” L x 30” D x 30”H.
· Provide or relocate safe 1ea. GFM located as directed by ship force.

The contractor furnished equipment (CFE) must be of construction similar to that of commonly used Navy Shipboard spaces and in accordance with CD-NSWC and NAVSEA specifications.  Generally, the furniture and office equipment will be IAW Navy standard and hull type drawings, or military, Federal, or Navy authorized commercial specifications, or have a certified test/evaluation or controlled shipboard performance testing with approval by NSWCCD-SSES CODE 974.

Prior to material delivery or installation, the contractor shall provide the ship and the contracting officer with a written certificate of conformity from the contractor, stating that the materials procured for installation meet applicable NAVSEA specifications and drawings.  These specifications include, but are not limited to, MIL-PRF-32038 (Shipboard Furniture, Fixtures, Fittings, and Accessories General Specification for, Performance Specification), MIL-STD-1623 (Fire Performance Requirements and Approved Specifications for Interior Finish Materials and Furnishings, Naval Shipboard Use, Military Standard), and NAVSEA Drawing Number 803-5959610/A (Furniture Construction Details).
