STATEMENT OF WORK

FOR USER SUBSCRIPTIONS TO THE WEST LEGALEDCENTER

FOR THE OFFICE OF THE GENERAL COUNSEL (OGC)

1.0  BACKGROUND.

The Department of the Navy (DoN), Office of the General Counsel (OGC) requires contractor services to provide OGC attorneys and paralegals a means to meet mandatory Continuing Legal Education (MCLE) requirements established by the states in which they are licensed.  The individual states’ CLE organizations establish the course requirements and the specific number of CLE hours required annually.  At present, 45 states require attorneys to participate in CLE to maintain their license to practice law.  OGC attorneys are licensed in virtually every state.   OGC requires the services of a vendor capable of providing properly accredited training courses meeting the MCLE requirements of every state with such requirements.   OGC requires training specific to its practice areas.   
2.0  SCOPE.

The contractor shall provide OGC personnel with professional development and legal training services via an online format.  Specially, the contractor shall provide user subscriptions to the West LegalEdcenter online Continuing Legal Education online training library.   
2.1  Requirements.  The content of the online library provided by the contractor shall meet the following minimum specifications:

2.1.1  State MCLE Requirements.  The contractor shall provide a training library large enough to provide properly accredited, online training courses (both recorded and live) to meet the MCLE requirements of every state under OGC’s purview that possesses such requirements.  
2.1.2  OGC Practice Areas.  The contractor’s library shall contain courses covering, at a minimum, all of OGC’s practice areas, including the following:  Government contracting, construction law, environmental law, labor and employment law, patent law, international law, real estate and land use, bankruptcy, maritime law, administrative law and regulation, litigation (including trial skills), and alternative dispute resolution.   

2.2  Reporting CLE credit.  Upon course completion, the contractor shall report CLE credits directly to the user’s applicable jurisdiction.
2.3  User Support/Troubleshooting.  The contractor shall provide troubleshooting support to address user issues including, but not limited to, accessing the online library, accessing individual courses, and the reporting of CLE credits to the user’s applicable jurisdiction.
2.4  User List.  The Naval Litigation Office (NLO) will provide the contractor with a list of users who require access to the library.  The contractor shall coordinate with the users and NLO (as necessary) to provide information needed to login to the online library.   NLO will administer the added and removed users from the access list internally and provide this information to the contractor.

2.5  Personnel Transitions.  The Government may designate a new user whenever a current user leaves OGC employment or when fewer than 760 OGC employees have access to the on-line training provided by the contractor.
3.0  PERIOD AND PLACE OF PERFORMANCE.

User subscriptions acquired through this contract shall last for a period of twelve (12) months, beginning at the date of contract award.  Users shall have access to the online library 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  The contractor shall provide unlimited online access to its training library from anywhere Internet is available, including but not limited to laptops, iPhones, iPads, and Android devices.
4.0  COMMUNICATIONS.  
All contractor personnel performing under this effort shall identify themselves as a contractor employee to avoid creating any impression that they are Government officials. Such identification shall be made in all meetings attended, on all e-mails, and when working in other situations where their contractor status is not obvious to third parties and Government personnel. They must also ensure that all documents or reports produced by contractors are suitably marked as contractor products or that contractor participation is appropriately disclosed.
5.0  ELECTRONIC AND INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY REQUIREMENTS.
5.1  Section 508 Compliance.  All Electronic and Information Technology (EIT) procured through this contract shall meet the applicable accessibility standards at 36 CFR 1194.  36 CFR 1194 implements Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C 794d), as amended. The contractor’s website and online library shall be fully compliant with 29 U.S.C. 794d.  The contractor should review the following websites for additional 508 compliance information:

The contractor shall ensure that its system and components allow Federal employees and members of the public with disabilities access to and use of information and data that is comparable to the access afforded Federal employees and members of the public who are not individuals with disabilities. The term electronic and information technology includes, but is not limited to, computers, printers, software applications, telecommunications products (such as telephones), information kiosks and transaction machines, Internet/Intranet sites, multimedia, and office equipment such as copiers and fax machines.
The Section 508 Standards provide the minimum Government requirements. The standards do not require the installation of specific accessibility-related software or the attachment of an assistive technology device but merely require that the EIT be compatible with such software and devices so that it can be made accessible, without significant alteration, if so required by the OGC in the future.
5.2  Internet Protocol.    The contractor shall ensure that the product being purchased complies with the Internet Protocol Version 6 (IPv6) requirements of FAR part 11.002 (g).  The appropriate technical capabilities defined in the USGv6 Profile (NIST Special Publication 500-267) can be found at http://www.nist.gov/itl/antd/usgv6.cfm and the corresponding declarations of conformance are defined in the USGv6 Test Program (http://www-x.antd.nist.gov/usgv6/index.html).  The applicability of IPv6 to agency networks, infrastructure, and applications specific to individual acquisitions is in accordance with the agency's Enterprise Architecture (see OMB Memorandum M-05-22 dated August 2, 2005).
Any system or product that includes hardware, software, firmware, and/or networked components including but not limited to voice, video, or data that is developed, procured, or acquired in support and/or performance of this requirement shall be capable of transmitting, receiving, processing, or forwarding digital information across system boundaries that are formatted in accordance with commercial standards of Internet Protocol (IP) version 6 (IPv6) as set forth in the USGv6 Profile (NIST Special Publication 500-267) and corresponding declarations of conformance defined in the USGv6 Test Program. 

This IPv6 capable system or product shall maintain interoperability with IPv4 systems and provide the same level of performance and reliability capabilities of IPv4 systems.  This IPv6 capable system or product shall have available IPv4 and IPv6 technical support for development, implementation, and troubleshooting of the system.  This IPv6 capable system or product can be upgraded, or the vendor will provide an appropriate migration path for industry-required changes to IPv6 as the technology evolves, at no additional cost to the Government.   This IPv6 capable system or product must be able to operate on networks supporting IPv4 & IPv6, as well as networks that support both. 

Any system or product whose IPv6 non-compliance is discovered and made known to the vendor/contractor within 12 months of the start of performance shall be upgraded, modified, replaced, or brought in to compliance at no additional cost to the Federal Government.

5.3  Contractor Unclassified Access to Federally Controlled Facilities, Sensitive Information, Information Technology (IT) Systems or Protected Health Information.    This section of the PWS details the requirements of NAVSUP clause 5252.204-9400, “Contractor Unclassified Access to Federally Controlled Facilities, Sensitive Information, Information Technology (IT) Systems or Protected Health Information.”  The contractor shall adhere to these requirements as applicable to performance under the contract.

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires Government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and Contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

(a)  Applicability:  This clause applies to Contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to Contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each Contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the Contractor shall require a successful investigation as detailed below. 

(b)  Access to Federal Facilities:  Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all Contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required Contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

(c)  Access to DoD IT Systems:  In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, Contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All Contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the Contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a Government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The Contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the Contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

(d)  Interim Access:  The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the Contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

(e)  Denial or Termination of Access:  The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the Contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The Contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to Government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

(f)  Contractor’s Security Representative:  The Contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the Contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

(g)  Background Investigation Requirements and Security Approval Process for Contractors Assigned to National Security Positions or Performing Sensitive Duties:  Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes Contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to Contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each Contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each Contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

-  SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)

-  Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

-  Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL Contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The Contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the Contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the Contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the Contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the Contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the Contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the Contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the Contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The Contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

(h)  Background Investigation Requirements and Security Approval Process for Contractors Assigned to or Performing Non-Sensitive Duties:  Contractor employees whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc. ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements: 

-  Must be either a US citizen or a US permanent resident with a minimum of 3 years legal residency in the United States (as required by The Deputy Secretary of Defense DTM 08-006 or its subsequent DoD instruction) and 

-  Must have a favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) including a FBI fingerprint check prior to installation access.  

To be considered for a favorable trustworthiness determination, the Contractor’s Security Representative must submit for all employees each of the following: 

-  SF-85 Questionnaire for Non-Sensitive Positions

-  Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

-  Original Signed Release Statements

The Contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM 

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-5     CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS REQUIRED TO IMPLEMENT STATUTES OR EXECUTIVE ORDERS--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (MAR 2016) 

(a) The Contractor shall comply with the following Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) clauses, which are incorporated in this contract by reference, to implement provisions of law or Executive orders applicable to acquisitions of commercial items:
