PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT
CHINFO MUSIC LIBRARY SUBSCRIPTION SERVICES

1.0 BACKGROUND

The Navy Office of Information (CHINFO) requires access to an existing library housing a variety of music types, in a variety of lengths, in specific multiple file formats, delivered online and in hardcopy for both shipboard and shore-based facilities, with sufficient diversity in genre to support creative needs on-demand.  The hardcopy-mirror version of the library is needed for shipboard use where Internet access is limited and, therefore, not considered a practical solution at sea.  

The estimated number of available music tracks shall exceed 100,000 available tracks, to include edited versions of each track: e.g. a track may be presented as an original with versions that are edited with or without voice, with or without specific instruments, as well as abbreviated versions for shorter productions that do not require a full original track.  

2.0 REQUIREMENT

The Contractor shall provide one (1) organizational account per unit to be administered by CHINFO in support of all U.S. Navy Public Affairs organizations in the United States, its territories, overseas military installations, and deployed ships at sea.

Provide a searchable library of licensed music in the following minimum digital formats: MP3

(320k/48k encoded), WAV (48K encoded) and AIFF.

Library collections must be compatible with the most up-to-date MAC and PC operating systems.

Deliver the library as an online Internet- based solution with options for portable hard drive library delivery.

Deliver autonomous, complete library collections on four (4) portable hard drive units with periodic updates for use by ships at sea and deployed units.  Additional hard drives may be requested on an as-needed basis for additional cost.  Replacement of lost or damaged hard drives is the responsibility of the user.

Provide access to all published libraries being administered, including international collections.

Provide updates and new releases.

Provide unlimited non-broadcast, Internet- based use of the library.

· Internet - Free digital downloads/streaming.  Does not include episodic/series productions or themes.  For purpose of this PWS, the territory is considered to be the World.

· Non-Broadcast - Audio, video, and digital media, corporate intranet, and closed circuit communications.  Production not for sale to the general public.

Provide phone and Internet based technical support services.
