1.  Identification of Agency and Contracting Activity.

2.  Description of the Action Being Approved.  

This brand name sole source requirement is to be awarded as a Firm-Fixed-Price (FFP) contract for the purchase of SAP Business Intelligence Suite Annual Maintenance as described in paragraph (3).


3.  Description of Supplies/Services (including the estimated value).  

The proposed acquisition in support of the United States Naval Academy is to acquire SAP Business Intelligence Suite. This includes 1 year + 4 option years of standard maintenance and support on five (5) named user licenses and 30 concurrent user licenses for SAP’s Business Intelligence Suite Software. 

The anticipated period of performance for the instant acquisition is as follows:

Base Yr. will cover 01-Oct 2016 through 30-Sep 2017
Option 1 will cover 01-Oct 2017 through 30-Sep 2018
Option 2 will cover 01-Oct 2018 through 30-Sep 2019
Option 3 will cover 01-Oct 2019 through 30-Sep 2020
Option 4 will cover 01-Oct 2020 through 30-Sep 2021

4.  Statutory Authority Permitting Other Than Full and Open Competition.  

41 USC 1901 (e) (2) - A sole source acquisition under the authority of the test program for certain commercial items, as implemented by FAR 13.501(a). 
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5.  Rationale Justifying Use of Cited Statutory Authority.

This procurement is for the continued maintenance of last year’s upgrade to the software for running ad-hoc reports and data analysis that has been in use at USNA for more than a decade (Business Objects). The manufacturer SAP is the only company that produces this software. Since last year’s requirement (N00189-15-F-0312) was a brand-name specific purchase for five (5) named user licenses and 30 concurrent user licenses for SAP’s Business Intelligence Suite Software, the USNA now requires continued maintenance on the recently purchased licenses. The effort to move to a different solution is cost prohibitive, while simply continuing maintenance on the current solution is efficient and effective for USNA needs. 

6.  Description of Efforts Made to Solicit Offers from as Many Offerors as Practicable.  

Since this is a brand name sole source that can be offered by more than one provider, this requirement will be competed on NECO amongst authorized dealers/resellers.

Since this is a follow-on to N00189-15-F-0312 that was awarded on 29 September 2015, a Sources Sought Synopsis was posted at 6:50am on 6 July 2016 with an end date of 3pm 12 July 2016.  The Contract Specialist in Norfolk, VA. that completed the previous contract was contacted and he supplied me with 4 addresses of businesses that could meet the needs of the USNA. In addition to the posted Sources Sought I contacted those 4 vendors making them aware of a posted sources sought and encouraged them to submit any interest they may have.
