STATEMENT OF WORK
1. SCOPE: 

The Contractor shall provide FLAG CASES to support the mission of the Mortuary Affairs Branch of the Navy Casualty Division of Customer Relations Management (PERS-1) at Navy Personnel Command.  Flag cases are sent to surviving family members of deceased military service member’s as directed by Combined Joint Mortuary Affairs Board (CJMAB) and is within the current revision of DoDINST 1300.ii. Although flag cases are not specifically mandated by Title 10, USC 1482, it is in the best interest of the United States Navy to continue this entitlement as a memento of the fallen service member’s service and sacrifice to the families.

2. STATEMENT OF WORK:

a. Flag Case Specifications

i. Spartacraft Inc.’s Heritage Military Spec Flag Case

ii. Made-in-America

iii. Solid Walnut Triangle Case with raised-panel front lid

iv. Overall dimensions 25 3/8” x 12 ¾”  x 4 3/8”, sized for 5’ x 9.5’ Government Spec. Cotton Burial Flag and room to accommodate medal and ribbons attached to the inside of the Flag Case lid.

v. Lid hinged to open 105 degrees with two Antique Brass hinges

vi. Walnut plywood back panel (not pressed wood or other substitute).

vii. Concealed magnetic closure.

viii. Triangular Velcro-friendly insert (service specific colors: red or blue) with rigid backing suitable for displaying and attaching or pushing pins through for ribbons, medals, patches, etc. (Include additional length of Velcro tape.) 

ix. 3” x 6” black-on-brass engraving plate (loose inside the case).

x. Wall hangar included (loose inside the case).

xi. Recessed brass service-specific medallion – dimensions 2 ½” diameter.

xii. Closed case must prevent dust from entering the case (a dust seal lid and base profile).

xiii. Finish color to be finished using a 7-step, high-end furniture finish to meet ASTM-D2571.

xiv. Cases are to be packed individually according to packaging industry standards to prevent any damages to the cases.

xv. Domestic and/or international shipping will be accomplished by least costly method and/or quickest method of shipment to meet delivery terms via UPS, USPS, or FEDEX or Common Carrier.

b. Shipping and Handling

Cases shall be packaged individually according to industry standards to prevent any damage to the cases.  Domestic and/or international shipping will be accomplished by fastest and least costly method of shipment to meet delivery terms via UPS, USPS or FEDEX. All cases must be shipped NLT 10 business days of order placed with contractor.  Notification of order shall be verified to Mortuary Affairs by email or fax. Overseas and international shipments can be requested.  Additional shipping costs for overseas and international locations shall be invoiced as an Other Direct Cost.

c. Reshipment, Returns, etc 

Returned or non-deliverable cases shall be held by the contractor until the reason of non-delivery is established.  If contractor sent case to the wrong address, contractor shall re-mail at no cost to government.  If Mortuary Affairs provided incorrect information additional shipping charges will be paid.

d. Invoice Submission

Each invoice shall be submitted via the Wide Area Work Flow System upon notification of order.

e. Shipping Notification

Contractor shall send notification to Mortuary Affairs 5720 Integrity Drive, Millington, TN 38055 POC: LSC(SW) Matt Seibert, (901) 874-6801, Matthew.s.seibert1@navy.mil 14 days post order that the flag cases were properly shipped and received by family member.  Contractor shall provide verification of delivery from the shipper that includes proof from the shipping company that delivery was accomplished. Access to shipping company’s database with delivery receipt is sufficient.

3. Ordering Information

The ordering period shall be from date of contract award through 60 months.  It is estimated 800 cases are required per year for a total ceiling of 4,000 cases.
