Section C - Descriptions and Specifications

PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT
1.0 BACKGROUND:  In February 2015, Deputy Secretary of Defense Work identified Wargaming and Innovation as atrophied capabilities within the Defense Enterprise.  In April and November 2015 Secretary Work and the Vice Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff co-chaired wargaming summits including the Combatant Commanders and the Military Services to assess current conditions and plan a way ahead to improve capabilities.  In March 2016, OSD-CAPE convened a working group of the Joint and Service Joint Professional Military Education Colleges and Universities to address the educational contribution to improving the Department’s wargaming competencies.  An outcome is that there is no specific wargaming objectives from JPME and approaches to including wargaming into curricula is haphazard.  Internally, NDU recognizes that the use of wargaming is inconsistent across the five colleges.  The University lacks a comprehensive approach to incorporate wargaming, modelling and simulation capabilities across the all the colleges.  The University also lacks the processes to prioritize requirements and make appropriate resource/investment decisions impacting its wargaming inclusion in JPME.

1.1 The Goals of this Contract are to assess the University’s current wargaming capabilities and the areas where they are included in the JPME curriculum; consider opportunities to expand the University’s wargaming and innovation capabilities in accordance with the DepSecDef/VCJCS guidance; recommend the right size of NDU’s wargaming resources, governance, organizational structure, and curriculum development relationships; and suggest the appropriate use of wargaming and supporting technology in the JPME curriculum.  The study should address the appropriate roles for teaching faculty, research faculty, participating students, and supporting staff elements to achieve the specified and implied wargaming and innovation elements derived from the NDU mission statement, OPMEP requirements, and to meet the short- and long-term goals of the University.

2.0 PURPOSE:  The Contractor shall develop a written Executive Summary and Final Report that include analysis and specific recommendations study areas identified in detail in section 3 below.  The Contractor shall also provide subject matter expertise and provide an interim information paper as a monthly status update during the analysis to Center for Applied Strategic Learning (CASL) faculty and leadership.  

3.0 TASKS:  The Contractor shall conduct analysis and develop a range of recommended options for how the University can better integrate wargaming and innovate concepts in the JPME curriculum and research domains in the short- and long-term.  In addition, the Contractor shall provide recommendations and guidance to NDU on how to effectively manage required change within the wargaming, modelling, and simulation areas to achieve these goals.  In order to complete this analysis, the contractor shall review previous studies, meetings and interviews with CASL leadership, the NDU President (NDU-P), Senior Vice President (SVP), Provost, Chief Operating Officer (COO), Component Heads, Deans of Faculty, Deans of Administration, members of faculty and staff as required.  The contractor shall: 

3.1 Conduct an Assessment of Wargaming, modelling, and simulation within the colleges of NDU. This assessment shall examine the types of experiential learning events, determine the regularity of wargame usage, and identify opportunities where an exercise may be useful in future Academic Years across the curriculum.  This assessment shall be conducted with guidance and counsel of the CASL. Sub-tasks follow:

3.1.1 Current Wargaming and Innovation Assessment:  The contractor shall define and assess the effectiveness of current NDU wargaming, modelling, and simulation capabilities to meet the DepSecDef/VCJCS vision to improve Defense enterprise-wide innovation.  The contractor shall analyze how students, faculty, and staff currently employ and benefit from wargaming and associated technology for JPME and research.

3.1.2 Student, Faculty, and Staff Wargaming Analysis:  The contractor shall analyze NDU’s current Student, Faculty, and Staff wargaming capabilities, curriculum integration, and applications to support defense innovation.  The contractor shall consider changes required to improve and institutionalize improvements to curriculum development, organizational relationships, and career management across NDU.

3.2 Examine the Use of Technology in Gaming:  The contractor may be required to perform external interviews with other educational, research, and DoD (educational or operational) wargaming centers, as well as an examination of the use of technology in gaming by the private sector and/or civilian universities.  NDU anticipates these interviews can largely be conducted by telephone, VTC, or local travel within the DC Metro and/or Norfolk areas.  This task will not present an exhaustive list of technologies, but rather a broad sampling of technologies in use.

3.3 Develop Potential Courses of Action (COAs):  The contractor shall develop COAs that suggest the appropriate integration of wargaming within the JPME curricula of the colleges, how to improve early integration of wargamers and teaching faculty, and the right-sizing of resources (time, money, people) appropriate to achieve the mission of the University as it aligns its educational requirements to DepSecDef’s desire to reinvigorate wargaming within PME.  These COAs shall provide potential timelines associated with their execution and any direct linkages between each other (i.e., COA 1 is linked to COA 2, and must be done sequentially).

3.4 Provide a Final Report:  The contractor shall provide a final report that captures all analyses, assessments, recommendations, and short- and long-term roadmaps.  The final report shall provide an executive summary of all findings and recommendations.  The contractor shall provide specific examples in the final recommendations of lessons learned and best practices from these peer organizations as necessary.  The contractor shall provide a draft of the final report to CASL not later than 30 days prior to the end of the period of performance.

3.5 Provide a Monthly Status Reports:  The contractor shall provide a Monthly Status Report (MSR) on the progress toward completing the analysis listed in section 3.0 by the 15th of every month to the TPOC in the form of an Information Paper.  The TPOC will request face to face meetings to discuss the progress of the contract based on these status reports. 

4.0 OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION:

4.1 Identification of Contractor Employees:  All contract personnel working in situations where their Contractor status is not obvious to other parties are required to identify themselves as such to avoid creating an impression in the minds of members of the public they are Government officials.

4.2 Travel:  Contractor shall be required to travel to the University South campus located in Norfolk, Virginia to conduct face to face interviews and conduct analysis.  Contractor may be required to travel to contact peer DoD institutions.  All travel will be approved by the TPOC prior to travel.  Contractor should plan for two trips to Norfolk each being three days in length and no more than one trip of length two days to each peer DoD institutions (e.g., Marine Corps War College, Quantico, VA and/or the US Army War College, Carlisle, PA). VTCs and teleconferences may be used for travel outside the Norfolk and Washington DC Metro area as noted in section 3.2.

4.3 Release of Information:  Project-related documentation developed in support of this task order is not publicly releasable and shall be marked with the appropriate distribution statement as directed by the Government.

4.4 Periodic Meetings:  The Contractor shall expect a post-award conference; initial meeting to outline expectations; and periodic (routine) progress and status updates briefings, generally not more than once a month, to the NDU TPOC as of this task order.  The Contractor shall attend any post award conference, initial meetings or periodic (routine) progress and status updates meetings with the government as defined by the TPOC.  

4.5 Personnel Qualifications:  The Contractor shall provide non-personal services in the form of Wargaming, Modelling, and Simulation and JPME subject matter expertise to NDU.  Qualifications are:

4.5.1 Highly Qualified Experts in Wargaming, Modelling, and Simulation; JPME Structures; Curriculum Instructional Design; and Faculty Instruction on the Effective Use of Applied Educational Techniques:  The Government defines a highly qualified expert as having demonstrated expertise in Wargaming, Modelling, and Simulation; JPME technology; faculty instruction; and curriculum instructional design at the Masters degree graduate level and as having a broad understanding of the Officer Professional Military Education Policy (OPMEP).  Experience working with other Department of Defense education programs is preferred.  Contractor should bring expertise in the role of Wargaming Centers at peer organizations and how they might be integrated into NDU’s long-term vision for improving the effective and efficient use of wargaming by students, faculty, and staff.

4.5.2 Highly Qualified Expertise in Organizational Culture Change Management:  The Government defines a highly qualified expert in cultural change management as having demonstrated expertise in large corporate change counseling and advisory service involving senior executives.  Experience with military academic organization change management is preferred.

4.6 Develop Reports and Other Information:  The contractor shall develop and document detailed briefings, an Executive Summary, and a Final Report to capture and explain the findings, analysis, synthesis, and specific recommendations in accordance with the standards and requirements delineated in section 4.8.  A draft final report shall document the culmination of all efforts and is due not later than 30 days prior to the end of the period of performance.

4.7 Content Standards:  The Contractor shall provide clear and concise documents that: 1) are specific and as jargon free as possible to help ensure understanding by multiple agencies; and, 2) allow for capturing COAs that can be translated into implementation plans and policies, procedures, requirements, standards of service, and support for the University and other government agencies (i.e, DoD, OSD, Joint Staff).  The Government defines well written as a document with cogent and relevant analysis (as defined by the tasks) to support the contained argument as determined by the Government.

4.8 Location of Work Performance:  Contractor work may be performed primarily at contractor facility, but arrangements for short-term office space at Fort McNair or Joint Forces Staff College may be arranged through the TPOC when required for completion of tasks such as interviews with NDU leadership.  Senior leadership meetings will require routine face to face meetings and briefings at the Ft McNair campus.  Working level meetings can be conducted via teleconference as stipulated by the TPOC.

4.9 Normal Working Hours:  University normal working hours are 0730-1630, Monday thru Friday, except for national holidays.
