Integrated Bridge System (IBS) Upgrades on the 676 Class Yard Patrol (YP) Craft Service Life Extension Program (SLEP)

1. INTRODUCTION/BACKGROUND

The Waterfront Readiness Department, Small Craft Repair Facility (SCRF) is charged with maintaining the USNA’s fleet of YP Craft used in the training and development of midshipmen.  Waterfront Readiness is charged with operating the Marksmanship Training Unit, SCRF, and the YP Operations.

The mission of the Small Craft Repair Department is to provide Hull, Mechanical, and Electrical support to YP, sail, and auxiliary craft used to support the USNA's "Excellence at Sea" programs.  Our primary objective is to provide safe and reliable platforms for at sea training of midshipmen.

The effort will begin with the replacement of the navigation equipment on twelve (12) 676 Class YP Craft. 

2. OBJECTIVE

The objective is to accomplish IBS Upgrades to the 676 Class YP 676 Craft.

3. DESCRIPTION OF TASK 

The following descriptions summarize the required tasks.

The contractor shall provide and deliver the following:

IBS Upgrades to the YP 676 Class boats, quantity twelve (12).  Detailed information and assumptions for each set of three (3) are below:

a. 80 Hours of NRE to develop an electrical connection diagram for the IBS system.  This diagram will provide information on all electrical connections for the new installed IBS equipment. A copy of the final diagram will be provided to USNA.

b. Labor for removal and installation of Bearing Repeaters, Electronic Chart Data Information System (ECDIS-N) equipment, IBS Rack, Radar equipment, Satellite Compass equipment, Global Positioning System (GPS), Automatic Identification System (AIS) and Speed Log equipment.

(ii) To disrupt, monitor, or otherwise restrict speech of the people of Iran; and

(2) Does not include information or informational materials the export of which the President does not have the authority to regulate or prohibit pursuant to section 203(b)(3) of the International Emergency Economic Powers Act (50 U.S.C. 1702(b)(3)).

(b) The offeror shall email questions concerning sensitive technology to the Department of State at CISADA106@state.gov.

(c) Except as provided in paragraph (d) of this provision or if a waiver has been granted in accordance with 25.703-4, by submission of its offer, the offeror—

(1) Represents, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that the offeror does not export any sensitive technology to the government of Iran or any entities or individuals owned or controlled by, or acting on behalf or at the direction of, the government of Iran;
(2) Certifies that the offeror, or any person owned or controlled by the offeror, does not engage in any activities for 

which sanctions may be imposed under section 5 of the Iran Sanctions Act. These sanctioned activities are in the areas of development of the petroleum resources of Iran, production of refined petroleum products in Iran, sale and provision of refined petroleum products to Iran, and contributing to Iran's ability to acquire or develop certain weapons or technologies; and
(3) Certifies that the offeror, and any person owned or controlled by the offeror, does not knowingly engage in any 

transaction that exceeds $3,500 with Iran's Revolutionary Guard Corps or any of its officials, agents, or affiliates, the property and interests in property of which are blocked pursuant to the International Emergency Economic Powers Act (50 U.S.C. 1701 et seq.) (see OFAC's Specially Designated Nationals and Blocked Persons List 

at http://www.treasury.gov/ofac/downloads/t11sdn.pdf).
