STATEMENT OF WORK

TUNE AND TEST POWER BOILERS

1. General Scope
1.1 The intent of this contract is to provide supplies and services necessary to tune (4) power boilers within Building 7CC at Naval Station Newport RI. The required Tune-up’s shall occur no later than 30-days prior to execution of the required State Emission Testing. Emissions’ Testing is typically conducted between January and February. The boilers are all controlled via a Fisher Rosemount Distributed Control System and incorporate a fully metered cross limited control system.

1.2 The vendor shall execute an EPA method 7E Emissions Test on Boiler’s 1, 2, and 4 pending submission and approval of the required Pretest Protocol per Rhode Island Department of Environmental Management (RIDEM).
1.3 During the performance of this contract, the vendor shall strictly adhere to all Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) regulations, the Federal Occupational Safety and Health (OSHA) regulations, EM 385-1-1, as well as all applicable federal, state, and local requirements.

1.4 The vendor shall visit the site of work to make a survey of the conditions to be 
encountered. Failure to familiarize with the conditions shall not relieve the vendor from the responsibility for full completion of the work. 
1.5 The vendor shall conform to the restrictions and procedures for the use of radio
transmitting equipment as directed. The vendor shall not use transmitters without
prior approval from the Explosive Safety Officer (NUWC).
2.0 Qualifications of Boiler Control System (BCS)/Distributed Control System (DCS) Service Technicians:

2.1 The vendor shall demonstrate education and/or equivalent (5-years) experience to conduct tune-up and emissions testing of boiler air fuel ratio BCS/DCS equipment, as well as possess experience working on the same type of BCS/DCS equipment that are covered within this contract. Each BCS/DCS service technician shall have a minimum of five years experience in their trade. 
2.2 Vendor personnel shall possess certification (qualifications) from Repair/Maintenance Schools and/or Trade License(s) or State Working Permits (or equivalent) for each of the personnel assigned to work on this contract. 

2.3 The vendor shall provide documentation (i.e. certificates, licenses, resumes) to the Government for all service technicians performing work under this contract. The vendor shall employ a sufficient number of workers qualified to perform work indicated within this contract and as determined by the Contracting Officer.

3.0 Government Furnished Items:

3.1 The Government will not supply or furnish any tools, materials, labor, equipment or services for the use of the vendor except as described herein. The Government will furnish a reasonable, limited amount of utilities for the use of the vendor in performing the requirements set forth in this contract at no cost to the vendor.  
3.2 The Government may have gas bottles available to test and/or calibrate the O2 in situ analyzers.  However, the vendor shall be ultimately responsible to provide their own cal gas bottles for O2 In situ analyzer calibration on all boilers should there be no government cal gas available. 
3.3 The vendor shall provide and maintain, in a clean and safe manner, and at his expense, the necessary service lines from lab trailer to the site of work.  If additional power outlets are required, the vendor shall provide them their own expense, in an approved manner; upon completion or termination of the contract, these outlets shall be left in place for the use of the Government.  On a daily basis, the vendor shall remove all service lines and leave the facility clean and in safe condition.  

3.4 NAVSTA Newport will provide access to existing air sampling ports, platforms and safe access.  NAVSTA Newport personnel will be available to coordinate the air quality compliance test program and provide pertinent process information.

3.5 The vendor shall be responsible for combustion analyzers capable of NOX measurements at the boiler breeching, as well as an analyzer, and/or combustion gas tester to simultaneously test the windbox O2 readings. 
3.6 The vendor shall record and provide a written report to the Government Technical Point of Contact to include all tune up and testing to fill data sheets to include gas and oil for all boilers. 
3.7 The vendor shall record and update air fuel curve information on the provided Excel spreadsheet, and save the file to the appropriate designated location on the Engineering Work Station (EWS).

3.8 The vendor shall guarantee and maintain safe O2 levels in the Windbox and Firebox at all times.

4.0 Safety Plan
4.1 The vendor shall provide a Safety Plan in accordance with all federal, state, and local regulations to the Officer in Charge (OIC) and/or appointed reprehensive or Government Technical Point within five (5) days after contract award. 

4.2 The vendor shall commence site work upon the OIC’s approval of the vendor’s Safety Plan. 

4.3 The vendor shall be responsible for submitting an Accident Prevention Plan (APP) to the Contracting Officer and Government Technical Point of Contact prior to the start of work, per the Safety and Health Requirements Manual EM-385-1-1.
4.4 The vendor shall be responsible to provide an accepted Safety Plan within (5) days after contract award.  Incomplete and deficient safety plans will be rejected by the GTPOC.  The vendor shall be responsible to submit an amended Safety Plan within (3) days. 

5.0 Pretest Tune up
5.1 The vendor shall calibrate all O2 in situ analyzers prior to tune up. 
5.2 The vendor shall conduct a combustion analysis at 8-12 different firing rates from low fire up to 100% (or any other approved rates). 
5.3 The vendor shall record combustion analysis of C02, O2, CO and Nox in PPM 
0‑2000 scale at 1% accuracy) and stack temperature. 
5.4 The vendor shall set all equipment for maximum efficiency and clean Nox firing. 
5.5 The vendor shall ensure that all adjustments are made in accordance with OEM specifications.  Nox adjustments are complicated in that there are many dampers involved as well as fan speeds via variable frequency drives. All boilers induce Flue Gas Re-circulation (FGR) creating a vacuum in the Forced Draft Fan Inlet and simultaneously modulate FGR damper(s). The Main Air/Fuel Curve 
is affected by adjustments to attain correct Nox readings, the correct percentage FGR readings and the Sub Routines that incorporate all Damper Curves, Fan Speed Curves, Balanced Draft Pressure Control, and O2 Trim Curves. (Please see attachments #1 and #2 for Curves data).

5.6 The vendor shall revise all curves as needed and record/document all adjustments.

5.7  The vendor shall document all variables whether or not adjustments are made.

6.0 Boiler Tune up Specifications
6.1 Boilers 1 and 2, Gas
According to the Air Permit for B1, B2 NOX levels must be below .1 lbs/MMBtu at all firing rates at or above 20,000 PPH. Clean combustion shall be exhibited at all firing rates. Max Firing Rate shall not exceed 92.5 MMBTU/hr when firing gas assumes 1030 BTU’s/cuft.

6.2 B1 B2, Oil

According to the Air Permit for B1, B2, the requirement for oil firing on B1 B2 is to maintain 10% FGR at all firing rates at or above 20,000 PPH. There is no restriction on Nox levels.  However, levels have traditionally been below .25 lbs/MMbtu at all rates above 20,000 PPH, higher Nox numbers are an indication that something is wrong.

Max Firing rate shall not to exceed 92.5 MMBTU/hr when firing oil, assume oil at 147,000 BTU’s/gal.
6.3 B3, Gas
According to the Air Permit for B3, NOx levels must be below .036 lbs/MMBtu at all firing rates or below 1.16 lb/hr at all firing rates. Clean combustion shall be exhibited at all firing rates. This is the permitted maximum for tune up purposes; maintain Nox levels 5% below the permitted maximum. CO shall be held to .036 lbs/MMBTU.

Max firing rate on gas shall not to exceed 32.211 MMBTU’s/hr assumes 1030 BTU’s/cuft.
6.4 B3, Oil
According to the Air Permit for B4, NOx levels must be below .5 lbs/MMBtu at all firing rates. Clean combustion shall be exhibited at all firing rates. This is the permitted maximum for tune up purposes; maintain Nox levels 5% below the permitted maximum. CO levels shall be held below .08 lbs/MMBTU or 2.49 lbs/hr, whichever is more stringent. Max firing rate on oil shall not to exceed 213.4gal/hr.
6.5 B4, Gas

According to the Air Permit for B4 NOx levels must be below .036 lbs/MMBtu @ all firing rates @ or above 30,000 PPH. Clean combustion shall be exhibited at all firing rates. This is the permitted maximum, for purposes of the tune up maintain Nox levels 10% below the permitted maximum. Max firing rate on gas shall not to exceed 95.8 MMBTU’s/hr assuming 1030 BTU’s/cuft.

6.5 B4, Oil
According to the Air Permit for B4, NOx levels must be below .1 lbs/MMBtu at all firing rates at or above 30,000 PPH. Clean combustion shall be exhibited at all firing rates. This is the permitted maximum, for purposes of the tune up, maintain Nox levels 10% below the permitted maximum. Max firing rate on oil shall not to exceed 92.4 MMBTU’s/hr assuming 138,000 BTU’s gal.
7.0 Testing Assistance (B1, B2, B4 Only)
7.1 The vendor shall provide on site technical support for the actual Emission Testing. Emissions Testing shall be completed within 4-days between the hours of 0700 – 1800.  The vendor shall ensure that Emissions Testing is conducted between 01 January and 01 March. 

7.2 The vendor shall be responsible to ensure that all equipment passes Emissions 

Testing in accordance with federal, state, and local regulations. If Emissions Testing results indicate that the Nox levels are high, the vendor shall for make all corrective adjustments to the air fuel curves to bring the Nox levels / numbers into compliance. 
7.3 The vendor shall provide corrective action and support to any other in plant control

problem that is having an adverse effect on boiler performance during Emissions Testing. 
7.4 The vendor shall provide assistance to reconfigure existing parameters and/or 

commission new points within Delta V during ongoing Emissions Testing, if there is sufficient time between tests to perform tasks.

9.0 Vendor Furnished Items

9.1 The vendor shall be responsible to make all necessary electrical connections from Building 7CC electrical power panels and/or power outlets to supply the necessary power requirements to the vendors’ furnished equipment.  
9.2 The vendor shall follow all provisions within the NAVSTA Lockout/Tagout Program for all work being performed under this contract.  All electrical related work shall be performed in accordance with all applicable provisions of the current edition of the National Electric Code.

10.0 Annual Testing Program Requirements

The vendor shall schedule and conduct annual testing during the months of January, February, and/or March.  The vendor shall coordinate testing with the Air Program Manager of NAVSTA Environmental Office at 401-841-6378.
10.1  Pretest Protocol Report

10.1.1 The vendor shall prepare a detailed Draft Pretest Protocol Report to perform EPA Method 7E on Boilers 1, 2, and 3 (optional).  

10.1.2 The vendor shall prepare a detailed Draft Pretest Protocol Report to perform EPA Method 7e to Boiler 4 and submit the report to the NAVSTA Environmental Office, Air Program Manager.  
10.1.3 The Draft Pretest Protocol Report shall contain detailed descriptions of the test methods, sampling locations, quality assurance, schedule, and all information required by the Rhode Island Department of Environmental Management (RIDEM), Office of Air Resources.  
10.1.4 The vendor shall prepare the Pretest Protocol Report in accordance with 40 CFR, Parts 60 and 61 and all other applicable RIDEM and US EPA regulations.  
10.1.5 The vendor shall submit the Draft Pretest Protocol Report to the NAVSTA Environmental Office no later than 75-days prior to testing.   The Air Program Manager will review the Pretest Protocol Report and provide comments.  The vendor shall incorporate the comments into the Pretest Protocol Report (DPPR) and forward the PPR to Rhode Island Department of Environmental Management RIDEM 60-days prior to testing, as required per the Air Pollution Control Regulation No. 27.  

11.0  Testing Requirements

11.1 Boilers 1, 2, and 4

11.1.1 Upon approval of the Pretest Protocol Report by RIDEM, the vendor shall execute EPA Method 7E, Determination of Nitrogen Oxides Emissions from Stationary Sources (Instrument Analyzer Procedure) on Boilers 1, 2, 3, and 4.  The test will consist of performing (3) three, One-Hour Test Runs.  Each Dual Fuel Boiler the load shall be greater than or equal to 90% load.  
11.1.2 The vendor shall conduct Test Runs separately for each fuel to include both Natural Gas and No. 4 Fuel Oil for Boilers 1 and 2, and Natural Gas and No. 2 Fuel Oil for Boiler 4.   
11.1.3 The vendor shall ensure that testing will demonstrate compliance with the applicable emission limits specified within NAVSTA Newport Title V Operating Permit.  For boilers 1 and 2, there is no NOx emission limit for No. 4 fuel oil.  In this case, testing on No. 4 Fuel Oil will provide emission rates for nitrogen oxide with a minimum of 10% Flue Gas Re-circulation.  The vendor shall execute testing per specifications indicated within 40 CFR, Part 60, and all applicable Rhode Island Department of Environmental Management (RIDEM) Air Pollution Control Regulations. 

11.2 Boiler 3 (add-on, as requested)
11.2.1 Boiler 3 will be an optional line item as requested by Naval Station Newport. 
11.2.2 The vendor may include Boiler 3 as a part of the Stack Testing conducted on Boilers 1, 2, and 4 to ensure that no additional mobilization.  
11.2.3 The vendor shall perform the same type and testing on Boiler 3 as performed in Boilers 1, 2, and 4.  The tests will consist of (3) One-Hour Test Runs for each fuel of Boiler 3 (No. 4 Fuel and Natural Gas). The vendor shall ensure that testing demonstrates Boiler 3’s compliance with applicable emission limits indicated within NAVSTA Newport’s Title V Operating Permit.  The vendor shall execute testing per specifications indicated within 40 CFR, Part 60, and all applicable RIDEM Air Pollution Control Regulations.
11.3 Fuel Testing
11.3.1 The vendor shall conduct an Ultimate Fuel Analysis on No. 2 and No. 4 Fuel Oils from the fuel oil tanks that service the boilers.  The vendor shall include results of the Fuel Oil Analysis in the Final Report.   

11.4  Final Test Report

11.4.1 Upon completion of the Annual Air Quality Testing Program for Boilers 1, 2, 3,
and 4, the vendor shall prepare and submit a Final Report, which contains summary and discussion results to the NAVSTA Newport Environmental Office within 21-days of complete field testing.  
11.4.2 The Final Test shall include detailed discussions regarding test methodology, quality control pertinent to the program, and test results for Boilers 1, 2, 4, and 3, if requested. 
11.4.3 The vendor’s Final Report formatting shall adhere to and contain all

required information and be acceptable to RIDEM.  
11.4.4 The vendor shall provide (2) copies of the accepted Final Report to NAVSTA

Environmental Office.

11.4.5 The vendor shall provide the Final Report to RIDEM.  

 12.0 Performance Standards

12.1 The vendor must allow for field time, including testing and delays, of 8 hours/day.  Testing should include one day for setup, and three-four days of testing depending on the number of boilers being tested.  It is expected that one boiler will be tested each day.    

13.0 NAVSTA Newport Security Requirements

13.1 Identification Badges

The vendor shall obtain access to the installation by participating in the Navy Commercial Access Control System (NCACS) or by obtaining passes each day from the Base Pass and Identification Office. Costs for obtaining passes through the NCACS are the responsibility of the vendor. One-day passes issued through the Base Pass and Identification Office will be furnished without charge.   The vendor shall provide a completed Employment Eligibility Verification (DHS FORM I-9) Form for all personnel requesting badges. This form is available at http://www.uscis.gov/portal/site/uscis  by searching or selecting Employment Verification (Form I-9). The vendor shall immediately report instances of lost or stolen badges to the Contracting Officer and GTPOC.

13.2 NCACS Program
NCACS is a voluntary program in which vendor personnel who enroll, and are approved, are subsequently granted access to the installation for a period up to one year, or the length of the Section 01 14 00 contract, whichever is less, and are not required to obtain a new pass from the Base Pass and Identification Office for each visit. The Government performs background screening and credentialing. Throughout the year, the vendors’ employee must continue to meet background screening standards. Periodic background screenings are conducted to verify continued NCACS participation and installation access privileges. Under the NCACS program, no commercial vehicle inspection is required, other than for Random Anti-Terrorism Measures (RAM) or in the case of an elevation of Force Protection Conditions (FPCON). Information on costs and requirements to participate and enroll in NCACS is available at http://www.rapidgate.com/vendors/how-to-enroll  or by calling 1-877-727-4342. Vendors should be aware that the costs incurred to obtain NCACS credentials, or costs related to any means of access to a Navy Installation, are not reimbursable. Any time invested, or price(s) paid, for obtaining NCACS credentials will not be compensated in any way or approved as a direct cost of any contract with the Department of the Navy.

13.3 One-Day Passes

Participation in the NCACS is not mandatory, and if the vendor chooses to not participate, the vendor's personnel will have to obtain daily passes, be subject to daily mandatory vehicle inspection, and will have limited access to the installation. (a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the--

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;

(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer within the timeline specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. 

chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other 

Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the SAM database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the SAM database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the SAM does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.

Contractor or any person or entity for damages, costs, fees, or any other loss or liability that would create an Anti-Deficiency Act violation (31 U.S.C. 1341), the following shall govern:
(i) Any such clause is unenforceable against the Government.
(ii) Neither the Government nor any Government authorized end user shall be deemed to have agreed to such clause by virtue of it appearing in the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement. If the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement is invoked through an ``I agree'' click box or other comparable mechanism (e.g., ``click-wrap'' or ``browse-wrap'' agreements), execution does not bind the Government or any 

Government authorized end user to such clause.
(iii) Any such clause is deemed to be stricken from the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement.
(2) Paragraph (u)(1) of this clause does not apply to indemnification by the Government that is expressly authorized by statute and specifically authorized under applicable agency regulations and procedures.
