



STATEMENT OF WORK



GAUGE CALIBRATION

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS:

This statement of work is provided in order to contract a local qualified vendor to calibrate designated shipboard gauges.  The Board of Inspection and Survey (INSURV) requires that all shipboard “critical” gauges be calibrated at a periodicity of no greater than three years.  Prevail’s Chief Engineer has designated these critical gauges (Enclosure 1).  These gauges are due for re-calibration by May 2015.  The following specifications outline the SOW for this project.  Any questions regarding this project should be provided to the Contracting Officer.
THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PERFORM THE FOLLOWING FUNCTIONS:

1. Perform all required calibrations for the gauges listed in Enclosure 1.

2. Coordinate with Ship’s Force to ensure that mechanical and electrical isolations are set and sufficient to safely calibrate these gauges.

3. Coordinate with Ship’s Force to ensure that all isolated systems are restored after completion of calibrations.
4. Affix dated calibration stickers to all gauges satisfactorily calibrated.

5. Report and document all deficient conditions in a timely manner to the Prevail Chief Engineer, Master or CSG-4 Mobile Sea Range Program Manager.

PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE:

LOCATION OF WORK:

Work is to be performed onboard Prevail, stationed at Pier 58, JEBLC, Norfolk, Va.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS:

LIABILITY:  The contractor shall not be liable for any loss, damage or delay due to any cause beyond his reasonable control including, but not limited to acts of government, strikes, lockouts, fire, explosion, theft, floods, riot, civil commotion, war, malicious mischief or acts of God.
ACCESS TO THE VESSEL:  Contractor personnel shall maintain all required documentation to access military bases and piers.

COMPENSATION:

1. Labor:  All compensation for labor is included in the contract price.

2.  Parts & Material:  All compensation for parts and travel time is included in the contract price.
