1. USS KEARSARGE (LHD-3) requests consideration of contracting services through NAVSUP FLC Norfolk for repairs and refurbishing
                               Of the Supply Berthing Lounge (1-25-0-L).

2. 	USS KEARSARGE (LHD-3) has very limited windows of

Period of Performance is subject to change based on operational needs and contractor is expected to be flexible with sudden changes to schedule. Site Visit 23 April 2015 10:00 AM.

3. 	The following are the specific work requirements by the contractor:

Provide and Install:
e	Sofas: 	Two (2) each with approximate dimensions of 72"x30"x
30". 	Color to be selected by CS1 Howard Fields and LS1 Bernard Wiench, and must be approved by the Supply Officer, CDR Bobby Barakat.

• Sofas: 	One (1) each with approximate dimensions of 50"x 30"x
30" unit to have loose cushions. 	Color to be selected by CS1
Howard Fields and LS1 Bernard Wiench, and must be approved by the Supply Officer, CDR Bobby Barakat.

• Partition wall: 	Approximately 18 feet by 76 inches high laminated panels on both sides. 	Color to be selected by CS1
Howard Fields and LSl Bernard Wiench, and must be approved by
the Supply Officer, CDR Bobby Barakat.


•	Game   Top Table : 	One (1) each of 30"x 30" (approx.) with single pedestal secured to deck & 4 each of stack type shipboard approved chairs. Color to be selected by CS1 Howard Fields and LS1 Bernard Wiench, and must be approved by the Supply Officer, CDR Bobby Barakat.

•	Nomex  Curtains : 26 each of 72"x 36" (approx.) pathway with
rods, 3 each of 72"x 72" (approx.) doorway with rods.  Color to be selected by CS1 Howard Fields and LS1 Bernard Wiench, and must be approved by the Supply Officer, CDR Bobby Barakat.

4. 	Contractor will be responsible for removal and proper disposal of excess material and waste from the work conducted.

5. 	The contractor furnished equipment (CFE) must be of construction similar to that of commonly used Navy Shipboard spaces and in accordance with CD-NSWC and NAVSEA specifications. Generally, the furniture and office equipment must be IAW Navy standard and hull type drawings, or military, Federal, or Navy authorized commercial specifications, or have a certified test/evaluation or controlled shipboard performance testing with approval by NSWCCD-SSES CODE 974.

6. 	Prior to material delivery or installation, the contractor shall provide the ship and the contracting officer with a written certificate of conformity from the contractor, stating that the materials procured for installation meet applicable NAVSEA specifications and drawings. 	These specifications include, but are not limited to, MIL-PRF-32038 (Shipboard Furniture, Fixtures, Fittings, and Accessories General Specification for, Performance Specification), MIL-STD-1623 (Fire Performance Requirements and Approved Specifications for Interior Finish Materials and Furnishings, Naval Shipboard Use, Military Standard), and NAVSEA Drawing Number 803-5959610/A (Furniture Construction Details).
