1.  BACKGROUND INFORMATION.
				
The Naval Construction Training Center (NCTC) is an Inter-Service Training Command that continually trains leaders, specialize in military construction and disaster preparedness skills, which enhance DOD readiness and effectiveness as part of that mission. NCTC, located at Naval Base Ventura County (NBVC), Port Hueneme, CA provides training, administration and logistics support for Seabees serving in all parts of the world; and offers construction courses including “A”, “B”, “C” and “F” classes. Our operational services are a vital component of the workforce required to support our mission.

2.  SCOPE OF WORK. 

Contractor shall provide instructor services in the disciplines of Seabee Project Planning and Execution, Construction Mechanic, General Construction and Steelwork.  Instructors shall conduct classroom lectures and field instruction designed to impart technical knowledge to students.  Contractor shall use Government provided training materials for instruction.  Contractor shall provide scheduling and administrative support to NAVCONSTRACEN.

3.  PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS.

3.1  Contractor shall provide instructors and administrative support services to support the NAVCONSTRACEN in accordance with the detailed requirements specified herein.  Lesson plans must be approved by the COR and any changes to approved lesson plans must also be approved by the COR.

The instructors shall conduct classroom lectures and field instruction designed to impart technical knowledge in the principles of job planning, project site layout, estimating and material take off, resource leveling and techniques of construction management.      3.1.2 Present material in accordance with approved lesson plans and course control documents.      3.2.2  Observe student classroom/field/lab activities and participation.  Maintain classroom decorum by responding immediately to any instance of distraction or disturbance.  Report all student absences and tardiness.

    3.2.3  Counsel students in the areas of performance, deportment, attitude, and participation.  Upon completion of counseling, complete appropriate documentation with recommendations and submit to COR.

     3.2.4  If prescribed course material fails to meet the lesson objectives, make recommendations for modifications.
	
3.3	Monitor and evaluate effectiveness of courses and material covering a wide variety of topics in the designated curriculum.

      3.3.1 Monitor and evaluate training effectiveness throughout course of instruction.

      3.3.2 At the end of the course, complete an overall analysis of its effectiveness and make substantive recommendations for changes to the curriculum.

      3.3.3 Provide feedback on the effectiveness of courses taught and material used.  
3.4.	Update lesson plans and field/lab performance grading sheets for broad courses in designated construction and mechanical skills curriculum equivalent to basic undergraduate or secondary level education.  

     3.4.1 Prepare daily lesson plans for assigned course while working within prescribed course framework.  Ensure lesson plans employ the full range of instructional techniques and tactics.  Determine the best method to convey course material to students using a combination of conventional teaching methods, (e.g., present the subject matter orally, field/lab demonstrations or practical exercises on equipment).

[bookmark: PD000261]5252.204-9400 Contractor Unclassified Access to Federally Controlled Facilities, Sensitive Information, Information Technology (IT) Systems or Protected Health Information 
(July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY
This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  
    
Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 

ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES
Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS
In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   
     
When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  


INTERIM ACCESS
The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS
The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE
The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 
Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

· SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)
· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded
to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 
     
The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES 
Contractor employee whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements: 

· Must be either a US citizen or a US permanent resident with a minimum of 3 years legal residency in the United States (as required by The Deputy Secretary of Defense DTM 08-006 or its subsequent DoD instruction) and 
· Must have a favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) including a FBI fingerprint check prior to installation access.  

To be considered for a favorable trustworthiness determination, the Contractor’s Security Representative must submit for all employees each of the following: 

· SF-85 Questionnaire for Non-Sensitive Positions
· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
· Original Signed Release Statements

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM 

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.

“Data Universal Numbering System +4 (DUNS+4) number” means the DUNS number assigned by D&B plus a 4-character suffix that may be assigned by a business concern. (D&B has no affiliation with this 4-character suffix.) This 4-character suffix may be assigned at the discretion of the business concern to establish additional SAM records for identifying alternative Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) accounts (see FAR 32.11) for the same parent concern.

“Registered in the System for Award Management (SAM) database” means that—

(iv) Company mailing address, city, state and Zip Code (if separate from physical).
(v) Company telephone number.
(vi) Date the company was started.
(vii) Number of employees at your location.
(viii) Chief executive officer/key manager.
(ix) Line of business (industry).
(x) Company Headquarters name and address (reporting relationship within your entity).
(d) If the Offeror does not become registered in the SAM database in the time prescribed by the Contracting Officer, the Contracting Officer will proceed to award to the next otherwise successful registered Offeror.
(e) Processing time, which normally takes 48 hours, should be taken into consideration when registering. Offerors who are not registered should consider applying for registration immediately upon receipt of this solicitation.

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--
    
Acceptable purchasing system means a purchasing system that complies with the system criteria in paragraph (c) of this clause.
    
Purchasing system means the Contractor's system or systems for purchasing and subcontracting, including make-or-buy decisions, the selection of vendors, analysis of quoted prices, negotiation of prices with vendors, placing and administering of orders, and expediting delivery of materials.
   
 Significant deficiency means a shortcoming in the system that materially affects the ability of officials of the Department of Defense to rely upon information produced by the system that is needed for management purposes.
   
 (b) General. The Contractor shall establish and maintain an acceptable purchasing system. Failure to maintain an acceptable purchasing system, as defined in this clause, may result in disapproval of the system by the Contracting Officer and/or withholding of payments.
    
(c) System criteria. The Contractor's purchasing system shall--
    
(1) Have an adequate system description including policies, procedures, and purchasing practices that comply with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) and the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS);
    
(2) Ensure that all applicable purchase orders and subcontracts contain all flowdown clauses, including terms and conditions and any other clauses needed to carry out the requirements of the prime contract;

(4) Ensure all purchase orders are based on authorized requisitions and include a complete and accurate history of purchase transactions to support vendor selected, price paid, and document the subcontract/purchase order files which are subject to Government review;

(5) Establish and maintain adequate documentation to provide a complete and accurate history of purchase transactions to support vendors selected and prices paid;
    
(6) Apply a consistent make-or-buy policy that is in the best interest of the Government;
    
(7) Use competitive sourcing to the maximum extent practicable, and ensure debarred or suspended contractors are properly excluded from contract award;
    
(8) Evaluate price, quality, delivery, technical capabilities, and financial capabilities of competing vendors to ensure fair and reasonable prices;
    
(9) Require management level justification and adequate cost or price analysis, as applicable, for any sole or single source award;
    
(10) Perform timely and adequate cost or price analysis and technical evaluation for each subcontractor and supplier proposal or quote to ensure fair and reasonable subcontract prices;
    
(11) Document negotiations in accordance with FAR 15.406-3;
    
(12) Seek, take, and document economically feasible purchase discounts, including cash discounts, trade discounts, quantity discounts, rebates, freight allowances, and company-wide volume discounts;
    
(13) Ensure proper type of contract selection and prohibit issuance of cost-plus-a-percentage-of-cost subcontracts;
    
(14) Maintain subcontract surveillance to ensure timely delivery of an acceptable product and procedures to notify the Government of potential subcontract problems that may impact delivery, quantity, or price;
    
(15) Document and justify reasons for subcontract changes that affect cost or price;
    
(16) Notify the Government of the award of all subcontracts that contain the FAR and DFARS flowdown clauses that allow for Government audit of those subcontracts, and ensure the performance of audits of those subcontracts;
    
(17) Enforce adequate policies on conflict of interest, gifts, and gratuities, including the requirements of 41 U.S.C. chapter 87, Kickbacks;
    
(18) Perform internal audits or management reviews, training, and maintain policies and procedures for the purchasing department to ensure the integrity of the purchasing system;
    
(19) Establish and maintain policies and procedures to ensure purchase orders and subcontracts contain mandatory and applicable flowdown clauses, as required by the FAR and DFARS, including terms and conditions required by the prime contract and any clauses required to carry out the requirements of the prime contract, including the requirements of 252.246-7007, Contractor Counterfeit Electronic Part Detection and Avoidance System, if applicable;

(20) Provide for an organizational and administrative structure that ensures effective and efficient procurement of required quality materials and parts at the best value from responsible and reliable sources, including the requirements of 252.246-7007, Contractor Counterfeit Electronic Part Detection and Avoidance System, if 
applicable;

(21) Establish and maintain selection processes to ensure the most responsive and responsible sources for furnishing required quality parts and materials and to promote competitive sourcing among dependable suppliers so that purchases are reasonably priced and from sources that meet contractor quality requirements, including the requirements of 252.246-7007, Contractor Counterfeit Electronic Part Detection and Avoidance System, and the item marking requirements of 252.211-7003, Item Unique Identification and Valuation, if applicable;
    
(22) Establish and maintain procedures to ensure performance of adequate price or cost analysis on purchasing actions;
    
(23) Establish and maintain procedures to ensure that proper types of subcontracts are selected, and that there are controls over subcontracting, including oversight and surveillance of subcontracted effort; and
    
(24) Establish and maintain procedures to timely notify the Contracting Officer, in writing, if--
    
(i) The Contractor changes the amount of subcontract effort after award such that it exceeds 70 percent of the total cost of the work to be performed under the contract, task order, or delivery order. The notification shall identify the revised cost of the subcontract effort and shall include verification that the Contractor will provide added value; or
    
(ii) Any subcontractor changes the amount of lower-tier subcontractor effort after award such that it exceeds 70 percent of the total cost of the work to be performed under its subcontract. The notification shall identify the revised cost of the subcontract effort and shall include verification that the subcontractor will provide added value as related to the work to be performed by the lower-tier subcontractor(s).
    
(d) Significant deficiencies. 

(1) The Contracting Officer will provide notification of initial determination to the Contractor, in writing, of any significant deficiencies. The initial determination will describe the deficiency in sufficient detail to allow the 
Contractor to understand the deficiency.
    
(2) The Contractor shall respond within 30 days to a written initial determination from the Contracting Officer that identifies significant deficiencies in the Contractor's purchasing system. If the Contractor disagrees with the initial determination, the Contractor shall state, in writing, its rationale for disagreeing.
    
(3) The Contracting Officer will evaluate the Contractor's response and notify the Contractor, in writing, of the Contracting Officer's final determination concerning--
    
(i) Remaining significant deficiencies;
    
(ii) The adequacy of any proposed or completed corrective action; and
    
(iii) System disapproval, if the Contracting Officer determines that one or more significant deficiencies remain.
    
(e) If the Contractor receives the Contracting Officer's final determination of significant deficiencies, the Contractor shall, within 45 days of receipt of the final determination, either correct the significant deficiencies or submit an acceptable corrective action plan showing milestones and actions to eliminate the deficiencies.
    
(f) Withholding payments. If the Contracting Officer makes a final determination to disapprove the Contractor's purchasing system, and the contract includes the clause at 252.242-7005, Contractor Business Systems, the Contracting Officer will withhold payments in accordance with that clause.

[bookmark: PD000444]252.245-7004  REPORTING, REUTILIZATION, AND DISPOSAL (MAR 2015)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--
    
(1) Demilitarization means the act of eliminating the functional capabilities and inherent military design features from DoD personal property. Methods and degree range from removal and destruction of critical features to total destruction by cutting, tearing, crushing, mangling, shredding, melting, burning, etc.
    
(2) Export-controlled items means items subject to the Export Administration Regulations (EAR) (15 CFR parts 730-774) or the International Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR) (22 CFR parts 120-130). The term includes--
    
(i) Defense items, defined in the Arms Export Control Act, 22 U.S.C. 2778(j)(4)(A), as defense articles, defense services, and related technical data, etc.; and
    
(ii) Items, defined in the EAR as ``commodities,'' ``software,'' and ``technology,'' terms that are also defined in the EAR, 15 CFR 772.1.
    
(3) Ineligible transferees means individuals, entities, or countries--
    
(i) Excluded from Federal programs by the General Services Administration as identified in the System for Award Management Exclusions located at https://www.acquisition.gov;
    
(ii) Delinquent on obligations to the U.S. Government under surplus sales contracts;
    
(iii) Designated by the Department of Defense as ineligible, debarred, or suspended from defense contracts; or
    
(iv) Subject to denial, debarment, or other sanctions under export control laws and related laws and regulations, and orders

administered by the Department of State, the Department of Commerce, the Department of Homeland Security, or the Department of the Treasury.
    
(4) Scrap means property that has no value except for its basic material content. For purposes of demilitarization, scrap is defined as recyclable waste and discarded materials derived from items that have been rendered useless beyond repair, rehabilitation, or restoration such that the item's original identity, utility, form, fit, and function have been destroyed. Items can be classified as scrap if processed by cutting, tearing, crushing, mangling, shredding, or melting. Intact or recognizable components and parts are not ``scrap.''
    
(5) Serviceable or usable property means property with potential for reutilization or sale ``as is'' or with minor repairs or alterations.
    
(b) Inventory disposal schedules. Unless disposition instructions are otherwise included in this contract, the Contractor shall complete SF 1428, Inventory Schedule B, within the Plant Clearance Automated Reutilization Screening System (PCARSS). Information on PCARSS can be obtained from the plant clearance officer and at http://www.dcma.mil/ITCSO/CBT/PCARSS/index.cfm.
    
(1) The SF 1428 shall contain the following:
    
(i) If known, the applicable Federal Supply Code (FSC) for all items, except items in scrap condition.
    
(ii) If known, the manufacturer name for all aircraft components under Federal Supply Group (FSG) 16 or 17 and FSCs 2620, 2810, 2915, 2925, 2935, 2945, 2995, 4920, 5821, 5826, 5841, 6340, and 6615.
    
(iii) The manufacturer name, make, model number, model year, and serial number for all aircraft under FSCs 1510 and 1520.
    
(iv) Appropriate Federal Condition Codes. See Appendix 2 of DLM 4000.25-2, Military Standard Transaction Reporting and Accounting Procedures (MILSTRAP) manual, edition in effect as of the date of this contract. Information on Federal Condition Codes can be obtained at 
http://www2.dla.mil/j-6/dlmso/elibrary/manuals/dlm/dlm_pubs.asp#.

    
(2) If the schedules are acceptable, the plant clearance officer shall complete and send the Contractor a DD Form 1637, Notice of Acceptance of Inventory.
    
(c) Proceeds from sales of surplus property. Unless otherwise provided in the contract, the proceeds of any sale, purchase, or retention shall be--
    
(1) Forwarded to the Contracting Officer;
    
(2) Credited to the Government as part of the settlement agreement;
    
(3) Credited to the price or cost of the contract; or
    
(4) Applied as otherwise directed by the Contracting Officer.
    
(d) Demilitarization, mutilation, and destruction. If demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction of contractor inventory is required, the Contractor shall demilitarize, mutilate, or destroy contractor inventory, in accordance with the terms and conditions of the contract and consistent with Defense Demilitarization Manual, DoDM 4160.28-M, edition in effect as of the date of this contract. The plant clearance officer may authorize the purchaser to 
demilitarize, mutilate, or destroy as a condition of sale provided the property is not inherently dangerous to public health and safety.    

(e) Classified Contractor inventory. The Contractor shall dispose of classified contractor inventory in accordance with applicable security guides and regulations or as directed by the Contracting Officer.
    
(f) Inherently dangerous Contractor inventory. Contractor inventory dangerous to public health or safety shall not be disposed of unless rendered innocuous or until adequate safeguards are provided.
    
(g) Contractor inventory located in foreign countries. Consistent with contract terms and conditions, property disposition shall be in accordance with foreign and U.S. laws and regulations, including laws and regulations involving export controls, host nation requirements, Final Governing Standards, and Government-to-
Government agreements. The Contractor's responsibility to comply with all applicable laws and regulations regarding export-controlled items exists independent of, and is not established or limited by, the information provided by this clause.
    
(h) Disposal of scrap. 

(1) Contractor with scrap procedures. 

(i) The Contractor shall include within its property management procedure, a process for the accountability and management of Government-owned scrap. The process shall, at a minimum, provide for the effective and efficient disposition of scrap, including sales to scrap dealers, so as to minimize costs, maximize sales proceeds, and, contain the necessary internal controls for mitigating the improper release of non-scrap property.
    
(ii) The Contractor may commingle Government and contractor-owned scrap and provide routine disposal of scrap, with plant clearance officer concurrence, when determined to be effective and efficient.
    
(2) Scrap warranty. The plant clearance officer may require the Contractor to secure from scrap buyers a DD Form 1639, Scrap Warranty.
    
(i) Sale of surplus Contractor inventory. 

(1) The Contractor shall conduct sales of contractor inventory (both useable property and scrap) in accordance with the requirements of this contract and plant clearance officer direction.
   
(2) Any sales contracts or other documents transferring title shall include the following statement:
   
 ``The Purchaser certifies that the property covered by this contract will be used in (name of country). In the event of resale or export by the Purchaser of any of the property, the Purchaser agrees to obtain the appropriate U.S. and foreign export or re-export license approval.''
   
 (j) Restrictions on purchase or retention of Contractor inventory. (1) The Contractor may not knowingly sell the inventory to any person or that person's agent, employee, or household member if that person--
    
(i) Is a civilian employee of the DoD or the U.S. Coast Guard;
    
(ii) Is a member of the armed forces of the United States, including the U.S. Coast Guard; or
    
(iii) Has any functional or supervisory responsibilities for or within the DoD's property disposal/disposition or plant clearance programs or for the disposal of contractor inventory.
    
(2) The Contractor may conduct Internet-based sales, to include use of a third party.
    
(3) If the Contractor wishes to bid on the sale, the Contractor or its employees shall submit bids to the plant clearance officer prior to soliciting bids from other prospective bidders.
    
(4) The Contractor shall solicit a sufficient number of bidders to obtain adequate competition. Informal bid procedures shall be used, unless the plant clearance officer directs otherwise. The Contractor shall include in its invitation for bids, the sales terms and conditions provided by the plant clearance officer.
    
(5) The Contractor shall solicit bids at least 15 calendar days before bid opening to allow adequate opportunity to inspect the property and prepare bids.
    
(6) For large sales, the Contractor may use summary lists of items offered as bid sheets with detailed descriptions attached.
    
(7) In addition to mailing or delivering notice of the proposed sale to prospective bidders, the Contractor may (when the results are expected to justify the additional expense) display a notice of the proposed sale in appropriate public places, e.g., publish a sales notice on the Internet in appropriate trade journals or magazines and local newspapers.
    
(8) The plant clearance officer or representative will witness the bid opening. The Contractor shall submit, either electronically or manually, two copies of the bid abstract.
    
(9) The following terms and conditions shall be included in sales contracts involving the demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction of property:
    
(i) Demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction on Contractor or subcontractor premises. Item(s) ---- require demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction by the Purchaser. Insert item number(s) and specific demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction requirements for item(s) shown in Defense Demilitarization Manual, DoDM 4160.28-M, edition in effect as of the date of this contract. Demilitarization shall be witnessed and verified by a Government 
representative using DRMS Form 145 or equivalent.
    
(ii) Demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction off Contractor or subcontractor premises.    

(A) Item(s) ---- require demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction by the Purchaser. Insert item number(s) and specific demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction requirements for item(s) shown in Defense Demilitarization Manual, DoDM 4160.28-M, edition in effect as of the date of this contract. Demilitarization shall be witnessed and verified by a Government representative using DRMS Form 145 or equivalent.
    
(B) Property requiring demilitarization shall not be removed, and title shall not pass to the Purchaser, until demilitarization has been accomplished and verified by a Government representative. Demilitarization
will be accomplished as specified in the sales contract. Demilitarization shall be witnessed and verified by a Government representative using DRMS Form 145 or equivalent.
    
(C) The Purchaser agrees to assume all costs incident to the demilitarization and to restore the working area to its present condition after removing the demilitarized property.
    
(iii) Failure to demilitarize. If the Purchaser fails to demilitarize, mutilate, or destroy the property as specified in the 
contract, the Contractor may, upon giving 10 days written notice from date of mailing to the Purchaser--
    
(A) Repossess, demilitarize, and return the property to the Purchaser, in which case the Purchaser hereby agrees to pay to the Contractor, prior to the return of the property, all costs incurred by the Contractor in repossessing, demilitarizing, and returning the property;
    
(B) Repossess, demilitarize, and resell the property, and charge the defaulting Purchaser with all costs incurred by the Contractor. The Contractor shall deduct these costs from the purchase price and refund the balance of the purchase price, if any, to the Purchaser. In the event the costs exceed the purchase price, the defaulting Purchaser hereby agrees to pay these costs to the Contractor; or
    
(C) Repossess and resell the property under similar terms and conditions. In the event this option is exercised, the Contractor shall charge the defaulting Purchaser with all costs incurred by the Contractor. The Contractor shall deduct these costs from the original purchase price and refund the balance of the purchase price, if any, to the defaulting Purchaser. Should the excess costs to the Contractor exceed the purchase price, the defaulting 
Purchaser hereby agrees to pay these costs to the Contractor.

(End of clause)




REVIEW OF AGENCY PROTESTS 

The contracting activity, Fleet Logistics Center San Diego (FLCSD) will process agency protests in accordance with the requirements set forth in FAR 33.103(d).
  
Pursuant to FAR 33.103(d)(4), agency protests may be filed directly with the appropriate reviewing authority; or, a protester may appeal a decision rendered by a contracting officer to the reviewing authority.

The reviewing authority for FLCSD is the Director, Regional Contracts Department, Fleet Logistics Center San Diego at 3985 Cummings Road, San Diego, CA 92132-4200.  Agency procurement protests should clearly identify the initial adjudicating official, i.e., the "contracting officer" or "reviewing official".

Offerors should note this review of the Contracting Officer's decision will not extend GAO's timeliness requirements.  Therefore, any subsequent protest to GAO must be filed within 10 days of knowledge of initial adverse agency action.


UNIT PRICES 

Contractor unit prices, when incorporated into a Government contract, will be released under the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) without further notice to the contractor submitter.  If the Contractor takes issue with the release, it should submit its proposal data with the appropriate legends and explain in detail why such data cannot be released as a public record under the Freedom of Information Act.

(a)(1) The North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code for this acquisition is 611513.

(2) The small business size standard is $7.5M.

6.1 OFFER. Included in Volume III - The completion and submission of an offer shall indicate the offeror’s unconditional agreement to the terms and conditions in this solicitation. The offer shall consist of and must include the following:
6.1.1 Cover Letter. The proposal shall include a cover letter which identifies all enclosures being submitted as part of the proposal. The letter shall reference the solicitation number and acknowledge that it submits an offer in response to the solicitation.  6.2 TECHNICAL CAPABILITY PROPOSAL –Volume I
The Volume I, Technical Capability Proposal shall be divided into two clear sections correlating to the two subfactgors.
a.  Staffing Plan
b. Transition Plan
This requirement is subject to FAR 52.222-17 Nondisplacement of Qualified Workers (May 2014).  In the event the predecessor contractor employee(s) isnot hired by a successor contractor, a plan for how each position will be filled must be provided. 
The Staffing Plan  - The offeror’s proposal shall describe the offeror’s staffing approach to meet the requirements.  The proposal shall address the offeror's understanding of the requirements of the Performance Work Statement (PWS).  The proposal must describe how the offeror plans to provide the staffing for the instructors and administrative positions described herein, and in the PWS.  For staff members who are not current employees, the proposal shall describe how the offeror will recruit and train its personnel, including subcontracted labor. 1.0 Basis for Award:

1.1 The contract resulting from this solicitation will be a single award, cost plus fixed fee, Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) set-aside for small businesses. Award will be made to a small business using a best value methodology for source selection. Offerors are advised that the Government reserves the right to make award to other than the lowest price offeror, or to the offeror with the highest technical rating if the Government determines that to do so would result in the overall best value to the Government. As indicated below, Factor I (Technical Capability), Factor II (Past Performance), and Factor III (Cost) are listed in descending order of importance. When combined, the non-cost factors [Factor I (Technical), Factor II (Past Performance)], are significantly more important than Factor III (Cost). A rating of “unacceptable” or “marginal” in any factor or sub-factor may render the entire proposal ineligible for award.

1.2 Technical Capability is significantly more important than Past Performance Relevancy and Past Performance
Confidence combined. Although cost is considered in every award decision, non-cost factors when combined are
significantly more important than cost. In situations where non-cost factors between offerors are equal, cost becomes more
important and may become a major factor for the award decision.

1.3 To be eligible for award, the offeror must fully comply with the PWS, and address all solicitation
requirements.

3.0  Relative Weights:

3.1 Factor I (Technical Capability) and Factor II (Past Performance Confidence) are listed in descending order of
importance. When combined, the non-cost factors [Factor I (Technical Capability) and Factor II (Past Performance
Confidence), are significantly more important than Factor III (Cost). A rating of “unacceptable” or “marginal” in any Factor or Sub-factor may render the entire proposal ineligible for award.

3.2 Factor I (Technical Capability) is divided into two subfactors, listed in descending order of importance: (1)
Staffing Plan, (2) Transition Plan. Each subfactor will be rated individually, and then the two ratings will be used to determine an overall rating for Factor I, Technical Capability. The overall rating will be used in the trade off analysis to determine the best value offer. An unacceptable or marginal rating in any of the subfactors may result in an overall rating of unacceptable or marginal for Factor I and may render the entire proposal ineligible for award.

· An identification of problems to be expected during transition and a plan to resolve such problems
· Initial employee recruitment
· A Plan of Action and Milestones (POAM) for the transition.

· Interface with the Government

4. 3 Unacceptable Rating. Any proposal receiving a score of "unacceptable" or "marginal" in a factor or any sub-factor may render the entire proposal ineligible for award.
5.0 	Factor II – Past Performance Grading Criteria
5.1  Each offeror will be first evaluated for relevancy. The relevancy rating will then be incorporated in the
confidence rating. The more relevant the past performance data submitted, the higher the government’s confidence in the
offeror’s ability to successfully perform.

5.2  The assessment of offeror's past performance will be used by the government as a means to evaluate the
relative capability of the offeror and other competitors to successfully meet the requirements of the PWS and as a measure
of performance risk for contract award. The government’s assessment of performance risk is not intended to be the product
of a mechanical or mathematical analysis of an offeror’s performance on a list of contracts, but rather the product of
subjective judgment of the Government after it considers all available relevant and recent information.

5.3 The government intends to verify past performance information on contracts listed by the offerors. The
government may contact some or all of the references. The government reserves the right to obtain information for use in
the evaluation of past performance from any and all sources including sources outside of the Government.

5.4 In the case of an offeror without a record of relevant past performance, or for whom information on past
performance is not available, the government will not evaluate the offeror favorably or unfavorably on past performance.
Such offerors will receive a neutral rating for past performance. However, the proposal of an offeror with no relevant past
performance history, while rated Neutral in past performance, may not represent the most advantageous proposal to the government, and thus, may be an unsuccessful proposal when compared to the proposals of other offerors.

5.5 The government shall evaluate the offeror’s past performance on similar or directly-related work performed
within the past three years (similar in scope, magnitude, and complexity to that detailed in the Statement of Work). Past
performance shall be evaluated based on Relevancy (the less relevant the past performance, the lower the score), as well as
Confidence (timeliness, quality, cost control, and customer satisfaction as indicated by the questionnaire). Past
Performance references may include federal, state, or local government and private contracts performed by the offeror that
were similar in nature for this effort being evaluated.

5.6  Past performance may be demonstrated from an individual prior contract or effort, or by aggregating multiple
prior contracts or efforts of same or similar scope to that which is described in the solicitation. However, the government
will give greater consideration to individual prior contracts or efforts of the same or similar scope, magnitude and/or
complexity to that which is described in the solicitation.

5.7  The government may take into account past performance information regarding predecessor companies,
personnel resumes who have relevant experience, and teaming partners/subcontractors that will perform major or critical
aspects of the requirement when such information is relevant to the procurement.

5.8  In accordance with FAR 15.305 (a) (2) (i), the government may consider in its evaluation, the currency and
relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in the offeror’s
performance.

5.9  Following the evaluation of relevancy, the government will then evaluate offerors for confidence. These
ratings incorporate the Relevancy rating. Because the definition for confidence includes the Relevancy rating, the
adjective Confidence rating will be used for the overall Past Performance rating.

Definitions

Performance Confidence Assessment is an evaluation of the likelihood (or government's confidence) that the offeror will successfully perform the solicitation's requirements; the evaluation is based upon past performance information.

Recency, as it pertains to past performance information, is a measure of the time that has elapsed since the past performance reference occurred.  Recency is generally expressed as a time period during which past performance references are considered relevant.

Relevancy, as it pertains to past performance information, is a measure of the extent of similarity between the service/support effort, complexity, dollar value, contract type, and subcontract/teaming or other comparable attributes of past performance examples and the source solicitation requirements; and a measure of the likelihood that the past performance is an indicator of future performance.

Risk, as it pertains to source selection, is the potential for unsuccessful contract performance.  The consideration of risk assesses the degree to which the offeror's proposed approach to achieving the technical factor or sub-factor may involve risk of disruption of schedule, increased cost or degradation of performance, the need for increased government oversight, and the likelihood of unsuccessful contract performance.

Strength is an aspect of an offeror's proposal that has merit or exceeds specified performance or capability requirements in a way that will be advantageous to the government during contract performance.

Weakness is a flaw in the proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance.

Past performance questionnaires provide offeror’s an opportunity to supplement information available in the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS), as well as other information already available to the Government. If an offeror would like the information within CPARS to serve as the primary basis for determination of their past performance rating, then that offeror does not need to use past performance questionnaires but must still supply three references with current contact information as required above.
In the evaluation of an Offeror’s past performance, the Government reserves the right to use any information concerning relevant performance. Past performance shall be evaluated based on relevance (the more relevant the past performance, the higher the score), on customer satisfaction, timeliness, quality, and cost control as indicated by the questionnaire.
6.0	Factor III - Cost  
6.1  Although cost is less significant than Factors I and II combined, it should not be ignored. The degree of its importance will increase with the degree of equality of proposals in relation to technical capability. Conversely, the significance of cost will decrease when it is so significantly high as to diminish the value of the technical superiority to the government.
6.2  Evaluation will be based on a review of the cost proposal. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total cost for all three option years to the total cost for the basic requirement of the base year.  The total cost for all options will include the six month option period allowed by FAR 52.217-8, Option to Extend Services.  The Government will evaluate this option period by using 50 percent of the costs for the last option year of performance.  Thus, for evaluation purposes, the total cost will be based on four years plus the six month option period.  
6.3  Cost proposals will be evaluated to determine fairness, reasonableness, and realism.  Cost realism pertains to the Offeror’s ability to project costs that reflect what the Government should realistically expect to pay for the proposed effort, the Offeror's understanding of the work, and the Offeror's ability to perform the contract. Cost realism performed by the Government on the offeror’s proposal may cause an upward adjustment for evaluation purposes, but if the offeror is awarded a contract, it will be awarded at the proposed price.
