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Technical Evaluation Factors:

Quoters are required to provide technical data and descriptive information in sufficient detail to describe their knowledge and experience of the processes associated with the fabrication of F/A-18 Aircraft Tire Stand parts (in accordance with the drawing), delivery, assembly, functionality check, and on-site training for the F/A-18 Aircraft Tire Fall Protection Stands for Government Technical Personnel to evaluate for compliance with the solicitation.   

(1)  Technical Capability - Sub-factors:

(a) Facility, equipment/machinery types and capability:

Technical capability includes having an adequate facility and machines to perform the required services to fabricate the parts for the F/A-18 Aircraft Tire Fall Protection Stand. 

The quote must provide data to verify that the quoter has an established adequate sized facility to perform all phases of the fabrication of the stand parts, pieces and components. A detailed and complete listing of equipment/machinery that will allow all phases of the stand fabrication to be performed is to be provided. 

(b) Relevant experience of key personnel:

Relevant experience data for aluminum welding and machinist personnel indicating capability in fabricating parts and the associated build as required by this solicitation is required to be provided by each quoter to support this technical sub-factor.  

(c) Aluminum Welding Certification (AWC) and Quality Assurance System (QAS): Quoters must have current experience with aluminum welding evidenced by an AWC and an approved QAS. Quoters shall provide documentation that indicates they have the AWC and QAS to support this sub-factor.

A Technical Narrative (TN) is required to be submitted and the data content within must demonstrate familiarity with the detailed aspects of the requirements, and clearly show that the quoter has correctly interpreted all of the requirements. Quoters are cautioned against simply stating they can perform the project in its entirety. 

The TN must provide a concise, clear, and descriptive narrative technical approach (not to exceed 3 pages) on how the quoter will perform the fabrication of all parts/components, delivery, assembly, functionality check, and on-site training (North Island, San Diego 92135-7058) required to complete the work statement for the F/A-18 Aircraft Tire Fall Protection Stands. 

The TN can be supported by any other applicable descriptive literature or documentation relative to this solicitation. 





The omission of key data requested, limited descriptive data or vague data presented may result in an unacceptable rating as Government Technical Evaluators will be limited in their ability to evaluate a quoters capability and make a fair determination of acceptability.
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The quoter must address all technical sub-factors in sufficient detail. The data will be reviewed by the Government to evaluate a quoter’s capability to provide the require services to ensure compliance with the specifications and technical criteria established under the solicitation. 

Upon a determination of technical acceptance of all sub-factors will enable the quote to be considered for further evaluation of the remaining factors.  
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
