
STATEMENT OF WORK 
FOR 
ANNUAL MAINTENANCE SERVICE FOR 
AMEREX 688 COMBO WHEELED FLIGHT-LINE FIRE EXTINGUISHERS

NAVY REGION SOUTHWEST
TITLE:  Airfield flight-line, Model 688 Amerex Combo Wheeled Fire Extinguisher annual maintenance for Navy Region Southwest (NRSW) installations Metro San Diego, Naval Base Ventura County, Naval Air Station El Centro, Naval Weapons Station China Lake,   and Naval Air Facility Fallon, NV  Fire and Emergency Services Department.
1.0 
BACKGROUND
Airfield flight-line wheeled fire extinguishers are the first line of defense in protecting naval assets.  Annual maintenance is needed for compliance with current National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) 10, Standard for Portable Fire Extinguisher, manufacturer service manual and this statement of work. 
Failure to meet these requirements could result in catastrophic/serious life and property.   Failure to provide annual inspection, testing and maintenance requirements will impact the Navy’s mission.  

2.0 
SCOPE

The contractor shall provide all supervision, tools, supplies, equipment, transportation, and labor necessary to conduct annual inspection, testing and maintenance of airfield flight-line fire extinguishers for NRSW Metro San Diego, Naval Base Ventura County, Naval Air Station El Centro, Naval Weapons Station China Lake,  and Naval Air Facility Fallon, NV Fire and Emergency Services.  The contractor will follow all applicable Federal, State and local laws, rules and regulations in a manner that will ensure wheeled fire extinguishers are serviceability and prevent deterioration in value or effectiveness.   
3.0  CERTIFICATION AND APPLICABLE DOCUMENTATION

(a) Current edition of NFPA 10, Standard for Portable Fire Extinguishers and Manufacturers Service Manuals. 
(b) State Fire Marshal License or certification

(c) U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT) regulations

Contractor shall meet the certification requirements of the current NFPA 10, section 7.1.2.1.  Contractor shall provide copies of all certification to the government agency prior to commencing work.   
4.0 
TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

4.1  ANNUAL inspection, testing and maintenance  (NFPA 10 Chapter 7). The contractor shall perform the required inspection, testing and maintenance on site at the installation F&ES Department.  Required service of the Amerex Model 688 flight-line wheeled units will be at a central location suitable for annual maintenance and acceptable by the installation F&ES Department.  
4.2  CORRECTIVE MAINTENANCE.  Corrective maintenance returns a fire extinguisher to full operating capability to include:


a.  Annual inspection, testing and maintenance  requirements for Amerex Model 688 combo (50 lb PKP and  20 lb CO2) wheeled fire extinguishers.
b.   Perform inspection, testing and maintenance  on (not to exceed) 438  Amerex model 688 flightline wheeled fire extinguishers IAW current NFPA 10 as specified in chapter 7 and in accordance with manufacturer’s instruction.

4.3   LABELING. (NFPA 10, Chap 7) The contractor shall replace fire extinguisher identification labels, classification symbols, product inspection stickers/plates/decals and other required information labeling if the originals are damaged or missing.  Labeling shall identify the month and year maintenance was preformed, person and name of agency performing the work in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications. 

4.4  SERVICE RECORDS.  The contractor shall provide itemized listed of deficiencies identified during the inspection, testing and maintenance of the wheeled units.   When maintenance of any wheeled fire extinguisher reveals a deficiency immediate notification to the installation F&ES representative will be completed.   Identified deficiencies will be documented and wheeled unit tagged out of service.

PLACE OF PERFORMANCE

Contract requirements for annual maintenance will be performed at each installation F&ES Department listed:   Metro San Diego, Naval Base Ventura County, Naval Air Station El Centro, Naval Weapons Station China Lake,   Naval Air Station Lemoore, CA and Naval Air Facility Fallon, NV.

5.1 PERIOD OF PERFOMANCE.   All work shall be accomplished within 240 days (7 months) after contract is awarded.

 TRAVEL REQUIREMENTS
Contractor will be required to travel to installation identified in section 5.0.  All travel costs associated with the time and materials shall be in accordance with Federal and Joint Travel Regulations and shall be subject to a FAR Part 31 documentation requirements.

SECURITY REQUIREMENTS

The contractor will be responsible for safeguarding all government property for contractor use.  At the end of each work period, all government equipment and material shall be secured.   The contractor will be required to register for the Rapid Gate Program to gain access to installations listed in section 5.0.  
8.0      
HOURS OF OPERATION

Contractor shall schedule a date and time with the installation F&ES point of contact to perform the inspection, testing and maintenance.   Hours of operations will Monday – Friday between 07:30 AM (PST) to 3:30 PM (PST) excluding U.S. Government holidays.      
9.0        PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

01 June 2015-31 May 2016

DELIVERABLES

The contractor shall submit complete report of all annual inspection, testing and maintenance accomplished at each F&ES Department.  The reports shall be submitted to the Government representative responsible for this contract.  The reports shall include an inventory of extinguisher (# of and type); record of conditions found, minor repairs performed and identify major repairs, if required. 
All records, documents, and associated papers provided by the Government or generated during the period of this contract become government property and will be returned to the government upon contract termination or completion.  During the contract period, all records, documents, and associated papers will be provided, upon completion, for Government review. 

NOTICE:  Expenditures above the dollar threshold established in the contract is not authorized. 

11.0 GOVERNMENT EQUIPMENT LIST

Contractor will provide required annual maintenance 438  Airfield flight-line, Model 688 Amerex Combo Wheeled Fire Extinguishers in accordance with current National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) Standards.
