PERSONNEL QUALIFICATIONS

1. Program Manager Qualifications (Key Resume)
    
a.  The purpose of the Program Manager is to manage and oversee the administrative and daily operations of contractor functions, ensuring compliance with terms of the contract.  Additionally, the Program Manager will be required to oversee the supervision of contractor personnel, which includes work allocation, training, and problem resolution.

    
b.  Required.  Four or more years experience managing technical support contracts.  Four or more years of general professional experience in developmental or operational test and evaluation of aircraft, weapons, software, or systems.  

    
c.  Highly Qualified.  In addition to the above requirements, direct experience managing technical support contracts in developmental or operational test and evaluation of tactical aircraft, weapons, or systems, combined with a four-year or higher degree. 

    
d.  Most Highly Qualified.  In addition to the above requirements, an advanced degree or experience directly applicable to FA-18, AV-8B, AH-1, or EA-6B in an operational test environment is desired.   

2.  Subject Matter Expert Qualifications 
    
a.  The purpose of the SME is to provide expert technical guidance in key areas.  Qualified to independently lead projects.    
    
b.  Required.  Ten or more years of specialized professional experience in developmental or operational test and evaluation of aircraft, weapons, software, or systems.  Graduation from a U. S. Military approved test pilot school may be substituted for two years of professional experience.  

    
c.  Highly Qualified.  In addition to the above requirements, at least a four-year degree in engineering, science, mathematics, operations research or a closely related field.  Direct experience in developmental or operational test and evaluation of tactical aircraft, weapons, or systems, combined with a four-year or higher degree may be substituted for the educational requirements in engineering, science, mathematics, operations research or a closely related field.

    
d.  Most Highly Qualified.  In addition to the above requirements, an advanced degree or six years of experience directly applicable to FA-18, AV-8B, AH-1, JSF, or EA-6B in an operational test environment is desired.  

3.  Senior Flight Test Engineer (FTE)/Analyst Qualifications 
    
a.  The purpose of the Senior FTE/Analyst is to provide specialized technical expertise on specific platforms.  Qualified to lead small teams of engineers on projects with minimum oversight.
    
b.  Required.  Six or more years of specialized professional experience in developmental or operational test and evaluation of aircraft, weapons, software, or systems.  Graduation from a U. S. Military approved test pilot school may be substituted for two years of professional experience.  

    
c.  Highly Qualified.  In addition to the above requirements, at least a four-year degree in engineering, science, mathematics, operations research or a closely related field.  Direct experience in developmental or operational test and evaluation of tactical aircraft, weapons, or systems, combined with a four-year or higher degree may be substituted for the educational requirements in engineering, science, mathematics, operations research or a closely related field.

    
d.  Most Highly Qualified.  In addition to the above requirements, an advanced degree or four years experience directly applicable to FA-18, AV-8B, AH-1, or EA-6B in an operational test environment is desired.   

4.  Intermediate FTE/Analyst Qualifications 
a.  The purpose of the Intermediate FTE/Analyst is to provide mid-level technical expertise on specific platforms.  Participates as a team member or may lead specific test events. 
    
b.  Required.  Four or more years of specialized professional experience in developmental or operational test and evaluation of aircraft, weapons, software, or systems.  Graduation from a U. S. Military approved test pilot school may be substituted for two years of professional experience.  

    c.  Highly Qualified.  In addition to the above requirements, at least a four-year degree in engineering, science, mathematics, operations research or a closely related field.  Direct experience in developmental or operational test and evaluation of tactical aircraft, weapons, or systems, combined with a four-year or higher degree may be substituted for the educational requirements in engineering, science, mathematics, operations research or a closely related field.

    d.  Most Highly Qualified.  In addition to the above requirements, an advanced degree or two years experience directly applicable to FA-18, AV-8B, AH-1, or EA-6B in an operational test environment is desired.   

5.  Junior FTE/Analyst Qualifications

a.  The purpose of the Junior FTE/Analyst is to provide technical support in specific areas on designated platforms as part of a team.

    
b.  Required.  Two or more years of general professional experience in developmental or operational test and evaluation of aircraft, weapons, software, or systems.  Graduation from a U. S. Military approved test pilot school may be substituted for two years of professional experience.  

    
c.  Highly Qualified.  In addition to the above requirements, at least a two-year degree in engineering, science, mathematics, operations research or a closely related field.  Direct experience in developmental or operational test and evaluation of tactical aircraft, weapons, or systems, combined with a two-year or higher degree may be substituted for the educational requirements in engineering, science, mathematics, operations research or a closely related field.

    
d.  Most Highly Qualified.  In addition to the above requirements, a four-year degree or experience directly applicable to FA-18, AV-8B, AH-1, or EA-6B in an operational test environment is desired.   

6.  Intermediate Database Engineer 
a.  The purpose of the Intermediate Database Engineer is to design and maintain a test information database in support of all VX-9 programs.  Supervises the work of the Junior Database Engineer.   

    
b.  Required.  Four or more years of specialized professional experience in the Information Technology field. A minimum of three years experience in database management, computer programming, or design.  

c.  Highly Qualified.  Six or more years of specialized professional experience in the Information Technology field.  Five years of direct database management, computer programming, or design experience.  A two-year degree specializing in engineering, computer technology, mathematics, or a closely related field can be substituted for two years of direct database management and design experience.

d.  Most Highly Qualified.  In addition to the above requirements, a four-year degree in engineering, computer science, mathematics, or a closely related field with two or more years directly supporting work in a development or operational test environment is desired.  

7.  Junior Database Engineer

 
a. The purpose of the Junior Database Engineer is to provide database support under supervision of the Intermediate Database Engineer.
    
b.  Required.  Two or more years of specialized professional experience in the Information Technology field.  

    
c.  Highly Qualified.  Four or more years of specialized professional experience in the Information Technology field, two of which was in database management, computer programming, or design.  A two-year degree specializing in engineering, computer technology, mathematics, or a closely related field can be substituted for two years of direct database management experience.

    
d.  Most Highly Qualified.  In addition to the above requirements, one year experience directly involving database management in a developmental or operational test environment is desired.  
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
