Performance Work Statement (PWS)


Title:	Communications Equipment Maintenance

1.0	INTRODUCTION.  Tactical Communications Department, Code N6, Naval Construction Group ONE (NCG-1) is located at Naval Base Ventura County (NBVC) Port Hueneme, California.  Code N6 has ongoing requirement for maintenance services support involving technically complex communications equipment for various Naval Mobile Construction Battalion (NMCB) group/units.  The goal of this effort is for a contractor to provide effective and qualified communications equipment maintenance services support to NCBM’s P47 and deployable P25 Units (P2508 – NMCB 5, P2512 – NMCB 3, and P2514 – NMCB 4).

2.0	SCOPE.  The scope of this effort is to provide administrative and maintenance services support to manage, implement and perform the NCG-1, Code N6’s communications equipment maintenance program in accordance with (IAW) the United States Navy’s Maintenance and Material Management (3-M) Program and instructions.  Communications equipment maintenance involves: (1) Preventative and (2) Corrective actions on command table of allowance (TOA) as listed on Table 1 and Table 2 below.  Equipment involves technically complex NCG 1, P47 – TOA communications equipment and P25 Units’ TOAs (P2508 – NMCB 5, P2512 – NMCB 3, and P2514 – NMCB 4) communications equipment.

The contractor shall submit weekly report outlining: (1) the previous week’s maintenance completed and equipment discrepancies noted; and, (2) planned maintenance actions for the following week, on the equipment listed above (Table 1 and Table 2). The contractor shall provide the report to the COR no later than close of business (COB) on first business day of each week.  The contractor shall submit monthly status report and financial status report not later than 15 calendar days from the last day of the previous month.

4.0	SKILLS, QUALIFICATIONS AND KNOWLEDGE REQUIRED:

a) The contractor shall have knowledge and experience related to Navy Enlisted Classification Code NEC 1402 – Tactical Communications Maintenance Technician.
b) The contractor shall have knowledge, experience, and previous Navy Personal Qualification Standard (PQS) 3M-301 and 3M-303 qualifications (NAVEDTRA 43241-K CH-1).
c) The contract shall have knowledge and experience using Organizational Maintenance Management System-Next Generation (OMMS-NG), SKED, and other Navy maintenance related software.
d) The contractor shall have Information Assurance Technician (IAT) level 2 qualification at a minimum in accordance with the SECNAV 5239 and designated as Cyber Security Workforce personnel to work on the Tactical Data Network.
e) The Contractor shall be skilled and has working knowledge in Windows 7 computer operating system (OS) and Microsoft Office Professional Suite applications, certification is preferred.

5.0	 TASKS:

5.1	Maintenance Administration Support.  Communications equipment preventative and corrective (repair) maintenance requirements are driven by the 3-M program requirements and overall usage of equipment based on demand.  The contractor shall have the ability to forecast proper and timely preventative maintenance requirements and repair maintenance actions normally associated with equipment usage on the Table 1 and Table 2 specified herein.  The contractor shall manage the scheduling and documentation of P47 and P25 maintenance actions using the Government’s Sked 3.1 and OMMS-NG software program.  When specific maintenance guideline(s) is/are unavailable or vague to complete maintenance action(s), the contractor shall generate and submit to the COR new or improved methods for consideration that may provide/support the development of future guidelines.  The contractor shall perform the following maintenance administrative tasks associated with the equipment specified on Table 1 and Table 2.

1) The contractor shall update weekly the status of work requests in OMMS-NG to reflect the current equipment readiness.
2) The contractor shall review and update equipment records, on weekly basis, to accurately reflect equipment on hand using the online Readiness and Cost Reporting Program.
3) The contractor shall perform communications equipment configuration validation (add, modify and/or delete equipment item/record) using OMMS-NG.
4) The contractor shall promptly place procurement requisition for supplies, parts and materials required to accomplish communications equipment maintenance actions in OMMS-NG.
5) The contractor shall provide management support of Code N6’s Current Ship’s Maintenance Plan (CSMP) to accurately reflect the current material condition of communications equipment.
6) The contractor shall perform SKED and the work center PMS manual revisions.
7) The contractor shall perform Cycle, Quarterly, and Weekly PMS schedules validation in SKED against the work center PMS manual using the SKED revision editor.
8) The contractor shall prepare pen and ink changes in the work center PMS manual for Code N6 approval.
9) The contractor shall prepare and perform internal/external backup of work center database in SKED.
10) The contractor shall perform update of weekly PMS schedule.
11) The contractor shall perform update of quarterly PMS schedule.
12) The contractor shall document maintenance accomplished by outside activity.
13) The contractor shall schedule non-calendar periodicity maintenance checks.
14) The contractor shall verify accuracy of Work Center Equipment against the List of Effective Pages.
15) The contractor shall verify procedural steps listed on new/changed MRCs against installed equipment.
16) The contractor shall supervise maintenance personnel performing preventative and corrective maintenance.
17) The contractor shall prepare and submit both technical and non-technical Feed Back Reports in SKED.
18) The contractor shall prepare and submit Urgent Feed Back Reports in SKED.
19) The contractor shall schedule and review equipment validations and submit appropriate change documents.

The contractor shall submit a monthly report that accounts the maintenance accomplished in the preceding month, the projections of maintenance actions for the following month(s), and provide costs associated with the maintenance.  The contractor shall include in the monthly report accounts of equipment corrective/repair actions completed, the status of equipment corrective/repair in-progress and estimated completion date.  The contractor shall include in the monthly report the estimated cost of replacement parts/items and the estimated costs of repair/corrective action(s).  The contractor shall include in the monthly report any equipment/gear that was/were found inoperable in the previous month, where repair parts are on hand, but was/were not immediately repaired.  The contractor shall prepare and turn-in inoperable equipment to NCG-1 Electronic Key Management System (EKMS) office through the use of a Request Maintenance Action (RMA).

5.2	Preventative Maintenance Support.  The contractor shall perform preventative maintenance actions on the communications equipment (see Table 1 and Table 2 above) and complete as scheduled IAW the 3-M System Planned Maintenance System (PMS).  The contractor shall monitor the PMS scheduling system (Sked 3.1) daily and perform the necessary maintenance as indicated through this system (Table 3 indicates the frequency) using equipment specific Maintenance Requirement Cards (MRCs) (see Attachment 2).

Applicable MRC tasks and frequencies of PMS actions are equipment specific and driven by the equipment preventative maintenance requirement, respectively.  Maintenance action periodicity and quantity are subject to change in response to Navy-wide PMS semiannual maintenance revisions.  The contractor shall follow the MRC maintenance procedure step-by-step and all related instructions.  At the minimum, the contractor shall perform the following preventative maintenance actions:

(a) The contractor shall perform preventative maintenance work such as radio transmission calibration, filter cleaning and inspection, general equipment operational test, and other maintenance action as directed in the MRC.

(b) The contractor shall perform required MRC tasks when scheduled in Sked 3.1  using alpha-numeric code and at frequencies as described in the following table:

(e) The contractor shall annotate the accomplishment or non-accomplishment of scheduled PMS checks in Sked 3.1.
(f) The contractor shall include in the weekly report any discrepancies found in the course of performing PMS check.
(g) The contractor shall include in the weekly report any incident during the performance of PMS check when the MRC cannot be completed successfully as written.
(h) The contractor shall include in the weekly report any PMS check that cannot be completed as scheduled and the reason why it cannot be completed.
(i) The contractor shall include in the monthly report any out of calibration test equipment or any test equipment requiring calibration within the next 90 days.
(j) The contractor shall include in the monthly report any differences in the quantities of the approved equipment with the quantities of the equipment on hand for each set of TOA.
(k) The contractor shall identify and use the tools/parts/material/test equipment items from the MRC using the Standard PMS Material Identification Guide (SPMIG).
(l) The contractor shall perform equipment validations in the course of performing a PMS check and shall include in the weekly report any discrepancies found to the COR.
(m) The contractor shall perform radio firmware updates as released by the manufacture.

5.3	TASK 2:  Corrective Maintenance Support.  The contractor shall provide maintenance/repair including necessary upgrades to ensure enhanced equipment security and proper functionality.  The contractor shall resolve problems quickly and effectively and ensure resources are prioritized to resolve problems in the most appropriate order based on user(s) need.  The contractor shall develop and implement maintenance program for preventative and corrective maintenance of all items specified herein to assure maximum availability of communications equipment systems and equipment. System and equipment availability is a key performance metric upon which the contractor is evaluated, daily, monthly, quarterly, and annually. Therefore, the Contractor shall have mechanisms in place to accomplish immediate repair of all equipment specified herein whenever failures occur.

The contractor shall perform corrective maintenance/repair actions IAW applicable equipment technical manuals and procedures specified by the original equipment manufacturer (OEM).  The contractor shall modify and repair communications equipment based on current OEM standards; established and approved Government Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) and Operating Instructions (OI); technical manuals; and/or applicable documents.

The contractor shall perform corrective/repair actions on the equipment specified on Table 6 and Table 7 (see below).  Equipment failure incidents occur at a rate of no more than 10% per deployment/exercise based on historical trends.  Table 6 and 7 provides a description of the general wear and tear of these items to allow the contractor to properly forecast potential repairs.

When equipment corrective maintenance action is needed or identified, the contractor shall document the nature of the maintenance action and required repair parts in OMMS-NG.  The contractor shall not start performing corrective maintenance action without prior approval from the COR. The contractor shall only replace damaged equipment pieces and parts with approved replacement repair parts and provided by the Government.  The contractor shall repair and restore faulty equipment to their designed operating specifications IAW applicable equipment technical manual.

6.0	MEETINGS.  The contractor shall attend and participate in meetings, conferences, and briefings related to the requirement of this PWS.

7.0	PERFORMANCE OBJECTIVES.  See attached Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP)

8.0	GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY (GFP).  No GFP. Contractor will have access to Government property directly related in the performance of this task.

The work under this contract is located at a Government site or installation.  The Contractor shall maintain the assigned office space(s) in a neat and orderly manner.  The Contractor shall only use Government provided items to accomplish the tasks required under this contract.  The use of Government vehicles incidental to the performance of task requirements is authorized.  Personal or company use of phones, utilities, computers, printers, copiers, etc., not directly related to required services is strictly prohibited.  The Contractor shall not remove any Government provided items from the worksite without the written permission of the Contracting Officer's Representative.

9.0	TRAVEL.  None.

10.0	PLACE OF PERFORMANCE.  Naval Construction Group ONE (NCG 1), Code N6, Communications Division, Bldgs. 925 and 1161, 1991 Pacific Road, Port Hueneme, California, 93043-4301.

11.0	WORK HOURS.  The contractor shall develop their personnel work schedules to ensure tasks within this PWS are performed and completed in timely manner to support Government requirements.  Contractor personnel’s work day and hours may conform to the Government‘s work schedule in order to complete the required tasks within this PWS. The below information is provided as historical information only to provide insight on existing Government work schedules:  Core hours are 0715-1615, Monday through Friday, excluding legal public holidays.  Work shall be eight-hour shifts, and will not normally include weekends and holidays. The contractor shall request and shall have approval prior to performing work outside of normal work-week schedule to support Government requirements. The Ordering Officer shall approve exceptions to the hours of availability.

12.0	SECURITY REQUIREMENT.  Tasks within this PWS is classified as SECRET.  Questionnaire for National Security Positions (Standard Form 86) is required.  The contractor shall possess required security clearance and shall comply will all applicable DoD security regulations and procedures during the performance of this contract.  Contractor shall not disclose and must safeguard sensitive information, computer system and data, privacy act data, and Government personnel work products that are obtained, generated or encountered in the performance of the PWS tasks.  Contractor shall be required to provide clearances for personnel access to Government computer and workstation.

13.0	LANGUAGE REQUIREMENTS.  All contractor personnel shall be sufficiently competent in reading, writing, speaking, and understanding English to perform the work.

14.0	PERSONNEL CONDUCT.  The selection, assignment, reassignment, transfer, supervision, management, and control of contractor personnel employed to perform tasks specified herein shall be the responsibility of the contractor.  The contractor shall be responsible for the performance and conduct of contractor and subcontractor employees at all times.  Personnel employed by the contractor in the performance of this contract, or any representative of the contractor entering the installation shall abide to all  applicable US Navy security regulations and shall be subject to security checks by the Government as deemed necessary.  The contractor shall not employ for performance under this contract any person whose employment would result in a conflict of interest with the Government’s standards of conduct.

15.0	PERSONNEL COMPLIANCE.  The contractor shall observe and comply with all applicable DoD safety, security regulations, and procedures including NCG-1, Federal, DoD, Navy and localpolicies, regulations, and procedures concerning fire, safety, environmental protection, sanitation, security, traffic, parking, energy conservation, flag courtesy, “off limits” areas, and possession of firearms or other lethal weapons.  When two or more directives or instructions apply, the contractor shall comply with the more stringent of the directives or instructions.

16.0	PERSONNEL REMOVAL.  Government rules, regulations, laws, directives, and requirements that are issued during the term of the performance period relating to law and order, installation administration, and security shall be applicable to all contractor employees and representatives who enter the installation.  Violation of such rules, regulations, laws, directives, or requirements shall be grounds for removal (permanently or temporarily as the Government determines) from the work site or installation.  Removal of employees does not relieve the contractor from the responsibility for the work defined in this contract.

16.1	Removal by Installation Commander.  The Installation Commander may, at his discretion, bar an individual from the installation under the authority of 18 USC 1382 (1972), for conduct that is determined to be contrary to good order, discipline, or installation security and safety.

16.2	Removal Requested by Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).  The COR may require the contractor to remove an employee working under this contract for reasons of misconduct or security violations.  Contractor employees shall be subject to dismissal from the premises upon determination by the COR that such action is necessary in the interest of the Government.

16.3	 Removal by Military Police.  Contractor employees may be denied entry to or may be removed from the installation by Military Police if it is determined that the employee’s presence on the installation may be contrary to good order, discipline, or installation security and safety.

17.0	PERSONAL APPEARANCE.  Contractor personnel shall comply with local military commander’s published dress codes.

18.0	INTERACTION WITH OTHER ACTIVITIES:

18.1	Government Personnel.  Government and contractor personnel will be working in common office and warehouse areas during working hours.  Contractor performance shall not interfere with Government work in the area where any service or maintenance work is being performed.  In the event the contractor believes that Government and other contractor personnel are interfering with the performance of the tasks described in this PWS, the contractor shall notify the COR immediately.  The contractor is obligated to continue performance of the effort described in this contract unless there is authorization from the KO or COR to stop work.  Failure by the contractor to notify the COR and receive necessary instructions could result in denial of any additional costs incurred in performance of the contract under such conditions.

18.2	Other Contractor Personnel.  Other Government contractors may be performing required services in areas and/or equipment that interrelate with the requirements of this contract.  The Government (COR) will facilitate initial contact between contractor’s performing other contracts and this contract.  The contractor shall provide all further required coordination between other contractor’s for any task specified in this contract that relates to or impacts on any other contracted work.

19.0	VEHICLE AND EQUIPMENT OPERATION:

19.1	Privately-Owned Vehicle (POV) Permits.  Contractor personnel using POVs on DoD installations shall have proper permits for entry onto the installations.  All vehicles, private or contractor-owned, shall comply with the vehicle operation regulations that govern installations.  All vehicles are subject to search while on DoD installations.  Only licensed contractor personnel shall operate vehicles on DoD installations.  Vehicles shall be operated IAW local and state laws as well as installation specific traffic regulations.

19.2	Privately-Owned Vehicle (POV) Parking.  The contractor shall utilize on-station POV parking in authorized areas. The Government reserves the right to change parking arrangements at any time.

19.3	Traffic Accident Report Requirements.  The contractor shall report to Base Security, within one hour, any traffic accident involving contractor personnel that occurs on base, whether in the performance of this PWS or commuting in their POVs, IAW OPNAVINST 5102.1 series, OPNAVINST 5100.23 series, and other applicable local instructions.  The contractor shall supply a copy of any on-base traffic accident report to the COR within five workdays after each occurrence.  The contractor shall also provide the COR a copy of any report of an off-base traffic accident that involves contractor personnel in the performance of this PWS within five workdays after each occurrence.

19.4	Fines, Fees, Point Assessment and Other Costs.  The contractor shall pay all fines, fees, point assessment, and other costs associated with traffic violations or accidents that occur in the performance of work under this contract.

20.0	SAFETY AND HOUSEKEEPING.  The contractor is solely responsible for compliance of all safety regulations of employees while working on Government own facilities.  All accidents which may arise out of, or in connection with, performance of services required hereunder which result in injury, death, or property damage, shall be reported in writing to the Contracting Officer and cognizant Contracting Officer Representative (COR) within twenty-four hours of such occurrence.  Reports shall provide full details of the accident, including statements from witnesses.  The fore-going procedures shall also apply to any claim made by a third party against the contractor as a result of any accident that occurs in connection with performance under this contract.

21.0	CONTRACTOR IDENTIFICATION.  Contracting personnel must identify themselves as "contractors" when attending meetings, answering Government telephones, or working in situations where their actions could be construed as official Government acts.  The Contractor must ensure that their employee(s) display(s) his or her name and the name of the company while in the work area, and include the company's name in his or her email display.

22.0	ENTERPRISE-WIDE CONTRACTOR MANPOWER REPORTING APPLICATION (ECMRA).  The contractor shall report contractor labor hours (including subcontractor labor hours) required for performance of services provided under this contract for the Naval Construction Group One (NCG-1) via a secure data collection site. Contracted services excluded from reporting are based on Product Service Codes (PSCs). The excluded PSCs are:

(1) W, Lease/Rental of Equipment;
(2) X, Lease/Rental of Facilities;
(3) Y, Construction of Structures and Facilities;
(4) D, Automatic Data Processing and Telecommunications, IT and Telecom- Telecommunications Transmission (D304) and Internet (D322) ONLY;
(5) S, Utilities ONLY;
(6) V, Freight and Shipping ONLY.

The contractor is required to completely fill in all required data fields using the following web address https://doncmra.nmci.navy.mil.

Reporting inputs will be for the labor executed during the period of performance during each Government fiscal year (FY), which runs October 1 through September 30. While inputs may be reported any time during the FY, all data shall be reported no later than October 31 of each calendar year.
