(a)  The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.  The following factors shall be used to evaluate quotation:

(i) TECHNICAL CAPABILITY 

    (ii)  PAST PERFORMANCE

   (iii)  PRICE

Offerors' proposals will be evaluated first under Factor (i) above, which represents MINIMUM acceptable criteria.  Under this factor, products offered will be determined to be either technically acceptable or unacceptable.  Failure to meet the minimum criteria for this factor will render the offer to be technically unacceptable and it may not be considered further for award.  See paragraph (b) below.
Only those Quotation which meet the minimum requirements established by Factor (i) will be further evaluated under Factors (ii) and (iii).  In the second step of evaluating those quotation determined under Factor (i) to be technically acceptable, Factor (ii), PAST PERFORMANCE, shall be evaluated and only those Quotation which meet the minimum requirements established by Factor (ii) to have acceptable or unknown past performance will be further evaluated under  Factor (iii), PRICE.  
At the discretion of the Contracting Officer, the Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors.  Each initial quote should, therefore contain the Offeror's best terms from both a price and technical standpoint.   
(b)  TECHNICAL CAPABILITY OF PROPOSED ITEM TO MEET THE REQUIREMENT, Factor (i), will be assessed by evaluating technical information submitted in response to SECTION L Clause TECHNICAL PROPOSALS – VOLUME I in conjunction with the requirements stated in the PWS.  Offerors' technical information will be used to determine whether the items or services proposed meet the specifications included in this solicitation.  Items or services offered, as provided in Offerors' technical information, will be evaluated and determined to be either technically acceptable or technically unacceptable.  Quotation which are determined to be technically unacceptable may not be considered further for award. 
	Minimum Technical Acceptability Criteria

	1.  The Contractor shall provide 33 days of climate controlled indoor parachute packing and briefing area and be located on a Certified Drop Zone listed on the AMC ZAR or Held as a unit Drop Zone Survey. The DZ shall be located within 50 miles of Training and Evaluation Unit One located in San Diego, CA.  PWS para. 5.1


	2. The contractor shall provide lockable indoor climate controlled parachute packing and video briefing/debriefing area no less than 2,000 square feet in addition to an aircraft hangar no less than 12,000 square feet that is accessible to military contract aircraft and Certified Drop zone listed on the AMC ZAR . PWS para. 5.2

	3.  The contractor shall provide Indoor climate controlled parachute packing and briefing area.  PWS para. 1.4 and 5.3.1 



	4.  The contractor shall Certified Drop Zone listed on the AMC ZAR or Held as a unit Drop Zone Survey.  PWS para.5.3.2

	5. The contractor shall provide a Drop Zone accessible to military contract aircraft Accessible to military contract aircraft.  PWS para. 5.3.3

	6.  The contractor shall provide the ability to conduct day and night HALO/HAHO and static line personnel paradrop operations.  PWS para. 5.3.4


	7.  The contractor shall provide packing mats for the parachute packing stations and no less than two video debrief stations. Packing mats must cover a 2,000sf area.  PWS para. 5.3.5


	8.  The contractor shall provide the period of performance 6 months to begin no later than 12 December 2016 and terminate on 25 May 2017.  Specific dates are as follows:
