        AMEND 0003 QUESTIONS & ANSWERS
1. QUESTION:  Section 4.3.3 Safety Procedure states that the contractor shall provide a safety procedure that identifies the federal, state, Hanford Site, and local safety regulations that apply to the work of this SOW.  What are the Hanford and local safety regulations?

ANSWER:  Compliance with federal and state safety standards is typically sufficient to meet local and Hanford Site safety requirements.  The only Hanford Site additional requirement that currently applies is that the use of ladders is prohibited on the Hanford Site unless authorized on a special case basis (see paragraph 4.3.3.b of the SOW).  PSNS & IMF does not know of any other Hanford Site or local safety requirements that apply to this work beyond the federal and state safety standards as referenced in paragraph 4.3.3.  It is possible that at any time during the course of the contract, the Hanford Site may issue a requirement that applies to the work of this SOW based on current events/regulations.  PSNS & IMF would work with the contractor on compliance with any new requirements.
