1.0 Background:

The USNH Yokosuka, Japan requires Medical Record Coding Contractor services to perform on site year round outpatient and inpatient coding and to provide coding training to employees located at Branch Health Clinics (BHC) Atsugi, Iwakuni, Sasebo, Yokohama and Fuji, Japan and Diego Garcia. USNH Yokosuka seeks to develop a coding program that will improve coding integrity and maintain a completion rate in accordance with the standards established by Bureau of Medicine and Surgery (BUMED) and The Joint Commission.  Coding training is to be provided by the contractor for inpatient coding, APVs (ambulatory procedure visit) and outpatient coding performed at the USNH Yokosuka and BHCs.  The purpose of the coder/trainer is to provide consistent accurate coding and ongoing training for the employees and medical providers that will result in improved data integrity, more accurate workload reporting and increased funding allocation.   

2.0 Scope:

2.1 USNH Yokosuka requires the services of one Inpatient/Outpatient Medical Records Coder/Trainer who is certified in accordance with the American Health Information Management Association (AHIMA) professional credentials, has coding experience, with an understanding of electronic health records system; to provide coding and data entry into the Navy Medicine medical systems, AHLTA Electronic Health Record, Essentris, Coding Compliance Editor (CCE), Ambulatory Data System (ADS) and Composite Healthcare Systems (CHCS), and the Ambulatory Data Module (ADM/CHCS).

2.2 The contractor shall provide one on-site inpatient/outpatient medical record coder/trainer for services at USNH Yokosuka. Services shall also be provided in support of: BHCs Atsugi, Sasebo, Iwakuni, Fuji and Yokohama, Japan and Diego Garcia.  Coding services for the BHCs will be limited to training and consulting onsite at the USNH.  The contractor will be responsible for ensuring placement of a certified coder who meets all minimum requirements stipulated above, such that coding will continue at USNH Yokosuka without interruption and staffing will not be gapped for any period of time.  

2.3 The contract employee shall provide training services to USNH and BHC providers on a quarterly basis during this period of performance. The schedule may vary at the discretion of the Government.  

2.4 The contract employee will begin providing coding and training support for USNH Yokosuka within 30 days after contract award. 
2.5 USNH Yokosuka will provide initial training to the contract employee within one week of their start date and provide refresher training semi-annually.  This training will include use of: CHCS, Essentris, CCE, ADM, Hospital Intranet, telephone equipment and other required government equipment/supplies.  Additional site-specific training will be provided such as on site orientation, local procedures and base access. The Government will provide a Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for the contract employee during the training period.
2.6 Head, Patient Administration Department will oversee contractors and ensure metrics are met as specified.

2.7 The Government has unlimited rights to all data and/or information produced, developed, created, or used by Contractor in the performance of their duties.

4.0 Requirements:

4.1 The contract employee shall complete a comprehensive initial evaluation of the facility to modify training objectives to meet the needs of facility that shall include the following:

Documentation requirements (focused on specialty groups and departments)

Fraud and abuse laws in relation to medical record coding 

CPT, ICD-9, & E&M coding

How to avoid up-coding

Proper use of coding reference material 

Evaluation and Management Billing Guides and Templates

Coding and Billing Processes

4.2 The contract employee shall provide services based on an 8-hour workday between the hours of 0700-1700 Monday through Friday.  Services will not normally be required during the evenings, weekends or holidays.  Specific schedules for contract employee shall be coordinated with the USNH Yokosuka one month in advance.  Any changes in the schedule shall be provided to the Department Head a minimum of one week in advance.

4.3 The contract employee will not be allowed to perform services in excess of 40 hours per week.

4.4 There are no provisions for leave (annual or sick) for the contract employee in this contract.  The contract employee shall be allowed 20 business days away from their duties for personal business during the contract period of performance.  The contract employee shall be allowed five business days away from their duties to attend work related functions at the Contractor’s expense (e.g., training sessions or professional conferences).  All absences, personal or professional, will be coordinated with the Surveillance Officer at USNH Yokosuka a minimum of two weeks prior to the absence of the contract employee.  Replacement coverage of another certified coder is required during any periods of absence greater than two weeks.  The Contractor shall not invoice the Government during these periods of absence.

4.5 Introduction of any new data collection/reporting programs and or modalities will require an additional initial training cycle conducted by USNH Yokosuka.  Distance learning (DCO/CBT/VTC/Video Tape) will be used to the greatest extent possible and in person training will be conducted at USNH Yokosuka.  The Contractor shall be responsible for notifying USNH Yokosuka of any personnel training requirements two weeks in advance of the training dates and will be responsible for any transportation and per diem associated with that training.

4.6 The contract employee shall assemble initial patient treatment record, utilizing CHCS, AHLTA, and ADS based on 12 discharges a day.

4.7 The contract employee shall review inpatient and outpatient visit documentation and enter appropriate International Classification of Diseases Ninth Revision Clinical Modification (ICD-9-CM) codes and when requested for Outpatient visits, Current Procedural Terminology (CPT), Healthcare Common Procedure Coding System (HCPCS), and Evaluation & Management (E&M) codes using accepted coding practices as prescribed by the Department of Defense, JCAHO, American Hospital Association (AHA) Coding Clinic and CMS (Centers for Medicaid and Medicare Services) coding guidelines.

4.8 The contract employee shall enter codes directly into the Ambulatory Data System, Coding Compliance editor system and AHLTA and confirm that the correct patient data is contained in the medical record to ensure that correct demographics are entered into a file.  The patient’s name, social security number and dates of services are verified as corresponding to those listed in ADS before entry of the diagnosis and procedure codes.  

4.9 The contract employee shall maintain daily job status report including completed activities, all metrics, incomplete activities and the status of any special interest data projects.  Contract employee may participate in the development of ad hoc programs using a data retrieval system.   

4.10 The contract employee shall compile, verify, and file medical records of hospital or clinic patients. The contract employee will compile statistics for use in reports and surveys.  Reviews records for completeness, assembles forms and test results to ensure that material and information on like subjects are kept together and eliminates duplicate copies within file. 

4.11 The contract employee will perform audits of the onsite coding staff, as needed for data quality statements and provide a written report to the contracting representative.  The contract employee shall provide productivity reports and associated ad-hoc reports.

4.12 The USNH Yokosuka requires an average of 30 inpatient patient records coded and processed per day based on an 8-hour workday or 190-225 Emergency Room (ER) records per day, 65-80 ambulatory surgery records per day, and or 50-100 physician office records per day (E/M and procedures). In accordance with BUMED medical coding requirements, coding of ER records is due within 3 business days of the encounter, coding of billable insurance encounters is due within 3 business days of the encounter and coding of APVs is due within 15 business days of the encounter. 
4.13 The Contractor’s technical liaison/coding manager shall conduct surveillance of the on-site contract employee’s performance on a monthly basis through a mutually agreeable process.  The coding monitoring process is a concurrent review of coding activities specifically focusing on ICD-9, CPT, and E&M samples from various primary and specialty care services.   The sampling will include both records representative of current areas of investigative/performance improvement focus, records representative of internally identified problem areas, and a random sampling of records to determine overall accuracy.  The Medical Record Administrator (MRA) or designee will provide the topics for monitor. The Contractor will report monthly, via the Surveillance Officer.  The US Naval Hospital Yokosuka’s Data Quality Assessment Team will monitor the process for the Executive Steering Committee.

EMPLOYMENT OF NAVY PERSONNEL RESTRICTED

In performing this contract, the Contractor will not use as a consultant or employ (on either a full or part time basis) any active duty Navy personnel or Navy civilian employee without the prior approval of the Contracting Officer.  Such approval may be given in circumstances where it is clear that no laws and no DOD or Navy instructions, regulations, or policies might be contravened and no appearance of a conflict of interest will result.

REQUIRED STANDARD OF WORKMANSHIP

Unless otherwise specifically provided in this contract, the quality of all services rendered hereunder shall conform to the highest standards in the relevant profession, trade or field of endeavor.  All services shall be rendered by or supervised directly by individuals fully qualified in the relevant profession, trade or field, and holding any licenses required by law.

SECURITY REQUIREMENTS FOR CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL

a.   Permission to visit.  Whenever Contractor personnel are required to perform work aboard a ship of U.S. Navy or associated Shore Facility, the Contractor shall submit a written request to visit that ship/facility to the facility or ship Security Officer and to N68292 .


(1)   For classified visits, the visit request shall include all information required by Chapter 6 of DoD 5220.22-M “National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual (NISPOM)”.

b.   Citizenship.  No employee or representative of the Contractor shall be admitted to any facility or ship of the U.S. Navy unless satisfactory proof of citizenship of the United States has been furnished.

c.   Access Badge.  Each contractor/subcontractor employee must obtain an access badge prior to visiting or performing work on a Government installation.  Two pieces of identification and a completed copy of the Department of Homeland Security Form I-9 “Employment Eligibility Verification” are required prior to issuance or reissuance of an access badge.  Form I-9 is available at the following website:

d.   Compliance with Security Regulations.


(1)   The Contractor shall comply with the security regulations in force at USNH Yokosuka, Japan and any Branch Medical Clinics as required. (D) The taxpayer has filed for bankruptcy protection. The taxpayer is not delinquent because enforced collection action is stayed under 11 U.S.C. 362 (the Bankruptcy Code).

(July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties. · Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract. USE OF PAST PERFORMANCE INFORMATION RETRIEVAL SYSTEM – STATISTICAL REPORTING (PPIRS-SR) IN PAST PERFORMANCE EVALUATION 

(1)   The offeror’s past performance shall be evaluated in accordance with FAR 13.106-2 or 15.305(a)(2), as applicable.  This procurement is subject to Past Performance Information Retrieval System – Statistical Reporting (PPIRS-SR), authorized by the Department of Defense for use by participating activities during the acquisition of supplies and services.  

(2)   The purpose of the PPIRS-SR is to provide contracting personnel with quantifiable past performance information regarding delivery and quality, as collected from existing DoD reporting systems.  PPIRS-SR uses the past performance data collected to classify each supplier’s performance by Federal Supply Class(es) or Service Code(s).

(3)   Quality:  The method used in PPIRS-SR to classify the quality of a supplier’s past performance is a comparison of quality records among all suppliers who have provided goods or services to the Federal Government which are categorized in the same Federal Supply Class or Service Class (FSC).  Based on the comparison among suppliers in a specific FSC group, suppliers are classified by PPIRS-SR into a color rating that represents the supplier’s overall quality performance for that specific Federal Supply Class or Service Class.  The following is a summarization of the PPIRS-SR classification colors:


1.  Dark Blue:
Top 5% of suppliers in FSC group*


2.  Purple:
Next 10% of suppliers in FSC group*


3.  Green:
Next 70% of suppliers in FSC group*


4.  Yellow:
Next 10% of suppliers in FSC group*


5.  Red:

Bottom 5% of suppliers in FSC group*

* If all supplier performance ratings for an entire FSC group are equal, all suppliers in that group will be classified Green.

(4)   Delivery:  Supplier delivery past performance is classified in PPIRS-SR by the supplier’s percentage of on time deliveries.  On time deliveries are calculated using the number of line items delivered and a weighting factor which reflects the length of time a delivery was overdue.

(5)   PPIRS-SR classifications are established monthly for each supplier and can be reviewed at http://www.ppirs.gov/.  Suppliers are granted access to PPIRS-SR for their own classifications.  Offerors are encouraged to review their own classifications as well as the PPIRS-SR reporting procedures and methodology detailed in the PPIRS-SR Procedures Manual and the PPIRS-SR User Guide available at http://www.ppirs.gov.  The method to challenge a rating is also found on the identified website.

(6)   Suppliers with no history in PPIRS-SR will be considered to have a neutral PPIRS-SR rating.

SINGLE AWARD FOR ALL ITEMS

Due to the interrelationship of supplies and/or services to be provided hereunder, the Government reserves the right to make a single award to the offeror whose offer is considered in the best interest of the Government, price and other factors considered.  Therefore, offerors proposing less than the entire effort specified herein may be determined to be unacceptable.

BEST VALUE EVALUATION (BETA)

A.  General.  Offers will be evaluated on the basis of best value to the Government; that is, selection will be based on other than the lowest price, technically acceptable offer.  Award under this procurement will be made to the technically acceptable offer which provides the best value to the Government, past performance and price considered.  In determining best value to the Government, a trade-off analysis of the relative benefits and/or risk to the Government in terms of the impact on contract performance will be performed, if necessary.  In performing this best value trade-off analysis, as one factor is determined substantially equal among competing offers, the other factors grow more important in making the award selection.   

B.  Technical Acceptability.  In order to be determined technically acceptable, offers must meet or exceed all specifications, delivery requirements, and other terms and conditions in the solicitation and any subsequent amendments. (see Proposal Submittal Requirements).  Both the primary and backup coder trainer must be determined technically acceptable in order for an offer to be considered for award.  The offer must be determined to be technically acceptable before being considered further.

Sub Factor (b): Certifications – The coding certification from the American Health Information Management Association (AHIMA) must be current for the primary and backup coder trainers proposed. 

C.  Best Value Evaluation Factors  

Offers that are determined to be technically acceptable will be evaluated in terms of past performance, price and Small Business Administration certified as a small business entity.  All evaluation factors other than price, when combined, are significantly more important than price.  The evaluation factors that will be used in evaluating and determining the offer which represents the best value to the Government are listed in order of importance as stated below: 

Factor 1 –Past Performance is significantly more important than price (Factor 2).

Factor 2 –Price is significantly less important than Past Performance (Factor 1).

D.  Evaluation of Offers
1. Past Performance:

Evaluation of past performance (see Proposal Submittal Requirements) may include, but not be limited to, relevance and extent of previous contracts, quality and conformance of supplies/services to contract requirements, timely delivery/performance, customer satisfaction, and cost control.  Past performance information (PPI) utilized in the evaluation will be obtained from contractor references, PPIRS, as well as any other sources which may have relevant information.  Contractor-provided references that cannot be contacted will not be considered.  Greater weight (both positive and/or negative) will be given for performance under previous contracts that are more similar in scope, size and complexity to this procurement.  Those offerors with no relevant past performance information will be evaluated neither favorably nor unfavorably; however, an offer with no relevant past performance history may not represent the most advantageous proposal to the Government.

Past performance evaluation will also include the extent offerors utilized small business concerns (SB, VOSB, SDVOSB, HUBZone SB, SDB, and WOSB) under previous contracts.  PPI utilized in the evaluation will be obtained from submitted Contract Data Sheets or any other sources which may have relevant information.

Government evaluators may avail themselves of various federal, state, and local past performance databases including, but not limited to, Past Performance Information Retrieval System (PPIRS), Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS), Federal Awardee Performance and Integrity Information System (FAPIIS), and Defense Logistic Agency’s (DLA’s) Mechanization of Contract Administration Services (MOCAS) system,  The Government may research offeror performance on any federal, state, local, and commercial contract that is known to the Government, but not included on a submitted “Contractor Performance Data Sheet.”  Additionally, the personal experience and evaluator knowledge of offeror performance may be utilized.

2. Price:
