Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties. Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

MHE and AWP shall meet all Industrial Truck Standard Development Foundation B56 Standards Committee (ITSDF B56 standards) as they establish the safety requirements relating to the elements of design, operation, and maintenance, the standardization relating to principal dimensions to facilitate interchangeability, and establishment of test methods and test procedures, for powered and non-powered industrial trucks (not including vehicles intended primarily for earth-moving or over-the-road hauling) and wheels and casters applicable for the specific unit being ordered.  

2.3.  
At the time of delivery and before acceptance of each individual unit or before any maintenance, repair, or replacement of a unit, the contractor and Government Surveillance Officer (GSO) or other authorized government representative shall jointly inspect and document in writing the condition of the unit to ensure it meets contract requirements.  A signed copy by both parties relating to the inspection and condition of each unit delivered and accepted by the government shall be retained by both the contractor and the government.  Upon completion of the contract and at the time of pick-up for each unit furnished, or prior to the return of any unit to the contractor for maintenance, repair or replacement during the period of the contract, the contractor and an authorized Government representative shall jointly re-inspect the condition of the equipment and shall note any new conditions or damage on an additional written inspection document signed and retained by both parties.  The contractor shall provide the report form to be used to inspect the condition of a leased unit at delivery, for maintenance, repair or replacement of the unit, and for return of the unit at the completion of the task order.  

2.4.  
For all units provided under the contract, the contractor shall be responsible for scheduled maintenance in accordance with the manufacturer’s maintenance standards that may be required during the contract period of performance.  The contractor shall notify the GSO two days in advance of performing maintenance on a leased unit.   The contractor shall provide a replacement unit within 24 hours for any equipment in use on the contract that may require repair during use.  If it is necessary to perform emergent repairs on a government facility, the contractor shall utilize a tag out and/or lockout procedure in order to disable the equipment if an unsafe condition exists.  The Contractor shall notify the GSO or other authorized government representative when equipment is placed in a lockout or tagout status and when it is removed from a lockout or tagout status.

2.5.  
The GSO or other authorized government representative shall notify the contractor’s point of contact for any repairs to leased units required during performance of the contract.  The contractor should generally be able to repair units within eight hours after notification from the government.  If the equipment is not repairable within eight hours after notification and repairs are estimated to exceed two or more days (48 hours) in length, the contractor shall provide a replacement unit within one day (24 hours).  


2.6.  
If the contractor is unable to complete the scheduled pick-up at the completion of the contract, the contractor shall immediately notify the GSO or contract administrator and provide an alternate date and time of pick-up within one day (24 hours) of the originally scheduled pick-up or as otherwise mutually agreed.  

PART III – GOVERNMENT RESPONSIBILITIES

3.1.  
The government will perform a pre-operational and post-operational safety inspection of each leased unit as part of daily use.  Any unit that is defective, needing repair or maintenance or found to be otherwise unsafe will be removed from service and the contractor will be notified of the unit’s status. 

3.2.  
Any unit furnished under the contract involved in an accident or mishap will also be removed from service and the contractor notified of the unit’s status. 

PART IV – SPECIAL PROVISIONS

4.1.  
The “Risk of Loss” term of the FAR clause at 52.212-4(j) is tailored to add the following language:  

The Government may reimburse the contractor for the reasonable costs of loss, damage or destruction caused by the unlawful act, omission, or negligence of government personnel.  However, the government does not assume absolute liability for the risk of loss, damage or destruction to leased units and shall not be responsible for units lost, stolen, damaged or destroyed through criminal acts, natural acts including fires, floods, or severe weather, no-fault accidents, or hostile acts.  The government also is not responsible for reasonable wear and tear for leased units.  Tread wear on tires, small dents and scratches, the accretion of rust, or other minor cosmetic defects are examples of reasonable wear and tear.  

4.2.  
The contractor may submit a request for equitable adjustment (REA) or claim to the contracting officer for each instance of unit loss, damage, or destruction claimed to be attributed to government fault.   In addition to the information required by the DFARS Clause at 252.243-7002, each REA or claim should reference the contract number, the specific unit at issue, and should include a copy of all applicable inspection documents under the contract for the unit and documents substantiating the costs of the REA or claim.  Any compensation will be in an amount determined by the deciding contracting officer.  If a leased unit becomes inoperable through damage or destruction during performance of the contract, the government will immediately notify the contractor. 

4.3.  
Only the contracting officer has the authority to modify the period of performance for the contract.  The contractor shall immediately notify the contracting officer of any changes to the period of performance requested of the contractor by the GSO or any government employee.   Additional lease payments or other liability resulting from a change in the period of performance or relating to such change that is not the subject of a written agreement with the contracting officer in accordance with the “Changes” term of the FAR clause at 52.212-4(c) is at the contractor’s risk.  Changes to the contract’s period of performance shall normally be executed through a bilateral contract modification effected before the end of the contract’s original period of performance.   

4.4.  
The “Title” term of the FAR clause at 52.212-4(n) is tailored to the following language:  

Title to any leased units will not pass to the Government upon acceptance of units delivered under the contract.  The contractor shall retain title to all leased units under this contract.

Visiting vendors may obtain daily passes directly from the individual Navy Installations by submitting identification credentials for verification and undergoing a criminal screening/background check.  Alternatively, if the vendor so chooses, it may voluntarily elect to obtain long-term credentials through enrollment registration, backing vetting, screening, issuance of credentials at the vendor’s own cost through a designated independent contractor NCACS service provider.  Credentials will be issued every five years and access privileges will be reviewed/renewed on an annual basis.  The  cost incurred to obtain Navy Installation access of any kind are not reimbursable, and the price(s) paid for obtaining long-term NCACS credentials  will not be approved as a direct cost of this contract.
