STATEMENT OF WORK
1.
SCOPE OF WORK

This requirement is for live telephone support, on-call maintenance, remote diagnostics, and preventive maintenance (PM) services for the Abbott Prism system at U.S. Naval Hospital Okinawa.  The period of performance for this requirement is for a twelve (12) month period beginning from the award of the contract.    The contractor shall provide qualified technicians; Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) replacement parts; perform maintenance, repairs, and calibration; and provide all supervision, equipment, supplies and transportation for technicians to maintain the equipment.  The contractor shall train one hospital employee to do repair work and maintenance on the instrument, and establish a parts depot on-site.  Live telephone support shall be available 24 hours a day 7 days a week.

2.
EMERGENCY AND ON-CALL MAINTENANCE


Emergency and on-call maintenance shall be available Monday through Friday, from 8:30 AM until 5 PM and scheduled with the Technical Representative (TR) or designated representative.  The contractor shall maintain, repair, and return the equipment listed in the schedule to optimum working condition as specified in the manufacturer’s operational manual.  Emergency on-call and normal on-call maintenance service shall not exceed a combined six (6) service calls, including travel and labor, during the contract period. 

4.
PREVENTIVE MAINTENANCE

Preventive maintenance shall be performed on a quarterly basis during the twelve month contract period.  The Technical Representative (TR) and the contractor shall develop, within two weeks after award, a PM schedule that lists the dates and items for those PMs.  All PMs shall be performed during the PPM and shall be in accordance with the manufacturer recommendations.  The Contractor shall provide maintenance services to include all preventive maintenance, corrective maintenance, cryogen maintenance, upgrades to operating software, Field Change Orders (FCOs) and Engineering Change of Orders (ECOs).

5.
REPAIR TIME

The Contractor shall arrive on-site within two days (taking travel into consideration).  A service call is defined as either telephone contact or a bona fide attempt to make contact by leaving a message on an answering machine or by paging a pager system.  

6.
REPLACEMENT/REPAIR PARTS


The Contractor shall furnish only OEM parts to effect all replacements or repairs.  The contractor shall bear all cost associated with obtaining the parts.  The Contractor shall have available or access to all parts necessary for the accomplishment of the service within the time frames set for repairs.  All parts installed shall become the property of the Government and all replaced parts shall become the property of the contractor.

7.
DAMAGE TO THE SYSTEM
7.1
The contractor shall not perform repairs or perform maintenance should  the equipment be damaged by fire, water, acts of God, any unauthorized alterations, repairs or modifications by Government personnel.

7.2
For situation described in paragraph 7.1, the Contractor is authorized to examine the equipment and provide the Government with an estimated cost of repair.  If the Contracting Officer authorizes the system to be repaired, the contractor will issue a separate one-time repair order.  Any repairs performed without this authorization and purchase order shall be at the contractor’s own expense.

8.
MAINTENANCE RECORD

The Contractor shall furnish a signed System Maintenance Record written in English to the hospital upon completion of each maintenance (preventive and corrective) service and for each service call placed.  The designated TR will countersign the report to certify that services were rendered.  The Contractor shall maintain a copy on file and shall submit one copy to the TR for verification immediately following the services performed which shall be maintained by the TR in the contract file.  An additional copy of the maintenance record shall be attached to the monthly invoice.


As a minimum, the following information shall be included on each System Maintenance Records:

(a) The contract number, time and date the contractor’s maintenance personnel arrived, including the name(s) of each of the contractor’s employees present.

(b) Type, model and serial of equipment.

(c) Description of the services requested or problem, and of the services actually performed by the contractor.

(d) Time spent for repairs.

(e) A list of parts replaced or upgraded, including software, and provide part numbers and serial numbers, if applicable.

(f) Time and date the contractor returned the system to the Government in operating condition.

(g) Signature of designated Government representative (if services are completed during normal duty hours).

(h) Contractor’s and TR’s signature lines.

9.
CONTRACTOR’S QUALITY CONTROL PLAN (QCP)
(a) The Contractor shall establish and maintain a complete QCP that is acceptable to the Contracting Officer to ensure that the requirements of the contract are provided as specified.  All Work actions shall be in accordance with current applicable maintenance regulations and industry standard practice.  The Contractor shall furnish a signed system maintenance (preventive and/or corrective) service report.  The TR will countersign the report to certify that services were rendered. The Government will not recognize any maintenance action that has not been report and signed by the TR.  All system documents shall be prepared and validated in duplicate.  One copy shall remain with the respective system and one copy shall be provided to the TR.

(b) The contractor’s QCP.  A detailed description of the contractor’s QCP shall be submitted for review by the Contracting Officer along with the offer.  The plan shall include:

(1) A quality control inspection system covering all contract services.  It must specify areas to be inspected on both a scheduled or unscheduled basis and how inspections are to be conducted.

(2) The name(s) and qualifications of the individual(s) tasked to perform the quality control inspections and the extent of their authority.

(3) A method for identifying deficiencies in the quality of services performed and taking corrective action before the level of performances.

(4) A file of all Quality Control Inspections, inspection results and any corrective actions required, shall be maintained by the Contractor throughout the term of this contract.  This file shall be the property of the Government and be made available to the TR and Contracting Officer at anytime during performance of the contract.

GOVERNMENT RESPONSIBILITIES
10.1
Government personnel will not perform maintenance or attempt repairs to the equipment while the equipment is covered under this maintenance contract unless they are the one trained person designated by the command to work on the machine that has been trained by the Contractor,.

The Government will permit the contractor access to the equipment to be maintained and provide ample workspace for the maintenance.


10.3
The Contracting Officer will furnish to the contractor the names of the TR authorized to place service calls from only those individuals.  Any service rendered by the Contractor without approval of one of those individuals will be at the Contractor’s own expense and the Government will not pay for the service.

11.
CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITIES

The contractor shall provide a point of contact and phone number(s) to which requests for services may be made during the PPM, e.g. trouble desk, answering machine or pager system.

In all instances where Government property or equipment is damaged by the contractor’s employees, a full report of the facts and the extent of the damage shall be submitted to the TR within 24 hours following the occurrence. CONTRACTOR’S PERSONNEL

The contractor technician must wear an identification tag that identifying him/her by name and identifies the contractor’s name.  The tag shall be printed in English and must be visible at all times while performing services at the USNH.

PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE
13.1
The intent of the contract is to have awarded a base period, 26 September 2015 through 25 September 2016 and four (4) one-year option periods.  An option under any contract is considered a unilateral right of the Government and will be exercised if the Government determines that the option is required.

14.
CONFORMANCE TO BASE SAFETY REGULATIONS AND PROCEDURES  

14.1
The Contractor, his employees, and subcontractors shall conform to Base Regulations while on base.  This includes all safety and driving regulations.

Butler (extension 645-2239).  Certification of receipt shall be obtained and submitted to the Contracting Officer.  Any lost or stolen passes shall be reported to the COR immediately and a Military Police report shall be submitted by the Contractor personnel stating the details of the loss or theft. (10) Past performance information, when included as an evaluation factor, to include recent and relevant contracts for the same or similar items and other references (including contract numbers, points of contact with telephone numbers and other relevant information); and 

(11) If the offer is not submitted on the SF 1449, include a statement specifying the extent of agreement with all terms, conditions, and provisions included in the solicitation. Offers that fail to furnish required representations or information, or reject the terms and conditions of the solicitation may be excluded from consideration.

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12. APPLICABILITY

Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

· SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Contractor employee whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements: 

· Must be either a US citizen or a US permanent resident with a minimum of 3 years legal residency in the United States (as required by The Deputy Secretary of Defense DTM 08-006 or its subsequent DoD instruction) and 

· Must have a favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) including a FBI fingerprint check prior to installation access.  

To be considered for a favorable trustworthiness determination, the Contractor’s Security Representative must submit for all employees each of the following: 

· SF-85 Questionnaire for Non-Sensitive Positions

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
· Original Signed Release Statements

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM 

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.  

* Consult with your Command Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager for local policy when IT-III (non-sensitive) access is required for non-US citizens outside the United States.

LIABILITY INSURANCE

The following types of insurance are required in accordance with the clause entitled "Insurance - Work on a Government Installation" (FAR 52.228-5) and shall be maintained in the minimum amounts shown below.  The Contractor shall furnish a Certificate of Insurance with its offer to indicate compliance with insurance requirements.  If insurance will not be obtained prior to award of a contract, the offeror shall indicate by checking this block (   ) that it intends to get the required insurance and shall send a certificate to the Contracting Officer prior to the start of performance.  If this certificate is to be sent from the insurance company directly to the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall ensure that the insurance company cross-references the contract number to the certificate.

1. Comprehensive General Liability:  $500,000 per occurrence.

2. Automobile Liability:  Policy shall provide for bodily injury and property damage liability covering the operation of all automobiles used in connection with performance of this contract in the following amounts: $200,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and $20,000 per occurrence for property damage.


3. Workmen's Compensation and Employer's Liability Insurance (or where maritime employment is involved, Longshoremen's and Harbor Worker's Compensation Insurance):  In the minimum of $100,000.  A certificate of this insurance shall be provided to the Contracting Officer before commencing work under this contract.


4. Aircraft Public and Passenger Liability:  When aircraft are used in connection with performance of this contract public and passenger liability insurance will be at least $200,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence for bodily injury, other than passenger liability, and $200,000 per occurrence for property damage.  Coverage for passenger liability bodily injury shall be at least $200,000 multiplied by the number of seats or passengers, whichever is greater.
