1.0 OBJECTIVE. 
The purpose of this document is to define the Statement of Work of the radio services provider and the Navy Region Northwest at Naval Facility at the Boardman Bombing Range with respect to the use of portable, mobile, and desktop.

.

2.0 BACKGROUND. 
The Boardman Bombing Range is operated by the U.S. Navy and utilized by all military services, including National Guard units, for target practice. As the primary user of Boardman, NAS Whidbey Island provides personnel to perform firefighting and safety duties at the range. Radio communications and the ability to interface with local first responders are essential to the task. The Enterprise Land Mobile Radio (ELMR) units must have a radio network over which they will operate.

3.0 REQUIREMENTS. 
3.1 Allocation of System Resources
The radio services provider will allocate sufficient system resources including Talk Groups, Radio Unit Ids, Alias Ids, etc. in order to provide an equivalent grade of service afforded to other comparable system users.  

3.2 Unit Programming
The radio services provider will program the subscriber radios.  

3.3 User Talk Group Monitoring
