Commander, Navy Installations Command (CNIC), has established the Navy Commercial Access Control System (NCACS), a standardized process for granting unescorted access privileges to vendors, contractors, suppliers, and service providers not otherwise entitled to the issuance of a Common Access Card (CAC) who seek access to and can provide justification to enter Navy installations and facilities.  Visiting vendors may obtain daily passes directly from the individual Navy Installations by submitting identification credentials for verification and undergoing a criminal screening/background check. MERCURY EXCLUSION

The hardware or supplies furnished under this contract shall not contain mercury or compounds which contain mercury.  In addition, the hardware or supplies furnished under this contract shall not have come into direct contact with mercury or mercury containing compounds.

SECURITY REQUIREMENTS

During the performance of this contract, NOFORN (not releasable to foreign nationals)  information may be developed or utilized. (5)   PPIRS-SR classifications are established monthly for each supplier and can be reviewed at http://www.ppirs.gov/.  Suppliers are granted access to PPIRS-SR for their own classifications.
