Material will meet QQ-A-250/19 temper H-116 specification and fire test standards in accordance with ASTM E84-70.  The acoustical boards must have all edges sealed and be fixed to the panels.
5. All labor and material to fabricate and install a new desk, Bookcase, and side table.  The new desk will be approximately 66" long x 26" wide x 30" tall. It will have two box/box/file cabinet pedestals with positive locks and a locking pencil drawer.  The pedestals will be laminated on all sides. The drawer fronts will be fabricated with an overlay drawer style (instead of the inset style). The new bookcase above the new desk will be approximately 66" long x 15" wide x 30" tall. It will have a laminate finish on the interior and exterior of the cabinet. The upper cabinet doors will fabricated with an overlay door style, secured with a positive latch.  The bottom portion of the bookcase cabinet will be fitted with mail slots for filing. The cabinet will also be fitted with task lighting to illuminate the desk area.
6. All labor and materials to fabricate and install a new bookcase composed of two side by side cases with 4 box insets. The bottom box will be 14" tall, the box above (depicted with microwaves - actually printers) will be 21" tall. The remaining two box insets above will be 22" tall. The dimensions will and a pencil drawer. The cases will be 81" tall and 35" wide. The top two cabinets will be finished with an overlay door style, secured with a positive latch. The printer boxes will be open with sliding shelves - providing access to the printers. The bottom cabinet may be left open to provide access to the computer towers.
