1 Provide two (2) model 21-300 CLPRCT’s fabricated per Energy Solutions (formerly Duratek) Drawing C‑042‑046941‑001, Rev. 2, with the following clarifications/exceptions: (Item numbers are from drawing C‑042‑046941‑001 unless otherwise specified)

1.1 General Requirements:

1.1.1 Do not install the Steel Shell (Item 4).
1.1.2 The Panel Filter Assembly (Item 6) is to be equipped with 5-micron panel filters, design of Chem-Nuclear Systems DWG C‑372‑B‑0011.

1.1.3 All hoses and piping used in the CLPRCT assembly shall be hydrostatically tested to a minimum pressure of 225 psig, held for a minimum of 30 minutes with no leakage or deformation.  Vendor shall supply certification of hydrostatic tests.

1.1.4 The CLPRCT shall be hydrostatically/pneumatically tested to 7 (+0, -1) psig.  Vendor shall provide certification of the hydrostatic/pneumatic testing.

1.1.5 Do not provide the Containment Lid shown on Sheet 5 of 7 (Item 59).

1.1.6 Using 1" high letters and highly contrasting color paint, stencil the HIC serial number on the Closure Lid.

Item 0002 – 21-300 Shipping Cask and Trailer

2 Rental of two (2) each model 21-300 shipping casks and tie-down gear and two (2) each transport trailers for the 21-300 shipping casks and radiological requirements for both trailers and shipping casks and CLPRCT installation into each shipping cask shall be in accordance with the following:

2.1 General Requirements:
2.1.1 The rental casks and transport trailers shall be delivered to Puget Sound Naval Shipyard & Intermediate Maintenance Facility (PSNS & IMF), Bremerton, WA.  The rental period for each shipping cask and transport trailer shall start when the equipment arrives at PSNS & IMF and shall stop when the custody is transferred to the vendor at PSNS & IMF.  Return of the casks to the vendor will be per the LPRCT disposal contract.

2.1.2 The rental period is for 10 months (on a month to month basis) from the date of delivery.

2.1.3 The cask shall meet the DOT specification 7A, Type A packaging requirements of Title 49 Code of Federal Regulations.  The vendor shall provide complete certification and supporting safety analysis demonstration that construction methods, design, and materials are compliant with the DOT specification 7A requirements.

2.1.4 Any package tracking devices installed on the cask and/or trailer are prohibited within the confines of the shipyard and must be removed by the vendor upon delivery to PSNS & IMF.

2.2 Radioactivity Requirements:

2.2.1 Loose radioactive contamination on internal and external surfaces of the shipping casks and transport trailers shall not exceed 450 micro-micro curies/100 square centimeters beta-gamma (1000 DPM/100 square centimeters) or 50 micro-micro curies/probe alpha (100 DPM/probe).

2.2.2 Fixed radioactivity on external surfaces of the shipping casks and transport trailers shall not exceed 450 micro-micro curies/probe beta-gamma or 50 micro-micro curies/probe alpha.

2.2.3 If external fixed activity exceeds the limits prescribed in 2.2.2, vendor shall notify PSNS & IMF of the fixed contamination and levels and allow two business days for PSNS & IMF to authorize the shipment. POC at PSNS & IMF is Brian Bowker at 360-627-3623.

2.2.4 It is preferable to receive a cask with fixed contamination levels less than 450 micro-micro curies/probe beta-gamma on internal surfaces that are accessible with the secondary lid removed; however, if this is not possible, the vendor shall provide detailed surveys showing the fixed contamination levels of this area.

2.2.5 Gamma radiation fields shall be measured with an AN/PDR-27 or Teletector model 6112 (IM-260/PDR probe), or equivalent instrument.

2.2.6 Beta-gamma activity shall be measured within ½ inch with a Geiger tube-type instrument, RM-3 or E-140N (IM-254/UD) equipped with a DT-304/PDR probe, or equivalent, as applicable.

2.2.7 Alpha activity shall be measured with an AN/PDR-56 alpha survey meter or equivalent.

2.2.8 Loose radioactive contamination shall be measured with dry swipes taken over an area of 100 square centimeters using a 1-1/8 inch diameter filter or paper disc.

2.2.9 Vendor shall provide copies of the most current loose surface and fixed contamination surveys and radiation surveys of each cask.

2.3 Lifting and Handling Requirements – Integral Lifting Attachments shall meet the design and test requirements of ANSI N14.6-1993 and the following:

2.3.1 Vendor shall provide certification of factor of safety greater than 3:1 yield and 5:1 ultimate.

2.3.2 Prior to all load tests, the vendor shall perform a visual inspection.  No signs of cracked, broken, worn, distorted, corroded, deteriorated, binding or loose parts are allowed.  Vendor shall provide certification of satisfactory pre load test visual inspections.

2.3.3 The vendor shall perform a load test of the Cask Lift Lugs.  Test load shall be performed at 150% (+5/-0 %) of the maximum weight of the cask and payload (cask weight with lid plus maximum design payload).  Load test shall be held for a minimum of 10 minutes.  The vendor shall provide certification of load testing.

2.3.4 The vendor shall perform a load test of the Cask Primary Lid Lifting Assembly.  Test load shall be performed at 150% (+5/-0 %) of the weight of the assembly.  Load test shall be held for a minimum of 10 minutes.  The vendor shall provide certification of load testing.

2.3.5 The vendor shall perform a load test of the Cask Secondary Lid Lifting Assembly.  Test load shall be performed at 150% (+5/-0 %) of the weight of the assembly.  Load test shall be held for a minimum of 10 minutes.  The vendor shall provide certification of load testing.

2.3.6 The vendor shall perform a load test of the Cask Protective Rain Cover Assembly.  Test load shall be performed at 150% (+5/-0 %) of the weight of the assembly.  Load test shall be held for a minimum of 10 minutes.  The vendor shall provide certification of load testing.

2.3.7 If any of the lift lug(s) are provided with a permanently installed shackle(s) (e.g. rain cover shackle), the vendor shall perform a load test of the shackle(s).  Test load shall be performed at 150% (+5/-0 %) of the weight of the assembly the shackle is lifting.  Load test shall be held for a minimum of 10 minutes.  The vendor shall provide certification of load testing.

2.3.8 After the load tests are complete, the vendor shall perform a visual inspection.  No signs of cracked, broken, worn, distorted, corroded, deteriorated, binding or loose parts are allowed.  Vendor shall provide certification of satisfactory post load test visual inspection.

2.3.9 After the load test is complete, the vendor shall perform a magnetic particle inspection of the entire lifting attachment and attachment welds for each shipping cask lift lug, primary and secondary lid lifting assemblies, protective (rain) cover lifting assembly and any permanently installed shackles.  Magnetic Particle inspection shall be performed in accordance with equivalent NAVSEA Technical Publication T9074-AS-GIB-010/271 with acceptance criteria per MIL-STD-2035A (Class 3 or equivalent for welds).  Use of Energy Solutions ES-C-013 “Magnetic Particle Examination of NAVSEA Equipment” is acceptable and technically equivalent to NAVSEA Tech Publication T9074-AS-GIB-010/271.  Vendor shall provide certification of all satisfactory Magnetic Particle inspections.

2.3.10 The vendor shall ensure that the certification for the lifting attachments will not expire prior to the end of the rental period.

2.3.11 The vendor shall provide one of the following certifications:  The vendor shall provide certification that the cask lifting trunnions meet all the requirements of ANSI N14.6-1993.  <OR>  The vendor shall provide certification that the 21-300 casks provided to PSNS&IMF were manufactured prior to 1998.

2.4 Loading the 21-300 CLPRCT into the cask:

2.4.1 The ¾ inch shield insert per Energy Solutions (Duratek) DWG C-035-016737-001, Rev. 3, shall be installed in each cask prior to loading the 21-300 CLPRCT.

2.4.2 The 21-300 CLPRCTs, of Item 0001, shall be loaded into the shipping casks such that the centerline of the dewatering connection is centered on one of the lifting trunnions.  The centerline of the dewatering connection shall be marked on the outside of the shipping cask.  The vendor shall provide certification that the CLPRCT has been loaded into the shipping cask in the orientation specified.

2.5 Transport trailer requirements:

2.5.1 Each transport trailer shall have a ¾ inch thick, approximately 7 foot diameter (to fit the gap under the cask), steel shield disk installed between the trailer and the bottom of the shipping cask.

2.5.2 The transport trailers shall be capable of accepting an Energy Solutions 14 series personnel barrier.

2.5.3 The trailers shall meet the following as a minimum:

2.5.3.1 Ensure that the trailer parking brake engages and operates properly when the trailer is disconnected from the tractor.

2.5.3.2 Ensure that all signs or similar warning devices required for highway shipment of the container and all securing hardware and devices needed for securing the container to the trailer are present and all equipment is serviceable and in good working order.

2.5.3.3 The trailer shall have up to date inspections such that any required inspection is performed within 90 days of the delivery date.  The trailer must have an independent mechanical inspection.  This inspection shall be completed prior to arrival at the user site by an independent qualified individual (may not be employed by the carrier or the shipper). The inspection will be equivalent to the FMCSA annual mechanical inspection.  This can be accomplished in one of the following ways:

a) A valid CVSA inspection

b) A FMCSA annual mechanical inspection (no more than 90 days old)

c) A state equivalent inspection (no more than 90 days old)

REQUIRED STANDARD OF WORKMANSHIP

Unless otherwise specifically provided in this contract, the quality of all services rendered hereunder shall conform to the highest standards in the relevant profession, trade or field of endeavor.  All services shall be rendered by or supervised directly by individuals fully qualified in the relevant profession, trade or field, and holding any licenses required by law.

CHANGES AND NON-CONFORMANCE

No changes to the specifications or other contract technical requirements are allowed without Shipyard approval prior to issuance of a contract modification by the Administrative Contracting Officer (ACO).  If contract administration is assigned to the Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA), authority for acceptance of minor non-conforming supplies is withheld.  Requests for deviations and waivers shall be processed in accordance with MIL-STD-973.

CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE

Operation, even in the receive mode, will not be permitted from the motor vehicle or hand-held radio equipment without the prior written permission from the Frequency Manager's office and NAVSHIPYDPUGET Security (see paragraph 3 below).  Contractor LMR equipment may be operated within the confines of the Shipyard and the Controlled Industrial Area (CIA) after written permission is obtained, provided the following requirements are followed:


a.   Transmissions on contractor radios shall be strictly limited to those needed to support completion of the contracts for which permission was granted in accordance with paragraph 3 below.


b.   Operators shall not transmit in Nuclear Work Areas, Controlled Nuclear Information Areas or Classified Work Areas, or outside the areas designated on the authorization memorandum from NAVSHIPYDPUGET Security.

5252.204-9400 Contractor Unclassified Access to Federally Controlled Facilities, Sensitive Information, Information Technology (IT) Systems or Protected Health Information 

(July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

· SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Contractor employee whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements: 

· Must be either a US citizen or a US permanent resident with a minimum of 3 years legal residency in the United States (as required by The Deputy Secretary of Defense DTM 08-006 or its subsequent DoD instruction) and 

· Must have a favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) including a FBI fingerprint check prior to installation access.  

To be considered for a favorable trustworthiness determination, the Contractor’s Security Representative must submit for all employees each of the following: 

· SF-85 Questionnaire for Non-Sensitive Positions

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
· Original Signed Release Statements

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM 

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.  

* Consult with your Command Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager for local policy when IT-III (non-sensitive) access is required for non-US citizens outside the United States.
