1.  BACKGROUND: In support of the SSBN 739 NBA availability, PSNS & IMF requires a backup Diesel Generator (DG), to be used with an Automatic Transfer Switch (ATS) for providing normal and standby backup power. Diesel run time is expected to be less than 40 hours for the entire rental period.

2.  SCOPE: The contractor shall provide one (1EA) DG and support for that DG as follows.

2.1. Electrical requirements. DG shall be rated at 500KW (minimum), 480VAC, 3 phase, 60 Hz, wye connected with the neutral isolated from ground.  The DG shall be listed/labeled by a Nationally Recognized Testing Laboratory (NRTL), e.g. UL listed.

1.  BACKGROUND: In support of the SSBN 739 NBA availability, PSNS & IMF requires an Automatic Transfer Switch (ATS), to be used with an emergency Diesel Generator (DG) for providing normal and standby backup power.  

2.  SCOPE: The contractor shall provide one (1EA) ATS and support for that ATS as follows.

2.1. Operation. The ATS shall provide manual transfer and automatic transfer mode. When in automatic transfer mode, the ATS shall be capable of automatically starting a DG upon loss of normal power and transferring the load to the DG. The ATS shall be capable of transferring the load within 15 seconds of starting the DG. The ATS shall commit to transfer upon loss of normal power. 

The ATS shall have a feature requiring a manual return to normal source power after an automatic transfer to generator power (i.e. the load will remain connected to the generator supply, even after power returns to the normal source, and the generator will continue to run until an operator action is taken).

2.2. DG Interface. The ATS shall provide two normally closed contacts that open when normal source power is available and close upon the loss of the normal source to initiate a relay trip coil and a DG starting coil via two independent 2 wire cables.

2.3. Electrical requirements. The ATS shall be rated for 1600A continuous current and 2250A peak current for 30 seconds (minimum), at 480VAC, 3Ö, 60 Hz. The ATS shall be listed/labeled by a Nationally Recognized Testing Laboratory (NRTL), e.g. UL listed. The ATS shall tolerate supply voltages within the range of 432VAC – 528VAC during normal operation.

2.4. Connection points. Normal source, emergency source and load bus bars on the ATS must each be capable of accommodating either 4 ea single-hole lug 500 kcmil type W cables or 2 ea two-hole lug 800 kcmil type W cables per phase. 

2.5. Enclosure. The ATS shall be housed in a NEMA 3R (minimum) enclosure, with heaters and customer steel forklift base. The ATS enclosure shall provide sufficient cable entry points for either 36 ea 500 kcmil type W cables or 18 ea 800 kcmil type W cables.

2.6. Meters. The ATS shall have an installed ammeter and voltmeter indicating voltage and current of output power. The ATS shall indicate when power is available from the normal source and from the emergency source. The ATS shall indicate what position it is in (normal source vs. emergency source) and what mode it is in (manual vs. automatic).

2.7. Technical Documentation. Unit shall have Operation and Maintenance manual(s), with detailed operating instructions specific for the equipment model provided.

2.8. Training. The contractor shall provide on-site training on ATS connection and operation, and demonstration of operation, upon delivery of the ATS to PSNS & IMF Bremerton.
