GENERAL REQUIREMENTS: The_ work consists of providing all labor and materials as required to fully enclose an E-2C aircraft using low density 12 mil, heavy duty, fire retardant, polyethylene shrinkwrap IAW NA15-01-500 preservation manual and COMNAVAIRFORINST  4750.I G to support ocean shipment of the aircraft from

North Dock, Yokohama, Japan to NAS North Island, California. The aircraft is located at North Dock, Yokohama, Japan.

2. SCOPE OF WORK:
· The E-2C is required to be fully enclosed, encompassing the entire aircraft 360 degrees using white, 12 mil heavy duty, fire retardant, polyethylene shrinkwrap IAW NA15-01-500 preservation manual and COMNAVAIRFORINST  4750.l G
